Prosecutors claim he hired a “ hit 
man" to kill District Judge Joe 
Ekbon, who has presided over toe 
Mtter, 4-year-old divorce suit filed by 
Davis’ estranged wife, Priscilla. 
Ekhon announced Tuesday be had 
withtoawn from the case, scheduled 
for trial Sept. 16.

Taped conversations, allegedly 
between Davis and police informant 
David McCrory; photos; a brief 
videotape; the pistol and silencer, 
and (25,000 in (100 bills are part of the 
evidence the state offered during the 
hearing in an attempt to keep Davis in 
jail.

FBI agent Ron Jatmings said it was 
McCrory, a self-profess^ friend and 
employee of Davis, who was wired for 
souiid during two meetings with the 
oilman at a restaurant panting lot last 
month.

During the Aug. 20 meeting, 
McCrory said he showed Davis a 
posed snapshot of Judge Ekhon's 
body stu ff^  in a car trunk and was 
givm an envelope containing (15,000 
to deliver to an assassin he never 
actually hired.

Eidson, who posed at FBI request 
for the photo tnat realistically por­
trayed Mm as having a shotgun Mast 
in his back, was also a state witness at 
Davis’ murder trial.

Passage of the 
proposed Tax Relief Amendment 
would allow the Legislature to clarify 
the position of local tax ad­
ministrators related to the taxation of 
intangibles,”  he said.

He said he was confident the 1979 
Legislature would change the school 
finance law to avoid adding a drushing 
new burden to local districts ’

“ I have confidence the Legisiature 
will come up with a very workable 
number for the rural and urban 
areas,”  Parker said.

A district’s state aid is based on how 
its wealth relates to that of all the 
other districts in Texas — the more 
thewealth, the less the aid.

Legislature would not change the 
s ch ^  finance formula next session.

Intangibles never have been in- 
duded in the measurement of school 
district wealth, but the 1977 
Legislature ordered the board to 
provide the figures for its use and for 
use in the state aid formula — unless 
the law is changed later.

Man says 
is a 'pawn'
MOSCOW (A P ) — 

Am erican businessman 
Francis J. Crawford, who 
contends he is “ q pawn in a 
political chess game,”  said 
today he will be going on 
trial next Tuesday for 
a lle g e d  cu rren cy - la w  
violations.

Crawford, 38, a Moscow 
representative of the 
International Harvester Co. 
of Chicago, was arrested on 
a Moscow street in June and 
held for two weeks in 
Lefortovo Prison here. After 
being conditionally released, 
he was summon^ back to 
the prison repeatedly for 
interrogation.

Speaking to reporters at 
International Harvester’s 
office here today, Crawford 
again insisted he is com­
pletely innocent of the 
allegations that he engaged 
in illegal currency 
speculation.

“ The charges against me 
are false,”  he said. “ I have 
broken no law in the Soviet
Union.”

Many Westerners here 
view Crawford’s arrest as 
Kremlin retaliation for the 
arrest of two alleged Soviet 
spies in the United States.

Ihe two, VaMik Bnger, 39, 
and Rudolf Chernyayev, 43, 
both employees of the Soviet 
U.N. mission in New York, 
are to go on trjal Sept 12 in 

-Newark, N.J., on charges of 
attempting to buy U.S. anti­
submarine warfare secrets.

If convicted on the charge 
of currency manipulation, 
Crawford, a native of 
Mobile, Ala., could be sen­
tenced to a maximum of 
eight yekrs in prison, plus 
five years of exile within the 
Soviet Union.

Drop by average 1 percent

Grocery prices down
August brought a little bit 

of relief to consumers 
struggling to make both ends 
meet at the grocery store, an 
Associated Press market- 
basket survey shows. The 
cost of a sdected list of 
products dropped by an 
average of more than l 
percent at the stores sur­
veyed.

The AP drew up a random 
list of 15 commonly pur­
chased food and nonfood 
items, checked the price at 
one supermarket in each of 
13 cities on March 1,1973 and 
has rechecked on or about 
the start of each succeeding 
month. One item, chocolate 
chip cookies, was dropped 
from the list at the end of 
November 1977 because the 
manufacturer discontinued 
the package size used in the 
survey.

