free, if they would move on it
and put it in cultivation. All
had declined with their kindest
‘thanks, giving as an excuse that
““it would take too long’’ and that
'the land would have to be clear-
‘ed. So Mr. Moore put the price
‘of his land at $40 per acre and
offered to help put down a well,
and had no trouble in striking a
trade with Mr. McKee. Last
year McKee cleared nearly a thou-

sand dollars on his little farm of
‘less than thirty acres in cuitivat-
jon: and by this time he has out
ten acres in fruit; six acres in
melons; three acres in alfalfa;
and two acres in truck. At a low
estimate his melon crop will net
him $1000, tosay nothing of what
he will realize from his alfalfa
and truck. His fruit, of course,
is not in bearing, as most of it
was planted this spring. It is
‘safe to say he will realize close
to $1500 off his little farm this
‘year; and mind you this land is
raw, and he has not used a fer-
tilizer of any kind. His young
fruit trees and vineyard are grow-
ing nicely; and best of all, he has
‘regained his henlth. The flavor
of his melons cannot be excelled
anywhere, and he cannot supply
the demand of his home market.
‘'When asked if he had shipped
any of his crop, his reply was
'that “‘I cannot supply the local
demand.”” This man, too has
'worked.

MILLIONAJRES OF GERMANY

« Growth of Large Private Fortunes In

the Fatherland Is Comparatively
Recent But Rapid.

A German income tax statistician
gives interesting particulars of the
comparatively recent growth of large
private fortunes in the fatherland.
Heading the list in Frau Bertha
Krupp von Bohlen-Halbach, who
was before her marriage Germany’s
wealthiest heiress. She has to pay
on $46,750,000. Five years ago she
was still richer and contributed to
the imperial exchequer on the basis
of a fortune of $53,500,000.

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PROPELLERS FOR AIR CRAFI

English Engineers Now Are Turning '

Their Attention to Designing These
and Solving Their Probiems.

English engineers interested in
the aeroplane are turning their at-
tention sharply from the motor te
the propeller of these air ecraft.
Heretofore the builder has been be-

tween the two fires of cutting the '

weight of the motors to the limit
and on the other hand forcing them
to run at breaking speed in order to
drive the ship. The average motor,
turning the propeller screw, wastes
30 to 40 per cent. of its power on
the propeller. That is, the propeller
fails to make use of the power that
is delivered to it by this wide mar-
gin,

In the building of propellers al-
most every possible pattern has been
evolved and tested. But a test is not
a test, for the reason that a certain
propeller on one machine operated
by an identical motor varies widely
In results. At Lanark field trials
recently two machines had identical

motors and identical propellers, but '

one of these propellers making 200

fewer revolutions a minute, drove its |

machine ahead of its competitor.

At last the summit
was reached, and Hannibal, look-
ing down upon the plains of Italy,
addressed his soldiers thus: ‘““You |;

of Italy, yonder lies Rome.’”’ The
leader of the Carthiginians had
accomplished one task, yet the
victory to which he was looking
forward was not yet won. Tre-
bia, Trasimenius and Ticinus lay

A WONDERFUL INVENTION
SUCCESSFUL COTTON PICKER

This almost human machine is
working successfully in the
cotton fields about Dallas- It is
claimed that the machine will
pick the cotton, clean it and
without injury to stalk, boll or
leaf, but gathers only the open
cotton.

The

steel

machine is composed of
principally, weighs aboui
oL00 pounds, is run by eleetrie
motor and straddles the row
while picking the cotton.
picking fingers which are ecalled
mandrills, are set into a sleel
cylinder which stands upright.
These fingers are of steel five or
six inches long, with barbs that
take hold of the cotton fiber, and
as these mandrilis are rotating
rapidly spirally
the cotton and as they pass thru
another machine which takes the
cotton from the fingers and puts
it into sacks at the back of the
machine. The most difficult
thing Mr. Campbell had to do
was machanism to
take the cotton from the barhed
finders. Another attractive fea-
ture of the machine is its useful-
ness in o many other ways, for
it is so arranged that various
other attachments, such os cul-
tivators, dise¢ harrows, plows,
planters and any modern farm-
ing implements can be attach-
ed. The motor that runs the
machine may be used for pump-
ine water, sawing yweod, grind-
ing feed or any other such work.

but the price the
farmer gets for his
wheat and cattle de-
pends not a little on
that gold.

The farmer sells his wheat to the
elevator man and yet the real buyer,
In many cases, is an Englishman, a
Frenchman, a German, or an Italian.
About one-third of the wheat crop Is
asually sold abroad and this part Is a
large factor In fixing the price of the
entire crop. Between the farmer and
the foreigm buyer there are many
steps. In recent years the most im-
porta:t step has been that at which
the foreign buyer has to pay the
American  exporter, for the interna-
tional mechanism of payment has
been badly out of order because
Burope was off the gold standard. 1t
Was just as though an English buyer
drove up to your farm house, bar-
gained for your wheat and drew up
the contract. But when you discussed
payment, he said: “I'm sorry I haven't

A Dcadly Foe of Trade '

How many would be willing to sizn

contracts on this basis? Yet that is
the way most of the world’s trade has'
had to be carried on since the Armis-
tice. In practically all countries ex-
cept the United States the currencies
have had no fixed value n gold, but
have changed in value from day to
day. Whenever one country seld any-
thing to another country, somebody
had to take the risk of loss because
the value of the money might change
before payment was made. Such un-
tertainty of payment is a deadly foe
of trade, and people were afraid to do
any larger international business than
they had to.
Exports of food stuffs from the Unit-
ed States fell from two and a half
billion dollars in 1919 to eight hundred
millions in 1923 and the difficulties of
European buyers in making satisfac-
tory payment for American farm prod-
ucts was one of the large factors In
the drop In the prices of farm prod-
ncts. But now the recent aection of
Great Britain in declaring that it will
again redeem its paper money in gold
means that British buyers of American
products can pay for them with money
which is accepted the world over at its
face value In gold. With the return of
Great Britain to the gold standard, a
majority of the countries of Europe
have paper currencies equal to gold.
How Reserve Banks Helped
American bankers have assisted in
the British return to the gold standard
by giving a $100,000,000 credit to the
British. government. But more impor-
tant than this was the action of the
Federal Reserve Banks in granting the
Bank of England material co-opera-
tion. They placed $200,000,000 gold at
the disposal of the Bank of England
for two years, to be used by It, Iif nec-
essary, in maintaining the gold stand-
ard. The readiness of the Reserve
Banks thus to co-operate, was an Im-
portant inflnence in the will of
the British to take this all important
step.

This action of the Reserve Baaks
was a most constructive step In aild
of American farmers and producers
who will benefit greatly by the re-
moval of this element of uncertainty
trom their export tramsactions. If all
the sins of omission and commission
charged againts the Federal Reserve
System by banker, business man, live
stock man or political blatherskite
the last five years were trte, and prac-
tically none of them are, the service
rendered commerce and imdustry by
the System In connection with the res-

large & part of the world would far
putweigh any mistakes that those I
charge of the System may have made,
No banker, business man or farmer
should permit any self serving declar
ation by favor seeking demagogue to
swerve him from a determination to
see that the System is maintained for
the future welfare of the country.
