The West and the Red Cross.

The West, from the Missis-
sippi to the Pacific, has prom-
ised to raise a sum greater than
15 millions asked of it by the
Red Cross war council. Ev-
ery state has responded to the
appeal, and many of them have
delighted the Western Council
by offering to increase the
amounts apportivned them.

Californa leads the list with
$3,250,000. Texas is next with
2,600,000. Kansas tollows it
with $1,600,000. Four -big !
states have promised a million
each—Washington, Colorado,

other million will be raised by
North and South Dakota to-
gether. Iowa, with the excep-
tion of three big cities, will en-
deavor to raise half a million.
And Missouri, with the excep-
tion of two cities, will do the
same,

Oregon has set the mark at
$700,000. Idaho guarantees
$400,000. Montana is down
for $300,000. A Arizona and
Utah will each raise a quarter
of a million. New Mexico and
Arkansas have promised, eaca,
$200,000 and Nevada and Wy-
oming say they are good for
100.000 each.

The total is $15,850,000,—
nearly a million more than the
West was asked to give. Of
this last amount Reeves county
is expected to give $2000, and
the Red Cross Committee are
at work to secure it.
