No matter what the crimes charged 
against the negro, his fighting quali­
ties as a soldier has never yet been 
questioned. During the war between 
the States, he played an active part 
and, though entirely dependent for 
even his very thoughts upon the 
whites who were then his lords and 
masters, made such a record during 
the four years of the war that the 
phrase ‘ ‘The colored troops fought 
nobly," became a b]rword. It was no 
mere flash in the pan either, this 
heroism. It was repeated in Cuba, 
when they literally saved from anni­
hilation the Rough Riders under 
Wood. To prove farther that it is a 
deep-seated instinct, a glance at the 
record in the recent Mexican cam­
paign will suffice.

From the Literary Digest an ac­
count is here reprinted of individual 
heroism of negro troopers. These 
two boys were surprised by 24 Ger­
mans, and conducted themselves in 
such a manner that they have been 
cited for the French War Cross.

The account says that they fought 
their opponents with rifle, hand gren­
ade, and knife and beat them back 
until help reached them, and found 
both unconscious from many wounds 
and now on the highway to rapid 
recovery.

PROCEDURE OF NOTIFYING
RELATICES OF, CASUALTIES

Relatives of soldiers named in 
casualty lists forwarded from France 
ordinarily are notified within twenty- 
four hours after receipts of the lists, 
according to a statement authorized 
by the War Department. A "statis­
tical division," with a staff of officers 
and a corps o f stenographers gives 
its full time to the maintenance of 
fies of soldiers’ names and ad-lresses 
and this division notifies relat-ves.

A copy of the roster of each con­
tingent sailing to join the Expedi. 
tionary Forces is filed in card index 
fashion, each card bearing the name 
o f one soldier, his organization, and 
the name and address of parent or 
other relative or friend designated by 
him to be notified in emergency. 
When a. casualty list is received from 
General Pershing each nan\e cabled 
is listed with the emergency address 
on file in the card inde.v. As rapid­
ly as the new list with emergency ad­
dresses is built up the telegrams, 
which require only the relative’s ad­
dress, name of sender, nature of cas­
ualty and the date, and HBing in the 
blank spaces they get the telegram off 
as quickly as possible. In addition 
to maintaining the telegraph blanks 
for the sake of speed the statistical 
division is supplied with sets of form 
letters to be filled in and mailed when 
further details are available.

While relatives are generally in 
icccipt of information within twenty- 

hours after the cables are re­
ceived delays are sometimes due to 
clerical errors caused by the fact

' The q ^ n t warehouse o f the 
American Red Cross in Paris has 
■hipped 8b0 cases^^of splints and ac­
cessories, comprising approximately 
16«000 ^different kinds of leg splints, 
and more than 6,000 arm, elbow and 
wrist splints since last December.

The American Red Cross has es­
tablished a milk route in what is left 
o f free Belgium, and distributes 
milk to babies in families that are 
unable to pay.

There are practically .270,000 'ref­
ugees in France and nearly 60,000 
in free Belgium. These the Red 
Cross must help.

During the German thrust at 
Amiens the American Red Cross 
headquarters at Paris assembled and 
hastened to the front all the instru­
ments and accessories for a lOOO-be^ 
evacuation hospital The whole job 
was done in less than three hours.

There are more than 21,000 nur­
ses enrolled in Red Cross work:

12.000 are in active service.
3.000 are in France and abroad.
2.000 are engaged in teaching, etc.

3,344 are enrolled with special 
units.

720 are on duty in Naval hospitals. 
' 84 are safeguarding the public 
health at army cantonments.

The army alone will need >during 
1918  ̂ 25,000 nurses. Nursing ser­
vice is military service.

What our own Chapter did last 
week:

The surgical dressing class eclip­
sed all, although the afternoons were 
very warm last week. On Monday, 
27 present, 265 dressings were made. 
On Friday, 37 present, and 460 sur­
gical dressings were made. This 
amount, made in two afternoons, al­
most exceeds the entire output oi 
last month. Great honor and credit 
is due the young ladies of the clasS; 
who compose almost half the mcm 
bership.

GOODS AND SERVICES

The doetriae e f "Boods and aer- 
vicaa”  abeut which we have read a 
great dial the laet few months is one 
to which we eaa Heartily sabscrlbe. 
It ia one .which we can alao easily 
make clear to those o f oar friends tc 
whom it is nsw.

A homely saying is "Yoa cannot 
cat your cak^ and have it, too.”  Thh 
saying explains in a few woidj the 
idee o f the doctrine o f  "goods and 
services."

