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Air Mail Route to -
Coast Is Feasible

MacCAULAY MAKES FAVORABLE
REPORT AFTER ROUND TRIP
PECOS NAMED AS ONE OF

THE LANDINGS ON ROUTE

The airships under the command of
Major Macaulay, of Talliaferro Field,
ch stopped here last week on their
' the Coast, logging out an air
route for mail service, were schedul-
ed to stop in Pecos, Tuesday on the
return trip. However but one landed
here, containing Lieut. Plumb and
Sergt. Wolf. The Major’s engine de-
veloped trouble near Toyah and he
was obliged to come down. Condi-
tions were such in Pecos that it has
been selected as one of the landing
places on the future mail route. Of
the trip of this logging party, the
Fort Worth Star-Telegram has the
following to say:

Major T. C. Macaulay, commander
of Taliaferro Field arrived at Talia-
ferro Field Wednesday noon after
making a cross country flight from
San Diego, California. He made the
round trip in six and one-half days.

“The trip could be made easily in
two days each way with favorable
weather conditions and no engine
trouble,” Major Macaulay said on his
return.

That an air route across Texas,
Arizona and California is a feasible
thing, Major Macaulay is certain. His
recommendation to Washington will
advocate such a route, with landing
places at Sweetwater, Pecos, El Paso,
Douglas, Tuscon and Yuma, Arizona.

“The air route would be much fast-
er than the railroad,” Major Maeau-
lay said, as he exhxbxted a newspaper
printed in San Dlego Monday. “There
would be no necessity for extensive
delays. While about one-half the
distance of 1,500 miles to San Diego
is over mountainous country, if the
engine is sound the mail could go
straight through. Possible delay dueé

about 200 men at each landing place '
to clear away the'snowdrifts. Flyingz
can be accomplished in rain or snow.”

Major Macaulay expected to arrive
last .night, and the night fires were
lighted on the aerodome awaiting
him. But leaky engine valves caused
delay. He was compelled to come
by rail from Toyah to Big Spring.

Lieut. Plumb, who left Taliaferro
with Major Macaulay, was compelled
to give up his flight at Strauss, N. M.
He later went on to El Paso and met
Major Macaulay in Big Spring -Wed-
nesday morning where he turned ov-
ver his plane to the Major. Lient.
Plumb will return some time tomor-
row provided the injured plane can
be rigged.

Major Macaulay left San Diego al
7:25 Monday morning and made Ceo-
lumbus, N. M., Monday night. He
left Lordsburg, N. M., about dark,
expecting to cut off some distance.
But the dash lights on his bplane
wouldn't work and he coudn’t see the
instruments. Without compass in the
dark night the pilot lost his way and
drifted out of his course, heading too
much to the south. He steered south-
west for twenty miles. One /h) .
after dark he saw the white cirele in-
dicating the landing place at Deming,
N. M.) Here he landed and met Col.
Chase.

At each stop the pilot wired ahead
for gas in order to avoid delay.

“Of course the mail could not be
carried by one man,” Major Macau-
lay said, “though I would like to
make the trip every month. It would
have to be done in relays.”

A terrific storm in Arizona tore
his plane propeller to bits. At one
time over Coyote Wells, the airplane
was held suspended at an altitude of
8,000 feet for a period of thirty mir-
utes. During that period Major Ma-
caulay fell 2,000 feet with the motor
running at top speed.

“That was the worst storm I Y ave
ever been in,” the flier said.

“The wind threw my plane 'nto
spins and the sand beat into my face
until 1 was finally compelle;! to nosa
down.”

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Washington, D. C.—(Special.)—Ac-
cording to a report made to the United
States Public Health Service, the epl-
demic of Influenza In Spain has al-
ready caused an increase In the preva-
lence and deaths from pulmonary tu-
berculosis. A similar association be-
tween Influenza and tuberculosis was
recently made by Sir Arthur News-
holme, the chlef medical officer of the
English public health service, in his
analysis of the tuberculoslis death rate
in England.

In order that the people of the Unit-
ed States may profit by the experience
of other countries Surgeon General
Rupert Blue of the United States Pub-
lic Health Service has just issued a
warning emphasizing the need of spe-
clal precautions at the present time.
“Experience seems to indicate,” says
the Surgeon General, “that persons
whose resistance has been weakened
by an attack of influenza are pecullar-
ly susceptible to tuberculosis. ‘'With
millions of its people recently affected
with Influenza this country now of-
fers conditions favoring the spread ‘of
tuberculosis.”

