Largely through the efforts o f the 
Extension DivisioB of the land grant 
college! the southern farmers have 
been induced to grow their home 
suppliM regardless o f the price for 
which cotton may sell and. it will 
prove disastrous to the-farmers as a 
whole to diaeontinoe this practice 

The present price o f cotton is lar­
gely due to two factors: First low 
]riekL caused by extereme wet weath­
er and the ravages o f insect pests 
Second, the weather conditions have 
been such that they were foK ed to 
*'*rvest their cotton slowly, and there­
fore, marketed it slowly, thus p re ­
venting the glutting o f the m m et. 
and further to a considerable reduc­
tion o f the crop by reason o f failure 
to harveet before destruction by the 
wind and weather.

Under normal conditions it is es­
timated that the 1919 cotton acreage 
would have produced from 16,000,000 
to 16,000,000 bales whereas, the Oc­
tober estimate is only about 10,000,- 
000, or more than one-third leaa than 
normal posaibilitiea, and it is likely 
that this estimate may lack much o f 
being realised. However, a similar 
aersage in 1920 would probably pro­
duce a crop which could not be mar­
keted at profitable prices; therefore 
the 1920 program will advocate that 
a sufficient acreage be set aside to 

uc# an abundance o f food and 
crops and that the surplus land 

be p la n ts  to cotton.
Living at home, keeping a few 

pure b n d  live stock for  marketiog 
the eurplus, and adequate aV>rage fa- 
cilitiaa, so that banner crope may be 
saved until needed, instead o f prasi- 
ed or sacrificed, will be the leading 
facters.

Wrether conditions have tnadh It dif- 
litn lt, also to store, cotton' seed in 
Mrge b«ns Witoout deaeage from heat­
ing. These facts have caused ap­
prehension on the part o f many peo­
p le Blany kaqaines are being re­
ceived as to tile source o f j^n tin g 
seed. It ia the main purpose o f this 
letter to advise Texas planters to 
look for Texas grown seed and to 
warn them against the indiscriminate 
purchase of cotton seed from States 
east o f Texas. Most of such Seed is 
inferior to standard Texas varities 
for planting under Texas conditions. 
The staple will be shorter, it will be 
less storm rreistani, and the yield will 
usoally be less, if this Eastern seed 
is planted. Triumph, Rowden, Lone 
Star, TVuitt, and oteer varities pro­
duced from them b j selection, such 
as Mebane, Kasch, Belton, Bennett, 
etc., reprecent early, large boll, high 
yielding varities that should be lar­
gely grown. And under some condi­
tions Acala, Snowflake, Foster and 
Meade, representing varieties with 
better staple, but usuall>' smidler 
*)oite. I

There are two sources o f Texas- 
grown seed o f the better varities. 
One source is to buy the best seed in 
the cotton breeding sections in vari­
ous placet in the eastern Half o f Tex­
as from the breeders whose business 
it ia to produce seed; have a germina­
tion test made by the Agmultural 
Experimental Station at CuUegh Sta­
tion, and then plant enough o^ th e 
seed to obtain a stand, planting a 
double amount for 50 per cent seed  ̂
etc. Choice seed should not be thrown 
away because o f low germination. It 
still carries the factors for produc­
ing superior cotton.

The other source is to get good 
farm run seed from Texas counties 
which have suffered least from the 
weather conditiont.

West and Northwest Texas has oro- 
doced a very large crop o f cotton this 
past season and the seed is usually 
very sound. This seed may not be aa 
sure aa if purchased direct from some 
seed breeder, but it is far better than 
seed o f inferior varieties grown at 
too great distance /from  tiie place 
where it ia to be planted. This is a 
good source o f seed and makes impor- 
tetion as unnecessary as it is unde­
sirable.

ter o f this unique organization which 
extends across the continent and al­
so far out to sea, since many vessels 
cooperate with the bureau by making 
daily raports to it.

