Washington.—By a margin of one 
rote the supreme court upheld the 
right of congress to define intoxlcst- 
ing llqnors. in so far as applied to 
war-time prohibition.

In a fire to. four opinion by Asso­
ciate Justic Orandeis. the Court sus­
tained the oonstitEUonality of prorls- 
ions of the Volstead prohibition en- 
foycen^nt act prohibiting the manufac­
ture and sale of beverages containing 
one half of 1 per cent or more of alco­
hol. Assdeiats Justice Day, Van Da- 
vanteer McReynolds and Clarke dis­
sented.

Validity of the federal prohibition 
constitutional amendment and of por- 
tiona of the Valstead act providing for 
its ehforcetneiit was not Involved in 
.the proceedings, bat the opinion was 
regarded so sweeping as to leava little 
hope among **wet’* adherents.

In giving the opinion, the court sus- 
t̂atned fedaral decrees dismissing In­
junction proceedings to enjoin federal 
aiithoiitfes from preventing Jacob Rup- 
pert'S New-York brewer, from maau- 
facturiog beer containing in excess of.

NOW TAKING THE 
FOIMTEENTH CENSUS

ARMY OF S5,00 ENUMERATORS
START COUNTING POPULA- 

TtON OF AMERICA ,

Washington—An army of S5.000 
ehumeratora are now at work count-. 
Ing the men. womaiji and children of 
the United States and collecting cer­
tain Information about the resources 
of the country.

The taking of this census, the four­
teenth in the history of the nation, 
is expected to require only about two 
weeks, but figures showing the total 
population probably will not be avail 
able until the end of April.

Workers have gone forth with an 
especially prepared (iortfollo and a 
commission signed by Sam L. Rog­
ers. chief* of the bureau. The count 
is expected to show a population of 
from 107,000,000 to 112,000.000. as 
compared with li3.000,000 in IflO. 
The estimated population on July 1, 
191». was 106.871.284.

Cards will be collected by 3T2 su- 
porvisors and forwarded iff head­
quarters here. Where 4,000 clerks 
'Will be engaged lu the tabulation 
work.

The census Includes th^ collection 
of data on farms, forests and oil 
production, in addUlon to the enum­
eration of persons.

The first census, mken In 1790 
during the adrolnlstraiion of George 
Washington, showed the. populaticm 
of the new republie tô be-rS.OOO.OOO.

D I R E a O R T B  m a d T
O F SOLDIERS’ GRAVES

Burial Places of 70.000 American Boys 
In Frsnee are Now Known.

Paris.- American army officers be­
lieve very few onidenUfled bodies will 
He among America's soldier dead in 
France when the army. graves regis­
tration service completes a thorough 
rechecklng of records now-iu progress. 
Every grave record is being checked 
against the army’s casualty list. Each 
little white cross—or six pointed star 
over the Jews— is hsvlng. an emboss 
ed alnminuin strip placed on the back, 
duplicating the name, rank and or­
ganisation alread.-* painted on the 
marker. This is being done as a pre­
caution against the possibility of win-̂  
te/ weather wearing away the sten­
ciled information. '

Nearly 70,006 American* hoys are 
burled In the eleven districts of 
France, the Helgium battlefields and 
the Dutchy of Luxemburg. There are 
thirty-eight cemeteries of 300 or more 
graves, cared for by discharged sol- 
diet's. The largest of these Is Rom* 
agne. north of Verdun, where He 33.- 
000 of our men. The next In sixe Is' 
that at Thlacourt with 4,S00 graves. 
Many of those who fell in battle are. 
sleeping in British and. French mill- 
tary or the French communal ceme 
tertes. A few were left where they 
were first pnt In tht ground, Ss In the 
Vosges monntalns.

All graves are under the care of the 
commanding graves' officer in the ele­
ven districts and a caretaker watches 
over them.

It 
was said, that plans were drawn up 
by each of these parties to develop a 
score or more of these soviets throngh- 
out the .country. These were to be 
merged under a soviet council simi­
lar to that which exists In Russia, ac­
cording to .'Mr. Garvan. ^

M AKIN G CRITICISM  COUNT
It is natural fo r  moat people to re­

sent criticism  and to regard it in the
Bght o f  ttult-finding, rather than the 
pointing out o f errors which ought to 
be corrected.

People do not like to be told o f 
their short-com ings because it hurts 
their jnrde and self-estaem . Aad 
m ore o fttn  than not they fi^ l that 
the charge M one o f injustice.

iBverybody has faults. Sometimes 
what the in^vidusl h irosdf considers 
a strong point or even a virtue, is in 
reahty good Judgmont gono wrong.

Tho busi|ioas man who b  pains-tak- 
iag fusBcs and spends tow much o f 
his time on the detsils which he should 
trurt to o tters ; he thinks that his ex­
perience is so wide that he does not 
need to  read or study what oth\rs are 
doing, or have done soccessfu lly ; and 
like as aot he is to  absorbed in his 
o ^  affairs that he does not always 
give as much attentioD to peojda as he 
shook!. T o 'b e  a good m ixer is a vir­
tue, h u t'to  give all o f Ota’s thne to 
prove that one is a good fellow  is s  
fa u lt

Nearly any one resenta having crit­
icism bffered in aa angry spirit, fo r  
this arouses antagonism and tends to 
sour an otherw ba fo o d  disposition. 
As soon as angry cnticiam  b  offered 
the natural feeling h f eelf-jostifiea-

vrork when he does arrive,, he is sure 
to find an opportunity to talk to  
Brown and say to him :

*Tt b  s  pleasure to see work as 
well done as you do it. I notice that 
you are careful never to slight de­
tails” — and with a plaasant smile—  
"bein g here prom i^ y  at 8 o ’clock In 
the m orning is an im portant detail.”

H ie reproof carries hom e, but there 
i^ .no sting to it.

Another em nloyer always explains 
to k b  new help that the first few  
weeks in his em oloT will be busv 
ones, for th ere will he a good daal to 
learn, as he does not expect any new 
com er to know by instinct what oth­
ers have learned. He warns them 
nojt to think he b  finding fanH be­
cause he tells them wavs different 
from  the ones they mav be using, fo r  
expevienee has shown him and his de­
partment heads lust how the business 
can be handled in the smoothest man­
ner.

He always adds, though, that he is 
very glad o f suggestions which yoi 
ns a newcom er can offer from  tF 
f^esh view point o f one, who b  not 
fluenced bv nrecedent In this amv 
he prensres the wav fo r  klndhr criti­
cism without the danger o f  causing 
resentm ent

It b  rare ipdeed that an^ individu­
al b  strong enough und big enough 
to criticise h b  own faults, for we aye 
so likely to  excuse ourselvet. But 
when we com e to the ooin t that we 
can take criticism  i% th e right spirit 
offered by others, siid .o«e it to our 
own advantage, tten . indeed, do we 
shew ouT^slves modern, nrogresrire. 
and canable o f larger resoonsihilitlee 
and graater sucesm.
