A Girl’s Leadership in
. Dairying

Some years ago & young girl jeurneyed
over the Blue Ridge Mountains from her
home in Morganton, North Caroling, to
the Valle Crucis Irdustrial School. In com.

Only a few years later this same
girl tetraced her steps along the rugged
trail intervening! between her home and
this school for girls—“Vale of the Cross.”

How often we hear discussed the
question of tanning a hide. Does it
pay and can it be done by the average
man. Unless one has several hides to
tan it is a question as to whether it
is worth the time and trouble. Again
it takes experience to do it with any
|degree of success. Often one has
some special hide he wants to tan
as a keepsake or something of the
kind, then the time and cost is not
considered. Where time is not an im-
portant factor and little experience
has been had, tanning may be done
on the farm.

In preparing a hide for leather® the
first step is to get-rid of the hair,
which is accomplished by soaking the
hide in lime water. Make the lime
solution by adding a quart of un-
slaked lime or two quarts of hard-
wood ashes to five gallons of soft
water. Remove the hide as soon af.
ter the animal is dead as possible,
and place it immediately in the lime
solution.

‘Texas Winter Wheat

The Texas winter wheat acreage
planted this fall is estimated to be
1,077,000 acres which is but approxi-
mately 56 percemt of the: planted
acreage of 1918.

This - marked reduction has been
caused almost wholly by the excessive
fall rains which prevented prepara-
tion and seeding, although labdr scar-
city and thie high price of labor has
also been a factor.

The greatest acreage reduction has
beén |n the black land belt of North
and Central Texas, where but 25 per-
cent of last yeur's acreage has been
planted. In the Panhandle and up-
per plains section it seems that con-
ditions have been more favorable and
that the plantings will be about 65
percent of the acreage planted last
year. Since this section includes 53
percent of the total acreage of the
State it has helped bolster up the
State’s ' acreage.

The present condition of the crop
for the State is 79 percent of normal.
. Kigures for the State and for the
United States follow:

acreage, December revised, 1,959.-
000; Condition, 79 percent. United

| mary of the law as set forth by th2
l'exas Legislature is given below.

This law requires that every child-

in this State who was eight years of
age and not over fourteen years of
age on September 1, 1919, sha'l be
required to attend school for 10)
days. The age of the chid on the
first day of September is the school
age ot the child for the entire year.

Any parent or person standinz in
parental relation to the child who ‘wil-
tully violates the provisions of this
law is subject to a fine of five dollars
for the first offense; ton for the sec-
ond offense, and for each subsequent
offense twenty-five dollars.

Many people may regard it un-
just to deprive them of their children
when their services are needed in the
fields.
