FEDERAL INTERESTS 
GET GOOD SHOWINGS

Jack Kinder, head driller for the Federal 
Service and Development Company, Inc., 
was in the Enterprise office yesterday morn­
ing and nftile the following report:

The Laura well is now 1‘>15 feet in 
black sulphur sand flowing sulphur water 
with strong oil and gas showings. This 
water is flowing slowly over the eight and 
a quarter inch casing and back into the 
larger casing, really just circulating. The 
casing, .Mr. Kinder says, is not “ froze”  but 
is set light on a rock formation, which 
makes it advisable to jar it loose with cas­
ing spear which has been ordered from 
Cisco. There will be -10 feet of gray lime­
stone to underream before this casing can 
again be set and work resumed on further 
pushing the drill bit to pay sand.

The Grogan No. 1 is drilling around the 
300-foot mark. Mr. Kinder says they ex­
pect to start drilling on Tinally No. 1, Vic­
tory and GrogaiF No. 2 and the L^cman 
wells in the near future.

MAY NAVE ElECTRIC 
LIGHTS IN tw o  WEEKS

That Pecos will have electric lights some 
time within the next two, weeks was the 
UUement of one of the company officials 
his Veek. )
^Everything at the plant has been set in 
rder and the workers are waiting for the 
ait few pieces of machinery to arrive.

The plant will start as soon as the en­
gines are in place and the work of re­
modeling and cementing the floor in the 
building will take pla'ce while the plant is 
ruiuung.

The company will supply a twenty-four 
hour service from the beginning. If the 
people of Pecos take advantage of this 
service and show signs of adding power 
motors and electric appliances, the com­
pany will continue to keep it running, oth­
erwise it will probably be dropped. To 
stimulate interest, an office will be opened 
in the Monroe Slack jewelry store build­
ing, where the company will display all 
kinds of electric appliances and give dem­
onstrations of their uses. According to 
statement, these utilities will be sold at 
absolute cost to the consumers in order 
that the company ran get them in use as 
soon as possible and thus derive a revenue 
from the current that is necessary to run 
them.

“ 1 believe we will be able to keep the 
twenty-four hour service going,”  said Man­
ager Neiderkoyn. “ We planned to open up 
an electric supply store before the holidays 
hut thought it would do no good as the 
jieople would be skeptical withoul any cur- 
uni for theirs use. However, many people 
came to the plant and had us order them 
appliani'es and altogether we have four or 
five hundred dollars in sold orders on the 
road or already delivered. This shows that 
the Peens people are really taking an in- 
leiesl and that is all wc nant, for if they 
will show an iiitere«l we will deliver the 
goods.”

•A word may he added for the company, 
that they have takei^ unlimited pains^in 
putting the plant in first class shape and 
also ad«ling a lot of new macTiinery. Tlie 
wires of the. city have all been gone over, 
tightened and put-jn shajK*. According to 
th« engineers the old plant was losing 20 
l>er cent of its current through the fact 
that many of the wires were cutting into 
trees and sM.les and grounding the current. 
The plant has been put in shape to give 
tlie greatest amount of current on the least 
amount of vvork. thus making the exjiense 
lighter. Once started, the officials say 
there is nothing to cause a slop,

CASE UP TO COURT
'The case of Ben Randals against the 

.Sunshine Oil Corporation, in which a ver­
dict was rendered for Randals in the dis­
trict court, was reversed and remanded by 
the court of civil appeals at El Paso. Many 
of the cases against the Sunshine company 
to recover lands leased to it for, min'eral 
purjKises have been waiting on this decis­
ion and will probably not he prosecuted, 
or settled out of court.

WORK ON DISCOVERY 
WELL TO BE RESUMED
Bell well-No. 1, or the discovery well, 

will lie resumed tomorrow. Cement which 
when placed in the well spread and when 
drilled through not only cut off the water 
hut the oil as well. It is now the purpose 
of .Mr. Bell to push this well on down to 
the next pay sand which will he done as 
rapidly as possible.

Bell well No. 3, 600 feet southeast from 
the discovery well, has been cemented and 
in the course of two or three weeks the 
pump will he put on to pump out the wa­
ter and develop the oil sand struck some 
time ago.

GRANT WELL HITS 
OIL DEPTH 96 FEET
LONGER STAPLE COT­

TON FOR EAST TEXAS
Cotton growers of northeast Texas in 

the vicinity of the Troup substation of the 
Texas agricultural experiment station, are 
acutely interested, at this time, in the sub­
ject of a„ longer staple cotton for that 
region. The marketing system in vogue 
there has never made much differentiation 
between the lengths of staple, in affixing a 
value on the cotton, when offered for sale. 
It is held, by some, that the buyers have 
assumed that all the cotton of that region 
is, short staple and that any grower, with a 
longer staple, if he sells there, must accept 
the short staple price, since a considerable 
amount offered is short staple. There is 
also a theory that the short staple varieties 
make a much larger yield of lint cotton per 
acre, than do the longer 'staple varieties. 
Thus, the majority of the growers have 
been .uviC or la».s fixed in their habit of 
planting only short staple varieties and it 
follows that prices received for cotton in 
that section are lower than'in many sec­
tions where a better staple is known to be 
grown more or less universally.

