Here despite a week spent in e fforts  
to shut o f f  the w ater thiy w ater was 
still seeping into the hole on W ednes­
day, but the gas pressure continues 
as strong as ever i f  not stronger. A 
handkerchief held over the hole will 
carry aw ay a strong odor o f  kerosene, 
while the baMers brought up from  the 
bottom  resem ble in their proportion 
o f  gas and w ater the proportion o f  
the foam  and the beer when the old 
fashioned schoners w ere first pushed 
acro.ss the bar. These bailers bring 
up m any m ore gas bubbles than 
water and the sluice pit a fter  bailing 
resem bles nothing m ore than a wash 
tub fu ll o f  suds on M onday m orn­
ing.

Ira J. Bell appears confident that 
when the w ater is shut o f f  that he 
V ill  find a good production a short 
distance under this gas. The drill is 
now thirty fe e t  into a gas rock  fo r ­
m ation called “ anhydrite”  or a “ hard 
crysatalized gypsum .”

This form ation  is evidently porous, 
and several m ethods have been tried 
to e f fe c t  the needed shut o f f .

The net debt of the United States on 
March 31st of this year was $23,353,501,000. 
This compares with $25,478,592,000 on 
August 31, 1919 when our public debt was 
at its highest point Since then it will be 
noted our debt has decreased by. over two 
billion of dollars. The major portion of 
this reduction has been brought about 
thru the paying off of a part of our out­
standing floating debt. The total floating 
or unfunded debt of the United States 
oustanding on August 31, 1919, was 
4 201,139.000; on March of this year it 
was $2,754,841,000. The composition of 
the public dcBt at present is as follows: 
Bonds and Victory Notes $0,253,67l.OTO; 
Treasury Certificates, $2,754B41,000; War 
Savings Securities $723,659,000; debt on 
which interest has ceased $10,537,000; 
non-interest bearing debt $227394,000.

FoV the month of March ordinary 
treasury receipts totalled $922,000,000 and 
ordinary expenditures were $537,000,000 
leaving a net surplus for the month of 
$385,000,000. The heavy receipts for the 
month are due to the quarterly payment of 
income and excess profits taxes which fell 
due on March 15th. The revenue from in­
come and excess profits taxes exceeded the 
expectation of the Secretary of the Treas­
ury, $728,000,000 were derived from this ‘ 
source. This in only $191,000,000 under j 
the receipts of .March for last year. T liis' 
showing in the light of business conditions  ̂
is sati>factor> from every angle. |
