PROFITS ON MEAT

A PLT-fiLrr LOOK WHAT GOT RID OF!

W hy is less m es^ per cepits being 
eaten in the.United States today than 
was eaten ten or twenty years ago? 
Have the people gone on a meat 
eating strike. Nine persons out o f 
ten will reply to the question by 
stating that the price o f  meat is so 
high they cannot a fford  to buy it, 
sa3rs the Fort W orth Record.

Cattle raising is one o f  the greatest 
iadnsVriee in Texas and the packing 
house# have made Fort W orth the 
center o f  the cattle raising interests. 
It is to the interest o f  Fort W orth 
people that the packing houses be en­
couraged in every way possible and 
the people are l o ] ^  to them, and yet 
it is likely that as little meat is eaten 
in Fort W orth as in any d ty  in the 
country. It is because the prices 
are too high or because the people 
heed just a little education  ̂ along 
m eat-eating lines.

The packer buys his meat on the 
h oof, say fo r  about 5 cents a pound. 
In the process o f killing and prepar­
ing it fo r  market the cost may reach 
another 5 cents, perhaps a little 
more. It has been claimed by packers 
here that i f  they make a profit o f  
one-half cent a pound on their, meat 
they would |>e delighted— possibly 
satisfied. It has been claimed that 
they are often actually doing bus­
iness at a loss.

Go into a butcher shop and ask fo r  
meat and when the butcher says the 
cost is 40 cents a pound, ask him why 
he charges so much when he buys 

'fro m  the packer at 13 or 14 cents a 
pound. He may reply that he pays 
the packer 18 or 19 cents a pound. 
There is a slip somewhere. I^me- 
where along the line a wrong calcula­
tion has been made. W here?

The butcher will give as g further 
explanation o f  the high price o f  meat 
that be cannot sell the cheaper cuts, 
his patrons wishing to buy only the 
tenderloin and other expensive por­
tions. You might ask him what dis­
position he makes on the cheaper 
cots o f  meat and if he ever urges his 
patrons to buy them, pointing out 

■the fact that it is just as nutritious 
and can be cooked to be just as appe­
tizing as the more expensive cuts.

There are some who will declare 
the eating o f  meat to be a savage 
habit from  which man has not yet 
been weaned but above which he is 
.Howly climbing. This may be true, 
but it is undoubted fa ct and is likely 
to continue a fact while men are 
blood and bone and muscle that meat 
contributes to virule strength o f  body 
and when we remember the master 
minds who have lived in years gone 
»v and read how they were strong 

physically we have no reason to doubt 
that mental strength iv in part de­
pendent upon physical strength. 
Meat, may be eaten to excess but 
meat eaten in moderation will con- 

stribute to the perfection o f  mind and 
body.

Somewhere in the movement o f 
m eat,from  the hoof to the kitchen 
there an enormous profit for  some­
one or at least there appears to be, 
and it is likely that this profit which 
o f  course, adds to the cost « f  meat 
to the consumer is what has caused 
the meat eating strike. Substitutes 
are advertised which are said to be 
just as nutritious as meat and when 
a person has the price o f  the substi­
tute and lacks the price o i the real 
article he is# very likely to buy the 
substitute and convince himself that 
the -advertiser who said it was just 
as nutritious as meat was quite right. 
.\nd why not? He has bought the 
b e ^  he could with the money and it 
IS his duty to be satisfied.

If some clever detective, some o f 
these writers like Conan Doyle, could 
point out with absolute accuracy who 
gets the b u lk .o f the money paid by 
the meat consumer it might improve 
the sale o f  meat. It is certain the 
cattle raiser is not getting it. The 
packer declares he is not getting it 
The retail butchers says it TS not 
coming his way. W ho will tell where 
It goes^— Midland Reporter.

Since the Volsted net became e f­
fective  the newspapers have been 
fu ll o f  recipes fo r  cures fo r  snake- 
bita, the old recipe now bring o f  go 
avail. That ri^endid newspaper, the 
San Angelo Standard prints the fo l­
lowing in a recent issue which may 
be o f  value to Enterprise readers:

During the last month rattle snake 
bites have caused the death o f  five 
persons in this section. In all o f 
these eases the right sort o f preventa­
tive steps could have saved the lives 
o f  these people. Snake bites should 
not be fatal. All physicians say that 
it is ignorance and carelessness that 
causes most deaths from  snake bites. 
Perhaps most people know what to do 
w h en 'a  snake fastens his fangs into 
you— if you don’t you ’ll find the fol- 
lowirig article* based upon inter­
views with several physicians, well 
worth reading and perhaps saving:

Prepare fo r  rattle snake Dites. 
There are many snakes in this coun­
try. W e see them every few  days 
— we read o f  them killing people

•very year— ŷet few  people prepare 
fo r  the attack iriiich comes ever so 
often to someone we know, and may 
com e to ns.

