NDTHING EXCinNGIN PECDS DIL 
FIELD BUT LOOKS LIKE BIG THINGS 

WILL GCCURINNEAR FUTURE
RAILROAD MAN SEES

BIG OPPORTUNITY AND
OIL BCOM FOR PECOS

Business done by the railroads 
tbows wave of real prosperity on the 
way. J. ti. iluiaeti, vico-president 
of the Kansas City Southern Rail­
way, who was recently in Shreve­
port, declared that statist's in rail- 
load traffic for October indicate a 
wave o f real prpsper.ty ail over the 
United States in the near future. 
One of the chief drawbacks to busi­
ness has been the car shortage, and 
this will be overcome within 30 days, 
he said. He sizes up 'Uie situation 
as follows:

"U  is impossible to prophecy ac­
curately, but we can judge by all 
indications that business is booming 
and the railroads are getting in a 
position to take care o f  the traffic 
movement. During one week in 
October more th u  1,000,000 cars 
were loaded in the Unit^ States, 
a record which has been exceeded 
onl)' once, in October, 1920. This 
indicates that 1922 fall business is 
better than that of the same period 
of 1921, and is on the increase.

"As for the car shortage, this is 
somewhat like the man in Arkansas 
who hsd a leaky roof. WhQe it was 
raining, he experienced great dis­
comfort and realised that he most 
fix the roof when the weethar per 
mitted. But when the sun waa shin­
ing he forgot all about it. Now, 
there arc certain perioda c f  the year 
when there it an over-supply of 
empty cars, and during that time 
the railroa<b fail to prepare for the 

aeaeon. Whew Hie great de­
mand for cars can not be met, it is 
too late for immediate remedy.
% The Kansas City Sbuthem Rail­
road has ordered cars built as fast 
as * possible, as there are no extra 
cars on hand. When theae cars are 
available, the emr Mortage will be 
over and the business of the road 
cared for'fu lly ."— OH World.

SINCE SERIOUS ILLNESS

gamiuif uis strength. The Associat­
ed I reed sands out the following 
irom Washington under data of 
Novimbvr 11:

Woouiuw Wilson told a host of 
friends and admirers who made an 
ArmiatiCe Day viait to his home 
nerc today that world peace could 
be 1 r *ught about only by ‘ ‘active 
co*oj.«eration for justice" and "not 
by amiable phrsLoas." America al­
ways bar stood for justice, he de­
clared, adding that the "puny per­
sons" now standing in the way 
would find prasantly that ‘ ‘ their 
weakness is no match for the 
strennh of a moving providence."

The former Preeident spoke 
stand ng on the portico of his S 
street residence and without manou- 
senpt or notea, Uis remarks con­
sumed about five minutes. They 
wer.< the first he had made on pub­
lic questions since he was stricken 
on his League of Nations tour of 
the West three years ago. This 
was his third public appearance 
s ’nce he left the White House on 
Ma h 4. 1F21.

WVsaa Accorded Oratioa.
T;-e appearance of Mr. Wilaon, 

who \v*is assisted to the portico by 
a n'.gro servant, was the signal for 
prolonged cheers from the crowd 
that packed the street and over­
flow d on near-by lawns and a va­
cant field. The wartime President 
responded with a smile and raising 
of h.s conventionai silk bat. Mrs. 
Wilson di^not accompany him, but 
as sae appeared to aaawt him back 
indoors at the eondosion of his ad- 
diees sna, too, received an ovation.

Mr. W dsins adarees was in re­
sponse to one delivered to him by 
Uanry Morgenthau, former Ameri­
can .Ambassador to Turkey, who de- 
darn'd that the principles enunciat­
ed by Mr. Wilaon during the war 
would prevail and that on last Tues­
day it had baen demonstrated that 
“the American people are escaping 
Irom matarialism and selfishness 
Md are preparing again to recog- 
atae their solemn ami inexorable 
duty toward t^ ir  fellow-nations in 
Europe."

This reference to the elections 
brought a smile and a low cry of 
"hear, hear," from the former chief 
executive In hb remarks Mr. Wil­
son spoke clearly and diatinctly and 
with much of him old-time rapidity. 
Neceaaanly. however, there wap 
lacking the one characteriatic vig­
or of delivery and hla voiee carried 
only silghily beyond the inner edges 
of the crowd. The text of hia re­
marks follows:-

The text of Mr. Wiison'e address. 
wh:eh was in reply to one delivered 
on behalf of the delegation by 
Henry Morgenthau, former .Ambas­
sador to Turkey, follows:

"I am very much moved by this 
wonderful exhibition of your friend­
ship and approval, and 1 have been 
reflecting today that Armbtiee Day 
has particular significance for the 
U n.t^ States because the United 
Siites has remained contented with 
the armbtiee and has not moved 
forward to paacff.

