’swell as had been hoped and the weeds 
were short with no hope of them get­
ting larger until more rain came. 
The stockmen were alarmed and many 
o f them felt that the **jig was up'* 
unless the ram came and came quick-

The forepart o f the week brought 

general rains most all over the ceun- 
try but not until Tuesday night did 
the rains reach Reeves county. At 
that time it began sprinkling and a 

 ̂alow rain fell all night long and mqst 
all day Wednesday and while the 
precipitation was not great it is a 
God-scad to this section o f the coun­
try. One stockman told the editor 
this weak that cattle were worth 
three dollars per head more than be­
fore the rain.

In Weet Texas, as well as in all 
other coontriea, it appears that when 
the people just have to have rain or 
anything else, for that matter, they 
get it, and the' time had come when 
the people of this part o f the country 
just had to have some rain or all 
would go to the bow-wowB- The rain 
came and now all are happy and 
wesucing that smile that won't come 
off.

Austin, Texas, March 29.— It has 

been definitely proven that files and 
mosquitoes are responsible for^ a 
number of diseases, said Dr. Z. T. 
Scott, Secretary o f the Texas Public 
H eal^ Association. A great amount 
o f money b  spent every year in Tex­
as to repair ^  damage arrought by 
these pests.

Files are known to sinread typhoid 
fever, tubercttloeb, diarrhoea, dy- 
sentry, etc. A single fly has been 
knoam to carry 600,000 germs on its 
body at one time. The best army to 
kill flies b  to destroy their breeding 
places, remove all filth, screen, trap 
aad “ swuti”

There are many different species 
of mosquitoes. Some ere disease car­
riers and others are not. Malaria, 
dengue fever and yellow fever amy 
be transmitted by mosquitoes. The 
bust plan b  to kill all species. 
Moequitoes must have water in which 
to b y  their eggs, without thb the 
mosquito could not live. All stand­
ing arater should be drained arhero 
poesible. In other esses the water 
should be covered with oil or snrfuce 
miunoars placed In the water. Dwel­
ling places should be screened uguinst 
these poets.

The time to start these campaigns 
b  now, and everyone should lend 
their sasbtauce in extermiauting 
these peats. Much more can be ac­
complished if the campaign «starts 
early before tite fibs and mosquitoes 
have an opportunity to tncreuae.

An intenriew with Henry C. Wal­
lace, Secretary of Agriculture:

W'aahington. D. C. March 29.—
Ordinarily, regulation carriea the 

idea of aome sort of police work. 
In tha regulatory work of the De­
partment o f Agriculture, the term 

a much broader meaning. It 
seeks not only to punish the offender, 
but to bring about better practices. 
It stands aa (he friend of batter bus- 
inees methods. Unlike nsoat kinds of 
regulation, that o f the Agriculture 
Department requiraa the highest 
acientinc knowledge. Tbe regulatory 
work grew out o f research work.

In this manner Secretary Wallace 
briefly outlined the policy behind the 
regulatory work o f the department 
From a small beginning the number 
of Usra administered by this branch 
o f the Gorernment halt steadily 
grown from year to year until it 
now constitutes one of the im­
portant lines o f work.

.\ close study o f the different 
regulatory activities shows that tt 
gets tbe various groups together on 
terms of equality. In some instances, 
it gives to the different groups 
what might be called a **common 
Izmguage.'* This is so in the estab­
lishment of standards such as under 
the Grain Standard Act. When the 
Department took hold o f the work 
each section of the country had its 
own grain standards which meant 
nothing to the average man in an­
other section. (There were as many 
grain grades as there art dialects in 
China.) .After exhaustive investiga­
tions. a tentative schedule o f grades 
was drawn up. giving each a name 
that would be common throughout 
the country. It prescribed the re­
quirements that grain would have to 
meet in order to be put into com­
merce as grain of that particular 
grade. For instance, the require­
ments for Ne. 1 wheat wrere to be the 
same the country over, and a man in 
Nebraska would be speaking a com­
mon language writh a man in New 
York when he spoke of No. 1 grade 
and the buyer would know just what 
be was buying.

