Crude oil production in March attained
a new high record of 1810,710 barrels
daily, according to the U. S. Geological
Survey. Imports gained slightly, averag-
ing 188,387 barrels daily against 156,000
daily in February. There was thus a
daily available supply of erude oil in
March of 1,999,097 barrels,

Domestic consumption also established
a new high record of 1867677 barrels
daily, compared with 1,774,678 barrels in
February. March exports are estimated
at 23250 barrels daily, against 23,786
barrels daily in the preceding month. To-
tal consumption was thus at the rate of
1,890,927 barrels daily.

Production and imports were 108,170
barrels daily in excess of domestic con-
sumption, and exports, resulting in a net
addition to stocks during March of 3.
353,000 barrels. The total crude oil in
storage March 31, was 258,738,000 bar-
rels, compared with 255,385,000 barrels
February 28 and 252,961,000 barrels Jan-
uvary 31. .

During the first quarter of 1923, crude
oil production was at an annual rate of
more than 624,000,000 barrels, compared
with 551,000,000 barrels in 1922, increase
being chiefly due to California production
where yield during first quarter of 1923
was B0 per cent over the same period in
1922.

thing. This is the judgment of D. B.
Chapin of San Antonio, prominent bor-
der man for more than a score of years,
and a man whose interests in Mexico
have kept him in close touch with the
conditions of that country during all that
time. Chapin, a Rio Grande Valley irri-
gation pioneer, is now temporarily making

Metropolitan Hotel while he is organizing
of canneries and dehydrating
plants in various fruit and truck sections
| of Texas.

“Recognition by the United = States
Government is important because it will
inestimately strengthen the Obregon gov-
ernment, and allow it to complete the
restoration of law and order,” he said.
“It will give the Mexican government
credit and confidence abroad, and will
fix its authority over the semi-indepen-
dent state governments, and allow it to
stabilize the government of the country.

“This is an absolute prerequisite to
the investment of money in Mexico
and it will be followed, in my opinion,
by the investment of great amounts of
money in the developmett of Mexico.
Nobody is going to put momey into Mexi-
co without this condition—but - with it
the wonderful opportunties of the coun-
try will bring it in great quantities, and
will return a rich profi..”

and in the summer time, when there were
NO acoOrns, or pecans, these old razor-backs
became very thin, and poor, and as there
was nothing to eat, they spent moct of
the time lying in mud-holes, and longing
for the fall of the year A razor-back
hog can live on less, than an editor, and
no reliable evidence to prove,
that of them ever actually died of
starvation. They simply get thinner and
thinner, until you cannot detect their pres
ence from a front view—and a legend of
the old-time declares that they
simply grow thinner, until they just fade
from view—but are still alive.

Only a few of them were caught with
dogs, and marked, by cutting off about
enough ear to make a door-mat. When
let alone, their ears grew in length, until
they resembled saddle-skirts, while their
tails were over a foot long, and ended
with a brush of stubby hair—something
like that of a calf.

In lying in the sticky black mud, a
ball of dirt was formed on the end of
their tales—small at first—but after con
tinuous wallowing in the mud, and drying
in the hot sun, this weighty appendage
finally grew bigger, and bigger, until it
ranged in size from a Ben Davis apple
to that of an average cocoanut—and be
came as hard and solid as a billiard ball

So long as the gaunt old sow was lying
down-—or standing still—all was well, but
as soon gs she started walking, her caudal
ear-drops (or taildrops) got in metion,
like the pendulum of a clock—bumping
against her shanks, tripping her hind legs
and plaving Hades generally.

These old razor-backs were wilder than
deer, and on seeing, scenting, or hearing
the slightest noise, or evidences of danger,
they lit out for tall -thick timber, with
a speed that would cause a jack-rabbit
to grow green with envy,

(or “Knocker,” as the cowboys called it)
got in it's vicious work. Tt swung from
side to side like a flail, and pounded the
ribs of the frightened animal until it fell
breathleds, exhausted, and sqealing like a
siren—for the old fool sow thought a man
had been after her, and was beating her
with a sledge hammer.
