In the Cisco Round-up appears the’
following interesting review of the
greal convention at San Francisco

“It is impossible to tell how and
why the nomination of the democra-
tic convention for president went to
James M. Cox of Ohio, but I can des-
oribe to you my impression of the
convention and you can draw your
own conclusion. It is impossible to
give any definite deseription of any
considerable portion of the meeting,
or of the delegates, because I was
only ene of more than two thousand
delegates and alternates, and only
one of approximately twenty thou-
sand persons in daily attendahce on
the convention, and you ean readily
see how utterly impossible it is for
one person to observe the aetivities,
antics, and machinations of any per-
son, clique or clan,” said Judge Joe
Burkett, delegate from the seven-
teenth congressional distriet, who
has just returned from the San
Francisco convention.

Crowd Goes Wild

“After prayer was had on Monday
morning, the band played “The Star
Spangled Banner”. and at the same
time a great United States flag,
about one hundred feet wide and
one hundred and fifty feet long, was
gradually unfuried from the ceiling
just back of the speaker’'s stand, in
full’ view of all the convention. Tt
was an impressive sight. The soft
glow of the electric lights upon the
shining silk flag of stars and stripe:

“Then, as the bard played ‘Stars
and Stripes Forever.' the flag was
gradually drawn up and as it raised,
it unveiled a Llfe size picture of
Woodrow Wilson.

“For a moment the convention
was absolutely silent. and the the
greatest noise. tumult. cheers and
band plaving burst forth that any
human ever heard. The demons-
tration econtinued for thirty min-
utes. Strong men wept with joy
and enthusiasm, while others grab-
bed the banners of the various states
and started a procession in which
all the states participated, execept
New York, Montana and Mississippi.
Their banners were guarded, evi-
dently, by anti-Wilson men.

“After the demonstration had sub-
sided the convention got down to
business and the various committees
were appointed after Homer 8.
Cummings had delivered his key-
note address, which beyond question
is one of the masterpieces of politi-
cal eloquence and demoecratic prin-
cipiles of modern times.

Pandemonium for McAdoo

“After this the convention took
up routine work and recessed from
time to time, until nominations for
prepident was declared in order.
Owen was nominated first, then Pal-
mer, then Cox, and finally McAdoo,
togethep, with ten others.

“When Palmer was nominated,
the Pennsylvenia and Georgia dele-
gations started a delegates’ parade,
which was joined by three or four
other states. His demonstration last-
ed about forty minutes.

The demonstration for Cox was
participated in by at least fifteen
states, and while it did not last so
long as that of Palmer, it was more
enthusiastic and vigorous and was

THE BIG MARATHON FIRE WIPES
OUT BUSINESS SECTION

A correspondent from Marathon,
Texas, to the Alpine Avalanche, in
writing of the big fire ther last Fri-
day says:

Once more, for the fourth time
in as many months, this correspon-
dent is compelled to chronicle the
@reatest fire of them all, and the
qQuestion that is being asked is, “How
long, O Lord, is this thing to last?”
Last Friday morning at the usual
bhour, 2 a. m, the town was aroused
by the firing of guns and yelling of
those who were up, and it was dis-
covered that a dense smoke was
coming out of the door and roof of
McIntyre & Sons’ immense mercan-
tile establishment. Very quickly
the new hose was attached to the
railroad water main and a stream
of water was thrown on the fire,
and a few minutes later another
stream was coming from the pump-
house. Evidently the fire had ori-
ginated in the warehouse located
back of and between the postoffice
and the Western Union te'~eraph
office.

The total loss as estimated above
is $103,500, which is considered a
very conservative estimate. It would
be impossible to replace the proper-
ty for anything like that sum. The
total insurance was only $33,000.

Thus was wiped out in an hour or
two five of the principal business
institutions of the town, and the
postoffice besides. It is very gener-
ally believed that the fire was in-
cendiary, just as the other three
fires which have occurred within
the last four months, but it is impos-
sible for any one to even imagine
the reason for such dastardly deeds.
It is a calamity to the town that will
takes years to remedy.

