Mechanical Bread Slicer.
A  mechanically operated bread sUc- 

er, described in Popular Mechanics 
Magazine, is driven by a motor or 
other suitable p oao ’, and has been 
designed for use in places where large 
quantities of bread are required. The 
loaves are placed in rows on a con­
veyor which carries them lengthwise 
to the knife where the slicing is done. 
The slices fall into pans on a second 
and lower conveyor and are deposited 
in a basket or other container at the 
end o f the machine.

PROCEEDINGS OF 
S P E ^S E S S IO N

Latest Proceedinft of Special 
CaDed Session of Legu- 

latnre at Anstin.

Austin. Tex.—Governor Neff let his 
intentions regarding appropriation 
bills passed by the 1.̂ 8t legislative 
session be known t*) the legislature 
in a message Monday, stating that 
unless action is taken soon, the ex­
ecutive will veto all of the general 
appropriation measures.

The governor declared that unless 
some “decisive and meaningful” ac­
tion is taken within the next day or 
two to barmordze appropriations with 
revenue, he would consider It bis duty 
to veto appropriation acts.

Governor Neff Monday approved the 
Bell liquor bill, passed by the second 
called legislative session. This is con­
sidered one of the most important 
liquor measures passed by the present 
legislature. It makes possession ot 
more than a quart of liquor or of 
materials for making liquor prima 
facie evidence of guilt of violating 
the state liquor laws.

The governor also approved the act 
passed by the second session, making 
it a felony to drive an automibile 
on public streets or highways while 
intoxicated. The Abney bill providing 
methods for closing hotels and restau­
rants that permit possession of liquor 
or gambling, also was approved.

All three measures approved are ef­
fective ninety days after adjournment 
of the session.

The senate state affairs committee 
Monday reported favorably the Quinn 
sulphur tax bill carrying senate 
amendments to include cement, lum­
ber and other natural resources under 
the tax. As reported the tax is placed 
at 2 per cent instead of 2Vs. as passed 
by the house.

A minority report opposed to the 
bill will be made. Members stated 
an effort to strike out all products 
except sulphur will be made on the 
floor.

The senate was not in session Mon­
day afternoon, time being given to 
the state affairs committee and the 
joint ways and means committee.

The Darwin pink boll worm eradi­
cation appropriation bill was passed 
and the Holbrook banking department 
appropriation bill was engrosed.

The bouse Monday passed finally 
one major revenue bill, engrossed two 
others and killed a fourth. The L.ack- 
ey bill-board bill went down to defeat 
when the lower branch refused— 42 to 
56— to reconsider its action last week 
in striking the enacting clause from 
the measure. The Patman bill levying 
a gross receipts tax on electric light, 
express and other companies was 
passed. 71 to 29.

Passage of the Patman bill was on 
suspension of the rules after a brief 
discussion. The committee amend­
ment striking telephone companies 
from provisions of the act was adopted 
in view of a separate bill covering 
such firms. The tax is placed at 2% 
per cent

New York Is Given A t the 
Largest City in the 

World.

Berlin.—Scattered over the face of 
the earth is a total population of 
1,804,187,631, only 7 per cent of which 
i« In cities of more than 100,000 In­
habitants. according to statistics com­
piled at Berlin and based largely on 
1922 census reports. Only thirty of 
the seventy nations listed have cities 
of or above the 100,000 class, which is 
the lowest counted within the cUusi- 
ficaUon of “ large cities.”

Approximately 40,000,000 of the 
globe’s inhabitants live in the eighteen 
centers having a million residents or 
more each. About 90,000,000 live In 
the smaller large cities, of which there 
are only 393 In the whole world. The 
average large city Is said to number 
some 320,000 souls. FTom these fig­
ures. It Is stated, every fortjr-fifth hu­
man resides in cities housing millions, 
while every fourteenth finds his homo 
in a large city of some sort.

New York is given as the largest 
city In the world, with a population 
of 5,620.048. London is second with 
4,483.249 and Berlin third with 3,803,- 
770.

Europe leads the continents in point 
of population. It has six cities in the 
million class—London. Berlin. Paris, 
Glasgow, Vienna and Moscow, and 193 
with more than 100,000 inhabitants. 
Of the European countries, England 
has fifty-three large cities, Germany 
fortfy-five, Italy sixteen, FTance fif­
teen and Russia fifteen.

