Shallowater had the lowest 
enrollment of a district school 
at the last realignment, at 
359, and Roosevelt was next-
lowest at 371.

The Chieftains bounced 

back from their first loss of 
the year a week earlier to 
score a convincing win over 
the Shallowater Mustangs in 
the district opener for both 
teams last Friday at 
Chieftain Field. 

Friona High School was 
paced by a near-school record 
performance by senior Joseph 
Bandy, who rushed for 240 
yards on only 18 carries, 13.3 
yards per carry. 

This was the fifth 
highest individual rushing 
total since such records 
have been kept for FHS. 
Bandy scored on runs of 
69 and nine yards, and 
caught a pass from Nathan 
King on a 22-yard scoring 
play. 

Bandy had eight runs of 
15 yards or more, for a total 
of 201 yards, or 25 yards per 
play. On four straight carries 
in the second half, he gained 
114 yards. This included the 
69-yard TD scamper. 

For all of their offense, it 
took a defensive play to get 
the team on the scoreboard in 
the opening quarter. Friona 
held the Mustangs on their 
own end and forced a punt. 
Landon Martin crashed 
through to block the punt, 
and recovered it on the 
Shallowater 19. 

It took Friona just three 
plays to score, with Noel 
Grajeda carrying the ball all 
three times. The final one 
was for three yards and a 
TD. Trent Cook came in to 
boot the extra point, and the 
Chieftains led, 7-0 with 1:44 
left in the first quarter. 

Justin Stone sparked a 12-
play drive by the Mustangs 
to knot the score. The visitors 
kept their drive going on a 
fourth down pass completion, 
and Stone got the final 14 
yards. He had gotten around 
end for a 28-yard gain to get 
the drive started.

to start the second half. 
For the sixth time this 
season, the team took an 
opening or halftime kickoff 
and drove for a score. 

Bandy was in full stride 
by now. He had gains of 7, 6, 
17 and five. He took turns 
with Grajeda, who also had 
some good gains. On third 
and seven from the 
Shallowater nine, Bandy took 
the pitch and headed left. He 
was spun completely around, 
but kept his balance and 
darted into the end zone 
before the befuddled 
Mustangs could stop him. 

Cook's point-after made it 
a 26-7 game, with just 5:36 
expired in the second half. 

Bandy's used his speed for 
a defensive gem after 
Friona's kickoff. He ran down 
the elusive Stone after a 50-
yard gain, saving a 
touchdown. The Chiefs then 
dug in and took over on their 
own 32. 

On Friona's second play 
offensively, Bandy's number 
was again called. He took the 
handoff and headed right. 
Bandy turned the corner, 
kicked it in gear, and found 
himself in a footrace to the 
goal line. This was bad news 
for the Ponies, as Bandy won 
the race, 69 yards later. 

The longest scoring play 
for the season gave Friona a 
commanding lead of 32-7. 

Very shortly the Chiefs 
had regained possession. 
Bandy, already with 200 
yards under his belt, carried 
three times out of five, and 
added gains of 15, 17 and 15, 
as Friona moved to the 
Shallowater 25.

Bandy warmed up with a 
19-yard gain, taking a quick 
pitchout around left end. 
Four plays later, the 175-
pound senior raced into the 
end zone from 24 yards out 
for an apparent TD, but a 
holding penalty brought it 
back. On fourth and five from 
the SHS 22, King rolled out, 
found Bandy open at about 
the five, and hit him with a 
perfect strike. 

This time no flags 
interfered, and after a low 
snap foiled the PAT, 
Friona had regained the 
lead for keeps at 13-7. 

The Chiefs held the Ponies 
to three downs and out, and 
took over on their 48-yard-
line after the punt. 

The Chieftain offense then 
performed like a well-oiled 
machine. Bandy raced 18 
yards on a nice run, and 
Grajeda picked up eight, as 
Friona moved to the 
Shallowater 26. Bandy kept it 
up with a 17-yard gain off a 
clearing block by Daniel 
Wiseman. 

It took Friona two tries 
from the one, but Grajeda 
punched it in on fourth down. 
The Chieftains went for two 
points, but King was rushed 
on his passing attempt. He 
had men in the EZ, but had 
to throw too early. Still, 
Friona had a 19-7 lead with 
29 seconds left in the half. 
That turned out to be the 
halftime score.
