This deposit 
was iKuight by the Pacific Coast Bo­
rax Company, soon after its disco­
very and is now being actively mi­
ned. Th ore body has proved to be 
umrsnally large and rich.

This mine was visited in Novem­
ber. I9’2i. by I.. F. Noble. ^ geologist 
of the Oeological Survey. Depart­
ment of ^he Interior, who was priven 
an op|)ortiinity to view the workings 
and examine tbe deposit. His brief 
report which includes also an ac­
count of the general geologic featu­
res of the neighboring region, has 
jii.st been published as Bulletin 78T»-
