H. M. Bainer, Agricultural Demon-
strator for the Santa Fe Railroad Co.
gives the following general remarks
concerning good cultivation:

“The old story that no after culti-
vation can make amends for poor pre-
paration is a thing of the past and
cultivation must decide our crop fu-
ture for the season. Poor prepara-
tion with good cultivation will balance
conditions somewhat, but we cannot
expect the same results as if both
had been what they should. Weeds,
crusts, uneven cultivated surfaces and
yellow looking crops are not the char-

We cannot consider that one, two,
of even three cultivations is enough
for making a good row crop. The
ground should be slitred ae often as
crusts form or as Wodds begin (o
make their appearance.

The present condition of row crops
is excellent, the moisture is good, we
have a fair stand, the crops are start.
ing in good season and evepything
looks favorable. All of these condi-
tions should encourage us to do “our
best” In the way of good cultivat-
tion.
For the first one or two cultivations
the common smoothing harrow will
do good work on most of our cgrops.
The harrow will get over the crop
quickly, it will kill many weeds and
it will break crusts in time to save a
great deal of moisture. While the har-
row tears out some of the plants and
covers up some of the others, we can
well afford to let it do it. One of our
great troubles is that we want too good
a stand. Kaffir corn and Milo Malze
is thick enough for a seed crop when
the plants are from 18 to 24 iInches
apart; corn Is thiek enough when
the plants are 30 to 42 inches apart,

The harrow can be successfully used
on listed as well as on surface plant-
ed crops. One of the best cultivators
[for a listed crop after the harrow |s
Ithe lister cultivator or “Go-devil.™
This Is especially good where weeds
get started on the sides of the ridges.

All will agree that we must do our
deepest cultivation first, following with
shallow work later. Two to two and
one-halt inches deep s shallow
enough. \

One of the best types of cultivators
for our use is one that carries three
small shovels one each side, this will
leave the ground smoother and in bet-
{ter condition than the cultivator with
ltwo large shovels on each side. This
six shovel cultivator should be equip.
{ped with sweeps also. The sweep
|will do excellent work for the last
{cultivations. In fact, the sweeps are
{to be preferred to the shovels for
[“laying by"” the crops.

As hag been demonstrated, a good
profit can be made cff sheep in Hale
county by buying them cheap in New
Mexico and fattening them on broom
corn stubble here. But there is raw
land in Hale county so poor that ex-
clusive sheep grazing on it will prove
profitable. Athough 60,000 pounds of
wool were shipped from Plainview in
1910,

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ORDINANCE NO,—

An Ordinance Providing the Distance
that Eleetrie Light and Telephone
Wires shall be Placed and Kept
Apart, Within the City of Plainview,
and’ l'rovldllg a Pennlty.

Be it Ordained by the City Counell
of the City of Plainview, Texas:—
SECTION 1. That it shall hereafter
be unlawful for any electric light
company to erect or place, or cause
to be erected or placed any of its
electric light wires within less than
three feet of any telephone wire, or
to permit any of its electric light
wires. to become and remain within
less than three feet of any telephone
wire; and provided that if any elec-
tric light company has erected or
placed, or has caused to be erected
or placed any of its electric light
wires within less than three feet of
any telephone wire, said electric
light company shall immediately re-
move same so as to be not less than
three feet of said telephone wire, with-
in the city of Plainview, Texas,
SEC. 2. That it shall hereafter be
unlawful for any telephone company
to erect or place, or cause to be erect.
ed or placed any of its telephone wires
within less than three feet of any
electric light wire, or to permit its
telephone wires to become and re-
main within less than three feet of
any electric light wire; and provided
that if any telephone company has
erected or placed, or has caused to be
erectéd or placed any of its telephone
wires within less than three feet of
any electric light wire, said telephone
company shall immediately remove
same so as to be not less than three
feet of said electric light wire, with-
in the city of Plainview, Texas:—
SEC. 3. That if any electric light
or telephone company shall violate
any of the provisions of this ordi-
nance, they shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction there-

of shall be fined in any sum not less
than Ten $(10.00) Dollars and not
more than One Hundred ($100.00)
dollars.

SEC. 4. The fact that there is no
adequate law regulating the distance
that electric light and telephone wires
shall be placed and kept apart, creates
an emergency and public necessity,
and the rule requiring a second and
third reading of an ordinance is here-
by waived and suspended, and this
ordinance shall be in full force and
effect, from and after its passage and
publieation, and it is so ordered.
