Thia Impraaalon will not agree 
with tbe facte, and It seems certain 
that the Plainview people canaot ua- 
derataud tha trtM altuation. which la 
that neither Amarillo nor Plainview 
nor any town in the Panhandle la at 
present getting any Coktradu-to-Gulf 
tourists whatever. ,

"At present the Iravel leaves the 
State 14 miles north of Wichita Falls, 
passes over tbe "Chlsum" Trail north­
ward across Oklahoma aad Kanaas to 
a Juncture with tbe Sanla Fe Trail on 
tba Arkanaas River, and on through 
Lamar to Pueblo, (Mo.

T. W. Morrison shipped 150 cases 
of soda pop, Cfoco-Cola and Dr. Pepper 
to Crosbyton today for tbe big cele­
bration today and tomorrow. Mr, 
Morrison bottles all kinds of carbon­
ated drinks in connection with his 
creamery. He is making 300 to 350 
gallons of ice cream a week now, and 
is shipping ice cream to Floydada, 
Lockney, Hale Center, Tulla and some 
to laibbock.

'The only difficulty 1 have had has 
been in securing enough cream," Mr. 
Morrison said. “We will take all that 
comes. It might be well to suggest 
that we can pay 3c a pound more for 
aweet cream than (or sour cream, be­
cause we can pasteurise the sweet 
cream and hold it. Hour cream must 
be used at once.”

Mr. Morrison is establishtug the 
trade mark "Delicious” over the South 
Plains. Hia. creamery Is an industry 
of which few peofde know; It Is one of 
which every citlsen oqg^tA« be proud. 
It offers farmers a. constant market 
for their cream and should encour­
age them to increase and improve 
their herds.

Dairying pays when the best cows 
are kept Dr. W. P. Cutler, dairy com­
missioner of Missouri, is authority tor 
the Btatement that a dairyman in 
Macon County, Missouri, makes a net 
profit of $10 a month from hia Jersey 
cows. Many farmers do not make any 
profit because they keep poor cows. 
The dairy cow and the ailo are a 
money-making combination. But 
record of every oow’a production 
should be kept.

American gasoline automobile, will 
drive an Apperaon “ Jack Rabbit” 
touring car in the Pacific Coast tour 
of the Indiana Manufacturers' Asso­
ciation this summer.

Thia announcement, madi during 
the last week from the main offices of 
the Apperaon Bros. Automobile Com­
pany, at Kokomo, Indiana, waa greeted 
with enthualaam in all of the differ­
ent centers where Interest la being 
taken in the now-fanioua tour of the 
Hooaler automobile builders.

It seems Suing that on thia tour, 
which will be repreaentatlve of the 
beat there is in automobiles In the 
Hooaler State, Elmer Apperaon, tbe 
first to build jtn automobile in Indi­
ana. ahould be at tbe wheel of one 
of hla latest products. In addition to 
the car which he will drive, there will 
be another Apperaon, making up a 
team of two.

It waa just twenty years ago the 
fourth of the coming July that Elmer 
Apperson started work on his first 
gasoline car. In 1893 he. In co-opera­
tion with his brother Edgar and oth­
ers, conceived the Idea of the “ horse­
less vehicle,” as it waa then called, 
and after years of unremitUng work 
be has lived to see his fondest hopes 
realised In the present output of his

Sorghum crops, both the iiai-charine 
and non-sarcharlne. can be used for 
silage with good results. Farmers and 
stockmen heretofore have believed 
that only corn was fit for silage. But 
a two-year test just closed at the Kan­
sas Agricultural College, at .Manhat­
tan, Kansas, has disproved a number 
of beliefs about silage commonly held 
among farmers.

For Instance, It was shown that cane 
silage did not contain so much acid 
at any time during tbe year as did 
silage made from corn. Heretofore 
little cane has been put In silos be­
cause farmers believed that the acid 
In It would make it unfit to eat. The 
results of the test are particularly 
valuable to farmers In dry regions, 
where the sorghums do well and 
where there Is sometimes difficulty In 
getting a good crop of corn.

Usually when farmers put cane Into 
the silo they cut If too early. It was 
thought that cane should be cut at 
about the same time as corn. But At 
this stage In its growth cane, the test 
showed, contains too much sap. If 
put into the silo at this time It is 
certain to result in a sour silage. In 
the experiment conducted at the col­
lege, cane was not cut until three 
weeks after corn.

