From one-fifth to one-third of the 
I’nited S tates must be devoted to 
forests if proper at roam flow and the 
prevention of "w ashing" of soil is to 
become a reality , says the speeial 
commission on forestry, which re­
ported this week to the fifth annuai 
convention of the National Conserva­
tion Congress.

"F orests must be protected," the 
committee sets forth, "not so much In 
localities th a t already suffer from lark 
of m oisture as In regions which lie 
In the path of prevailing winds and 
which the still abundantly supplied 
both with ground w ater and precip ita­
tion "

This condition, it is set forth, ap­
plies especially to  the rich central 
basin of the country, the richest farm ­
ing country In the world. Under 
present conditions the committee sees 
peril to the granary  of the continent.

Planting of trees around cultivated 
fields is recommended as aiding in 
advancing the ir ag ricu ltu ra l possi­
bilities.

F arm ers in such d istric ts  as the 
Plainview country would reap large 
profits by the sale of posts and fire­
wood cut from trees set around the ir 
fields. The beauty of shaded drives

would Increase the price of their 
land. Experience ahpws, too, tha t 
auch "fo rea ti” would m aterially re­
duce the force of the wind and Ita 
"drying-out" effecta.

The American Federation of Ijtbnr, 
In seaalon at Beattie, Waah., with 
only five diaoentlng votea, adopted 
reaoluUons demanding the exclusion 
of all Asiatics and a literacy test for 
CaiicHslans. i t  declared against a 
political labor iwrty under present 
conditions. Samuel Gompers was re ­
elected presidant.

Their Isck of trs ln ing  and 
tender m nstltu tiona. such aa these 
children m ust have, renders them fit 
only for “blind siley” occnpstlons. 
They grow to m aturity  without a trade 
and with im paired physical bodies.

There a re  o ther deficiencies in our 
school system. None condemns it so 
strongly ss  the one million Iwndi- 
capped boys and girls who now drift 
Into occupations, to  float Into life, 
alone, unaided—a  weakened animal 
bigh enough In the acale to understand 
som ewhat of the tragedy of bis life.

W hat argum ent can prevail against 
the call of these one million children 
for vocational tra in ing  In public 
Bchools? Our schools m ust extend 
the ir activities so s s  to give the child 
practical help in m astering some vo­
cation, and advice as to  what vocation 
it shall be. An arm y of those in our 
schools call for thla.

When supplem ented 
with some good legum inous bay, little , 
if any, grain will be required to keep 
the calves In a th rifty , growing coo- 
ditlon.

There ia a  decided opinion among 
some breeders of dairy stock th s t  a 
large allowance of silage is detrim en­
tal to the breeding qualities of th* 
bull. W hether there is any Bcientlfio 
foundation for this opinion rem ains 
to be determ ined. Fending fu rth er in ­
vestigations, however, it i t  advisable 
to lim it the allowance to about 15 
pounds of silage a day for each 1,000 
pounds of live weight.

HOGN .NEED OF FARMER.

As a gt’neral thing, on the average 
farm too much tinte la used in feeding 
and ra riii(  for hogs. Unnecessarily 
slow and tedious inethoda are  em ­
ployed. whereas sho rte r cuts in feed­
ing than  those practiced at present 
would produce equally good results 
either by the use of horse labor, by 
the riMwiangemenl of the feeding 
yarda and troughs, by the more care­
ful use of pasture and cropa that may 
be harvested by the hogs, and thus 
reduce the number of hours required 
to care for the anim als and ut the 
tam e time save labor.

Where one ia feeding many hoga it 
frequently is a labor saver to  use a 
horse In t^anaporllng awlll, w ater and 
feed directly from t^nk and bin to the 
pens, yards or field in which the ani­
mals ar<* kept. This ia much easier 
on the feeder and la more quickly 
done. Wide alley hog houses permit 
of the oiie-borae truck , not alone for 
hauling feed in, but for hauling out 
the manure, and thereby keeping the 
surroundings clean and sanitary.

