Preclpitation During First Four Days
in December 1.09; 20.22 Rainfall
Since January 1.

More rain fell in a little more than
an hour yesterday morning than has
fallen during the remaining six days
of the week. Seventy-six hundredths

of .an inch was the measure; 1.09
inches have fallen this week. The
rainfall since November 23 has

amounted to 2.22 inches.

The local weather gauge has roxh
tered 20.22 inches of rain during 1913,
and 4 inches of snow. It seems to
have been very “spotted” ovor the
county., There were also periods of
practically a month during the sum-
mer when no rain fell. The rainfall
by months was as follows: January,
16; February, .40; March .52; April,
1.62; May, .50; June, 4.39; July, 2.89;
August, 2.03; September, 3.33; Octo-
ber, 1.24; November, 2 inches. A dry
spell of nearly 30 days during the lat-
ter part of June and early July seems
to have done much damage to growing
crops.

Temperature at 7 o'clock this morn-
ing was 31 degrees.

netting $400,000, were sold last year.

15,000 HOMELESS
IN CENTRAL TEXAS

Inundated Region Includes Three
River Basins Covering 20,000 Square

Miles; Streams Golng Higher.

MANY TRAINS ANNULLED

Bouts Are Befug Used to Rescue Peo-
ple in East Waeo; Marlin Iso-
lated from World,

Sudden rises in rivers due to torren-
tial rains in Central and North Texas
have driven many families into tree
tops. Reports from Waco are to the
effect that as early as Wednesday
boats were being used to rescue peo-
ple in East Waco. Rains continued
steadily all day and Wednesday night.

The territory affected covered three
river basins occupying a district about
200 miles from north to south and
more than 100 miles wide, with Waco
nearly at the center. In this district
it is estimated that 15,000 persons had
been driven from their homes.

The Rock Island and Frisco an-
nulled their trains between Fort
Worth and Dallas. The International
& Great Northern and “Katy” aa-
nulled their trains between Fort Worth
and Waco. This service has been 'ﬂ“
tially restored.

Towns Isolated.

At Elgin, Texas, the engine, tender
and baggage car of a Houston & Texas
Central passenger train turned oyer
this afternoon, from softening of the
roadbed. No one was seriously hurt.
At Calvert no International & Great
Northern raflway trains have run
since Tuesday, and water from Walnut
Creek has done thousands of dollars’
damage in stores.

Marlin, the big league baseball site,
reported itself isolated from the world,
with all trains annulled; water from
the Brazos River practically surround-
ing it. No fears for life or serious
property damage in Marlin were éx-
pressed. In bottoms about the btiy
farmers had plenty of warning to save

At Weatherford
and Baird, Texas & Pucific trains were
delayed by accidents to track or roll-
ing stock due to floods.

Moving Southward. -

Belton reported the water higher
than yesterday, with 100 perlo.al
homeless. Near Wharton, in South
Texas, the Colorado River was re-
ported to be spreading over plowed
fields and driving people from their
homes in lowlands. Cameron, Texas,
was partly flooded. The Little River,
near there, tributary to the Brazos,
was a mile wide.

The Colorado River at Austin began
to rise again today, coming up at the
rate of six feet an hour for a time to-
night. Three men riding on a log
floated down the river at dusk, one
getting into a tree far out from shore,
and the other two on top of the par-
tially submerged grandstand of the
baseball park. Rescue parties started
to get the men, but returned saying
they had been unable to find them in
the darkness. Who the men were and
their fate was unknown.

The floods, according to Iatelt ad-
vices, are shifting southward.

NONPOROUS PAPER
MADE FROM SEAWEED,

Inventor Claims That Noninflamma-
ble and Waterproof Product May
Be Made frem “Algin.”

After 10 years of investigation and
experimentation, Thomas Ingham, of
Liverpool, has developed a seaweed
product which he terms “algin” and
uses in the manufacture of noninflam-
mable cinematograph films and of a
paper which is claimed to be water,
flame, and germ proof, and odorless,
writes American Consul Horace lLee
Washington, of Liverpool, England.
The writer tested a sample of the film
as produced by Mr. Ingham; and,
whatever its other properties may be,
the sample tested was certainly not
inflammable,

As to the paper, the inventor claims
that any quality or thickness of paper
may be treated, and, by his seaweed
process, made either waterproof or
noninflammable, or both; and he cited
a number of uses for which the paper
shon!d be particularly adapted, such

