The system  outlined in the D epart- 
lueui 8 new bulletin may be used by 
Utose wUu have not worked out a  sys­
tem for them selves and have not s ta r t­
ed because they th ink they do not 
know enough about bookkeeping. It 
is also tor those who a re  already keep­
ing farm accounts but a re  nut sa tis­
fied with the results. Farm  cost ac- 
oounu cannot be absolutely exact. 
I'bey contain many estim ates but there 
la no reason wby one should lose faith 
IB them. The system  in use by the 
U rge pacing companies and the large 
wholesale grocery houses contain Just 
as many saUmaies and do nut produce 
any more accurate  results. I t  is tool- 
ish to spend time checking exact work 
to the last cent in the farm  accounts.

' The tarm er should not le t attem pt to 
find iusiguitlcant e rro rs  disgust him 
with the whole question of accounting.

The system  described in the new 
hulleUn has been tried  for th ree years 
IB the d ta te  of New York by fifty- 
three farm ers under widely different 
conditions, i t  baa proved fairly suc- 
ceeful. The average farm er can keep 
It Without assistance. The average 
time it reqm res seems to be only five 
m inutes per day. To this m ust be 
added a  num ber of hours work a t the 
end of the year to close the accounts. 
Ho previous bookkeeping knowledge 
IS necessary.

A good tune for the farm er to s ta r t 
a  system  ot acco u n u  is in the spring 
M o re  the firs t crop preparauous. 
However, on the ordinary farm , any 
urns after the last crop is harvested in 
the fall until spring is a  good time to 
start. The time should be as la te  as 
possible m order tnat there will be 
as sm all quantity  as possible of the 
Inst year s  crop on nands to  be Inven­
toried. 'th e  date, hogever sBouid be

quantities of feed, produce and sup ­
plies on hand; growing crops, value 
of labor and m aterial already spent 
fur the next year's  crops; cash on 
hand and in bank and bills receivable. 
The total of all these should be found 
and the m ortgage and bills payable 
if any, should be subtracted  from i t  
The difference is what the farm er is 
w orth above debts or his present net 
worth.

In estim ating values, the price a t 
the farm, or the price a t the selling 
m inus the cost of the haul to m arket 
should always be the standard. The 
value put upon anything should be 
w hat it is thought can be obtained fur 
it a t a norm al sa le  apd It should nut 
be overestim ated or underestim ated. 
In  either case, one is only fooling 
one's self. I t is better to be fair and 
uuperjudice and use on’s best Judg­
m en t

When he 
heard It read to  Congrees he aald: “ 1 th ink  It was better than it was when you read It to
me.** I eaid: ’‘Senator, there  Is one thing which I th ink you do not understand. I not only 
use a ll the brains 1 have, but all I can borrow, and 1 have borrowed a  lot aince I read It to 
you f i r s t " —P rim  President W ilson’s Informal ta lk  to the NaUonal P ress Club of W’ashingtun.

The President is remarkably a man with an open mind. He strives to know more to-dhy than 
be knew yesterday. He purpoet's to understand things to-morrow which he cannot fathom, per­
haps, tt*-day. The men whom he has rebuked most sharply are thos*‘ whose brains arv always 
“ thought tighL”

“ For fifteen years 1 taught that the initiative and referendum would not w«)rk,’’ President 
Wilson said, “ but the trouble is, they do work.”

Men admire that o{>enmindediiess. It gives them confidence in the individual whom they 
know is willing to learn.

“ I would have young men os unlike their fathers as possible,’’ Mr. Wilson suid in one notable 
speech, anti he laught^. He was explaining that ea«‘h suecesaive gimeration faced its own problams 
and responaibitities. If the new generation meets the ehangtHl and changing conditions of life 
with the same entliiok their fathers had—the same habits of mind- be lielieves they will never 
auecessfully meet their responsibilities nor solve their prtiblenis.

Mr. Wilson has dealt tremendous blows to the “ machine.’’ He has struck no harder than 
when he made it clear that the “ system’’ always works between the parties, holding the jioli- 
ticians of all organizations together in opposition to pr*»gress. to (»olitical and civic honestrj', to 
the “ open mind.” ^

Dipersificadon Makes Kansas Rich
Many living ti>-day had rea«‘hed manhoo*! liefore Kansas as a State was born. Consider that 

a moment. A State that now ranks fourth in the value of field crops amimg all the forty-eight 
states has been built in a zone nt nne time authoritatirelr declared a desert!

Fifty yean ago Kausaa was unimproved prairie. It was the hunting ground of Indians and 
the favorite pasture of buffalo.

At that time only a few of the most optimistic lielieved that Kansas might, some day, become 
important in agriculture. It was on the advance line of civilization; it was s territory of new con­
ditions. The men in Kansas were not so intent on farming as on fighting in the cause of human 
liberty.

