The Silo Is  The Stockman’s Mint
By means o f the silo western Kansas stockmen are 

‘ solving sjitisfactorily one o f the most important ec­
onomic problems o f the day. As a result they are 
prosperous, and are able to weather an occassional 
off-year without financial loss to themselves or dis­
comfort to their stock.

The ailo 1m winning in KanMan.
The silo is winning its way in Kan- 

Winning against the ooservatlsin 
of the old stockmen who have grown 
rich by the ranging of beef animals 
oyer the broad, grass-t^overed prairies 
of the Western half of the state. The 
gllo is winning because it so iiuickly 
demonstrates it's sterling worth by 
piling up extra profits for those, who 
recognizing it's utility, have addtnl a 
ullo or two to their farme equipment. 
There is still some question as to Just 
how much it increases the value and 
usability of the forage crops, but such 
controversies are not serious; the es­
timates range from one hundred to 
four hundred per cent, and all who 
have had experience agree that it is 
ruinous to be without one.

There has been, and for that matter 
continues to be, strenuous opposition

circle which is to bo the inside of the 
silo. A trench from eighteen inches to 
two feet is then dug and concrete Is 
poured in to make up the top ring. 
When this ring is set the dirt is then 
dug from the centerd own about two 
feet below tht bottom of the ring. Ce­
ment is plastered n the dirt to a thick- 
nes sof about three Inches. This pro- 
csss Is repeated until the required 
depth is reuch(*d when a thick plaster­
ing is coated over the bottom and it 
is left to dry out. Where it is thought 
to be desirable, a cement superstruc­
ture of from three to eight feet high 
Is built on the top ring. This is done 
by fixing reinforced rods in the first 
ring and plastering about them.

Dun, living near .Montzuma 
put in a pit silo last fal laud filled it 
with too tons of kaffir ensilage, lie

ta the conservator of feed, on the parti of two and three year old steers for a
of the old-line stockmen who say that 
cattle get along all right if left on 
reasonable grass, and that, even in 
winter .they get through without much 
loss. Dut the younger generation and 
the mort progressive of the generation 
that is passing, retort that **a little 
loss*’ or even “Just holding their own,” 
is not enough. espe<’ially when it is 
posible by spending a few hundred 
dollars to put up a silo and keep the 
cattle growing all the time. Fodder 
cut up and made into ensilage, will re-

As a ntutter of fact 
it will last longer than that, by reason

Killers say the outlet for 
beef Is- narrow, on account of bad in­
dustrial conditions.

Conditions industrially, are Improv­
ing however. One third of tbe idle 
men in New York have been put to 
work during the past thr«« weeks and 
the remainder will he working by May 
1. But at this time there is pusslbilU- 
les of strikes and tie ups which act 
against the beef trade.

High retail prices this year aggra­
vate tbe effect of inactivity in tbe la­
bor circles, and forecasters hesitate 
to predict much Improvement in live 
stock prices. Nearby terrltlories have 
contributed lightly to the cattle supply 
this week, but tbe deficiency has been 
partly made up for by conslgiqmehta 
of Northern Colorado and other feed­
ing sections Ih the Weet, including, 
Montana, Idaho, and a train of fat 
cattle from Phoenix, Arisona.

These far-away points usually go 
to the Pacific coast, but they are find­
ing the Kanaaa City prices attract­
ive this year. No prime battle have 
been received. Good to choice natlrec 
selling at $8.86, several sbipmeuts of 
OkMMmsi meal fed steers at $8.25 and 
$8.60, and the Western going at $7.50 
to $8.40.

Quarantine offerings have been light 
sales ranging from $C.80 to $7.85. The 
Stockers and feeders are steady at 
25 rents lower than two weeks ago. 
Rales largely at $8.90 to $8.00. Native 
cows sell at $8.00 to $7.50, real calves 
$8.50 to $9.50.

The pork market Is meeting revers­
es this week, ten cent declines being 
effective the last two days. Receipts 
are no larger but all tbe markets re­
port that packers demand lower prices 
Pork products are off several pnlats 
which makes the position of the kill­
ers logical but It is difficult to accept 
as real conditions which were so full of, 
bloom a week ago, and at gloom ti 
day. ’

While market prospet-ts look dubious 
nn their face an upturn is not impos­
sible nor Improbable.

Sheep and lambs are 25 to 35 centa 
higher In the last two days Receipts 
today 4.300 head, half tha lambs sell­
ing at $8.10 and $8.15, medium lambs 
at $7.85, fed ewes, (western), sold at 
$.'i.85 to $8.10, a small band of Texas 
fed. .Alexican ewes at $8.25, yearlings 
$7.25. wethers wurth $8.50

Very little rUpped stork haa bwsa^ 
recaived, but equal quality would sell 
around 75 cents per cwt. under tbe 
wooled stock. Texas goats are bring­
ing $4.25 to $4.50.

Bulletin. No. 1. —Dough and “ Raising."
