Home ownership in the United
States is decreasing., This is largely
due to the increased number of tenant
farmers. Outside of the farming class
home ownership is increasing. But
this increase may be only in name
since the number of homes mortgaged
has steadily increased since 1890, Ow-
ing largely to the spread of the build-
ing and loan associations the mortgage
holder is largely supplanting the land-
lord.

There were, according to the census
10,697 800 rented homes in the United
States in 1910. Problems concerned
with the renting of a house are thus
of considerable Importance Lo approx-
imately 650 million tenauts allowing
five to a home.

Rent Chlef Consideration

To the vast majority of tenants the
important question seems to be the
amount of rent. Few consider what
rent purchases, mnléﬂnc themselves
with the external appearances of the
house, its location, the number of
rooms, and how it is papered. Even
some of these factors have little weight
with & number of the téenants, If only
the rent Is low

wrong is indicated by a study to the
effect of improvements upon the rent,
made by the Philadelphia Housing
Committee,

For two years the Philadelphia
Housing Commission has been active
in foreing the repair of defective prop-
erties, Some of the repairs were strue-
tural in character, Weak walls were
strengthened and in some cases fire
escapes were required. Others were of
sanitary nature calling perhaps for the
cleaning, filling, abandoning of yard
vaults and the installation of water
closets. Many were les sexpensive,
consisting only of the laying of pipes
and the placing of fixtures for addi-
tional water, or the repair of defect-
ive plumbing and leaky roofs.

How Repairs Altered Rents,

The average rent was $12 per month
though the extreme ranged from $6 to
$50 per month, The average cost of
the forced improvements consumed
about six month's rent. In some of
the smaller properties where the add-
ed expense of street [mprovements
were assessed at the same time, the
total cost consumed a full year's rent,

In other places where the houses
were let at from $30 to $50 the “eost
of the changes average $100 per house.
As the houses were improved upon the
complaint of the commission It was
posible for the inspectors to get ac-
curate data covering rents pald before
and after the changes were made,

In all, 15640 houses were secured.
For 1,3%0 houses the rent did not
change. For 128 there was an inerease
of from fifty cents to §1 per month
In each of sighteen cases there was a
decrease of §1 per month. The study
thus showed that only .18 per cent of
the houses had higher rents after the
changes were made, while 1.17 per cent
had lower rents and %0 65 per cent re-
imained unchanged

Giving Cuntract? "f-(lf $3,900,000
Worth of Work. From
Tax Rate

COL!"MBUS, Ohio, April 13.-—The
State Highway commission is letting
contracte this month for improvement
of highways throughout the state un-
der » law pased by the legislature last
April which provides $3,500,000 annv-
ally for that pjurpose.

The fund is raised by an annual
levy of one-half a mill on all the tax-
able property of the State,

This law is suplementary to Ohio's
god roads law passed in 1911, creating
the state highway commission and de-
fining its duties and powers. Under
the law of 1911 the commissioner is
authorized to work with either coun-
ties or townships in the construction
of good roads.

The commissioner was directed to
make a complete map of all highways
of the State, and on Ipformation pro-
cured from county commissioners and
county engineers to designate such
intercounty roads as should have pref-
erence in State aid.

On application of the county com-
missioners state ald is given. The
state pays fifty per cent of the cost
if fifty per cent does not exceed the
county's apportionment for such pur-
poses, the county pays twenty-five per
cent and the township through which/
the road passes pays the other twenty-
five per cent.

Township trustees apportion two
fifths of the twenty-five per cent
against abutting property, acocrding to
theb enefits derived. The other three
fifths is borne by the township as a
whole. The township trustees are
suthorized to raise it's share of the
fund by a levy of one and a half mill
tax and the county commissioners are

authorized to levy one mill to pay the
