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Bayard Hale Says Mexico Is 
Oar Moral Empire In America

BUT WHiRE IS THE RADIUM?

By^Aasociated Praia.
NEW YORK. April *5.—William 

Bayard Hale, Hreeldent Wllaon'a un­
official Inveetlgator of affairs In Mex­
ico, has contributed to the forthcom- 
iBf number of the World's Work, an 
article upholding the president's Mex- 
lean policy and pointing out the im­
portant development in the character 
of American diplomacy. This, he ex­
plains, us an Interruption of the Mon- 
roo Doctrine, that establishes the sux- 
••ratnty of the I’ nlted States only as an 
affsctlve source of moral Inspiration 
over the Nation's Central .America and 
tbs West Indies.

■'The press and the people of Am­
erica'’ he says, "have not awakened to 
tbs fact that the first year of the Wil­
son Presidential has given the I’nlted 
States a new character among the 
Powers of the world. Hefore Mr. Wil­
son had been in office a week he had 
given the Monroe Doctrine an inter­
pretation the implications of which go 
far beyond .inythlug voiced by Jeff- 
iryon. .Madison. Monroe, Quincy. Polk. 
Adams. Webster, Grant or Olney. Be­
fore Mr. Wilson had been In office a

ness way, exactly as a real estate 
scheme is promoted In America. The 
duty of the I'nited States is to scrutin­
ise each revolution by Itself and to 
Judge whether It be or be not moral­
ly justifiable.

"That duty the I'nited States has 
now assumed. When Mr. Wilson took 
steps to inform himself of the facets

It was a bar­
racks Julot, a conspiracy of a few army 
officers, financed by Cieutiflcos living 
in exile and a few Bimnish reactionar­
ies. It was attended by circumstances 
of treachery so execrable, of vllliany 
so fantastic of crueirt' and so liarbar-
ous. that the story is one which the

The dIeUiictloii of receiving the 
greatest promotion ever given to un 
officer of the American Army belongs 
to a former Missouri boy. Brig. Gen. 
John J. Pershing. September 16, 1906 
he was raised from the grade of cap­
tain, to brigadier general, passing the 
Intermediates grades of major, lieuten­
ant cH)lonel and colonel and Juiiiping 
ahead'of R6J officers, an unprecedent­
ed promotion.

"To promote a man because he mar­
ried a senator's daughter would be an 
infamy; and to refuse him promotion 
for the aaine reason would be an equal 
infamy.”

But aside from what Influences that 
worked In General Pershing's behalf 
his military record remains one of the 
most brilliant in the history of Am­
erican arms. He was returned to Jolo 
after his promotion and succeeded Id 
INicIfying the Moros again who had 
been arouaeil h>’ unwise handling dur­
ing his ubaence.

The two arrived on the eve 
of the election and their oratory—no 
doubt the first of Us Bind ever heard 
ond the Island —so Impressed the sim­
ple TanKlennen that they went to the 
polls a unnnlmous Democracy. Se­
cure in the belief of their victory, the 
two politicians sailed away before sun­
down, Intent u|Hin reaching the main­
land that night.
