GIANT LINERS OF PAST,
PRESENT AND FUTURE,

Onee Fumous Britannia Would Be
Pitlful in Comparison to the Ocean
Greyhound; Motor Car Speedway on
Boat Will Be Latest Novelty,

One would suppose that, after hav-
ing bullt the gigantic steamers Vater-
land and Aquitania, steamship build-
ers would take a short breathing spell
and let tourists put up as best they can
with accommodations on these and
other mammoth liners; but no sooner
were these ships launched than the
constructors took a hithe in their over-
alls and began laying the keel for
another even larger ship.

There probably are persons living
to-day who can remember wallowing
across the ocean on schooner rigged
steamships which relied as much on
thelir sails as on their engines for pro-
pulsion. None of these boats exceeded
five thousand tons displacement, There
were no wide promenade decks to pace.
Those were the days of long voyages,
when the hatches were battened down
in wintry weather and when the un-
comfortable passengers were cooped
up In stuffy cabins. And the present-

day passenger would rave and shriek
in anger and pain if the food the trav- I
eler had in those days should be placed
fore him in the dining room of a'
modern greyhound

By United Press,
WASHINGTON, D. C. July 15,
From the United States Government
for the next fiscal year each state will
receive $10,000,000 for agricultural ex-

tension work.

Such a schedule has just been
worked out by the United States De-
partment of Agriculture

This fund is made available by the
Smith-Lever Bill, providing for co-
operative agricultural extension work
between the States and the Depart-
ment of Agriculture

“The act makes available for the
next nine fiscal yvears,” says the De-
partment, “an aggregate sum of $23,
120,000 of Federal funds to be ex-
pended In instruction and practical
demonstrations in agricultural and
home economiecs. To obtain this total,
the states must appropriate for like
purposes a total of $15.800,000, making
a grand total of $41,920,000 to bhe ex-
pended during the next nine Tscal
vears on direct agricultural extension
work Thereafter the Federal Gov-
ernment I8 to appropriate $4.580,000
annually, and the states to take their
full quota must appropriate $4,100,000
annually, making a total annual ex
penditure for this purpose of $8680
000

Next yvear each state will recelve a
substantial increase in the sum, aver
aging from $21,08% in California to
$36.282 in Ilinois and $46. 893 in Penn-
svlvania—the increases being based

on the rural population of each state
