"The church wns horn Into n biiptlsiii 
of power, snd she tnnsi live In a flume 
of glcrv. An lmi>oicnt «-herrh Is a 
shame and a bastard. Power Is not 
(>p)v her birthright; It 1« her neces 
sitv.

"The value of e\«rv nieasnre Is In 
terms of power. The meastire of man 
hi'od Is In terms of power.

Hawaiian Islanders are hioking for­
ward to a iremeiidous Immuii in the ter­
ritory folUiwing the opening of the 
Panama Canal. Fntm the standpoint 
«>f the great laud owners and their 
better paid de|>endeiits. the prediction 
seems to be Imis«h1 In sound reasoning 
In w«irking claas circles, however, 
««line dissenting voices are raised.

The Hawaiian natives, it is agreed 
«>n all hands, except, perhaps, in na­
tive clrcl«»«. have never made satisfac­
tory laborers. The Jaitaneee have 
done tolerably well and the Chinese 
still better, though they have anntiyed 
the land owners by insisting generall> 
on doing plantation work on shares 
rather than for definitely-fixed wages.

The Chinese exclusitm law an«l the 
agreement bet wen the I'nlted tSates 
and JaiHtn have cut off lalsir supplies 
from these two sources, however, with 
the result, during the past few ytNirs, 
that wage« have b«>en increasing and 
there has not been enough of It at any 
price.

The shortage has been partly siip- 
plieii by lintMirtatlons. under rather 
thin evasions «if the anti-contract la- 
Isir law. from S«intherii Europe, and 
especially from Portugal. The ex- 
[lense of bringing them has tieen 
heavy, titiwever, and on their arrival 
they have genrally Insisted on current 
wages. The minilier brought In has 
been c«>mpar«tlvely s«i small that they 
have iisiially «-arrl*al their point or ap­
proximated It. •

The cnnimon view Is that the open­
ing of the canal will cheapen the trip 
from Europe to the islands so much 
that there will lie a flood of imigration. 
with cnrr«>spondlng advantages to the 
employers. On the Pacific «-oast the 
unions have been taking steps to mee« 
such an expected situation, but here, 
owing to the class of workers and the 
completeness of the landload's domin 
atlnn, unionisnt has never secured 
much foothold. Hawaiian agenta al 
ready are in Europe, not contracting 
for workers, but pointing out to the 
men the advantageous conditions they 
will find in the territory pnd the small 
coet of the voyage as soon as the csnal 
is open.
