AT PETERSBURG TOMORROW

Much Interest Shown in  Movable
Schools—Miss Carter Talks

to the Ladies. .

Much interest has been shown to-
day in the movable school under the
direction of the Extension Depart-
ment of the Federal Government and

the Texas A. & M. College. This
morning professor W. B. Lanham

gave a demonstration in orchard

management.

Wm. Ganzer, district agent, spoke
on demonstration work this afternoon.
His lecture was listened to with much
intereggt.

He recommends that more peanuts
be planted in this section. This crep,
he asserts, has been shown to be
equal to alfalfa as hay for catlte. It
is excellent for hogs, in that it puts
on flesh and the hogs harvest it
themselves. It does not deplete soils.

Wants Marketing Association.

Mr. Ganzer statea that at a time in
the near future he hopes to be able
to organize in this section a market-
ing association which will be of much
benefit to the farmers. His exper-
ience in other sections is the basisg for
this belief.

He discourages burning of stalks
or any vegetable matter, for when
this material is burned nitrogen and
humus, of value to growing crops as
plant food, are destroyed.

Urges Planting of Cowpeas,

He states that marvelous yields
have been made with kaffir is planted
in rows seven feet apart and some
thirty days later cow peas are plant-
ed between the rows. The yield of
grain per acre has been shown to be
as great when this method is followed
as when closer together., The cow
péas form a valuable crop, for this
plant is a legume and gathers free
nitrogen from the air and puts humus
in the soil, thus building up the soil.
Our virgin sol, he states, is rich, but
if conservation is not practiced, it,
too, will become impoverished as has
#0il in other sections. The best time
to begin to conserve and improve the
soil is now.

Ordinary soil will hold but sixty or
seventy pounds of moisture to the
hundred pounds of soil. Humus will
hold 190 pounds of moisture to the
hundred pounds. Thus the value of
humus as a moisture retainer is evi-
dent.

Immediately following Mr. Ganzer
Miss Bernice Carter, state agent for
home demonstration work, gave a lec-
ture on jelly making. Many ladies of
Plainview and the country adjacent
were present.

Prof. C. O. Moser lectured on dairy-
ing, making observations on cows
from the Goodwin Dairy.

Propose Auto Registration.

He said opera-
tions farther south were impossible
unless he obtained authority for the
establishment of a new border base
and free use of the railroads or mate-
rial strengthening of the forces in
Mexico.

Yilla Not Dead!

An unconfirmed report reached here
today that Villa had been killed and
his body was being brought in to
Chihuahua.

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HILLSBORO MAN HAS FOUND
SHEEP RAISING PROFITABLE.

Has Only One Hundred Acres In Farm;
Gets Two Shearings and Crop of
Lambs in Ten Months,

Many Texas farmers have found a
small flock of sheep to be a valuable
side-line. A few sheep of the mutton
type should be the rule instead of an
exception on every farm, advises the
Texas Industrial Congress.

Much of the profit in livestock in
general farming arises from the use by
animals of the stubble, corn stalks,
low grades of hay, other rough stuff
and weeds, gathered by them for feed
mostly on their own time. More per-
haps than any other farm animal,
sheep are of great service in this way.
On many farms they are worth keeping
as weed destroyers alone, even if they
were not in demand as a meat supply.

With mutton always commanding a
good price, and capable of being pro-
duced at very little cost, the failure to
have a few sheep is an instance of
overlooking profits that may be easily
realized. The sheep makes a pound
of gain in live weight on less feed than
a steer, and eats almost every kind of

vegetation. It is the plant scavenger
of the farm, and because of this fact,
and also because it greatly increases
the fertility of the pastures upon which
it grazes so cheaply, it has been called
“the Golden Hoof."

Kept as a side-line, sheep will re-
quire almost no care or expense dur-
ing most of the year, and during the
winter their main requirement, aside

FROM THE AIR IN SWEDEN.