The latest survey showed 
general declines in ren lar 
prices last month as weU as a 
number of special sales. In 
Providence, R .I., for 
example, the regular price of 
coffee at the chKklist store 
declined from $3.06 a pound 
at the start of August to$2.96 
a pound today. Shoppers

Com­
paring today’s prices to 
those at the start of 1978, the 
AP found the marketbasket 
bill at the checklist stores 
had increased an avo-age of 
5.1 percent.

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  
The public’ s rating of 
American public spools 
(bopped again this year, but 
most parents whose children 
actually at̂ tend these schools 
give them good grades, a 
new education survey 
discloses.

The annual Gallup Poll on 
education found that 36 
penxnt of those surveyor 
gave public schools an A or B 
rating, while 19 percent gave 
D or F  (for failiiM) grades.

In last year’s poll, 37 
percent gave the schools top ~ 
marks and 16 percent 
awarded the lowest rating.
In 1974,48 pcnxnt gave A or 
B grades and only 11 percent 
rated them D or F.

The poll, financed by the 
Charles F. Kettering 
Foundation and published in 
Phi Delta Kappa magazine 
as the s(diool year opened, 
followed a government 
forecast that Am erica’s 
colleges and public scImoIs 
will cost an additional $11 
billion to operate this year, 
despite a 1 percent drop in 
enrolment.

The National Onter for 
Education Statistics said on 
Thursday that 56.8 million 
students, down from 60.2 
million, will attend classes 
from kindergarten to 
graduate school at a cost of 
$155 billion, up 7.6 percent 
over last year.

Counting 3.3 million 
teachers and 300,000 ad­
ministrators and staff, the 
center said 63.4 million 
Americans will be involved 
(hrectly in education this 
fall, or three out of every ten.

In the Gallup survey, 51 
percent of public school 
parents gave A or B eatings 
and only IS percent gave D’s 
orF's.

The larents of (tbildren in 
parochial and private 
schools took a more critical 
view of public schools. Only 
23 percent gave them A ’s or 
B’s and 32 percent gave D’s 
orF ’s.

The haralMBt critics of 
public schools were blacks 
living in the North. Of these, 
43 percent rated the schools 
D or F  and only 27 percent 
gave an A or B. By contrast, 
35 percent of Southern blacks 
gave top rating and only 14 
percent gave the worst.

In a similar vein, two- 
thirda of Northern blacks 
indicated they believe that 
minonty children do not 
have the same educational 
opportunities as white 
children. Only 21 percent 
believed tbm did. About 85 
percent of all whites and 54 
percent of Southern blacks 
said the opportunities were 
e(]ual.

People in the West were 
least satisfied with public 
schools, as 22 percent gave 

.A ’s and B> and 27 percent

D’s or F ’s. Elsewhere, 40 
percent gave top g r^es  
while 16 percent in the 
Middle West and South and 
21 percent in the East gave D 
orF.

La<dc of discipline con­
tinued to top the public’s list 
of concerns atm t public 
schools in the 10-year-old 
Gallup survey.

Discipline was cited by one 
in every four of the more 
than 1,500 adults polled in 
late April. Next on the 
problem list were use of

(bugs, lack of financial 
supp(xrt, desegre^tion and 
busing, p(x>r curriculum and 
standard, and the difficulty 
of getting good teachers.

One to kidnapping of Patty Hearst

Harrises plead guilty on

(

f o u k ^ h arges

OAKLAND, Calif. (A P ) — 
William and Emily Harris 
pleaded guilty to kidnapping 
Patricia Hearst, then made 
it clear they did it to insure 
their release from prison by 
1963 and a “ return to the 
stilts.**

“ Within four and a half 
years. Bill and I will be back 
on the streets,”  Mrs. Harris 
said in an emotional 
statement to the court and 
spectators Thursday. “ We 
will return to the streets as 
people committed to change. 
They cannot destroy us.”  -

Holding hands, the 
Harrises entered surprise 
^ ilty  pleas on four charges 
in return for dismissal on 
nine other counts.

If convicted by a jury, they 
faced jhe possibility of life in 
prison with no chance of 
parole. Harris said the aim 
of the prosecution had been 
“ to bury us alive.”

Mrs. Harris, 31, her face 
pale and puffy from three 
years behind bars, fought 
back tears as she spoke in 
the Alameda County 
Courthouse, not far from the 
federal correctional in­
stitution at Pleasanton 
where Miss Hearst is serving 
time for armed robbery.