We cannot go into »^ c  markets 
and bay and use good h f kind 
and at the same time feave those 
goods is i war purposes. We cannot 
hare labor work for as as individual: 
add same time have that laboi
available for the ase of the govern­
ment to help it win the war.

Every time we buy goods, ever) 
time we use labor we compete with 
the government

It makes no difference that the 
goods may be the kind not used by 
the government. If the goods that 
are bought by us are manufactured 
articles, certain raw materials arc 
needed for their productions. 11 
the goods bought by us are raw ma­
terials, then we are taking from th< 
markets things that the government 
can almost certainly use, for there 
are indeed, few raw materials not 
used in some branch of war industry. 
Moreover, everything we buy must 
be transported in some way, and ade­
quate transportation is vital to the 
speedy production o f war goods and 
to the rapid movement o f troops.

It makes no difference that the la­
bor we employ for our personal use 
is labor not directly available for war 
needs. The men who work for m 
may not make soldiers or sailors: 
but whenever we use a man there i: 
just that much less man power 
for government use and for use ir 
making those thinĝ s necessary to the 
public. And then, too, no man can 
work for us without using materiah 
of some kind.

This does not mean naturally, that 
we must stop buying everything and 
refrain from employing all labor 
Certainly not. Every one is expect­
ed, and in fact, urged to keep him­
self in the most efficient condition 
possible, so that his body and mind 
can give the maximum service. Tha< 
necessarily means the use o f goods 
and services. But there is a vast dif- 
ference between using only those 
goods and services necessary to keey 
us in prime physical and mental con 
dition and in using goods and service: 
that we do not need.

And the reason we should restrict 
our buying to the things needed ii 
that we cannot use materials and la 
bor the way we did before we en­
tered the war and at the same time 
have enough labor and materials witi 
which to win the war.

Every day sees an increase in our 
fighting army. And our fighting ar­
my is made up of men from our in­
dustrial army. And every addition 
to our fighting army means an in 
crease in the amount of war good; 
that must be manufactured. There 

i can be only one result to all thh 
great change— the ranks of neces­
sary labor will have to be increased 
by the addition to them of many men ! 
who have heretofore workeil at task.< • 
not now neees.sary. Peace goods wi! 
have to give way to war goods.

This will mean that all o f us must j 
buy wisely.

One o f our countrymen succesjffu'' 
in amas.sing a great fortune once said j 
that the way to get rich was never to I 
buy anything until you absolutely' 

' had to have it. We have now come j 
I to the point where all o f us in order j 
I to give our country every assistance 
I possible must not buy things unles:
I they are needed to maintain oui 
• health and our efficiency.

WATSON'S SENTENCE OF 99

YEARS AFFIRMED BY COURT

Austin, Texas, June 19.— The 
court of criminal appeals finding no 
reversable error today affirmed the 
case o f T. R. Watson from McLen­
nan county, convicted of the mur­
der of John S. Patterson, state com­
missioner of insurance and banking, 
and given a term o f 99 years in the 
penitentiary.

The railrosd men o f Texas, who 
will soon receive more than |1,000,- 
000 in back pay as the result of Sec­
retary McAdoo's recent order, have 
been called upon to pledge the Presi­
dent and to back up the government 
which has approved the back-pay or­
der and to invest to their limit in 
War Savings Stamps. The following 
has been addressed to them by Ben 
J. Flood of Dallas, secretary of the, 
legislative board o f the State of Tex­
as, for the Trainmen:

I Every railroad man after he has 
liquidated any just accounts that -ire 
held against and then, put the re­
mainder o f this back-money into the 
War Savings Stamps. He owes this 
duty to the government which has 
recognized and backed up his rights 
and he owes it to himself.

“ Director General McAdoo,^ who 
ruled that the railroad men of the 
United States were entitled to back 
pay, has most emphatically declared 
that the government regards the War 
Campaign of the most vital import­
ance. He has shown that the gov­
ernment not only confidently expects 
Texas to invest 191,000,000 in War 
Savings Stamps but it is only through 
the lesson of economy taught by War 
Savings .Stamps that the people of 
this country will by their frugality 
place themselves in a position to be 
able to meet other loan calls which 
will necessarily be made upon them 
until victory is achieved. In other 
words, the War Savings Campaign 
is the rock-bed foundation upon 
which rests the war-time financial 
system of the government.