One Million Consumptives in the
United States.

most of the states have made the dis-
ease reportable. In New York city,
where reporting has been In force for
many years, over 35,000 cases of tu-
berculosis are registered with the De-
partment of Health. Those familiar
with the situation belleve that the ad-
dition of unrecognized and vareported
cases would make the number nearer
50,000. The very careful health sur-
vey conducted during the past two
years In Framingham, Mass., revealed
200 cases of tuberculosis in a popula-
tion of approximately 15,000. If these
proportions hold true for the United
States as a whole they would indicate
that about one In every hundred per-
sons Is tuberculous. Each of these
constitutes a source of danger to be
guarded agalnst.,” it

What to Do,

"In his statement to the publie Sur-
geon General Blue points out how
those who have bad Influenza should
protect themselves agalinst tuberculo-
sis, “All who have recovered from in-
fluenza,” says the Surgeon General,
“should have their lungs carefully ex-
amined by a competent physician, In
fact, it is desirable to have several ex-
aminations made a month apart. Such

| examinations cannot be made through

the clothing nor can they be carried
out in two or three minutes. If the
lungs are found to be free from tuber-
culosis every effort should be made to
keep them so. ' This can be done by
right lving, good food and plenty of
fresh air.”
Danger Signs.

The Surgeon Gegeral warned espe-
clally against certaln danger signs,
yuch as “decline” and “colds which
hang on.”

These, he explalned, were often the
beginning of tuberculosis. “If you do
not get well promptly, if your cold
seems to hang on or your health and
strength decline, remember .that these
are often the early signs of tuberculo-
sis. Place yourself at once under the
care of a competent physician, Tuber-
culosis 1s curable in the early stages.

Cessation of the war will result in
reduction of Government expenses
for the °scal year 1920, starting next
July 1st, to $7,443,415,838 from the
$24,599,000,000 appropriated for the
current year, according to tentative
estimates submitted to Congress by
Secretary McAdoo, transmitting the
reports of the various departments.
The principal reduction was for the
military establishment, which esti-
mates its needs at $1,922,000,000 in
1920, as compared with $12,274,000,-

fore the signing of the armistice with
Germany it had been °gured that the
army alone would need more than
$19,000,000,000 for 1920. ‘
The navy’s estimates for 1920 are

dollars despite the closing of the war.
There is nothing to show what it was
estimated the navy would have need-
ed had the war continued. '

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Increase in All Respiratory Dis-
eases After the Influenza
Epidemic Probable. .

——
Influenza Expected to Lurk for Months,
How to Guard Against Pneumonia.
Common Colds Highly Catching—Im-
pertance of Suitable Clothing—Could
Save 100,000 Lives. :

Washingtpon, D, C.—With the subsid-
ence of the| epidemlie of influenza the
attention of health officers is directed

o poneumo#sa, bronchitis and other
discases of the respiratory system
which regularly cause a large number

of deaths, -especially during the winter
season. According to Rupert Blue,
Surgeon General of the United States
Public Health Service, these diseases
will be especlally prevalent this win-
ter unless the people are particularly
careful to obey health Instructions.

t epidemlie,” sdaid Sur-
Blue, “has taught by bit-
1ce how readily a condition
beginning/ apparently as a slight cold
may go on to pneumonia and death.
Although the worst of the epidemic is
over, there will continue to be a large
number of scatteréd cases, many of
them mild and unrecognized, which
will be danger spots to be guarded
against.” The Surgeon General likened
the present situation to that after a
great fire, saying, “No fire chlef who
understands his business stops playing
the hose on the charred debris as soon
as the flames and visible fire have dis-

ter experi

nppeared. On the contrary, he con-
tinves the water for hours and even
days, for he knows that there is dan-

ser of the fire rekindiing fwom smol-
dering embers.”

“Then you fear another outbreak of
Influenza ?” he was asked. “Not neces-
sarily another large epldemic,” sald
the Surgeon General, “but unless the
people learn to realize the seriousness
of the danger they will be compelled to
pay a heavy death toll from pneumo-
nla and othererespiratory diseases.

. Common Colds Highly Catching.

“It is encouraging to observe that
people are beginning to learn that or
dinary coughs and colds are highly
catching and are spread from person
to person by means of droplets of
germ laden mucus. - Such droplets are
sprayed Into the alr when careless or
ignorant people cough or sneeze with-
out covering their mouth and nose. It
Is also good to know that people have
learned something about the value of
fresh air. In summer; when people
are largely out of doors, the respira-
tory diseases (coughs, colds, pneumo-
nia, etc.) are infrequent; In the fall,
as people begin to remain Indoors, the
respiratory diseases increase; In the
winter, when people are prone to stay
in badly ventilated, overheated rooms,
the respiratory diseases become very
prevalent.

Suitable Clothing Important.

“Still another factor In the produc-
tion of colds, pneumonia and other re-
spiratory diseases is carelessness or ig-
norance of the people regarding suit-
able clothing during the seasons when
the weather suddenly changes, sitting
In warm rooms too heavily dressed or,
what is even more common, especially
among women, dressing so lightly that
windows are kept closed In order to be
comfortably warm. This is'a very in-
Jurious practice,

Could Save 100,000 Lives.