Esurly in September a hurricane, 
destined to devastate a ^ d e  area 
bordering the Golf o f Mexico, reared 
its head like a great monster a thou­
sand miles to the southeast of the 
United States, among the island of 
the Caribbean. As to what gave it 
birth not even the scientist knows. 
The forces that propagate all, of 
these storms are shrouded in mystery. 
This particular hurricane was born 
in remote tropical waters, probably 
about September 5. A few  hundred 
miles north o f this center o f distrub- 
ance the sea was relatively calm aad
passengers on steamers passing from all available points o f observe
way had no intimation o f the terrific 
force that was generating off to ^ e  
south. Likewise, the soathlan^^^ o f 
the United States lay placid, in part 
bathed in sunshine and in part shad­
ed by fajr-stretehing blankets of 
clouds, many o f them so fieecy that 
to^the casual observer they carried 
no* suggestion o f the coming storm. 
But the hurricane in the tropics gath­
ered strength quickly and soon flung 
itself in fury over the slender chain 
of islands spbstituting the Florida 
Keys.

In the face o f every such rising
Kil the meteorologist upon whom 

ts the responaibilitv for making 
daily forecasts, stands like one facing 
a thief in the dark. Beyond the main­
land coast and a few scattered sta­
tions in the West Indies, he has no 
means o f learning of the changing 

.atmospheric condi^ons n̂ those seas 
to the south and east, save chance re­
ports from ships. Early reports of 
this hurricane were meager indeed. 
The first intimation o f the coming of 
disaster was received September 8. 
The daily for^ ast for that day stat­
ed that a tropical storm bad appeared 
to the southeast of Key West. Bui 
as to its extent or its course the chief 
forecaster at that time could only 
conjecture.

Despite his long experience in his 
profession, it Was inevitable that the 
forecaster should be anxious--«very 
meteorologist who is forecasting at 
such a time is anxious. He had been 
on duty in seasons past when not a 
single hurricane appeared. But in 
other years between July and Octo­
ber more than one such storm had 
left a trail o f devastation across 
many states. The forecaster knew 
tl^t millions o f dollars worth o f car­
goes, about to sail from the Atlantic 
and Gulf port, might be lost if  he 
failed to make a proper forecast and 
issue adequate warnings. The fate 
o f whole cities rested on his decisiob. 
As he turned from his study o f the 
telegraphic reports received from the 
eaeternland southeastern sections of 
the country, he joked a little*—but 
in the manner o f one whose joviality 
was a trifle forced, perhape-y-about 
his repeated hard luck at being on 
duty “ every time one o f these setorms 
hove in s i^ t .”  There was |Sn unmis­
takable tenseness in his manner as 
he studied the map, pointing to ^ e  
low barometer area that was moving 
steadily toward the Southern Stites.

The next chapter in the hurricane's 
brief history is told in the weather 
report o f September 9 : “ The tropi­
cal storm was central Tuesday night 
and a little south o f Key West where 
the barometer read 29.08 inches with 
a wind velocity o f 60 miles an hour 
from the northeast. The storm is ap­
parently moving northwestward and 
will pass the Gulf o f Mexico diaring 
Tuesday night.'*

How speedily and decisively the 
forecaster had acted in the face of 
the oncoming peril is indicated bv

On Wednesday, Septem­
ber 10, the report read: “ The tropi­
cal storm passed Key West, Florida, 
about midnight Tuesday night with 
the barometer reading 28.81 inches, 
and estimated wind velocity o f 110 
miles an^oor from the east." dere 
was evidence that one of the most 
violent storms o f recent years was 
about to strike at some point on the 
Gulf Coast.

This report revealed the m eager­
ness o f availaible information at this 
date regarding the progress of the 
hurricane: “ Tonight the storm is 
probably central in the Gulf o f Mex­
ico, not far from latitude 26, degrees, 
longitude 85 degrees, still) moving 
northwest, and noc^east storm warn­
ings are ordei;ed <m ^ e  Gulf coast 
from Carrabelle, F fiS  to New Or­
leans, wher«q the winS*will probabl> 
be strong on Thursday night. Ad­
vice has also been is s i^  to thii sec­
tion to prepare for possible very dan­
gerous winds rby Friday.''

tion tabulated and recorded on the 
weather map, the Weather Bureau 
foretold many hours in advance the 
peril that threatened the Gulf coast.
Thus the people were forearmed.

It will be recalled that storin warn­
ings were displayed regularly on the 
south Florida coast mnee Monday 
morning. How accurate the Weather 
Bureau’s forecasts had been is shown 
by the press dispatches dated Wed­
nesday night, Septentber 10: “ Low­
er Florida was paralyzed today as a 
result of the violent hurricane that 
passed over that section last night.
Not a house in this city (Key West) 
escaped damage; 320 frame buildings 
practically were raztd, ,two church 
edifices wrecked, and five retail 
stores overturned. Tlie damage is 
estimated at more than $2,000,000. 
Shipping off the coast met with dis­
aster. Several small vessels were 
sunk and others were driven to the 
reefs.”