The Texas agricultural experiment sta­
tion, 8uhstati<>Yi No. 2, at JTroup, began, 
seven years ago, a series of experiments to 
determine^what, if any, difference there is 
in the producing capacity in pounds of 
lint cotton per acre between the popular 
short staple* varieties like Half and Half 
Cooks, etc., and a medium long staple cot­
ton represented by the several varieties of 
the .Mchane, Kowden, Lone Star and the 
Trnett types.

.Nineteen lots of the-Mehanes averaged.' 
for the seven-year period, 236.72 poiyids of 
lint cotton per acre, while the shorr staple 
varieties yielded, for the same period, about 
one-twelfth m<»r(;. wjiicb, considering the 
higher value of the longer staple, is not 
neaily enough difference in yield to justify 
the growing of the short stabile varieties 
under present market conditions.

X̂’illi this reMiIt in mind, the growers of 
that set linn are considering means to se­
cure the Vuniversal adoption of the longer 
.'tapir varieties. In tKis connection, the 
Troup station has found, during the. past 
three years, that .Acala seems to be a prom­
ising variety for that region, and the staple 
is considered superior to the Mebanc 
strains. This, however, is not a conclu­
sion as the test on Acala has only covered 
three years, one of which was dry and the 
other two very seasonable. The showing 
was not good the dry year, hut; quite satis­
factory for the two ^easunable >years. TlTien 
this test has been maintained' a few years 
longer «o as to cover a reasonable cycle, a 
dependable average may be obtained.

TOYAH REFINING CO.
IS BEING ORGANIZED

The Toyah Oil and Refining Company, 
with a capital of $30,000, divided into 300 
units having a par value of $100 each, has 
been organized to take over the plant oper­
ated by the Panhandle Electric Light and 
Power C«>mpany. Jesse Knight of the Pan­
handle company, is president of the new 
organization. A. A. Stanton is vice presi­
dent of the new refining com|)any. E. B. 
Daniel is treasurer, and James F. Lawney 
secretary. Toyah will be the home oflî -e

MARKETING OF GRAIN 
SORGHUM ON HOOF

Many railroad points in the grain sorg­
hum bell of west and northwrest Texas are

•

congested with a surplus of milo, kaffir and 
feterita heads, awaiting a market. The 
Texas experiment station recently bought 
a car, of threshed milo grain at $18 per 
ton, f. o. b. loading point. The freight to 
College Station was $6.50 a ton, making 
the grain cost $24.50 per ton, delivered at 
college, though quotations from dealers 
ranged as high as $̂ U) per ton, indicating 
that users of grain sorghum outside of pro­
ducing bell may be unable to pet the pro­
duct at an attractive figure, and are there­
fore nut buy ing their normal supplies.

It would seem that the regular channels 
of distribution are in such a state as to 
stifle the demand to an extent that the pro­
ducer rau-st cea.^ to look further for a di­
rect market, and follow the lead of the 
corn belt farmer, who found many years 
ago that he must market his com on four 
fee®.tesl Texas has plenty of high grade cat­
tle to consume the surplus grain sorghum 
crop to advantage, if general feeding were 
practiced. The feeding value' of grain 
sor.zhum has been determined by the Tex­
as experiment station by digestion experi­
ments and by feeding experiments, to be 
93 per cent of the value of corn. The ex­
periment station is now feeding out 45 
b^ad of steers at substation No. 7, near 
Spur, onp of the objects of which is to de­
termine the profitableness of marketing 
grain sorghum on the hoof. The iitiliza- 

i lion of grain sorghum in'this manner also 
enables tlie caulcmen to market his rattle 
with high finish. Accordingly, both cattle­
men and crop farmers are w;;alcliiug this ex- 

, perimeiil with unusual interest,^ making 
regular visits to the feed lot.

That Pecos county has another real oil 
well is now a matter of history. On Wed­
nesday at, noon of this week the drill bit 
penetrated the earth to a depth of 96 feet 
in Cram well No. 10, about 65 miles south­
east of Pecos and about 20 miles north­
east of Fort Stockton, and the. liquid gold 
belched out in torrents.