Every ranch house, every camping 
party, every automobile should have 
a small solution o f  permanganate o f 
potash and a hypodermic syringe. 
The syringe costs about $2 and the 
soluisoD o f  potash 50 cents. With 
this any snake bite can be so devi­
talized that the venom will lose its 
strength. Five or six shots o f  the 
solution about the wound will pre­
vent all danger from  a snake bite if 
administered within a reasonable 
time.

The first thing to do, however, is 
to tie a cord, handkerchief or any­
thing that will bind between the 
wound and heart. That is if  the 
wound is in the arm or leg, tie a cord 
about the arm or leg above the 
wound. Tie it tight so that the cir­
culation o f  the blood will be shut 
o ff . T h ie ’will prevent the poison 
from  going directly to the heart. 
Take a knife and cut the flesh about 
the wound so that it will bleed free­
ly, thus allowing as much as possible 
o f the venom to flow  away with the 
blood.

DADDY OP TRAINS STEAMS FOR ANOTHER RUN

In August, 1831, the DeWitt Clinton, first train of the Mohawk 8c 
T^udson Railroad, now of the New York Central lines, made its first 
trip from Albany to Schenectady.

It is one o f na­
ture’s greatest wonderv, that no mat­
ter what the mishap may be to our 
body, immediately the body starts to 

I work generating some sort o f counter 
'fo r ce  that rebuilds the tom  or con­
taminated member.

Kerosene— just old time coal oil—  
is one o f  the best known remedies for 
snake bites. Doctors say they’d 
about as soon risk that as a sure 
cure as any s.mple remedy. A fter 
binding above the wound, if possible 
submerge the entire wound in ker­
osene. I f the wound is in such a 
place that this is impracticable,\soak 
a heavy towel in kerosene and wrap 
it over«the wound. As soon as the 
oil evaporates or runt* o ff , repeat the 
operation. This, after the ligature 
has been tied, will form  an antitoxin 
that will so subdue the effects o f  tht 
wound that no disastrous results will 
follow.

Phyi'Icians recommend the old 
method o f  sucking the poison from 
the wound in case o f snake bite if 
the other methods are found impos­
sible. The practice is not as danger­
ous as some might suppose, physi­
cians say, .unless there is an open 
sore in the mouth. It is practically 
safe to suck the poison into the 
mouth, fo r  the fluid is retained for  
the most part in the interior part o f 
the mouth and is not likely to reach 
any portion which might become in­
fected. The method o f  treatment is 
effective in drawing o f f  a consider­
able part o f the poison.*

In case there is no one near who 
is in a position to sack the blood 
and poison from  the wound cupping 
has been found effective. This treat­
ment consists o f  placing hot water 
into a Bottle and then, pouring the 
water from  the bottle, apply the 
mouth o f  it to the wound. The heat 
in the bottle creates a vacuum which 
draws the flesh. In case no hot 
water is available, a small piece o f 
paper may be lighted and inserted 
into the bottle and the same effect 
will be gained.— San Angelo Stand­
ard.

Detaih o f  the capture and death o f 

Old W ^lte,”  the ferocious leader o f  
pa<;g o f  wolves that fo r  years caus­

ed great destruction among live stock 
on Bear Springs Mesa, Colo., are 
contained in a report received recent- 
y by the Bureau o f  Biological' Sur­

vey, United States Department ox 
Agriculture. The capture lacked 
some o f  the more spectacular ele­
ments that marked the passing o f  the 
now famous “ Custer W olf,”  but in 
many ways it is looked upon as 
among the notable kills made through 
the skill and patience o f  Government 
hunters in their work o f  ridding the 
cattle ranges o f  the West o f  pred­
atory animals.

Early in the spring, by the clever 
strategy o f  one o i the hunters, the 
mate o f  this animal and one o f  the 
leaders o f  the pack was captured, 
and it was thought that “ Old White”  
would then fall a ready victim. But 
he proved more difficult, for  although 
several good chances to get the old 
fellow occurred, on each trip to the 
Government traps he woud “ step 
lucky.”  as the hunter described it. 
Finally the hunter selected a favor­
able spot and placed four traps in a 
blind set, and it was in these that 
the marauder was caught.