‘ ‘ It b  a very serious reflection 
that the United 'States, the great 
originative Nation, should remain 
contented with a negation. " Armi­
stice b  a negation; it b a stand­
still of arms; it b a cessation of 
fighting, and* we are so bent on a 
cessation o f fighting that we are 
even throwing our arms away.

"It b  a singular circumstance 
to w hich Mr. Morgenthau has fn 
part adverted, that, when we pre­
scribed the'conditions*of the armi­
stice, we did not concur in tha es­
tablishment of pennanent p^ca. 
That, of course, was brou^t about 
■by a group in the United S t a ^  
Senate who preferred personal par< 
tiaao mpdvea to the honor of their 
ponntry and pie peaej  ̂ of the world.

".Tliey do not represent the Unit­
ed States, because the United States 
is moving forward aad they are 
altpping backward.

He 
wa« prefented with baskets of 
flowers from Virginia, hb native 
C:tate; New Jersey, hb home State, 
and Uie District of Columbia. The 
former President shook hands with 
each of the Ifttle flower girb ami 
thankej them.

Flowers For F orner Executive.
Tlw basket from Virginia was 

prefiOTted by Miss Helen Trinkle, 
daughter of the Governor of that 
S!.ate. and contained a message 
from the Governor statiag that time 
would vindlca^ Mr. Wiilson’s mem­
ory and that his “ fame, like Uuth. 
would be eiamal."

Mbs Edith Edwards, daughter of 
the Governor of New Jersey, pre­
sented the flowers from that State. 
With them w as' a message from 
Governor Edwrards, who said hb 
State joined in voicing "the senti­
ment of our Nation in detout thanks 
to the Alrhighty ‘for your restore- 
t on to health and ability to receive 
in person our earnest felicitations 
on this anniversary of Armistice 
Day."

After the program of exercises 
had been concluded there appeared 
to be no disposition on the pan of 
the crowd in brak up. Soon Mr. 
and Mrs. »Wilson appeared at an 
upstairs window and were cheered 
time and again. There was a flnal 
cheer for the League of Nations.

GOVERNMENT ISSUES
REPORT ON ODESSA

DEVELOPMENT
. The first offlcbl bulletin on the 

Oderaa field by the U. S. Geoiodical 
Survey came off the presa this week 
and is now- being distribut:;d in var­
ious parts of the country.

The report b  very favorable and 
show3 that the country ijt banking 
strongly on the Farmers Oil Com­
pany Ins. core teM on the Newnham 
ranch. The report has a very in­
teresting analyses of some aaiflples 
^ken from the McDowell w’ell No. 
4 in Glasscock county and the Santa 
Rita well in Recgan county.

The report also speaks authen­
tically of development contemplated 
by other companies and it is believ­
ed that one o f these b  th  ̂ Danciger 
Oil A Refining Company. “

The government report also 
^tresses the fact thac it has been 
obliged to be especially careful in 
putting out reports in regard to the 
development. The news of ’ the 

. Fanners Oil Company well ia given 
to the government agents in con­
fidence, and this information cannot 
be given out. The report dated 
Oct. 25 reads in part tu follows:

"Among the samples from the 
Santa Rita well are 5 that, contain 
between 1 and 1.5 per ^ent of K20. 
Eighteen other samples, distributed 
at intervals from the 1192 to the 
1,683 levels, contained between 1 
and 1.5 per cent of K20.

"The samples thus analysed, like 
those described in earlier announce­
ments, were taken by standard tools 
from welb drilled primarily for oil. 
So many of the conditions attending 
the samplfng are known that it b 
impossible to state whether the pot- 
ash-beanng tones are a few feet or 
only a. few inches thick. In the San­
ta Rita well, for example, the 
original sample taken from, the 
bailer after the drill had cot the 
beds from 1,316 to 1,326 feet show­
ed 8.29 per cent o f potash, eqoiv- 
alebt to 10.76 per cent o f the soluble 
salts, yet it can not be safely in­
ferred that there b a 9-foot bed of 
potash salts o f the stated richness at 
that horison. Continuous sampling 
writh core drills will be necessary be­
fore accurate data can be obtained.

An outline of the worx which the 
State of Texas endeavors to do 
through its Board of Health fol- 
lowa, ia which the ' co-operation of 
the profession, the press and the 
laity is solicited: \

and preventioa of communicable 
disaasi-a, written in plain ’  language 
which can.be understood by anyone.

If an epidemic occura in any com­
mon ty, it sends an expert to in­
vestigate the cause and to recom­
mend means for the prevention of 
a spread o f the disease and a re­
currence of same. In case the local 
health authorities are not able bo i 
bundle the situation, control ia as­
sumed until the problem can be 
hadled locally.

R#x>orU on all communicable dis­
eases are collected and tabulated by 
counties to that at any time infor­
mation may be furnished to in­
terested parties and the department 
ia ready and anxious to assist in 
guardiag against epidemics or pesti­
lence.

It keeps accurate legal records of 
births and deaths, the two most in - 
porUnt events in the life of every 
one, so that the identity of citisens 
may be established at any tiase.