Through the sdmlnistrntion of the 
Food and Drugs Act by the Bureau 
o f Chemistry, the food industry b  
on a higher plane than ever before. 
Most manufacturers of food en­
deavor to put out a good product. 
^It b  good busineaa to do ao.** they 
find. **A permanent, prosperous bus­
ineaa cannot be built upon sophisti­
cation and falsehood.”  says Secre­
tary W albcc.

A survey of any butcher shop re- 
veab evidences of the regulatory 
work o f the Department. One. o f 
these b  the Utile purple stamp of 
the meat inspector which reads. ” U. 
S. Inspected and Passed.”  It b  the 
evidence that tbe meat b  from a 
healthy animal and was prepared in 
a sanitary slaughterhouse and that 
it b  wholesome for human consump­
tion.

The most recent regulatory o f the 
Department b  the Packers and Stock- 
yards Act. Thb Act brings under 
the supenbion o f the Department 
the packing buaineaa, the important 
stockyards, and the commission men. 
trades, order, buyers and others en­
gaged in the livestock business, (t 
was through the administration o f 
this law that Secretary WaUace re­
cently bsued a complaint against the 
proposed merger o f the Armour and 
Morrb meat packing companiaa.

The major agricultural crops of 
the country are guarded against 
diseases and. Inaects. Thb work b  
performed by the Federal Uorticul- 
tnrcl Board. The Fecretary has wide 
authority in laying down regulations 
to protect your agricultural crops 
against perts and diseases in this 
country snd against the entry of 
oiners from foreign countries.

Through the Insecticide and Fun­
gicide, Board the Department seer 
that lio fake remediea enter into 
interstate comjiserce. Samples o f in- 
aecticidea and fungicidea are gath­
ered by the Board and carefully 
analysed and' tested by i^iliful 
chembts.

Among the activities of the De­
partment. which have a humane fea­
ture aa their primary object, b  the 
28-hour law. Thb b  designed to 
prevent cruelty to cattle, sheep, 
swine, and other animab while in 
interstate commerce. The Depsrt- 
mfsnt b  abo charged with the task 
off preventing the spread of animal 
dĴ eiMca. In thia it rsgulatss the 
movementa o f domestic animab In 
interstate and foreign commerce.

Under treaty with Great Britain, 
the United States b  oUigstsd. to- 
gethsr with Canada, to protset birds

m'grating betwesn the two conn- 
triss.

Among the other imporUnt Uws 
adminiatersd by the Department 
may he mentioned the lurus Serum 
Toxin Act, the Warehouse act, and 
otner acts governing the importation 
of hides and sains, the importation 
of catt.e, sheep, and other animals, 
seed importation, and process or 
renovated butter.

Imports into the United States for 
the 11 months from January 1 to 
November 30. 1928, of chemicab and 
allied products had an aggregate 
value of $98,070,171— aa inersaae of 
24 per cent over the corresponding 
period of 1921, whereas the value 
($97,215,647) o f domestic exports 
for the same months showed an in­
crease o f but 1 per cent over the 
preceding year.

Thb increase in imports was shared 
in by all the variona classifications 
making up the general group of 
*‘chemicala and allied products,”  coal- 
tar ehcmicab contributing $186,448 
to the total gain o f $18,021t678 for 
the 11-month period, medicinal and 
pharmaceutical preparations an ad­
vance o f $648,102, general ehemiealx 
an hicreaac o f $720,609, paints, 
pigments, and vambhe^ $1,280,528, 
fcrtllir^rs $12,218,879, explosives 
$297,270, and misceUaneous chemical 
produrts, (soap, perfumery sod ces- 
raetics, cellulose products, and blaak- 
ings and polishes) a gain o f $2,674,- 
081.

Coal tar chemicab, as a class, 
registered the smallest per cent in­
crease over 1921— less than 2 per 
cent. Crude coal-tar products dxop- 
ped 10 per cent in value from $4,- 
951,810 in January-November, 1921, 
to $4,432,228 in the corresponding 
months o f 1922, but intermediates 
and finbhed products rose 14 per 
eent (from  $6,187,044 to $5i.892.- 
609). Tbe roost noticable decrease 
among the crude products occurred m 
bensine, which fell from 1,094,684 
pounds, valued at $41,608, to 172,488 
pounds, valued at $1,215, one-third 
of which fatter quantity was import­
ed in the single month o f November.