AUTHORIZING ONE AND ONE
HALF PER CENT AD VALOREM
TAX BY CITIES AND TOWNS OF
FIVE THOUSAND OR LESS POPU-
LATION.

Senate joint Resolution No. 12.

Proposing an amendment to Sec-
tion 4 of Article XI of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas by in-
creasing the total tax rate that may
be levied by cities and towns having
a population of five thousand or less
than one-fourth of one per cent to
not exceeding one and one-half per
cent, and making appropriation
therefor. .

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 4, Article
XI of the Constitution be so amend-
ed as hereafter.to read as follows:

Section 4. Cities and towns having
a population of five thousand or less
mey be chartered alone by general
law. They may levy assess and col-
lect such taxes as may be author-
ized by law, but no tax for any pur-
pose shall ever be lawful for any one
year which shall exceed one and
one-half per cent of the taxable
property of such city; and all taxes
shall be collectible only in current
money, and all licenses and occupa-
tion taxes levied, and all fines, for-
feitures and penalties accruing to
said cities and towns shall be col-
lectible only in eurrent money.

Sec. 2. The foregoing constitution-
al shall be submitted to a vote of
the qualified electors of the State at
an election to be held throughout
the State on the first Tuesday after
the first Monday in November, 1920,
at which election all voters favoring
said proposed amendment shall writ
or have printed on their ballots the
words, “For the amendment of Sec-
tion 4, Article XI of the Constitution
increasing the total tax rate that
may be levied by towns and cities
having a population of five thousand
or less from @ne fourth of one per
cent to not exceeding one and one-
half per cent of any one year,” and
all voters opposed to said amend-
ment shall write or have printed on
their ballots the words, “Against
the amendment of Section 4, Article
XI of the Constitution increasing
the total tax rate that may be levied
by towns and cities having a popu-
lation of five thousand or less from
one-fourth of one per cent to not
exceeding one and one-half per cent
of any one year.”

Sec. 3. The Governor of the State
is hearby directed to issue the ne-
cessary proclamation for said elec-
tion, and to have the same published
as required by the Constitution and
existing laws of the State.

Sec. 4. That the sum of five thou-
sand dollars, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, i hereby appro-
priated out of any funds in the
Treasury of the State of Texas not
otherwise appropriated to pay the
expenses of such publication and

House Joint Resolution No. 7.

A Joint resolution of the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas, proposing
an amendment to the constitution of
the State by adding to Article 16
thereof a new Section, to be shown
as Section 60; providing for the
compensation of public officials.

Be it resolved by the Legislature

of the State of Texas: :

Secotion 1. That there is hereby
added to Article XVI of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas, a new
section to be known as Section 60 of
Article XVI of the Constitution of
the State of Texas, which shall read
as follows: * 8

Section 60. Compensation of Public
Officials: All States, district, county
and precinet officers within this
State sh allreceive as compensation
for their services a salary, the
amount of which, the terms and
methods of payment and the fund
out of which such payments shall
be made, shall be ascertained, de-
clared and fixed by the Legislature
from time to time; provided that
the Legislature may make such ex-
ceptions as it may seem advisable.

This section shall supersede all
other provisions of this constitution
fixing and declaring the compensa-
tion of officers by salary, fees or
otherwise and all provisions for sal-
aries or other compensation for pub-
lic officials, executive, legislative or
Jjudicial.

Sec. 2. The Governor of the State
is hereby directed to cause to be
issued his, necessary proclamation
for an election to be held on the
first Tuesday after the first Monday
in November, 1920, at which election
this amendment shall be submitted
to the qualified electors of this State
for adoption or rejection and shall
meke the publication required by
the constitution and laws of the
State. Said election shall be held un-
der and in accordance with the Gen-
eral.Election Laws of the State, and
the ballote for said election shall
have printed or written thereon in
plain letters, the following words:

“Official Ballot” “For the amend-
ment to Article XVI of the Constitu-
tion fo the State of Texas, adding
thereto Section 60, providing for
lcompensation of public officials.”
“Against the amendment to Article
XVI of the Constitution of the State
of Texas, adding thereto Section 60,
providing for compensation of publie
cfficials.”