It is considered surprising that Asia 
has more large cities than North 
America. Six of the ninety-two Asia­
tic cities house more than a million 
apiece. These are Shanghai. Hankau, 
Calcutta, Bombay, Tokio and Osaka. 
British-India is credited with thirty 
large cities; China has twenty, so far 
as available records show, and Japan’s 
number nineteen, including three in 
her foreign possessions.

North .America follows Asia with 
seventy-nine large cities. Four of these 
—New York, Chicago, Philadelphia and 
Mexico City—are placed in the million 
class. Of the nations on that conti­
nent, the United States leads with six­
ty-eight large cities, twelve of which 
record more than a half million Inhabi­
tants.

Twenty-four large cities are located 
in South America. Brazil having thir­
teen. Buenos Aires and Rio De Ja- 
niero are the only million-resident cen­
ters.

Australia counts eight large cities, 
none of which runs up into a million.

War Cost Treaty For
Rhine Troops Signed

Paris.—The agreement between the 
United States government and the al­
lied powers providing for the repay­
ment of the costs of the American 
army in the Rhineland was signed 
Friday after a two-hour session of the 
delegates during which certain altera­
tions were made in the text as previ­
ously drawn up.
, The agreement, which has taken 
three months to negotiate, does not 
include the clause to which the United 
States delegate. Eliot Wadsworth, ob­
jected, namely, that the allies should 
have the right to abrogate the a.gree- 
ment in the case the United States 
sought to recover war damages direct 
from Germany. The agreement as 
signed includes the following stipula­
tions:

The net cost of the army of occupa­
tion. about $230,000,000. is to be paid 
in 12 equal annual installments with­
out interest, the first of which shall 
be due on or before December 31, 1923.

For the first Jour years the annual 
installments due the United States 
shall constitute, first, charge upon all 
payments in cash made each year by 
Germany or for the reparations ac­
count of Germany, up to 25 per cent 
of such payments.

As this reparation account is cred­
ited with.German payments only after 
the allied army costs are reimbursed 
and other treaty expenses are met dur­
ing each of the first four years, the 
current cost of the allied armies of 
occupation shall have priority over 
the annual installments due the United 
States.

For the last eight years the install­
ments due the United States shall con­
stitute first charge upon ail cash pay­
ments made by Germany on account of 
reparations up to their full amount, 
and shall have priority over the cur­
rent costs of the allied armies of occu­
pation.

Governor Files 42 Bills.
Austin, Tex.—Forty-two local school 

district bills were filed Friday by 
Governor Neff, all having been passed 
at the second called session of the leg­
islature. They include bills creating 
V’elehrad County Line Common School 
District in Lavaca and Fayette Coun­
ties. creating Bernardo Independent 
School District in Colorado County 
and amending the act creating the 
Anahuac Independent School District 
In Chambers County.

Poincare Offers Resignation 
But it Is Not Accepted

Paris.—Premier Poincare and his 
colleagues in the cabinet Thursday 
submitted their resignations to Presi­
dent Millerand. but the president da- 
clined to accept them.

The action of the minister was the 
outcome of the refusal of the senate 
to proceed with the trial of Marcel 
Cachin and other communists charged 
with illegal acts against the French 
Republic. M. Poincare Informed the 
correspondents he interpreted the vote 
in the senate as proof of want of con­
fidence in the cabinet, which made it 
impossible for the ministry to act 
against communist plots.

The ministry remains in efflce. Pres­
ident Millerand holding that the vote 
of the senate was purely Judicial and 
without political effect.

Immediately after the meeting of the 
senate M. Poincare called a council of 
ministers.

A brief discussion took place, and 
then the premier and his colleagues 
proceeded to Blysee Palace to place 
their resignations in the hands of the 
president.

The senate, sitting as a high court in 
secret session, voted relative to the 
trial of communists on the following 
points: First, can the court declare 
itself competent or incompetent? Sec­
ond, should the question of compe­
tency be referred to a committee? 
Third, is the court competent?

The senate voted in the affirmative 
on the first question, and in the nega­
tive on the last two questions, the 
final vote being 148 to 104.

After the vote was taken tbs high 
court formulated its decision in sub* 
stance: “The matter before the court 
is not of a nature reserved for its ex­
amination; hence it Is not customary 
for the court to proceed with the hear­
ing. The case against M. Cachin and 
the others should therefore be sent 
before a competent body for its ds- 
cision.”