A feeding test with 15 dairy cows 
was conducted last winter in which 
the three kinds of silage—corn, kaffir 
and cane— were compared. A similar 
experiment waa carried out tbe prervi- 
ous year. In summing up the results 
of both trials, these conclusions were 
drawn:

Corn silage is slightly superior aa a 
milk producer to cane and kaffir si­
lage. Kaffir silage ranges second and 
cane third as a feed for milk cows. 
In both trials the cows seemed to gain 
in weight on cane silage more readily 
than on silage made from kaffir or 
corn. Although the kaffir and cane 
were shown to be slightly less valua­
ble than corn silage, there are other 
factors that must be considered in 
judging the three hinds—yield gad 
adaptability to conditions. Without 
doubt, says O. E  Reed, professor of 
dairy husbandry, who had charge of 
the test, the Increased yield of cane 
and kaffir will offset the slight in­
crease in feeding value obtained from 
corn silage. Kaffir and cane are 
drouth-resistant crops and can be 
grown over a wider territory than 
corn, and from one-third to one-half

more tonnage to the acre can be ob­
tained.

Austin, Texas, June 3.—Uovernor 
Colquitt today Issued a proclamation 
designating Monday, Sept. 1, 1!U:<, as 
“ Seed-Selection Day.”  On that day the 
Governor urges the farmers of the 
State to assemble at school houses or 
other convenient places and discuss 
the subject of proper selection of seed. 
The Governor pointed out the fact that 
competent authorities agree that the 
Increased yield, as a result of proper 
seed selection, is from 3̂5 to 50 per 
cent. The Governor's procluinstloii, 
the first of Its kind ever issued In 
Texas, follows:

“ To the People of Texas: Realising
that to a great extent our material 
welfare and prosperity depemls upon 
the success attained by the people en­
gaged ill agricultiiral pursuits, the 
Federal and State Governments have 
dune much to assist the farmi'rs in 
getting beMcr results from their la­
bors Laws have ben enacted atid bu­
reaus created fur the purpose of en­
larging the scope of agriculture and 
bringing the producers into a fuller 
realisation of the possibilities of pro­
duction.

“One of the moet.'if not the most, 
potent factor In this work has been 
Instruction In the proper selection of 
seed and results to be obtained there­
by. Competent authorities agree that 
the increased yield, as a result of 
proper seed selection, is from 35 to 50 
per cent.

“ As this work is now progressing. 
It is only a question of time when all 
of our farmers will come to know 
that a little effort and care in the 
selection of their seed will aaesii mure 
of the comforts and better opportuni­
ties for their families. Uafortunate- 
ly. it will take a long time for the 
Government and our own agents to 
impart this knowledge throughuiit our 
great State, hence it Is my purp«ise to 
ask for the united effort of all the 
people toward that end. •

Washington, D. C., June i.—One of 
the plans suggested to menibera of the 
Banking and Currency Committees of 
Congress which will receive serious 
consideration before a definite pro­
gram for currency reform is adopted, 
would eliminate the Central Reserve 
Association, proposed by the National 
.Monetary Commiaslon, and the central 
agency, favored by some Democratic 
leadera, and substitute a "National re­
serve division" in the Treasury De­
partment.

Under the commission's plan the 
Central Commission would be largely 
ill the hands of private persons, and 
under the Democratic plans in the 
hands of a aemi-orflciai board, while 
the new suggestion contemplates ab­
solute authority In the Treasury. By 
this scheme, reserve agencies of the 
divieton would he eatabllshed In each 
of the reserve cltlee, which would re­
ceive and mobilise the reserve of Na­
tional and other banks which are 
members of the reserve assoclatiun, 
put out Treasury gold notes as elastic 
currsney secured by tne prime assets 
of the bank accommodated and make 
a market for prime commercial luiper 
of auch banks.

Gold certificates, greenbacks and 
National bank iiotea would be retired 
and a gigantic gold reserve built up, 
to be ueed as a redemption fund for 
any notes Issued by the Treasury in 
carrying out the plan Gold available 
would be about 12,000.004,000, a basts 
for twice that amount of Treasury 
Botaa.—Dallas News.

('aptain Tandy saw more than four 
yeara of active service. Me was ahot 
through both legs at the battle of 
Brice's Crossroads, near Tupelo, in 
North Mississippi (Oeieral Forrest’s 
greatest victory of the war). Theae 
wounds kept him' from active service 
three months.

Captain Tandy'a Confederate grey 
uniform la decorated on the lapel of 
his coat with tho Iron Crete of i^onor 
and pieces of tho battle flag of tbs 
regiment, which was divided by the 
paroled members of the Seventh Ten­
nessee Cavalry at the surrender.

Captain Tandy carries the original 
muster rolls of Company Q from the 
beginning, ta '81, to the end. In '86. 
Captain Tandy says he prises most of. 
all the muster roll of his paroled com­
rades, numbering 28 all told, for active 
service—the remnant of n company 
of one hundred and sixty enlisted 
members.