There are few who have taken the 
trouble to aeparate the shoata accord­
ing to aixe, 80 tha t they could be fed 
more easily and satU factorlly. Many 
prefer to feed hoga of all sizes to­
gether, either continuing the feeding 
until all are  full or else wasting time 
chasing the la rger ones away until 
the ainaller ones are  fed. Fx'*edlng all 
the aniinala will hold ia a wasteful 
inethtMl, while bivatlng up the big ones 
while the am aller eat in nut conductive 
to gains in e ither the old or young.

II iMith cases too much time is con­
sumed and w ithout good results.* It is 
always well. In feeding hogs, to sort 
according to size, and limit the num­
ber to tw enty or th irty  In a feeding 
place. A sufficient num ber of feed 
troughs should he provided so that 
all the hogs in eac-h feeding place can 
eat a t once. The troughs should he 
locati'd under sw inging panels, so th.ut 
the hogs can all be shut out until the 
stop has been placed in the trough. 
This saves slop and lalmr and the pigs 
do better. Much more time Is gained 
in feeding when not annoyed by the 
hogs while slopping them when feed­
ing III the ordinary m anner.—Fort 
Worth S tar-Telegram .

“Silage for Beef Cattle.” He reviews 
the value of the green fed fur this pur- 
l>ose exhaustively.

The value of silage to the beef pro­
ducer varies considerably, and is de­
pendent upon a large num ber of other 
factors, Mr. W ard says. If rough fod- , 
ders a re  scarce or are  high-priced, j 
if the grain is high-priced, or if the 
grain is so near a good m arket that 
much of it can be sold, silage will have 
a g rea te r value than  if the opposite 
conditions exist. It is a great saver 
of grain, regard less of w hether it is to

be fed to  stock cattle  or fattening ca t­
tle. I t  will lessen the grain feeding 
by practically the same am ount as it 
contained in the silage. The value 
will also depend aumewhat upou the 
kind of cattle to which it la to be fed. 
If there is an Hbundaiice of rough fod­
ders which can not be m arketed, 
silage will not be so valuable. But in 
a case of th is  kind the silage would 
prove mure valuable if used for the 
calves and pregnant cows and the 
coarse fodders used fur the other 
stock.

Silage fur the Breeding Herd.
For w intering the en tire  breeding 

herd there is no roughage better than 
silage. All of the anim als will relish 
a ration containing it and It a’lll c re ­
ate a good api>etite for all o ther 
feeds. Cows th a t a re  fed all of the 
silage they will euiisunie along with 
clover hay will go through the w in­
te r In fine shaiie and m ake sm all 
gains. If the am ount of silage is lim­
ited, a more economical method of 
w intering them will be to  reduce the 
silage to a half ration, letting  them 
have the run  of a  straw stack  and 
feeding about two pounds of cotton­
seed meal or oil i»er day. Some dry, 
coarse fodder or straw  should always 
be kept before the anim als getting si­
lage. as It reduces the am ount of 
silage consumed and prevents the 
bowels from becoming too loose. The 
succulent feed will cause the breed­
ing cows to give a gistd flow of milk, 
even though the calf be born lu mid­
w inter, and a th rifty  calf will result. 
If the silage is free from mold or 
rotton spots there  will be no danger 
In feeding it to breeding cows.