A Poultry Expert Says Exerelse Will
Inerease Egg Production,

Hens, like hobos, ought to be made
to work for their food, according to
N. E. Chapman, poultry expert at the
Minnesota College of Agriculture,
writing for the Minneapalis Journal

make hens work is one of the principal
reasons why eggs are scarce now, Af-
other reason they do not lay, he said,
is because they are often 80 housed
that they have cold feet,

“There ought to be lots of straw and
litter in the chicken house,” said Mr.
Chapman. “The grain ought to be
thrown into the litter, so the hens will
have to scratch for it. The exercise
is good for them. It will keep them

warth and healthy. Pullets rightly
cared for ought to be averaging a
dozen eggs a month now. They will

begin to lay before they get their full

growth if they are given the right
care. They should supply the eggs
while the old hens are moulting. Dur-
ing November, December and January
old hens will not lay many eggs. They

will hardly average an egg a month.”
Corn meal, shorts, ground oats, oil

meal, beef scraps, skim milk, green
food, clover, alfalfa, grit, shells and
charcoal recommended by Mr.
Chapman as the best food for chickens
this time of year,

Reports of a scarcity of eggs are
all over country, Mr,
Chapman said. He believes the price
will unusually high mid-
winter, The number of eggs in cold
storage, he said, is smaller this year
than last., This, he said, has been at-
tributed to the warm weather during
the summer in the Southern States,
resulting in the production of eggs
that were of a poor quality for stor-
ing.

President Polk took the first step
toward the extension of the principle,

in 1845. The northwest boundary was
again in issue, this time with Great
Britain, and the administration was

committed to the anrexation of Texas,

“It should be distinctly announced to
the world,” said Polk, “as our settled
policy, that no future European colony
or dominion shall with our consent be
planted or established in any part of
the North American continent.” The
doctrine was thus made to include ac-
quisition by voluntary transfer or con-
quest of unoccupied territory, and a
virtual protectorate over other Ameri-
can states in its application was an-
nounced, though Ilimited to North
America.

Again in 1848, when the question of
the occupation of Yucatan arose, Polk
issued a second manifesto against the
acquisition of such territory by volun-
tary transfer or cession. In 1858,
when the Cuban annexation discus-
sion was at its height, a resolution
was introduced into the Senate com-
bining the doctrines of Monroe and
Polk; but it failed of passage.

out Scoring Touchdown.

It is regarded as an Index to the
new order of things in football that
Harvard, winner of first place in the
rating of Eastern teams this fall, has
won this honor without scoring a sin-
gle touchdown (n either of its two
most important games, says a Boston
football critic. Harvard defeated Yale
and Princeton by field goals entirely,
notwithstanding that Harvard has a
better team than either, according to
many observers in all-round football.

STAND UP STRAIGHT
AND AYOID TUBERCULOSIS,

American Medical Assoclation Says
First Requisite in Avolding White
Plague Is Lively Lungs.

The first essential in the avoidance
of tuberculosis of the lungs, or con-
sumption, is to keep the lungs strong,
80 that if the germs are breathed they
can do no harm, says the American
Medical Association.

One of the most important things
in keeping the lungs strong is to keep
the chest wide open, so that the lungs
can be properly used. If the body is
drooped or stoops, or if the shoulders
are allowed to drag forward (round
shoulder), or if the head is carried
forward instead of well back over the
shoulders, the chest must be flat-
tened, the breathing must be shallow,
and the lungs, not being freely used,
become weak,

It is in this type of chest that tuber-
culosis usually begins, The consump-
tive is usually narrow-chested, with
drooped shoulders and with the head
craned forward. While the develop-
ment of a strong, well-formed chest
is one of the most important factors
in preventing tuberculosis, the same
thing is to be desired if the disease
has once started. Not only should we
live in the open, but we should stand
up straight and learn to “throw a big
chest,” so that the lungs can grow
strong and the fresh air be taken in,

The runner, the singer, or any one
who Is obliged to make sustained effort
is taught to stand and sit with the
chest high, so that the lungs can be

used to the best advantage, and if
every one would do the same there
would be less tuberculosis, because
there would be fewer weak lungs.

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CANAL BUILDERS PLAN
TO REMOVE HILLSIDE,

Effort Will Be Made to Remove Future
Stides by Washing Away 1,500,000

Cable Yards,
To prevent future carth slides into
Culebra cut at Cucaracha, on the

Panama Canal, engineers are prepar-
ing to remove an entire hillside at that
point, says a Washington dispatch,
Dredges already are at work on this
project, according to information
reaching the Isthmian Canal Commis-
lon, In that city.