In five decades Kansas has l>ecome one of the foremost of agricultural states. Men in Kansas 
had no precedents to follow. They had to find out by trying And Kansas has been largely the 
Middle West's agricultural experiment station.

Kansas’ big lesson was to learn that methods must be mlapted to conditions. One-crop and 
the big-farm idea is giving way to a well-balanced and intensive agriculture. Diversity of crops, 
proper tillage and improved live stock are making Kansas rich.

The uB<*ertainties of straight grain farming—wheat or e»»rn, or both -became apparent soon, 
in spite of adaptability of soil and climate. These two crops have been ami still are the main soil 
products. But farming tieday is markeil by larger areas in other crops, the tendency toward 
rotation, better cultivation, the silo, and moro improved live stock. There is s mure active appre­
ciation of the cow, the hen, the pig. There is widespreatl mloption of rational systems, intelligently 
followed.

A shortage in one product or low prices fur aiiotlier in any one season does not mean em­
barrassment to the farmer now. It used to spell despair. The State prcnluces wheat, com, oats, 
barley, potatoes, broom com, cotton, flax, sugar-l>eets. alfalfa, clover, timothy, blue-grass, millet, 
kaffir, milo. feterita and the sweet sorghums.

Necessity was the incentive for experimenting and study that proved alfalfa, kaffir sorghums 
ami millet adapted to Kansas. These did not come at once. It was only after years of research 
and trial that they were taken as an important factor in the farm life of that State. Dry-weather- 
resisting plants were needed to make farming more dependable. Diversity was oecessary, so that 
there might be a well-arranged rotation. ^

Flan! work, intelligent study, untiring ex(>erirucntation have made Kansas, the one-time 
de.sert. fourth among all the States in agriculture. Kansans have a higher per capita wealth than 
people in any other Commonwealth.

The Kansas .spirit will do for the I’lainview eountr)’ what it did for Kansas.

He ha* struck no hanler than 
when he made it clear that the “ system” always works between the parties, holding the i*oli- 
ticiana of all organixationa together in opposition to progrcKS. to {»olitieal and civic honestry, to 
t^e “ open mind.” ^

Diversification Makes Kansas Rich
Many living to-day had reached manhoo«! before Kansas as a State was born. Consuicr that 

a moment. A State that now ranks fourth in the value of field crops among all the forty-eight 
statea has been built in a sooe at IHie time authoritatively declared a desert!

Fifty years ago Kansas was uniraproveil prairie. It was the hunting grouml of Indians and 
the favorite pasture of buffalo.

At that time only a few of the moat optimistic iteiieved that Kansas might, some day, become 
important in agriculture. It was on the advance line of civilization; it was a territory of new con­
ditions. The men in Kansas were not so intent on farming as on fighting in the cause of human 
liberty.

In five decades Kansas has l»ecome one of the foremost of agricultural Htatea. Men in Kansas 
ha<l no precedents to follow. They had to find out by trying. And Kansas has been largely the 
Middle West’s agricultural experiment station.

Kansas’ big lesson was to learn that methods miiHt l>e udapttHl to eondition*. One-crop and 
the big-farm idea is giving way to a well-balanced and intensive agriculture. Diversity of crops, 
proper tillage and improved live stock are making Kansas rich.

The uncertainties of straight grain farming—wheat or corn, or both -became apparent soon, 
in spite of adaptability of soil and climate. These two crops have been and still are the main soil 
products. But farming to-day is marked by larger areas in other crops, the tendency toward 
rotation, better cultivation, the silo, and moro improved live stock. There is a mure active appre­
ciation of the cow, the hen. the pig There is widespread mloption of rational systems, intelligently 
followed.

A shortage in one product or low prices for another in any one season iloes nut mean em- 
barraHsnient to the farmer now. It used to spell despair. The State pnaiuces wheat, com, (*ala. 
barley, potatoes, broom com, cotton, flax, sugar-l»eet8, alfalfa, clover, timothy, blue-grass, millet, 
kaffir, milo, feterita and the sweet sorghums.

Necessity wa.s the incentive for experimenting and study that proved alfslfa, kaffir sorghum.s 
and millet adapted to Kansas. These did not come at once. It was only after years of resoan-h 
and trial that they were taken as an important factor in the farm life of that State. Dry-weather 
resisting plant* were needed to make farming more dependable. Diversity wa* oecessary, so that 
there might be a well-arranged rotation. t

Hard work, intelligent study, untiring ex(>eririicntation have made Kansas, th« one-time 
desert, fourth among all the States in agriculture. Kansans have a higher per capita wealth than 
people in any other Commonwealth.