Carbide is made by fusing limestone
and coal in the intense heat of an
electric furnace. The operation can
only be performed where electricity
is very cheap. When carbide is heated
in an atmosphere of nitrogen it ab-
sorbs the nitrogen .forming a com-
pound known as nitrolim. This is the
new fertilizing product which Norway
is now producing on a wholesale scale.
The power for the gigantic Odda
plant is furnished by the near-by
waterfalls. The lime and coal are
fused together in a series of furnaces,
each employing 3,000 horsepower. All
the pyrotechnics of a steel furnace are
eclipsed when one of the great Odda
crucibles is tapped, for the molten car-
bide pours forth with a glare that no
man dares face with unprotected eyes.
Meanwhile the production of the
nitrogen is being pursued in another
department. Air for the purpose is
drawn in great inlet pipes from the
mountain tops. This was found neces-
sary because the air in the valley
around the great works was found to
contain traces of acetylene gas from
the carbide Acetylene gas under
pressure is dangerously explosive, and
even a trace of it in the liguefaction
plant would be likely to cause the de-
struction of the entire plant.

The nitrogen from the liquefaction
plant is turned into cylinders filled
with powdered carbide, which are
heated from the center by the passage
of an electric current through a piece
of carbon, and as the temperature
rises the carbide absorbs the nitrogen
and glows with the heat of chemical

We have had several lessons upon
clothing, its care and the methods of
testing the qualities or the materials
purchased to see that we get what we
are buying. I would love to have sev-
eral more lessons upon this subject,
but 1 suspect it is time we get busy
with our canning lessons and begin to
prepare to take care of the early sur-
plus of green grapes that will soon be
ready for preserves and jelly making.
1 almost envy the girls who live where
the green grapes grow wild, for I think
they make such lovely jelly and pre-

serves. | am going to talk all along
this year about not only canning
enough for your home consumption,

but to try to can for your market. If
the club girls can put their surplus
canned or preserved products on the
market we will find a market for it
Only we want to learn to do well every-
thing we can and not expect to sell
anything that is not as good as our
grocer carries of outside products.
We want to excel the outside producer,
and we can if we use good judgment
and attention in our work I know
three girls who are going to furnish
the lightbread for their three neighbors

country or small town, where you have
an abundance of certain fruits in sea-
son, where, counting fuel and labor,
you can conserve your surplus at a
great profit to your home. It becomes
such an easy matter when we have
learned the principles of canning to
save every little bit of the garden vege-
tables for future use. How nice it is
to select from your pantry shelves a
jar of something for the daily menu,
You will learn to keep your jars filled
up too. As soon as you find you are
accumulating empty Jjars, find some-
thing else to can. We want to think
of the cost of our work at every step,
and always proceed along economical
lines. We do not want to go into the
market for products that we ought to
have at home. In some secions I know
the club girls have trouble getting
fruits to can, and sometimes vegeta-
bles.

Right here 1 want to say that we are
going to assist girls who are out of the
fruit belts to secure in the cheapest
manner possible fruits from the sur-
plus yields of other club girls.

Begin now to save all of your orange
peels. I will tell you in my next lesson

this summer. It will cost a little more
for home-made bread, but these ladies
are glad to get it and they are glad
to encourage the girls to earn this lit-|
tle bit of money for themselves.

A word about cooked foods. More
and more cooked foods, canned or
otherwise, is taking its place in the|
market. When canned goods were
first manufactured on a large scale
they comprised fruits, vegetables,
meats and fish, but we are now accus-
tomed to a miscellaneous variety, in-
cluding soups and soup stocks, baked
beans, puddings, and pudding souces,
spaghetti, hashed meat and shell fish.
Bakery products have a larger sale’
than ever before, an dare found in
every small town, and are even carried
into the country in a bakery wagon.

In our large cities we find the “deli-
catessen shop,” where we can buy
small portions of cooked meats, vege-
tables, desserts and bread. In fact, an
entire meal can be bought at the deli-
catessen shop in the city. This is the
thought that I want the club girl to en-
tertain when we consider the buying
of cooked foods and condemn the prac-
tice. 1-1'®

In the city the cost of fuel is high,
and it takes a great deal of fuel to pre-
pare and cook properly the foods that
require a long and slow process of
cooking. While the foods are not as
good as the home tooked, it is often
cheaper for the city person to buy
from the delicatessen. Again, the first
cost of fruit is usually high in the city,
and this, with the cost of fuel and
sugar and lack of storage space after
the products are ready, make it seem
more practicable for many of the city
people to buy canned or cooked goods.
The fireless cooker has helped out the
situation a great deal, but not for all

purposes.