Miss Hearst was 
unavailable for comment, 
but one of her attorneys, 
George Martinez, said she

expressed “ relief that the 
events finally have been 
resolved.”

The Harrises had kept 
secret the surprise they 
planned for Thursday’s court 
hearing — their admission 
for the first time they were 
among the Symbionese 
Liberation Army “ soldiers”  
who burst into Miss Hearst’s 
Berkeley apartment Feb. 4, 
1974, and dragged her 
screaming into the night

“ Today we take full 
responsibility for our par­
ticipation in the first political 
kidnapping in this country — 
the kidnapping of Patricia 
Hearst,”  Harris said as he 
faced spectators in the 
hushed courtroom.

The slender, mustachioed 
Harris, 33, appeared to be fit  
His voice was firm and 
controlled in contrast to his 
volatile courtroom outbursts 
earlier in the case.

He sat on the edge of a 
counsel table to face sup­
porters whose applause 
exploded in the packed 
courtroom. Those who en­
tered the courtroom were 
subjected to an intensive 
search.

“ The plea does not mean 
we have feelings of 
remorse,”  Harris explained. 
“ Instead, we feel pride in

what these actions were able 
to accomplish.”

He spoke just short of 
three years to the day that he 
and his wife were arrested 
Jogging on a San Francisco 
street Miss Hearst was 
captured the same day. Sent 
10,1975.

At their plea hearing, the 
HaiTises stuck to their 
contention that Miss Hearst 
now 24, willin^y converted 
to the ranks of her terrorist 
captors as “ Tania”  the 
urban guerilla.

“ Patricia  Hearst was 
kidnapped,”  Harris said. 
“ She was not brainwashed, 
beaten, tortured or raped. 
She was not locked alone in a 
doset for days and weeks on 
end. She was not coerced into 
rejecting her family and 
remaining with the people 
who made up the SLA."

Harris added, “ One of the 
most serious mistakes of the 
SLA was to let Patricia 
Hearst stay with us as an 
armed combatant.”

Outside court, Harris’s 
attorney Leonard Weinglass 
revealed further details of 
Miss Hearst’s activities, 
according to the Harrises.

"P a tr ic ia  Hearst was 
contained in a small area 
that functioned as a closet,”  
the attorney .said. “ She ate

with the group, she took a 
shower a  couple of days a 
week. The door to the doaet 
was kept open most of the 
time....She was not raped, 
she was not iiijured.”  

Weinglass stressed that 
the Hanises do not contend 
it was pleasant to be ki(L

napped, but they feel the 
facts have been distorted by 
Miss Hearst.

Mrs. Harris’s attorney, 
Susan. Jordan, said the 
Harrises’ pleas would 
benefit Miss Hearst in her 
campaign to win early 
rdease from prison.

MANAGUA, Nicaragua (A P ) — 
Youths armed with pistols and a few 
rifles and shotguns poured heavy fire 
from behind sandbag barricades and 
halted a national guard drive to 
regain control of Matagalpa,
Nicaragua’s third largest city.

nbing alsiFighting or bombing also was 
reported in Esteli, Jinotepe, Diriamba 
and Leon as the new drive to brine 
down the 41-year-old Somoza dic­
tatorship went into its 11th day today.

More businesses joined a growing 
strike in Mariagua and els^here 
aimed at forcing the resignation of 
President Anastasio Somoza, whose 
family has ruled Nicaragua since the 
U.S. Marines put his fa & r  in power 
in 1937.

'The national guard, Somoza’s 7,500- 
man army, began its ifrive into 
Matagalpa, 100 miles north of 
Managua, before noon Thursday, but 
by early evening had advanced only a 
few hundred yards into the city of 
40,000 people, witnesses said.

They said an armored car in the 
street a few hundred yards from the 
Red Cross heackwarters was firing a 
cannon at the rebels in an attempt to 
dislodge them from behind 
barricades. The youths appeared to be 
holding their positions, the sources 
said.

Two platoons cf national guardsmen 
made the initial advance, flanking a 
front-end loader and a road grader a 
block apart.

“ The guy on the road grader was 
shot in the shoulder. The guy on the 
loader took off running and I saw a 
bullet hole in his hat,”  said one wit­
ness.