“I belleve we could easily save one
hundred thousand lives annually in
the United States If all the people
would adopt the system of fresh air
living followed, for example, In tuber-
culosis sanatoria. There s nothing
mysterious about it—no specific medl-
cine, no vaccine. The important thing

Is right living, good food and plenty of

In the following address Wm. H.
Rankin, president of the Wm. H. Ran-
kin Co., of New York, W ashington,
and Chicago, tells about the real mis-
sion of advertising:

Conservation o1 time 1s uppermost
in everyone'’s mind—today—and ad
vertising is now taking its place. not
only as a medium to tell people what
to buy, but what they should not buy.

Now is the time for advertisers to
build up their everyday business in-
stead of having tWo Or taree big days
each week and nothing to do the other
days. :

No more faulty logic can be found
than that which would impel a manu-
facturer to cease building for the fu-
ture by means of advertising, simply
because his factory is, for the time
being restricted. ‘

In advertising the business man
has built up the intangible or spiritu-
al side of his business, if such it may
ve designated from the material side.
it is the spiritual side, as represented
by good will, that it slower of growth
and that is the more seriously jeop-
ardized by neglect—neglect which
could take no more disastrous form
than the interruption to advertising,

If you will increase your advertis-

ing so that you will have daily inser-
tions and the newspapers can handle
daily copy and conserve white paper
now you ean get along with fewer
clerks. And you will do a greater
volume of business.
That may startle you. You may
say: “It can’t be done.” While you
are so expressing yourself your com-
petitor will be doing it!

You know this war has upset a
couple of thousand traditions already.
This is just one more to be added to
the heap.

You are having a “picnic” right
now, getting and keeping help. You
take what you ean get, generally
speaking. A large percentage is in-
experienced women and girls who re-
quire considerable ,instruction. If
you can just train them to be accu-
rate in writing out sales tickets, mak-
ing change and to be patient and po-
lite, you feel that you have accom-
plished a great deal.

What about training them in sales-
manship? Hold down your hands,
of course. 1 didn’t think you would
go to that extreme, although it should
be done and is being done. But your
goods can’t talk, can they? . And
people like to ask questions and re-
ceive intelligent answers, don’t they?
And they don’t usually buy pigs in
poke, I notice.

So what’s happening? Just this:
People are confing into your store.
They step Aup to a counter and ask the
clerk to explain about the different
values. The young lady who was
gelling hair-ribbons yesterday and is
now in the underwear section looks
startled and stutters: “Why, you can
kinda judge ’em by the looks, you
know.”

As its no worse in your place as it
is in your competitor’s, the customers
stick, and spend three times the us-
ual time puzzling over the. values.
Your new saleslady hovers hither and
thither—*“waiting” on them, that is,
waiting for them to sell themselves.
Multiply this condition all over the
store. About 3 in the afternoon you
walk down the aisles. Ha! A big
crowd today. People jammed around
the counters! Fine! And you rub
your hands in glee, anticipatory to
seeing the sales totals of this “big
day.” Next morning you get a shock
to learn that the sales were less than
a year ago the same day.

I‘ll solve the puzzle. It takes peo-
ple too long to buy. Too many cs.n’t
make up their minds without assist-
ance—and walk out. \, Your newer
clerks aren’t informed sufficiently.
The crowds are due to too much
“shopping”. Instead of buying and
moving on 'to buy in some other de-
partment, people just stay in one
place. |

How would you like to walx around
your store next week, see people stop-
ping at counters, asking for specific
things, receiving their packages, and
stepping right along to the next de-
partment? Clerks busy writing out
slips, handing back change, etc., no
congestion just - bustle,

—

day’s business—without there appa:
ently being a crowd. ;

How can it be done? Or how-can
you better the present condition, ev-
en if you don’t attain the “ideal” I
have pictured? ‘

This is the way:

Inform people to a greater extent
about your goods in your advertise
ments. Tell them MORE about each
item. Tell them about MORE items.
Put as much of your store as you ean !
on display in the daily advertise-
ments—and then talk in print as your
department heads would talk over the
counter in person if they.could wait
on each &ustomer personally.

‘Back up your advertising with win-
dow displays or you advertised prod-
ucts. Make your windows as well as
your advertising your silent sales-
men. ‘ '

Sell the people what they want—or
practically make up their minds for
them—BEFORE they ' enter your
store.

Then what, happens? Your clerks
have little more to do than follow the
customer’s bidding. For now the
customer, with the printed sales talk
in mind, can quickly choose. One
clerk can handle many more sales per
day. That requires fewer clerks. You
can put your best clerks in the de-
partments where personal selling can-
not be done away with. Your clerks
who lack sales ability can get along
splendidly in departments where the
advertisements have talked for them.