By this time the Weather Bureau, 
in its fight to keep destruction and 
death at the piinimum, was able to 
act with more definiteness, even 
though there was no adequate mean^ 
of ascertaining atmospheric condi­
tions in* the center ai^a of the Gulf 
o f Mexico. The repo|^ o f September 
11 flashed over the wires from Wash­
ington, read: “ The tropical storm 
is apparently central tonight in the 
Gulf o f Mexico with latitude 27 de­
grees, and longitude 88 degrees. Ab­
sence o f reports forbids the definite 
location o f the storm center, and it 
is therefore impssible at this time to 
state the portion o f the mainland 
that >t will first reach, although it 
is fairly probable that it will be west 
of the MississiipiN River. Storm 
warnings are displayed from the 
Louisiana coast eastward to central 
Flor'da and on the northwest coast 
of Texas.”

While the hurricane was moving on 
its northwestward course, additional 
ii'ows, brief but vivid, filtered in from 
p*)(tits in its wake. September 11 
the Associated Press represents live 
wired: “ Nine members of the Ward 
Line Steamer Corydon, crew o f 36 
were brought to this port this .'».ftcr- 
nron by the schooner Island H>me.
They had been adrift on an upturned 
life-boat, without food and water for 
three days. One o f the crew, accord-! 
ing to their story, had become crazed i 
from sufferings and privation W ed-! 
nesday night, and sprang overboard.*’ '

In these hours the thoughts o f the I 
chief forecaster instinctively turned 
to Galveston, which in the past had 
suffered terribly from similar storms. 
Dispatches from that city^indicated 
that the tide was rising ra^dly. Wa­
ter was flooding the losf places on 
the island and people vUere fleeing 
the city. A 80-mile northeast storm 
was blowing. But for the Weather 
Bnrean’s timely warnings which had 
reachM Galveston before the gale 
struck the city, millions o f t^ns o f 
cargo and scores o f ships would have 
put to sea and wonld have been lost 
Galveston feels that it owes much to 
the Weather Bureau.

In the next 24 hours the  ̂storm 
burst upon the Texas coast in full 
fury. While the papers the next few 
days were filled with the accounts of 
the damage and death caused by ^ e  
hurricane the fact o f greateri sig­
nificance, and which the public has 
come to take almost as a matter of 
coarse, only partially realizing the 
skill and rraponsibility involved, was 
that the Weather Bureau had been 
able to anticipate this storm long 
enough .in advance to prevent a loss 
ttet probably would have totaled 
thousands o f lives and millions of 
dollars o f shipping. Accounts o f tha 
disaster ther^ore visualise what 
would have beqn only a fraction o f 
the total destruction had there been 
no Weather Bureau. Reports from 
Houston, Texas, dated September 15. 
declared • that 120 bodies had been 
found on the reefs eight miles from 
Portland, Texas. Most o f the dead, 
the message stated; had been recog­
nised as residents o f Corpus Chriati.

Relief 
trains were hurried to the scene and.

The tragic life history of the great 
storm came to aa end almost as sud­
denly as it had begun. Retarded and 
dissipated by the unevenness o f thb 
lend over which it had begun to trav­
el, it was forced to slacken its speed 
as it made its wuy toward the rugged 
regions o f Mexico. Finally, under 
date o f September 15 the bureau 
completed the final chapter in the eoi- 
sode. showing by its weather msp that 
the tropical storm has apparently dis­
sipated itself among the mountains 
c f Mexico.

WINTER PLOWING WILL 
PROVE PROFITABLEi

. No one can foretell the weather. 
It is especially deceiving at this sea­
son when one is anxious to plow and 
prepare the land for early spring 
crops.

For this reason farmers who have 
been delayed in gathering crops will 
make use of every favorable oppor­
tunity to plow when the soil is in the 
proper condition and when the 
weather is suitable. So much de­
pends upon breaking land before 
apring that no minor difficulties 
should be allowed to interfere.

All vegetation turned now or a lit­
tle later will be worth more than if 
left till spring. Much depends upon 
turning this vegetation in time for it 
to decay and be of some use to plants 
next year. Most toils need the vege­
tation in the decayed state. Thin, 
I un-down fields may be benefitted by 
turning the land and giving the weeds 
atalks and other rubbish a chance to 
decay and become a part o f the soil.