It is said by those witnessing the, bring­
ing in of the well that it flowed a thousand 
barrels the first hour. 'This the Enterprise 
editor who visited the well yesterday after­
noon believes is exaggerated, though it 
may be trne. The natural lake, on the 
edge of which is this well, was full of oil 
and the oil was being pumped into tanks 
all the while. After the first gnsh the wdl 
calmed down and when visited by t̂ AO edi­
tor yesterday, while still tiowing a good 
grade of oil it was gently running over the 
top like' the placid waters from a spring. 
There was some gas, but not snfficient to 
assist materially in bringing the oil to the 
lop. All who viewed this wdl yesterday, 
and there were many from every point of 
the compass, think it a fine well and it 
has been dubbed the “ Miracle WclL” ’ The 
editor may be a little too conservative, but 
it believes this well will only be a pumper 
in the next day or so, but he believes that 
with the pump it will produce anywhere 
from one hundred to yne hundred and fifty 
barrels per day. This, however, is guess 
work for no man can tell how much or how 
long it will pump. But at that it is. a 
wonderful well and probably the very best 
known at the depth of 96 feet.

This well is in a big valley of fine fertile 
land covered with salt and tabosa grasses. 
Where the well was put down there is a 
natural lake which would probably cover 
an acre. This lake was usually dry, but 
has for years been (nvered with a seepage 
of oil. Some twenty years ago a well was 
put down to a depth of about 1200 or 1400 
feet on the edge of this lake and not more 
than 50 or 75 feet from the “Miracle W'ell,” 
and no oil was found. Recently this cas­
ing was pulled and now this well is filling 
with oil and gas. Around and near the 
edge of this lake are several wells wh.ch 
have been drilled to various depths, some 
producing and some dry.

These wells are believed to be the result 
of a fissure in the rock which forms a pipe 
line from some mother pool and is consid­
ered by sound business men in the oil 
game as positive proof that the Pecos oil 
field is no longer in the wildcat class, but 
a real proven, undeveloped field, and not 
only are the Fort Stockton people but those 
of Reeves and Ward and ^ v in g  counties 
elated. All that is necessary is to sink the 
wells dowTi to the proper depth to get the 
real gushers and since many of oiir wells 
are now well beyond the 2000 foct mark 
a new life has been put in every phase of 
business in this ^ t io i i  and the lyiblic are 
held almost breathless waitiDg and watch­
ing for the various bits now busv to ^ne* 
trate the mother oil pool.

The Novem- 
lier statistics of the American Iron and 
Steel'Institute show proportionately about 
the same decline^/(t^lho month’s production 
of steel ingots as in the decline in the out­
put of pig iron. Erom figures based on 
the experience of thirty steel producing 
companies which, in 1919, made 83.12 pet 
cent of the entire steel ingots output of the 
United States, the Institute estimates the 
November production of this company at 
2,638,670 gtoss tons of steel ingots of all 
kinds, against 3,015.982 gross tons pro­
duced in October and 2,999,551 tons in 
September. In a study of the monthly sta­
tistics of tonnage of open-hearth steel, Bes­
semer steel, and all other steel, the open- 
hearth steel shows the largest decline dur­
ing the last month, the open-hearth steel 
tonnage showing a decline of about 16 per 
cent, whereas the Bessemer tonnage shows 
little if any change, the decline being but 
little more than 3000 tons.

restricted, unemployment, including reduc­
ed working time in industry, rarely, if 
ever, equaled, collections backward and 
depression widespread, the stamp of suc­
cess as to the past is missing and the out­
look as to the future far less favorable than 
prospects at its outset led the business 
world generally to .expect. Indeed, 
general feeling is to regard it as a year 
whose results might best soon be forgotten 
were it not for the useful lessons that cost­
ly experience has taught, not ooty to thi% 
country but to the entire world.

The fact is that the year just closed was 
the true heir of 1:919, and as such it reaped 
to the full the results of the bad seed sown 
in 1919, this referring to the extravagance 
of buying.

Whatever the causes— whether the ardr^ 
loading of trade and industry with exces­
sive costs—over-production certainly did 
not affect all lines— the exhaustion of mo­
bile supplies of money, as shown by the 
marking up of loans early in the year and 
their maintenance until the late months, Ot 
the, attenuation of credit to a degree where 
a halt had to be called on the raising of 
prices of commodities to a point where 
further buying became impossible— the 
year 1920 will probably be memorable for 
what is now freely termed the “ buyers’ 
strike” or “ the revolt of the buyer.”  It 
would be difficult to fix the date at which 
this “ doing without”  movement first be­
came noticeable as a market factor. Neces­
sity buying only was urged early in our 
war vears as a national duty; later it be­
came an apparent necessity with a large 
part of the public.

sence thus far of acute financial, especially 
banlung, troubles, the conceded easing of 
the strain on credit from the peak point of

The industrial worker may be 
idle in unprecedented numbers and a frac­
tion of his pay (25 per cent, perhaps) has 
been cut, but he had an ppportunity to pre­
pare for the inevitable reaction, while the 
farmer,''mourning the fat returns of 1919 
should not forget that his money and crop 
returns are better than in 1914. 1915 or 
1916, which were not esteemed bail years 
at the time. For the great mass of people