“ Old White”  has a black history 
and caused losses in live stock 
smounting to many thousands o f  dol­
lars. For 12 years he roamed the Bea^ 
Sprirgs Mesa country. One rancher 
alone lost about $6,000 worth o f  live 
stock through his depredations.

Malaria is such an insidious foe  to 
mankind and once entrenched in the 
human system is so hard to eradicate, 
that it takes the combined and co ­
ordinated e ffo rt  o f  all citizens in 
every community subject to the 
malady to eradicate it.

The physician treats only those 
who consult him and as people bejon 
to feel better they often di9continue 
treatment with the result that they 
become malaria carriers and chronic 
sufferers. It takes long and careful 
treatment to get the germ out o f  the 
system. Othewise harmless compli­
cations cause hundreds o f  deaths 
through lack o f  vitality produced by 
this scourge o f  the section o f  the 
Stouthern United States.

The International Health Board in 
co-operation with the state and 
federal health authorities is conduct­
ing many campaigns and malaria 
control projects. In these demonstra­
tions it is strongly recommended that 
the inhabitants o f a malaria infected 
district take -quinine systematically

as a preventive measure. The family

PROTECTING AMERICIAN CROP 
PLANTS FROM ALIEN ENEMIES

The Federal Government expends 
several million dollars annually in 
efforts to combat serious insecta and 
plant diseases that have been brought 
nere from  foreig^n countries, bteveral 
thousand insects have been listed in 
foreign countries which are known to 
injure crops and which have not yet 
been brought to bur shores. Many 
foreign-plant diseases are also known 
to occur, and it is o f  the utmost im­
portance to prevent their reaching 
us. The Federal Horticultural Board, 
an independent branch o f  the Depart­
ment o f  Agrriculture, is endeavoring 
to keep as many o f  these alien ene­
mies out o f  the country as practicable* 
Special quarantines have been issued 
and rigid attention is being given to 
the inspection o f  plants reaching us 
so as to avoid the introduction o f 
the pests.

The Bureai^ o f  Plant Industry is 
desirous o f  encouraging in every way 
the production o f promising new 
crops in this country, and ita Office 
o f  Foreign Seed and Plant Introduc­
tion b  cooperating wilh hor­
ticulturists and plant growers in aid­
ing them in introducing new varieties 
o f  plants in such fashion that they 
will not* bring in any diseases or in­
sects. It is often  necessary to in­
troduce plants in very small numbers 
and to grow-them  fo r  a considerable 
time either in green-houses or under 
very special conditions out o f  doors 
to make sure that all pests have been 
removed. When it is certain that the 
plants are freed o f  insects or diseases 
they then can be propagated more ex­
tensively and distributed to col­
laborators. In this way new crops 

! are introduced without danger to the 
country. ___________

BUREAUS OF M ARKETS AND
* CROP ESTIM ATES COMBINED
As provided fo r  by an act o f  Con­

gress, the Bureau o f  Markets and the 
Bureau o f  Crop Estimates o f  the 
United States Department o f  A g­
riculture were combined and became 
one organization July 1. The new 
bureau is now known as the Bureau 
o f Markets and Crops E stim ate.

Preparations fo r  the m erging o f  
these two important branches o f the 
department have been going forward 
fo r  several months past, and the 
change was effected  without any 
perceptible interruption in the bus­
iness o f  either organizntion. Leon 
M. Estabrook, who had been chief o f  
the Bureau o f  Crop Estimates since 
1913, was transferred April 1 to the 
Bureau o f  Markets as associate chief 
in order that he might rtudy the per­
sonnel o f  both bureaus and work out 
ways and means o f  combining the two 
to eliminate any possible duplication
o f  work. •"

In combining the two units o f  the 
department careful pUns have been 
made fo r  the future development o f 
the new bureau, so that it can be o f 
the greatest benefit to the producers 
and marketing agencies throughout 
the country. It will work with farm 
organizations that need Federal aid 
in securing dependable crop and 
market news and information on 
supply and demand.

Following the resignation o f 
George Livingston, who has' been 
head o f  the Bureau o f  Markets since 
1920, Dr. H. C. Taylor, Chief o f  the 
Office o f  Farm Management, has 
been appointed by SecreU ry o f  Ag-