Five reservoir sites have been ten­
tatively selected by Che State Board 
of Watef Engineers unuer the 
proposed conservation and reclama­
tion program for the State o f Texas, 
and the United States Geological 
Survey has advised that it will match 
every Texes dollar with a Federal 
dollar where certain conditions are 
met in making the topographic sur­
veys and maps o f the areas to be 
served. It will be possible to meet 
these conditions in several instances 
and. where they are not met, the 
Federal Government v/ill extend some 
a;d, though it will not be to the full 
tifty-ftity basis.

Th a assurance kas just been given 
the water engineers by Col. Glenn S. 
South, divbion engineer o f the Rocky 
Mountain divbion of the United 
States Geological Survey.

C. S. Clark and A. H. Dunlap 
membkra of the Board of* Water En- 
gince s, have juH returned from an 
insepetion of proposed reservoir sites 
and tentatively approved the follow­
ing:

On the Guadalupe, near Kerrville; 
on the Pedemales, near Fredericks­
burg; on th» north and south fork 
o f the Llano, near Junction, in Kim­
ble County; the north and south 
Concho, between San Angelo and Pe­
can Bayou, above Brownwood.

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UNPAID POLL TAX IS
UEN AGAINST HOME

RUUNG FOR WOMEN
Refund o f a woman to pay bar 

poll tax placM a lien in faeor o f the 
State of Ttxaa againat her com- 
mimity property, according to an 
opinion handed down Saturday by 
the Second Court of CWil Appeals in 
a caae that was appealed from the 
District Court at Weatherford.
Q During the last year in Parker 

and many other counties, the poll tax 
was assessed against women who 
owned property with their husbands. 
This Was done in Tarrant county and 
the aaseeBments resulted in several 
thousand women paying their poll 
tax who in the past did not pay them.

The appeal that resulted in Sator« 
day's decision was in a mandamus 
suit brought by Mr. and Mrs. J. B. 
Stuart of .Weatherford against Mrs. 
Jessie M. Thompson, tax collector of 
Parker county.

According to record o f the case, 
Mrs. Stuart informed the tax col­
lector she did not want to vote and 
did not want to pay her poll tax. 
However, both'she and her husband 
had been aaaessed the |1.7a each for 
the poll tax. Stuart then presented 
to the tax collector the amount of 
tax due on the property and also the 
$1.75 for his own poll tax. The col­
lector, the records state, refused to 
accept any o f the money unless the 
amount for M n. Stuart’s poll tax 
was included.

Stuart then deposited the money 
for his property tax and his poll tax 
and filed a mandamus suit, ssking 
that a writ be issued to compel the 
collector to accept the money and to 
isoo hbn a tax receipt.

The judge s f  the district court do- 
niod the application for the write of 
mandamus sad the appeal was taken 
by Mr. end Mrs. Stuart. The action 
o f the district court was affirmed in 
Saturday’s daciaion by tho higher 
court. It wua the first time thgt the 
*question had been decided by* an ap­
pellate court in Texas.

The other day tha Concrcasional 

Recurd eama out with a |10,000 
Isaac. Congreaa had adjoumad aaar- 
ly two week before, hot the Record 
coatinues to come oat from day to 
day ontU all the' speeches are priot* 
ad. But it ia not necasaary for a 
speech to be deliwered to be printed. 
Not at all. All that ta necessary is 
for a Concraaaman to dictata it to hia 
stenofrapher and than direct aoBoe- 
>ody to damp tha manaacript into 

wheelbarrow and take it around 
to* the Government printing office. 
Then it is printed— at the Govern- 
ment’a expense. It is true that there 
is the formality o f rabing in his scat, 
addressing the speaker— or the peeai- 
<bnt of the Senate, if the petitioner 
be a Senator— and requeating unani­
mous consent to extend his remarks 
in the Record. Nobody objecta. Not 
even Mr. Blanton o f Tesaa— who 
haa probably objected more times in 
Congress than any other member of 
that honorable body ever objected 
— rmbes objection. In the $10,000 
issue o f the Record the other day 
tha Hon. Thomas L. Blanton himself 
had |d7o worth ip the form of a 
apeech which be never delivered.