Those voters who favor such
amendment shall erase by marking
a line through the words “Against
the amendment to Article XVI of
the Constitution of the State of Tex-
as, providing compensation for pub-
lic officials.” Those who oppose
such amendment shall erase
marking a line through them, the
words “For the amendment to Arti-
cle XVI of the Constitution of the
State of Texas. providing compensa-
tion for public officials.” And the
result of the election shall he publi-
shed and declared according to the
majority of the votes cast in such
election.

Sec. 3. The sum of Five Thousand
Dollars or so mueh thereof as may
be necessary is hereby appropriated
out of any funds in the freasury not
otherwise appropriated for the pur-
pose of paying the necessary expen-
ses of the proclamation of this
amendment and the election (o be
held hereunder.

it seemed that McAdoo was a great
favorite of the convention and would

five ballots.
Bryan Crushingly Defeated

“But to my mind, there were two/
things which prevented his nomina-
tion and made it impossible for hm
to be named as the choice of the
convention. In the first place, the
convention resolved itself into three
factions, namely: The Bryan ele-
ment, composed of bone-drys; the
adminstration element, composed of
ardent supporters of President Wil
son, and of the wet element. t

“The adminstration element had
the control of the committee on
platform and resolutions, and it was
aided by the wet element in oppos-
ing the Bryan, or dry element. With
the aid of the wets, the adminstra-
tion forces wrote a platform wholly-
to its liking. To my mind, there was
a motive on the part of the wets for
this. Every amendment and altera-
tion offered by Bryan or his follow-
ers was promptly voted down. Mr.
Bryan presented a minority report
to the convention which was dis-
cussed for three and one-half hours.
The minority report contained five
plani§s, all of which were over-
whelmingly defeated by a coalition
of the adminstration and wet forces.

“Mr. Bryan made the greatest po-
litical fight of his life, and it seemed
from the ovation that was accorded
hime that he was going to carry his
dry plank. But the demonstration
was not participated in by more than
one-third of the delegates, the re-
mainder coming from the galleries
and visitors.

“When he concluded his speech,
the banners of all but five states
clustered around the speaker’s stand
in honor of him. It was the great-
est ovation ever aceorded a private
American citizen. Mr. Bryan was
overcome with emotion and grati-
tude, and stood upon the platform

ment, both of which were not op-
posed to a wet candidate.

“Indiana also joined Ohio and the
leading men of the state were wel!
acquainted and closely associated
with Governor Cox. New York and
New Jersey had already gone to Cox,
and by reason of the wine industry
in California, it seemed apparent
that on the final test that California
would be more favorable to Cox
than McAdoo.

“Of course, I did not know the
palitical game, and our leaders did,
or thought they did. and they paid
no attention to what I said about
the matter and they stayed with Mr.
MecAdoo until the last ballot, just as
they said they were going to do.

Nominated Good >zan.

“It was truly a demoecratic con-
vention. United States senators,
governors, congressmen, state sena-
tors, representatives, business men.
laborers, and demoecrats mixed and
mingled together withont regard to
their station in life. The women
took an active part in the convention
and showed themselves to be apt
students in the political game.
Minnesota boasted a woman orator
of the convention. She was indeed
almost equal to Bryan himself on
the platform.* Her name is Mrs.
Olsen of Minnesota.

“T believe that the convention no-
mipated the most available man to
win the election this fall. Cox ean
carry Ohio, New York, and Califor-
nia. MecAdoo could earry neither
of them. The one xreat mistake the
convention made, in my opinion, is
the failure to include a dry plank
in the platform. With the dry plank
in the platform, and Cox and Roose-
velt as the heads of the tickef, T
believe there would be no question
about the democrats winning this
fall.

“The wets helped the adminstra-
tion demoecrats lick Bryan in the
committee room and on the floor of
the convention, and led them to be-
lieve that MeAdoo had a chance to
be nominated. but the old guard
democrats combined with the wet
forces at the vroper time and drew