Illinela Soldiers Bonus Bill.
Springfield. 111.— Eight scrawled let­

ters, of the name of Len Small, chief 
executive of Illinois, Thursday made 
the appropriation of $55,000,000 for the 
Ulinois soldier bonus an actuality.

Some Cotton Damaged.
Alice, Tex.—The heavy damage to 

cotton In the vicinity of Alice by cut­
worms, which continues unabated, and 
the appearance of the boll weevil this 
week, have again placed that crop in 
the doubtful class. Before the appear­
ance of the cutworm prospects for a 
bumper crop were never brighter. In 
many cases cotton has been cut down 
and replanted for the third and fourth 
time. Broom corn has also suffered 
severely from the same cause. Fields 
that have escaped the ravages s f this 
pest are in fair condition.

Cotton— Spot cotton prices advanced
173 points during the week. Newr 
York July future contracts advanced
174 points. Spot cotton clo.«ed at 27.74c 
per pound. New York July futures 
at 27.05c.

Fruits and Vegetables— Florida and 
Alabama potatoes declined during 
w«ek ending May 24. Carolina colh 
biers advanced. Old stock from Maine 
and New York sold nearly steady. 
Northern potatoes sold slightly lower. 
Prices for Southern cabbage and Tex­
as onions declined. Strawberries sold 
at much lower range. Prices reported 
May 24: South Carolina Irish cob­
bler potatoes 16.50 to 17.50 per bar­
rel in eastern markets, |6 to |6.50 
f.o.b. shipping points. Florida Spauld­
ing rose potatoes |6.50 to 18.25 in con­
suming centers. Alabama sacked Bliss 
triumphs round whites 90c to 95c in 
Chicago, 11.10 to 11.50 in other cities, 
70c to 85c in producing regions.

Feed— Markets weak, transactions 
small.

Bran 
for season shipment quoted around $18 
in Kansas City market. Cotton seed 
meal stocks at mills larger than at 
same time last year, offerings good^ 
demand light.

WASHINGTON NEWS.

An appeal for a rededication of the 
t  merican people to the aims and pur 
poses of their government aa set forth 
in the preamble of the constitution 
was made by President Harding Fri­
day in an address at the opening ses­
sion here of the National American 
council, an organization recently form 
ed to encourage better American citi 
zenship. Such a rededication, the 
president said, would furnish to the 
nation’s commanding and dominating 
national interest,” which, he said, had 
been lacking since the end of the 
world war. Quoting the preamble, Mr. 
Harding said it constituted “ the com­
plete statement of our nation’s as 
piration, the chart for our course and 
the inspiration to every effort to make 
one and all of us belter citizens.”

The exposition of the Obregon ad­
ministration’s attitude toward the rec 
ognition requirements laid down by 
the United States has again been de 
layed because the Mexican members 
of the mixed commission have found 
it necessary to amplify and restate the 
government’s position in certain par­
ticulars in consequence of questions 
advanced by the United States dele­
gation^

A draft of a new treaty of amity and 
commerce between the United States 
and Spain has been forwarded by the 
state department to Alexander P. 
Moore, American ambassador at Mad­
rid, to be negotiated by him with tho 
Spanish government.

STATE AND DOMESTIC NEWS

Wage negotiations which involve an 
annual expenditure of approximately 
$4,500,000 and 15,000 men have been 
requested by the Brotherhood of Rail­
road Signalmen of America, D. W. 
Helt, president of the union, announced 
Saturday at Chicago. The union's re­
quest. which went to the railroads 
about May 15, is predicated in argu 
ments that the cost of living has in­
creased since July 1, 1922, the date of 
the l.ist cut received by the union 
men.

Approximately 3000 men will be 
needed to harvest the wheat crop in 
Kansas this season, George E. Tucker, 
field director of the United States farm 
labor bureau, estimated this week. 
The Kansas harvest, Mr. Tucker says, 
will berin about June 15.

FOREIGN NEWS.

Japanese fishing companies have 
agreed to pay the soviet authorities 
1.500.000 yen for the right to operate 
268 fishing stations on the Russian Pa­
cific coast. These stations were ob­
tained by Japanese at the auctions 
held at Vladivostock early in April.

Formal announcement was made by 
the finance ministry Saturday at Rome 
that Italy will honor her war debt to 
the United States, but expects con­
sideration simiiar'to that granted En­
gland by the United States. The Ital­
ian debt amounts to $1,648,034,000, not 
counting accrued interest. The for 
eign office denied that Premier Mus 
soiini was planning to send a debt note 
to Washington.