Silage is especially beneficial for 
calves which have Just been weaned. 
They take to th is ration quicker than 
to dry feed and there  Is usually little  
loss in weight from the weaning. The 
silage should be supplem ented with 
some good legum inous hay. as alfalfa, 
cowpea, or clover, and the calves 
should be given a small am ount of 
grain. A m ixture of one-half corn 
chop and one-hulf cottonseed meal is 
excellen t

Sihure for Stockers.
Eiaoh farm er will have to  plan the 

rations for his c s ttle  according to  the 
am ount of the various feeds he has 
on hand. S tockers can be w intered on 
silage and some good hay, fodder, o r 
straw , but thia may not alw ays be the 
most profitable. When hay is high- 
priced and grain  is reasonably cheap 
or plenty of silage Is available, it 
may be more economical to  om it the 
hay altogether. A ration of corn al- 
lage alone has often been profitable 
for thin cattle. S tockers which have

been fed liberally all w inter and
I

made to put on good gains usually 
do not make as large daily gains 
when put on grass as do steers which 
have not been quite so well fed. The 
time the cattle  are to be finished fur 
m arket and the degree of fatness to 
<>e attained should govern to a large 
extent the method to be followed 
during the winter. When beeves are 
expected to sell high in the early 
sum m er and the steers are  to  be fin­
ished for m arket a t tha t time, a  
heavy roughage ration with a sm all 
am ount of grain should be fed du r­
ing the w inter months.

Silage for Fiitteniiig Animals.
Silage stands first in rank of all 

the roughages fur finishing cattle. 
Form erly, during the e ra  of cheap 
corn and other concentrates, little  a t­
tention was given to the roughage, 
as it was usually considered merely 
a "ftlier" and of very little  economic 
value in feeding. No especial care 
was taken in selecting any particu­
lar kind, nor was the quality of it 
seriously considered. As the prices of 
the concentrated feedstuffs ailvanced, 
the feeder looked about for methods 
of cheapening the cost of producing 
beef, and soon found thia could be 
accomplished by using Judgment in 
selecting his roughage with respect 
to the grain fed. This has continued 
until a t the present tim e the rough- 
age receives as much attention as 
the concentrated feed, and has been 
made to take the place of a large 
amount of the latter. The feeding of 
silage came into general use with 
the advent of expensive grain, and 
is becoming more popular each year. 
With the present prices of feedstuffs 
there is hardly a ration used for 
feeding cattle  which can not be 
cheapened by the use of this suc­
culent feed. By combining It with 
o ther feeds the efficiency of the 
ration is Increased to such an ex­
ten t tha t the amount of the dally 
gains is invariably g reater and the 
cost of producing s  pound of gain Is 
lessened. The heaviest dally gains are 
usually made during the first stage of 
the feeding period, and silagn^an  then 
be used to advantage in large quanti­
ties with s  sm all amount of grain, but 
as the feeding progresses the amount 
of silage should be lessened and the 
grain Incrased. In some places the 
price of hay and stover is so high tha t 
the g rea ter the proportion of silage 
used In the ration the more profitable 
is the feeding.

Conditions In general are  such that 
any given ration will not suit a large 
num ber of farm ers, nor will it be so 
profitable for some as It will for oth-

It akould be undamiotKl th a t the 
above rations a r r  not neresaarlly  'to 
be fed in the exact quantllles given 
above, but should be modified to  suit 
local conditions or the actual condi­
tions on each farm . They a re  given to 
show approxim ately the average 
am ounts and character of feed that 
would be consumed daily by a 1,000- 
pound steer during the feeding period.

It Is well to feed as near a balanced 
ration as possible w ithout m aterially  
increasing its coat. Sometimea the 
prices of available feeds are  such that 
a farm er Is Justified In deviating from 
the standard. Huch conditions are II- 
lustrated  by the use of some of the 
rations given above. The second r a ­
tion shown for the South Is an exam ­
ple, as that ration is very narrow , but 
in certain  localities It Is mure profit­
able than one which la balanced by the 
uae of high-priced carTKthydrate feeds 

Two rations are shown for the West 
where kaffir corn silage Is used. With 
some farm ers It would undoubtedly 
be more profitable to  uae alfalfa  hay 
aa a subatitute for cottonseed meal, 
while with othera the purchaae of the 
cottonaeed meal would be m ors eco­
nomical.