Removal of the hillside was made
necessary by the extremely plastic na-
ture of the earth, which caused the
dirt to slide Into the cut almost as
fast as It was taken out by the
dredges. The dredges have advanced
u channel 50 to 100 feet wide and about
fifty feet deep from the northern end,
nbout 600 feet southward, and almost
to the point of great obstruction,

Other dredges are working through
the slide from the south and have
reached a point within 450 feet of the
dredges coming from the north

At the same time the sliding hill is
being attacked from the rear by “mon-
ftors” directing jets of water at 150
pounds pressure to the square inch
It is planned to wash away 1,500,000
cublec yards of material in this man-
ver into a deep valley nearby.

INTENSIVE IRRIGATION PAYS.

Interest in irrigation continues to
grow, and yet irrigation as applied to
large areas ls like so impor-
tant as that of small patches, because

there may be so many patches. It is
practicable for almost every owner of
farm, or even of a suburban home,
to irrigate a small plat of ground and
to realize large profits from fit,

The garden, when irrigated, will
produce enormously, and if made rich
enough and the water supplied the
soil may be kept literally full of grow-
ing plants, We have often written of
this, and are glad to know that we
have induced some people to profit
from this source of income.—Farm and
Ranch.

LIVE STOCK EXPERT SAYS
HALE COUNTY ALFALFA BEST.

Joseph E. Wing Finds That Plant
Grown In Shallow Water Belt
Is Sweeter.

Joseph E. Wing, live stock expert
with the Breeder's Gazette, Chicago,
fs authority for the statement that
Plains-grown alfalfa is the best. The
statement has been made many times
that it is not so woody as that grown
in many sections and is more succu-
lent. And it has commanded a pre-
mium above general market price on
more than one occasion.

In a recent article written for the
Breeder's Gazette, Mr. Wing says:

“1 dropped off in Hale County to
see the ‘land of shallow water’ and its
frrigation. This region is as far south
as southern Tennessee and about a
thousand feet higher in the air than
even Tennessee's mountain tops. It
is a mountain country with the moun-
tains out of sight, down under us, in
feet, lifting us up.

“This gives the marvelous climate
of the Texas Panhandle. Always there
is invigoration in the air’ of the Texas
high plains. Texas has water under
her plains and has it in marvelous
amounts . No one can explain its
presence. Men tell me gravely that it
comes from the Rocky Mountains.

“All yesterday 1 spent visiting irri-
gated farms, mostly set in alfalfa.
That crop grows finely here. There
is a great abundance of lime in the
subsoil. Men plow the raw sod, or
the old fields; they lay off in checks
for irrigation; they water and drill in
the seed. It seems that they can get
stands in spring or fall, but August is
the good time and September probably
not too late,

“The alfalfa has a sweeter flavor
than In many regions. Men pasture

\

it with hogs and they thrive with little
or no grain, Hogs will not thrive on
alfalfa everywhere; the plant cer-
tainly varies in its sweetness accord-
ing to its soil. For grain, they grow
milo maize and kaffir corn.

“The wells are drilled from 100 to
300 feet deep. Water is found often
within 30 feet of the surface, but big
flows come from penetrating right into
the heart of
About 50 feet of the top the bore is
made big enough to sink down a cen-
trifugal pump. This is always sub-
merged and always primed. An oil-
burning engine is installed and the
plant is ready. Commonly the engines
burn a heavy, unrefined, cheap oil.
To bring up a strong flow takes power,
so they use engines of from 25 to 50
horsepower, and these pour upon the
land from 600 to 1,600 gallons a min-
ute,

“The water is warm, pure and used
aright cannot hurt the land. Com-
monly the land lies beautifully for ir-
rigation, sometimes a little more level
than one would like. To see those

We pulled three staples,
bent down the fence wires, ran our
auto into a pasture and cut across it
without need of a road. This pasture
was a vast one; from the middle of
it no fences are visible. The cattle,
a little thin it seemed to me, were
cropping industriously the short, curly
grass. | suppose they will live through
the winter, but what a thing it would
be if they had some alfalfa stacks
between them and the hungry times
with blizzards sweeping the shelterless
plains that lie ahead between now and
spring.

“We emerged from our big pasture
and ahead of us stood a neat white
farmhouse, with trees, orchard, alfalfa
and stack of kaffir corn. That fitting-
ly typified the meeting of the good
old times with the better new times.”