Somoza sent 300 troops and eight 
armored cars to relieve the local 
garrison, which had been under siege 
since Saturday. Intense firing was 
reported most of the afternoon 
Thursday, and the Red Cross said 28 
dead had been confirmed from 
Wednesday evening to Thursday 
evening. But it said there may have 
been many more.

A reporter who spent two hours with 
the rebels said most of them were 
teen-agers armed with a variety of 
Dislols, some rifles and shotguns.

Courts rule media don't 
qualify as injured

Two different courts have 
told news reporters in 
Abilene and Beaumont they 
cannot sue city governments 
over private meetings 
because newspapers and 
television stations do not 
qualify as injured persons in 
such cases.

News media in both cities 
had tried to sue their local 
governments to force them 
to open private meetings 
which the press claimed 
should be public under the 
Texas Open Meetings Act.

But this 11th Civil Court of 
Appeals in Eastland, Texas, 
said Thursday the Abilene 
Reporter-News and KRBC- 
TV failed to show they had 
suffered a special or peculiar 
damage not shared by the 
general public.

The newspaper and 
television station sued when 
their reoorters were barred

from a meeting held by 
Abilene’s Equal Em­
ployment Opportunity Board 
last Novemiter.

A District Court ruled in 
January that all meetings of 
thedty council and any d  its 
boards must be open to the 
public. But the appellate 
court overturned that ruling, 
saying the news media 
lacked “ standing”  to bring 
suit.

The plaintiffs argued the 
Texas Open Meetings Law 
allows “ any interested 
person”  to sue. However, the 
appeals court said the 
phrase “ any interested per 
son”  in this case means a 
person who proves he has 
been injured other than as a 
member of the general 
public.

The Otympic movement, which has been under heavy 
pressure, suddenly looked Jiealthy and defiant again as 
the IOC’s Executive Board ended a two-day meeting here 
l la ir s d a y n ^ .

The board unanin>ous|y approved a plan under which 
Loo Angeles can hoot the 1984 Olympics without any 
financial respi

The U.S.

The Loo Angeles Mga, which began early this year, is 
stiU not over. The IOC wiU wait for letters or telegrams 
from 45 of its ntembers approving the executive board’s 
recommendation.

In a way. Loo Angeles has won its flgbt to break down 
IOC resistance, forcing a deviation from the Olympic 
Charter.

Under those rules, the host city is required to sign a

contract with the IOC agreeing to financial responsibility 
Jointly with the Olympic Committee of tte host country. 
But the IOC Executive Board accepted a compromise.

Los Angeles is bekig asked to sign a contract with the 
IOC, promising to observe Olympic rules. But in addition, 
the I(X} is ready to sira a second contract with the 
organiziiH committee of the Games, w h i^  is yet to be 
appototecCand the USOC.

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Index prices drop again
WASHINGTON (AP ) -  

L«d by lower prices for 
cattle, com and several' 
other commodities, the 
government’s index of prices 
received by fanners dropped 
in August for the second 
straight month.

The Agriculture De­
partment said oa Thurs­
day that lower prices for 
potatoes, broilers and apples 
also contributed to the 
decline. But higho' prices 
were reported for hogs, milk 
and eggs, the department’s 
Crop Reporting s W d  said.

Overall, the August farm 
price index was down almost 
3 percent from July, when it 
dipped 1 percent. Before 
that, farm prices on the 
whole rose for nine con­
secutive months.

The August price index 
still was 20 percent higher 
than it was a year ago, the 
report said.

Meanwhile, prices that 
farmers pay to meet ex­
penses held steady in August 
but still averaged 9 percent 
above a year ago.

With a record 6.5 billion- 
bushel com crop estimated 
for harvest this fall, corn 
prices at the farm nationally 
averaged $1.99 last month, 
down from $2.16 in July.

Wheat prices dropped just 
a penny ^ r in g  the month to

a farm average of $2.79 in 
August, based on the 
prelimiiMiry figures.

Beef cattle — which in­
cludes all types sold for beef 
— brought $48.80 per 100 
pounds, down $1 from July. 
Hogs, at $47.50 per hun­
dredweight, were up $2.30 
from a month earlier.

The parity ratio last month 
was 70 percent, down from 72 
in July. A year ago, the 
indicator — which 
theoretically at 100 percent 
would give farmers the same 
buying power they had at the 
turn of the century — was 64 
percent.