There are other advantages. The
terse, crisp, pointed sales talks that
you have printed can be quickly
grasped by green clerks. You have
issued a sales bulletin for them in the
advertisements. If they will, they can
display some selling sense without:
unduly agitating their gray matter.

Many clerks can “sing-song” about
the goods, but can’t convince. Adver-
tisements can. Clerks tire of repeat-
ing a talk. Advertisements do
not. Clerks may tell the whole story.
Advertisements must.

The cost?
a good clerk put into a print’ed sales
talk will reach thousands of times as
many ears as the clerk could in per-
son. You have the chance to sell
many times as many persons. And
the one clerk can write the sales slips
for them all—for she’s occupied in
taking orders instead of talking. The
advertisements did the talking—at a
fraction of. the expense.

In conclusion, don’t forget that
nationally advertised brands have had
this talking, etc., and have sold the
people before they entered your store.

you require less space in your adver- '
tisements to feature them. Just let
the readers know you carry them and
all the clerks need to do is “wrap ’em
up in a bundle” when the customer
calls.

They are the best bet always and
more so than ever now.

Try out my formula—with holiday
crowds siaring you in the face.

Sell more. Keep your store from
being jammed by slow buyers. ,
Conserve the buyer’s time by sell-
ing them from your newspaper ad-
vertisements sent to them direct fo
their homes—on their own invitation.
Newspapers are very largely pur-
chased on _account of the department
store advertisements and, as a rule,
the newspaper with the largest share
of the department store advertising
has the largest circulation. @Why?
Women are willing to pay two cents
a day and get only the department
store news, and advertisers make the
investment profitable to the house-
wife.

More advertisemgnts, fewer clerks,
bigger sales and conservation of fime
is the key to business success in war
times.

Advertising in its localized applica-
tion can be used to conserve time and
help merchants to get along with few-
er clerks. ,

Even if he vetoed the bill immediate-
ly it would be impossible to get it
back to Washington within ten days
and, as a result, it would become a
law, under Section 7 of Article 1, of
the Constitution, notwithstanding the
veto and without further Congres-
sional action. Conszequently if the
President were in China, or any other
country more than ten days distant
from Washington, there would un-
questionably be such a manifest “in-
ability” and “disability” on the part
of the President to perform his legis-
lative duties as would require the
Vice-President (or in case of his “in-
ability” the Secretary of State or
other ranking Cabinet Officer) to sign
or veto all bills passed by Coigress,
and this he would do as the “Acting
President.”

The fact that while the President
is in France it might be possible to
return a bill, with his approval or
disapproval, to Washington within
ten days after its presentation to him
does not materially alter the situation
and the same Constitutionzl remedy
should therefore be invoked and con-
tinued from the moment the Presi-
dent starts on his trip until the “dis-
ability”’ occasioned by his absence is
removed Ly his return to the Execu-
tive Mansion. Moreover this plan—
especially in view of Act of 1890, re-
quiring “that *“all offices attached to
the seat of government shall be exer-
| cised in the District of Columbia apd
not elsewhere”"—might well be fol-
lowed whenever the President leaves
the District of Columbia, for original
bills are just as likely to be destroyed
while in transit by railreads as during
an ocean voyage and the evident pur-
pose of the Constitutidn and of the
statute mentioned is _that original
bills should never leave the seat of

ygovernment, but should simply go

from the Capitol to the White House
and thence to the State Department
where they ape to remain  perman-
ently.\

This plan would not necessarily in-
terfere with the full exercise of pow-
er by the sident even while he is
abroad.’ It wouyld simply evolve hav-
ing at Washington at all times the
Vice-President, or some Cabinet Offi-
as a sort of \“Assistant Presi-
dent” and the making of some ar-
rangement under which such officer
could, as “Acting President” ap-
prove or veto the various bills in ac-
cordance with the Presidentk‘wishes.

We know that the

surface bears all the characteristics of proven fields; we know that oil is found in many wells in this vicinity, which proves two things: that gas is being forced up

from below through almost impervious strata and is condensed into oil when it reaches the water; also, that the amount of oil thus. produced is so small that there can

be no break in the structure. We know, also, from our own observations of geological indications that nature has provided Reeves County with an oil and gas structure.
At this point, however, we prefer to let men who make a profession of geology speak. Mr. Tucker speaks on,this subject in his summary as above quoted.

OUR PROPOSITION-WE DO .NOT expect every one to have the same certainty in the existence of oil as each of us have, but weydo expect every one to
believe that we may be right.

We have all the machinery on the ground and the rig-builders are now at work setting’up the derrick, and the tower is being completed as this goes to press.
Making due allowances for unavoidable delays, the drillers should be ready to “spud in”, that is, drop the drill into the earth, within two weeks. We expect to reach
the great oil producing sand at a depth of 3800 feet, but expect to find oil and gas, in some quantity, at less depth.