In localities where the spring and 
summer are likely to be dry there it 
an additional advantage in plowing 
now. Soil turned now will catch and 
retain more moisture than if left fal­
low. Plowed land always retains 
more moisture for germinating seed 
and for the growth o f plants in local­
ities where spring and summer rains 
are apt to be tardy. ,

There is still another reason for 
turning soil in winter. Spring is al­
ways a busy season. Mort farmers 
find that more demands are made up­
on their time than they can supply. 
If the breaking is done early there 
will be more time for the final prep­
arations of the seedbed, for planting 
and for! many other things needing 
attention.

Labor, is very high where it nfust 
be employed. It is likely to be scarce 
even When the farmers' own help on­
ly is used. Be that as it may it iriU 
be worth while to do all the plowing 
you can the rest o f the winter.—  
Farm and Ranch.

HEALTH CONSERVATION

Four hundred thousand less deaths oc* 
curred in 1917 than would have had the 
1900 death rate prevailed.

Annual ilJn ^  of workers still costs this 
country two billion dollars each year.

One man in every three called by the 
array was found to he physically unfit.

These ffgures were given out today by 
Surgeon General Rupert Blue of the United 
State public health service, in urging a 
plan for nation-wide conservation of health 
and calling on all health agencies to co­
operate in a carefully prepared program.

Surgeon General Blue has sent letters to 
State and city health officers, to the head of 
t’le .Amerk'an Red t'n»ss, the .American pub­
lic Health .Association, the International 
Health Giminission, the .National Safety 
Council, the .American Child Hygiene .\s- 
siH'iatiun, and other health agencies, sug­
gesting a conference in Washington to con­
sider a health program prepared by the 
Public Health Service.

The surge«>n general points out that prac­
tically all of these agencies liave under con­
sideration wime plan of health conservation 
and that unless the work can he co-ordi­
nated and properly directed, little will be 
accoinplishetl and there will be much over- 
lappiag of effort and waste of funds.

It is emphasized that the success of the 
plan will be determined by its direct appli­
cability to the conditions in the different 
lot'al communities and for this reason fed­
eral. stale ami local health oflBcers must 
co-operate most closely in order to direct 
the campaign in each community and set 
a definite objective.

For instance, a Southern city would be 
ntMire interested in a campaign against the 
moM|uiio and malaria than it would he in 
Rocky .Mountain spotted fever. A Northern 
industrial city would be more interested in 
the control of pneumonia and respiratory

and tuberculoais, in 1917 these three dis 
ease* alone would have caused 91,740 more 
deaths than actually occurred.

Tlie Public Health Service is led to be­
lieve that its health program is feasible ow­
ing to the fortunate co-operation and suc- 
ceaaful termination of the extra canton­
ment work which was carried on so effici­
ently by the American Red Cross, state and 
local health authorities and the United 
States Public Health Service. The lesson 
taught by this splendid demonstration of 
team work should not be lust to the coun­
try. For this reason the American Red 
Cross, which has set aside millions of dol­
lars for health work in the United States, 
has been asked to take an active part in I 
translating tbe health program into action. |

A federal commiation is even now 
out after the meat packers and if it doesn’t 
do anything elae, it has already forced the 
packers to issue several pamphlets and car­
ry some expensive advertising in the news­
papers, "cttiM forth how small their profiu 
really are. '^ ere has been so much talk 
of high priced shoes that the shoe manu­
facturers have\ taken fright and announced 
a rwluction in the price of shoes for next 
May—at the beginning of the warm season, 
when most of us could go barefooted. But 
there is one class of profiteers that have 
gone singing along their way, Ucking addi­
tions lf> their price at their own tweet will, 
unkamihd by federal commissions and un- 
fright^sd by government proclamations. 
The class of profiteers to which I refer is 
made up of city hotel keepers. Some of 
these autocrats think no more of charging 
a person three dollars for a bed to sleep on 
seven or eight hours than they would think 
of charging tsro cents for a pottage stamp. 
It M with them just as it was with Jacob 
and Laban. Jacob had the pottage and 
Emu had to have it or starve and so Jacob 
made the price. Laban had the girl and 
Jacob knew be couldn’t live srithout her. 
and G iv n  said work fourteen years for 
her. The hotel keepers have the rooms 
and the beds, and after sralking the streets 
for boors the sreary travder is too weak to 
stand up all night, and so he pays the price. 
The aatocratt of the inns may not be pur* 
aned by retributive juetioe in as many 
ahapes and forma aa Jacob was, but they 
are aa ccortain to reap ia Um way of legis* 
lation as the night is to follow the day.—

It may be in 
two or more separate tracts, but it is all one 
farm if it is all under one nunagement.