Not that Mr. Bl&nton was tha 
worst offender. He wasn’t  Strictly 
speaking, it isn’t sn offense for a 
Congresaman to print in the Record 

speech which neither he nor any­
body else ever spoke. Pretty nearly 
all of them do it. In this same iasue 
wnich is graced by Mr. Blanton’s 
undelivered oratory there are forty- 
n.ne and one-half pages of rhetoric 
from Senator Heflin. It coet the 
United Statue— not Senator Heflin—  
almost $2,500 to print that one 
speech. Twenty-two pages of that 
speech were tacked on by the Senator 
between the time he stepped speak­
ing in the Senata on that. occaaion 
and the time he turned his reviaed 
speech over to the printer.

Fur con­
veying that idea the United States 
pays the bilL

In all, the coot o f undelivered 
oratory in the $10,000 Issue of the 
Record haa been figured at $$,5i0. 
Half of the iaeae waa thus made up 
of bunk of the purest ray serene. 
Approximately thirty Congreaamcn 
delivered an undalcverable argument, 
apolo^ , eulogy, denunciation, proc­
lamation and all-round effulgence 
in self-appreciation. But though un 
deliverad, it was paid for.

licre in^osed onder the food and 
drags set on shippers who had sent 
into iatcrstste commerce sdnltersted 
or aiabraiided foods snd feeds, sc- 
eocdixig to Service snd Regulatory 
Aaneencements No. 1S2 recorded 
recently by the Boreso o f Chemistry, 
United States Departmeat of AgTi~ 
caltarc. The list includes olive oil, 
butter, salmon, candy, eggs, oysters, 
catsup* Hour snd co^nseed  meal. 
Eight other shipments of food were 
destroyed under decrees o f condem* 
nation aad forfeiture snd nineteen 
^lipiiicwts wen. released on bond on 
condition that the products weold 
be relabeled to eom^y with the re­
quirem ent of the law.

S x  semures were made under the 
Sherley amendment to the food snd 
drugs act which prohibits the use of 
false and fraudulent claims on med­
icinal preparations. The users of 
McCraw's Herbs of Youth, Oil of 
Life and Liquid Herbs were promised 
on the labels relief for all sorts of 
ailments ranging from nerve diseases 
to colds but the Government charged 
that the ingredients o f these med­
icines as revealed by analysis could 
not prepuce the results claimed and 
the court ordered the deetraetion of 
the shipments.

Boquette's Family Remedy which 
was found to contain 8 par cent of 
magnesinm solcdutc, 2 ^  per cent of 
sodium nitrate, s small amount o f 
extractives and 9SVii per cent o f wa­
ter was dccland by its raanufactnrcr 
to be capable o f relieving rheumatism 
and tnberculosia. A shipment was

seised and a charge o f mbbranding 
brought by the Government. No 
claimant appearing, the court order­
ed the product destroyed.

A shipment o f Fairy's Vegetable 
Compound which had been seised was 
released nnder bond on condition 
that the false and mialeadmg state- 
mente as to its curativs effects would 
be eorrected.

Cocoa butter, petrolatum, boric 
acid, sodium sulp^te and a Httls 
flour were the ingredients o f Orange 
Blossom Suppositories for urbich it 
was charged fake aad fraudulent 
claiass were made, and this shipment 
wss also ordered destroyed by the 
court.

Edgerton’s Salt Brick was declared 
by the'manufacturer to prevent hog 
cholera but the analysis found no 
ingredient or combination o f in­
gredients eapsbiei'of producing this 
effect and H»e product was destroyed 
by order of the court.

Giles' Germicide, it was found, did 
n ot^n ta in  anything of a germicidal 
or i^ iseptic nature and that, too, 
was ordered destroyed.

P en i^ es were imposed on five 
stock fe\d shippers, in amounts from 
1100 to $250. The substitution of 
peanut hulls, rice hulk and cotton 
seed hulls for more nutritive mate- 
rtsls, false claims as to protein and 
fiber content, and lack of net Weight 
markings, were some of the charges 
brought a^ inst the shiM>mra