Unemployment is increasing in Ber­
lin at an alarming rate, and is the sub­
ject of excited discussions in the city 
council. Estimates of the number of 
unemployed the end of April varied 
from 90,000 to 300,000. Demands are 
being made by labor leaders that the 
city restore pavements, improve pub­
lic buildings and extend subways to 
relieve the situation.

New Orleans Rice Market.
New Orleans, La.—There was a fair 

foreign inquiry in the local rice mar­
ket Friday, which was a shade high 
er, with fancy Blue Rose quoted at 
about 3 15/16̂ 14 l/8c a pound and 
choice at 7/8c. Several small
lots of fancy screenings brought 2 1/8 
<Q2%c. The movement was slightly 
larger and recelts amounted to 753 
sacks of rough and 10.529 pockets of 
clean. Northern interests bought fair­
sized lots of fancy and choice Blue 
Rose. Porto Rico continued to buy 
nondescript grades in a small way.

The wool and mohair growers of 
Hays County and of the San Marcos 
section will bring their spring clips to 
San Marcos on June 4, under a plan of 
•o-operative marketing.

Dr. W. S. Sutton, dean of the Uni­
versity of Texas school of education, 
was elected acting president of the 
university by the board of regents 
Friday, succeeding Dr. R. E. Vinson, 
resigned.

A  trip of fifty miles through a wide 
swing of territory in Milam and Burle­
son counties this week reveals that 
all crops are highly promising. Com 
was never so fine, say farmers;, good 
stands are almost ready to "lay by." 
Cotton is in various stages.

The attorney general has approved 
the following bond issues: Jasper 
County Road District No. 4, $125,000 
serials. 5 per cent; Jasper County 
Road District No. 1. $150,000 series, 
5 ^  per cent; Montgomery County spe­
cial road bonds, $120,000 series, 5 ^  
per cent.

More than $600,000 of state and fed­
eral highway aid was awarded by the 
state highway commission in session 
at Austin last week. The larger 
awards include: Marlon County, $159,- 
000; Anderson, $122,000; Milam, $61,- 
000; Montgomery, $49,000; Cass and 
Bowie. $36,000.

Fifty-six Mexican copper snakes, 
•aid to be extremely poisonous, were 
killed by Joseph Paratio while engag­
ed in discharging a cargo of bananas 
from the Nicaraguan motorsbip Whip­
ple which arrived at Galveston recent­
ly from Frontera. The snakes were 
found coiled in the bunches of ba­
nanas.

The pecan crop in the vicinity of 
Elgin promises to surpass the expecta­
tions of the growers. It was at first 
thought that the crop was materially 
damaged by the late frosts and hail  ̂
but a minute examination shows a 
bright prospect for a splendid produc­
tion. The maturing of a good pecan 
crop at Elgin means the circulating of 
large amounts of ready cash to the sel­
lers of pecans.

Another move to prove execution of 
contracts let by the textbook commis­
sion last ’December was taken Satur­
day by State Superintendent Marrs 
when order was placed for 250,000 
grade cards for high schools without 
including the new books. These cards 
include the same list as was in force 
this year. Superintendent Marrs, at 
direction of the legislature, has de­
clined to recognixe the new contracts 
in any way.

Financing plans under which the 
Waco. Beaumont, Trinity and Sabine 
Railroad Company proposes to acquire 
the 66-mile railroad running from Trin­
ity to Colmesneil. Texas, have been 
filed for approval with the intei^tate 
commerce commission. They provide 
for issuance of $1,149,000 in 6 per cent 
30-year bonds. 21,703 shares of com­
mon stock with a par value of $2,170,- 
000; $60,000 in equipment trust notes 
and $75,000 in unsecured notes.

Houston’s tax rate this year will be 
$2.60^ on the $100 valuation, accord­
ing to a decision reached by the city 
council. This rate includes the 78c 
voted for the schools on May 7 and 
2^4c voted last year for library use, 
and the regular $1.80 for the general 
budget. Taxable values in the city this 
year will amount to approximately 
$192,000,000. This will give an estl- 
tiiated revenue of $4,488,200. Appro­
priations for department purposes al­
ready amount to $4,430,460. leaving a 
surplus of $57,739.