We trea t each o ther aa equala—and 
thia accounts at once for the lack of 
deference In public servants of which 
forelgnera complain, and for their 
profound frlendlinass, which foreign­
e rs  do not seem able to comprehend. 
"The rondurto r on the rallwsy,** an 
observing American has w ritten, “ will 
not touch his hat to  you, but then he 
does so t expect a fee from you. The 
workman In the s tree t of whom you 
ask  s  question will answ er you as an 
equal, but be will tell you what you 
want to  know.** Now, there are  many 
people who cannot stom ach such in ­
dependence, who can enjoy nothing 
but acknowledged auperlorlty. They 
want to be m aster, and deligh t—so­
cially Bpeakisg—in playing with 
loaded dies. *Tbey expect th e ir  friends 
to  show more affection than  they do, 
they wish their servants to  be so rrie r 
to leave them than they a re  to have 
them  go, and they believe th a t one of 
the duties of those who serve them  In 
any capacity la to esteem  th a t service 
s  privilege.**

Such people are  happiest In Kng- 
land. where any one belonging ap p ar­
ently to  the upper claases Is ce rta in ­
ly suprem ely well taken care  of. 
Such people do not realise th a t there 
Is som ething terrib ly  precarious in 
being well treated  only because one Is 
supposed to be an a iia tocra t, and tha t 
only a good c»at snd plenty of loose 
change float them over an abyaa of 
Insolence deeper by far than the ir own 
countrym en threaten  even at their 
worst. There is a solid security  In 
being adm itted aa a fellow being und 
an equal. Not all Am ericans, of 
course, have a taste  for equality , but 
w ithout It no one can understand, far

less enjoy, the particu lar brand of 
good m anners that flourishes in tbis 
country.—From  “The Point of View,** 
in the December Scribner's Magazine.

T hey are:

Haylor .Bethed.
Dry m ash: 15 pounds of ground

alfalfa meal. 15 pounds of corn meal, 
16 pounds of ground oats, 10 pounds 
of ground oil meal or high-grade beef 
scraps, 15 pounds of wheat bran, one 
box of condition powder.

The above dry mash was fed in hop- 
pera three tim es a week and was fed 
OO a lte rn a te  days with one-fourth tea- 
apoonful of condition powder added 
for avery five fowls on a lternate  days. 
After the th ird  week the moist mash 
was fed once a week to  keep the birds 
in a healthy  condition, every fourth 
or fifth week th is mash was fed again 
for a week, adding one-fourth tea- 
■poonful of condition powder to every 
five fowls.

To give the fowls the proper exer­
cise, the  following grains were fed in 
the U tter: One-half ounce each of
cracked corn, whole wheat and hulled 
oats. Also sprouted oats daily. Every

other day one-half ounce of fresh cut 
hone was given each fowl. For the 
night feed the fowls also were sup­
plied with green food, consisting of 
cabbage or mangels. Oyster shells 
snd grit were alw ays before the birds 
Fresh water, not too warm or too cold 
was always supplied. The feeding 
troughs and drinking vessels were 
frequently scalded with hot water.

P^gg P'arm Xethed.
This pen was fed according to the 

method recommended by a large P ast­
ern commercial egg farm. The mash 
was m anufactured by this farm and 
was bought from them. This pen also 

I was fed a m ustard bran which was 
highly recommended by th is firm. The 
following grain m ixtures were fed:

W inter—Four parts cracked corn, 
two parts wheat, two parts osts.

Sum m er—Two parts corn, four 
parts wheat, two parts oats.

A little less than one quart was fed 
to ten hens at night, no grain was fed 
in the morning. One pound of mash 
was given to each ten hens. Green cut 
bone was used in connection with the 
mash. Five teaspoons of m ustard 
bran was added to the  mash for every 
10 hens.