WASHINGTON (AP ) — 
Salesmanship by a Maryland 
farm couple Thursday 
resulted in Agriculture 
Secretary Bob Bergland’s 
buying a few more tomatoes 
than he had asked for.

Bergland, an early 
customer at an open air farm 
market outside the 
Agriculture Department, 
made his first purchase at a 
pickup truck laden with 
tomatoes and other produce 
where Mr. and Mrs. Warren 
Welsh had set up shop.

After looking things over, 
Bergland said he wanted 
“ about half a bag" of 
tomatoes but decided to take 
more after Mrs. Welsh ex­
plained they were five

pounds for a dollar or 25 
cents a pound if he wanted 
less.

The on»day event was 
sponsored by USDA to help 
promote diiect farmer-to- 
cimsumer marketing. A 
spokesw om an, . K a te  
AJfriend, said 17 trucks from 
Maryland and three from 
Virginia initially offered 
wares to federal workers and 
occasional tourists and 
others.

Later, however, two more 
trucks appeared to take 
advantage of the thriving 
market, officials said.

Bergland spent $17 in all as 
he made tlie rounds, buying 
a wide assortment of- 
produce, part of which he 
intends to donate to a neigh­
borhood cook-out this 
weekend in suburban 
Annandale, Va., where he 
resides.

Although no exact figures 
on the day’s proceeds were 
available, a department 
spokesman. Ted Crane, said 
it appeared that sales 
averaged about $250 a truck. 
Thus, 22 trucks were thought

to have sold about $5,5Ut) 
worth at produce during the 
day.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — 
Thirty-eight cattlemen have 
been selected by a lottery as 
the first importers to use the 
new Harry S. Truman 
Animal Import Center at 
Fleming Key, Fla.

The center was built so 
animals from disease-prone 
areas of the world can be 
isolated and given clean bills 
of health before they are 
allowed to enter the 
mainland proper.

Department officials said 
on Thursday the successful 
applicants to use the center 
are from Arkansas, 
C a lifo rn ia , In d ian a , 
Mississippi, Nebraska, Ohio, 
Texas, Wisconsin and 
Wyoming.

The cattle will be imported 
from South America and 
Europe to help improve 
breeding stock in the United 
States. Breeds include Brah­
man, Zebu, Simmental, 
Pinzgauer, cjharolais, Saler 
and Tarentaise, the 
department said.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP ) — 
State liquor administrator 
Sherman McBeath says he's 
caimht in the middle of the 
Abilene wet-dry election 
squabble and wants the 
Texas Supreme Court to get 
him out.

The court on Thursday set 
a Sept 20 hearing on 
McBath's plea to set aside 
District Judge Charles, 
Mathews' order leaving 
Abilene “ dry" for the time 
being.

A July 10  canvass showed 
“ drys" had won Abilene's 
June 17 liquor election

But a second canvass held 
on July 20 under orders from 
an Abilene judge changed 
the result. The county clerk 
then certified that Abilene 
had been voted "wet" for all 
alcoholic beverages.

Drys went to Mathews, 
who knocked out the Beesnd 
canvass and said the first 
one — showing drys had won 
— was valid unless over­

turned in an election contest 
suit.

McBeath, administrator of 
the Texas Alcoholic 

'Beverage Commission, said 
he has received several 
applications for liquor 
licenses in Abilene, 
backed up by the county 
clerk's certificate that the 
city was now "wet."

Yet he also has Mathews' 
order saying, in effect, that 
the “ wet” certification was 
based on a void order of tite 
com m issioner's court 
resulting from the second 
canvass.

McBeath said Uiat while he 
was "not subject to the pains 
of contempt in the presetil 
posture of the case, he is 
subjected to public scorn" if 
he ignores Mathews' order.

Texas liquor lav 
prescribes Ute meOtod (or 
contesting a wet-dry electioil 
and it has no room for 
Mathews' order, McBeath 
asserted.

Kermit was quite small, 

but it was a county seat and 
it took a spurt of growth 
along with Wink. Within four 
years, the county has 6,784 
folks The present court­
house replaced a smaller 
one in 1929 at the cost of 
$190,000.

Kermit is the gateway to 
the portion of New Mexico 
referred to as "Little Texas" 
which includes Jal and 
Eunice and other little New 
Mexico border towns that 
are more like their oilfield 
counterparts in Texas than 
they are like New Mexico 
towns.