The land cultivated by a share hand or 
cropper, or by a rash renter, constitutes a 
separate farm and is not to be counted as 
the owner’s farm or included in it, but 
should be reported in the name of the 
tenant.
IDENTIFICATION CARDS CARRIED 

BY ENUMERATORS.
Census enumerators will carry identifica­

tion cards as well as written commissions. 
These will be shown promptly by the enu­
merators upon request of any person.

In sll esses where persons are suspiciout 
of imposters these identification cards 
should be demanded. It is against the fed­
eral law to impersonate a census official, 
and imposters should be reported to the 
authorities.

CENSUS QUESTIONS .MUST BE
ANSWERED. ^

The Act of Congress providing for the 
Census makes it the duty of all persons to 
furnish the information asked for by the 
enumerators to fill out the census schedules. 
No pers»>ns should hesitate, neglect, or re­
fuse to answer fully and accurately all the 
enumerator’s questions: He only asks the 
questions necessary Id fill the schedules as 
required by the set of Congress.

Keepers of hotels, apartment houses, 
hoarding or lodging houses, or tenements, 
must assist the enumerator in getting ^ e  
information concerning the persons living 
in such hotels and houses.

GHOWINO SUGAR CANE
There are greater poesibilitiea for 

growing Louisiana (ribbon) sugar 
cane in portions o f the Southwest 
than many farmers realize. With su­
gar scarce and high, and a demand 
for syrup, many fanners o f Reeves 
county might find it a profitable crop 
fo r  syrup to be used at homê .

For the benefit o f those' whb wish

to grow cane we herewith reproduce 
a portion o f Bdlletin 12J Mississippi 
Station, by £ . B. Ferns:

Sugar cane is a grdss feeder and 
requires a great quantity o f water 
during ks growing period. A yield 
o f 46 tons o f cane to the acre would 
require, according to Dr. Stobbs, over 
66 inches o f rainfodl.

and. another part too shallow.

In ” ordinary practice the entfre 
stalk o f cane is planted, but a con­
siderable economy might be practiced 
by using the Ipwer two-thirds of t̂he 
stalk for grinding and the upper one- 
third for planting. The upper part of 
ihe stalk has considerably less sugar 
in it than the lower portion and ex­
perience has shown that it is as good 
if not better for seed than the more 
.-nature ^ r u .  la is  station has ex­
perimented with saving the tops for 
seed with good success where as manv 
as five or six mature joints were left 
with the tope, but with poor success 
where only one or two joints were 
left as haa been recommended by en- 
thosiasU on this subject

A fter the cane has been planted 
and is ready to sprout in the spring 
it is very important to remove all 
surplus dirt from above it so as to 
allow the young sprouts to come 
through. This is done by barring off 
the rows with turn plows and remov­
ing dirt above the cane with hom. 
The stubble cane should be treated 
pretty much the same way and the 
dikt removed from ouxiund the stub­
bles w i^  boes or pronged forks, or 
better by a stubble digger. Expen- 
ence has been that the stubbles will 
keep through the winter as well and 
p o sh ly  ^ tte r  by simply leaving 
them ^ th  no more dirt above t h ^  
th«n would naturally accumulate in 
cultivation. The l^uisiana Experi­
ment Station recommends the burn­
ing o f all fodder and other trash as 
early in the winter as possible.

With proper care in early spring 
the sprouts from both stubble and 
plant cane will quickly show above 
the ground and the dirt should not 
be tl^ w n  back to them until sprout­
ing has been about completed. It is 
then that the fertilise ;r is applied 
and the dirt returned to the row, af­
ter which cultivstion should proceed 
as w ^  other farm crop# such as corn 
or cotton.* Shallow cultiTation is to 
H« greatlv preferred and for single 
h on e work we have found nothing 
equal to the “ D ivene’’ cultivator 
which is generally eold bv the inrole- 
ment deaiets in tbte territory. Cul­
tivation should be frequent and shal­
low to keep* down weeds and main­
tain a dust mufeh for conseixieg 
moisture.