In approval of the application of 
Texas lines, the railroad commission 
has ordered that less than carload in­
trastate shipments of sugar molasses 
or syrup except blackstrap molasses, 
flavoring or fruit syrups, originating 
at transit points in Texas and destined 
to Texas points when loaded in mixed 
carloads with trainsit glucose syrups, 
com syrup and molasses from inter­
state points will be subject to the in­
trastate carload rate currently appli­
cable to such sqgar molasses or syrups 
based on actual weight of each of the 
additional commodities so loaded from 
transit point to destination.

Port Arthur was chosen Friday as 
the convention city of the Texas State 
Federation of Labor for next year, the 
vote showing a close race between 
that city and Amarillo, the only other 
contender for the honor. Selection of 
the 1924 meeting place was the princi­
pal feature of the concluding day’s 
session of the twenty-sixth annual con­
vention of the Federation, which open­
ed in Dallas last Monday, there having 
been no contests for offices in the or­
ganisation.

It Should Be Allowed to Remain 
a t Least Tw o Hours or 

Until It Is Tender.

States Department of Agriculture.. It 
Is best to disjoint ths chicken when It 
la to be prepared In this way. Pin­
feathers. the oU sac and surplus fat 
should be removed and the fine hairs 
singed. After being well washed the 
parts may be put Immediately Into boil­
ing water snfllclent to cover them and 
seasoned to taste.

The chicken should be simmered 
half an hour and then put into the 
flreless cooker, where It should remain 
at least two hours and as much longer 
as is necessary to cook It tender. It 
should not be left In the cooker long 
enough to cool, even to the lukewarm 
stage, for at such temperatures bac­
teria In It may develop and cause food 
poisoning. Many cooks consider that 
a clove or garlic In the stewing water 
gives an almost imperceptible flavor, 
which improves the flatness of ordinary

Chicken Salad.

boiled chicken. A small onion is some­
times made to answer the same pur­
pose, but too much onion destroys 
the delicate flavor of the chicken.

The boiled chicken, when it is ten­
der, may be prepared for the table In 
t variety of ways. It may be fricasseed 
in a gravy made from the chicken 
stock, or served in a cresm sauce on 
toast, in patty shells, or en casserole. 
It may be used for chicken salad; 
croquettes of minced cooked chicken 
are good, as is chicken hash on toast.

Osnned 
com may aometlmes be substituted foi 
fresh in the recipes which specify freah 
com, but the reanlts are not likriy to 
be so good becanse the consistency of 
the canned com is usually net like 
that of the freah.

Com Soup.
1 cam. or t cup- 1 tablcspoeafnls 

fula. com butter
1 pint boiling wa- t tablespoonfuli 

ter flour
1 pint milk 1 teeepoonfttl salt
1 slice onion Deeh of pepper

Daeta of paprika
Fry the onion in the butter and stii 

in the flour. I f  raw com is used, place 
it in boiling water and boil 5 to 7 min- 
ntes. Add the milk to the com and 
bring to the scalding point. Thicken 
with the onion, flour and butter mix­
ture and add the seasonings.

Com Chowder.
1 cupful fresh 1 quart potatoes, 

corn sliced
IH-lnch cube emit 1 cupful milk or 

pork, diced cream
1 onion, sliced Salt and pepper

I crackere
Fry the salt pork, add the onion, 

and cook until the onion is tender. 
Boll the potatoes 5 minutes in 1 quart 
of boiling water, add the fat, and cook 
antil the potatoes are soft. Add the 
com and milk and bring to the scald­
ing poinf. Add the butter and sea- 
aoniiyt. Pour over the crackers and 
serve hot.

Scalloped Com.
1 cupful milk 1 teaepoonful salt
1 can. or 2 cup- 4 * *  spoonful

fuls. corn pepper
1 cupful bread or 2 tablespoonfuls

cracker crumbs butter
t  ellcea green 

pepper
Place alternate layers of com and 

bread emmbs in a greased baking dish, 
adding butter and seasoning to each 
layer. I f  desired, 1 tablespoonful of 
sugar may be added. Pour on the milk 
and bake for one-half hour.

Mix as for a baked custard. Ponr 

into a casserole and set in the oven 
In boiling water. Bake in a moderate 
oven (3M degrees Fahrenheit) until
set. or about 1 hour and 1.1 minutes.

Remove the tops and seeds from the 

peppers and parboil In boiling water 
for 2 minutes.

Stuff 
the peppers with a mixture of the 
com, onion, meat, bread crambs, thick­
ened stock mixture and sens<mlng, and 
bake. The mixture may be varied by 
using other materials, such as rice and 
tomatoes.