Automntlc Feeder .BethoiL
This pen was given the same feed 

and treatm ent that the hens in the 
regular egg-laying contest received. 
The only difference was tha t the grain 
was fed night and m orning by hand to 
the pens in the contest, and this pen 
supplied them selves with grain by 
working It out of the feeder and ex­
erciser. The Connecticut contest uses 
this method exclusively, and no grain 
is hand fed. This method is a great 
labor saver. (Confined to house ration

This Is a very sim ple ration, snd is 
known as the farm ers ' method. Most 
.Missouri farm ers have all of these 
feeds or can easily obtain them. This 
method is as follows:

Equal parts bran, sho rts  and corn 
meal in hopper. In the w inter months 
feed tw o-thirds corn, one-third wheat 
In litter. In sum m er m onths feed one- 
th ird  corn, tw o-thirds wheat In litter. 
G rit and shell open all the time. Feed 
plenty of green food and supply but­
term ilk Instead of w ater twice each 
week. This pen did not lay near so 
many eggs as some of the pens fed 
different rations, which Indicates that 
the ration is not Ideally proportioned.

Confined to Hosse .Xethod.
This pen was fed the same aa the 

pens in the egg contest, except that 
the pens In the contest had range In 
yards 30x120 feet and th is pen was 
confined to a house for one year. The 
hens made a good egg average 

The following dry m ash was kept in 
a hopper where the hens could f«‘ed 
them selves at all tim es: 100 pounds
bran. 200 pounds shorts, 200 pounds 
corn meal, 300 pounds ground oats, 
2.50 pounds dry beef scraps. 75 pounds 
alfalfa meal, 50 pounds gluten meal, 
25 pounds oil meal, 36 pounds pow­
dered charcoal, « pounds fine table 
salt.

The following grain m ixture was fed 
In the w inter: 200 pounds crackt>d
corn, 100 pounds wheat. In summer 
th is grain m ixture was 200 pounds 
wheat, 100 pounds cracked corn. In 
the spring and fall m onths equal parts 
of cracked corn and wheat.

At noon each day a handful of the 
mash moiateired with butterm ilk was 
fed to each p<'n. G rit and shell were 
kept before the birds at all times. 
Green food in the form of sprouted 
oats and cabbage was fed. Any of 
these methods used in the place of 
haphazard feeding by a great many 
poultry keepers will result in an in­
creased egg yield.

all in the same way. It is nothing but 
an exasperation, and, although a blow­
out can often be repaired, the motorlat 
cannot help preferring  never to  have 
had It In the first place.

Today, the iinportance of the au to ­
mobile tire  industry has fostered an 
improvement of the tire  as now m an­
ufactured to the point that the ino- 
tirlst who cures can, by a few simple 
precautions, protect him self from the 
blow-out bugulKH).

A blow-out is due to one of a few 
simple causes, which, if given the nec­
essary attention, cun iie easily avoided. 
To prevent the bluw-oiit, we seek the 
cause and elim inate It. Accordingly 
we will show and explain briefly the 
different causes of blow-outs.

How the Tire Is .Made.
The body of the tire  is of fabric; 

several piles are  iiaed, and the niaas, 
after being thoroughly im pregnated 
with rubber, is vulcanixed Into an In­
tegral whole—the tire. Over the body 
is a layer of rubber, the tread .

W'hat happens when a round stone, 
a brick, a car track  or any blunt ob­
ject la encountered? If the tire  is 
im properly inflated the Internal air 
pressure not offering sufficient re s is t­
ance, the object will sink into the tire , 
forcing it Inward at Ibis one place. 
The tread comes Into actual contact, 
but its elasticity  ullowa it to  adapt Its 
shape so tha t it usually suffers no In­
jury, unless the obJe<t be sharp  and 
cuts It. Rut the effect on the fabric 
Is more serious. It Isn't e lastic ; It 
can 't s tre tch ; consequently, If the ob­
ject sinks in far enough to produce 
enough stra in , it m ust break.