Winkler County has $200 
million per year in 
petroleum industry revenue.

Kermit's located out in the 
sand hllla northwest of 
Monahans, west of Andrews, 
east of Orla and not too many 
miles from the New Mexico 
state line.

The town is the county seat 
of Winkler County and at the 
time the county was 
organized in 1910, it was the 
only town in the county.

ITie area was full of sand 
and desolation and even 
though Winkler County had 
been cut away from Tom 
Green County in 1880, there 
were not enough people to 
organize a county until 1910.

There weren’t too many 
then, and there were even 
less after a severe drou^t 
from 1916 to 1920 and the 1920 
census showed 81 persons in 
the county with only seven 
school-age children. All the 
county officials had moved 
out of the county to make 
their home elsewhere. There 
were six legal voters left 
inside Winkler County in 1926 
and it looked as though 
Kermit and Winkler County 
were going to die out. Then 
somebody discovered oil.

Now Kermit had been 
named for Kermit Roosevelt 
son of President Theodore 
Roosevelt. Kermit Roosevelt 
was a hunting enthusiast, 
like his father before him, 
and at one tinoe had come 
through that area hunting — 
whet I don't know.

H w  county was named for 
i North Carolinian, Clinton 
is. Winkler, who moved to 
Franklin, Tex. in 1949 and 
later served as a lieutenant 
colonel in Hood's Texas 
Brigade during the Civil 
War. Later he was an ap­
pellate Judge and somebody 
in the l^islature liked him 
and named the county after 
him in 1880.

But anyway, in November 
1926, with six registered 
voters left in the county, 
We s tb roo k Thom pson  
Hold ing  C o r p o r a t i o n  
discovered oil on the T. G. 
Hendrick Ranch. Overnight, 
a new town sprung up. It was 
named Wink and it was a rip 
roaring oil boom town, like 
Borger and Desdemona or 
some of the other Infamous

Kermit has a nice park at 
the edge of town with an old 
wooden oil rig. It  was 
donated by the Wheat 
Family out at Mentone.

Bill Beckham, publisher of 
the Winkler County News, is 
the grandson of the late Joe 
Hollebeke. Joe was a 
cowhand who came out to 
West Texas from Denmark 
in the late 1800a and had ^ e  
distinction of shooting out 
the first neon sign in West 
Texas when he fired a bullet 
into the sign in Midland. He 
said he “ thought it was 
alive”  and spent a year’s 
salary to pay for it a little bit 
at a time.

Kermit's fine high school 
is double A, although it was a 
roaring force in AAA for a 
couple decades. They have 
been state champions in 
football on one occasion and 
were strong in basketball, 
baseball and track for manv 
seasons. The Kerm it 
Yellowjackets had a mighty 
sting and were properly 
h aM  by their arch rival 
surrounding towns of 
Andrews, Monahans and 
Pecos.

Their band and the Pecos 
band for many years shared 
a halftime show which was 
one of the most unusual 
presented anywhere. They 
would both learn half the 
production and then practice 
together briefly right before 
the game.

Kermit has had their share 
of notorious West Texas 
crimes, including a disap­
pearing y o ^  housewife 
whose mutiliated body was 
found out in the oilfield 
months later. They’ve had 
their share of oilwell fires 
including a big blowout on a 
well out near the New 
Mexico line in 1967.

They have a sandhill park 
east of town on the Andrews 
Highway. It’s not a state 
park but a lot of people enjoy 
picnics and sand buggy rides 
there and they have a ghost 
story about the Indian 
maiden who can be seen 
walking across the sand 
dunes in moonlight nights 
crying for her Indian brave.

It seems that a sandstorm 
came up and the brave tied 
her to a tree so that she 
would not blow away and 
went for help. When he 
returned, the tree and the 
Indian maiden had been 
cofnpletely covered with

sand — according to the 
legend.

Kermit is an oiltown and 
never has claimed to be 
anything else. It was named 
for the son of a Republican 
president and has always 
had its share of die-hard 
West Texas Republicans.

It has had a fighting spirit 
and has fought back twice 
from fear of dying out and 
may have to do it again if oil 
ever becomes obsolete. But 
they have a tenacity befit­
ting to a town named for the 
son of a Rough Rider — in 
Kermit — where I ’ve ridden 
fence on many occasions.
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