N aturally, that ply of fabric receiv­
ing the greatest stra in  is the inside 
one, for it undergoes the greateat dla- 
turtlon, and for this reason it la the 
first to break. Beldom, indeed, la any 
shock violent enough to  break every 
ply of fabric and cause an Immediate 
blowout. Most alw ays It is only the 
inside ply that la fractured  a t the 
time. As this isn 't apparent, the tire  
usually continues to  give service, but 
the broken edges of the Inside fabric 
chafe the o ther piles. The natu ral 
bending of tbs tire  ftaally breaks the 
remaining piles, and then the tube 
forcea Its way through, resulting in a 
blow-out.

This Is the first warning the m otor­
ist receives that something is wrong 
He didn't know the fabric was broken 
some time before. He sees nothing but 
the Inimedlate conditions, and doesn't 
remllte that his m lsfoiiiine Is som e­
thing he could have prevented If he 
had only know'ii how

Eaeagh Air.
The reason the Inside ply of fabric 

broke In the first place was the re­
sult of Improper a ir  pressure This 
perm itted the object on the road su r 
face to sink in and stre tch  the fabric 
a t one place to  the breaking point 
Had the pressure be«'n of the proper 
amount It would not have been possi­
ble for the object to have made such 
an impression The Internal a tr  p res­
sure would have offered the proper 
resistance, luid the sh(H-k, instead of 
being localix '^ , would have l>een dis­
tributed all over the lire , and so ab­
sorbed without injury.

Hence the rem edy  I’se the air 
g a u ge  and carry the proper a ir  p res­
sure—tw enty pounds for every Inch of 
width.

Again, the tread may receive a cut. 
Various foreign substances from the 
road surfaces are forced through the 
ru t by the motion of the tire. Aa a 
result thes«: im purities have a ten ­
dency to apread, separating  the -tread 
and fabric. This o|>ening of the tread 
lays the fabric bare to road wear, and 
the action of sand and moiature. The 
la tter rapidly rots the fabric, w eaken­
ing It until the pressure can no longer 
be sustained, and then the same afore- 
aald fatality occurs.

For th is the remedy Is repair gum. 
CuU repaired In time will grow no 
worse, and so these consequences are 
avoided.

n conclusion, there are two im port­
an t causes of blow-outs—underlnfla- 
tlon, which resu lts In the breaking of 
the piles of fabric, and neglected tread 
cilia. Avoiding these by means of a 
pressure gauge and a can of repair 
gum, the m otorist will be able to avoid 
the trouble to which they lead—the 
blow -out

Shortage of MeaU aad  High Prim o 
H eaa F arm  O pporiaaltlea.

The better and larger breeds of hogo 
are  a  reliable and dependable source 
of profit to the farm er with a  few 
acres as well as to the one who owns 
and operates the la 'g e  farm s, and th is  
is especially true, new that there has 
ben found a way to prevent the spread 
of hog cholera.

There is a shortage of meats tbgt is 
worldu'ide a t the present time, and 
prices are  therefore good. The short­
age is such tha t cannot soon be over­
come. F arm ers should reap the bene­
fit of the good prices th a t are sure to  
obtain for many years to come.

In raising hogs for the m arket o r 
for his own m eat, the farm er should 
use the breeds th a t make the lietter, 
bigger and th riftie r animals. It is 
hard to  understand why some farm ers 
are opposed to getting  rid of the mon­
grel breeds. The hog that is capable 
of tu rn ing  corn and alops and good 
pasture grasses quickly Into pork, iu 
the variety every farm er should have.

It will be well to  understand in th is 
connection tha t the man who buys bla 
hogs and his feed will not make much 
in the transaction . The hog ra iser 
should grow his ow'n feed, and ho 
should breed his own animals.

Hog raising  ought to  b as much a 
part of farm ing nperatlons aa is the 
growing of crops. We ought to  grow 
all the hogs tha t can be economically 
fed. The hog is a mortgage lifter and 
a  bankroll fattener.—From a  bulletin 
of the Tennesse«* D epartm ent of Agri­
culture.
