PRESIDENT WILSON ADDRESSES
CONGRESS, TELLING HIS
INTENTIONS,

GERMANY MUST GIVE UP SUBS

\fter Germany Has Agreed to Give Up
Sub War on Commerece,
U, S. Will Talk.

WASHINGTON, April 19— President
Wilson's final warning
to Germany that the United States will
break relations unless
she abandons her present methods of
submarine warfare and immediately de~
clares her intention to do so, was de-
livered today in a note to Berlin, and
was announced by the President in an
address (o a joint session of Congress.
The President demands nothing less
than the abandonment of submarine
warfare against commerce,

Both the President’s address and the
American note declare in unequivoeal
terms that only by Germany acceding
to the demand can the breaking off of
diplomatic relations altogether be pres
vented,

The President considers that the
next step depends solely upon Gere
many and that three or four days con~
stitute a reasonable time for reply, He
is willing to discuss how submarine
warfare may be conducted within the
limits of internationdl law and humane
ity after Germany abandons her pres-
ent methods.

Diplomatic history records b'ut one
instance as yet where a breaking of
relations  between two first-class
powers has not eventually hrought
that which now exists between
Germany and Italy,

Congress received the President's
declaration of his course with mixed
evidences of concern and apprebation,
Most of the leaders, Democrat and Re=
publican, thought the President could
hardly do less, and some expressed the
opinion that his action would not lead
to war Republican Mann,
all the opposition leaders,
openly attacked the President for his
stand. He characterized it as a polis
tical play,

No Room for Misunderstanding,

President Wilson's words leave no
opportunity for double meaning. In
his address to Congress he said:

“I have deemed it my duty to say to
the Imperial German Government thet
If it ls still its purpose to prosecute
relentless and indiscriminate warfare
* * * the Government of the United
States is at last forced to the coneclas

IN AMERICAN RACES. '

PARIS, March 11-—America wnll;
probably see some Kuropean talent in|
its big track races this year. It is ul-|
most certain that Rene Thomas, winner
of the 1914 race at Indianapolis, will
croas the Atlantic to take the wheel of
one of the Peugeot cars bought by the
Indianapolis Speedway Co. last year.
Thomas, who 18 free from all military
obligations, contemplates sailing at
the end of March.

Around the Brooklands track it is
an open secret that the Sunbeam Ce.
has built two six-cylinder, 300-cubic-
inch racing cars specially designed for
American track conditions. The mili-
tary authorities of England have given
permission for one of these cars to be
exported, and arrangements are well
in hand for Joseph Christiaens to han-
dle it in some of the leading American
races., The new Sunbeam is a four-
valve motor in which has been incor-
porated all the experience gained dur-
ing recent months in the building of
aviation engines. In trial work the
car has shown a speed of 120 miles an
hour, The acceleration is remarkably
rapid, it being possible to get the motor
to its efficiency speed of 3,000 revolu-
tions a minute on one of the straight-
aways of Brooklands, standing start.
Joseph Christiaens, who has been se-
lected as driver of this car, is the Bel-
gian who drove the six-cylinder Ex-
celsior into sixth place at Indianapolis
2 vears ago.

Fiat is showing interest in racing,
and although no decision has yet been
arrived at regarding an American cam-
paign, two cars are in preparation at

the Turin factory. These are the 1914 *

Grand Prix models with the engines re-
designea with four valves, and in-
creased bore, so as to bring the cubical
capacity to the maximum of 300
inches, The engines have undergone
thorough bench tests and are declared
to be quite satisfactory.

A few months ago Texas was chagrined by the report of one
Mr. Walsh, who stated that Texas farm conditions were alarming,
that Texas was in the throes of illiteracy : that lvnmntr,\'._th«j curse of
the South, showed its henighted influence on the economic life of the
Lone Star State. Texas was not only chagrined, but indignant. She
gharged the report was made by one incompetent to judge, for the
season that he had not first-hand knowledge of conditions and that

was making type of the tenant largely imaginary. and for the
further reason that in the elass of illiterate tenants he had included
more of our population than could justly be included. Tis report
lacked foundation.

Texas is interested in education. She has a tenantry problem
and is beginning to realize it. She is setting herself to work in the
best possible way to alleviate the iils attendant; namely, the educa-
tion of her people. And the trend of her efforts is toward rural
edueation, thus striking at the evil of illiterate tenantry.

Her compulsory school law will make it imperative on every
parent to give his boy, or girl some school advantages. True educa-
tion at its hest is that which is voluntarily sought. but conditions
of society in general/justify the compelling -of those uninclined to
edurate, for the sake of society at large.

The Extension Departments of her University and her A, and M:
College are also doing a great work, despite the fact that there is
needless duplication and noticeable confliet in work done by these
two. .

Her appropriation for rural schools is one of the most noteworthy
steps she has taken in giving the masses better edueational advantages.

There’s room for improvement in the Texas schoo! system. There
is injustice in the appropriation of her funds, many counties of small

“THIN PEACHES BEFORE SEED
BECOMES HARD,” SAYS LANHAM,

Expert of Movable School Tells How
to Increase Quality and Yield
of Fruit Trees.

‘Oue of the reasons fruit trees fail
to bear regularly,” says W. B .Lanham,
Horticulturist of the Extension Serv-
ice of A, and M. College, and who has
been lécturing in the movable school
in Hale County, “Is because they are
allowed to over bear. All the food and
vitality of the trees are used up in
trying to mature a very large crop
of fruit. The result is, the fruit buds
for the next year are not well nour-
ished and are easily killed by any un-
favorable conditions.

When a tree has set more fruit than
it should bear, a portion should be
taken off. If it is properly thinned,
not only will there be as many bush-
els of fruit as if it were all left, but
the peaches will be large, more high-
ly colored and consequently bring
more dollars.

“Peaches should be thinned as soon
as danger of frost is over. Be sure
and thin before the seed becomes hard.
It is the formation of seed and not the
flesh of the peach (which is nearly all
water) that -takes the vitality of the
tree. lLeave the little peaches six to
eight inches apart on the limbs and, of
coyrse, leave the most perfect speci-
mens. This is a good opportunity
to harvest the culls.

“Apples bear their fruit in clusters
on short, dwarfed branches called
‘fruit spurs.” The apples should be
thinned to one fruit on a spur, leaving,
of ceourse, the most perfect specimen.
Fruit is set on the spurs every other
vear, so all the apples should be re-
moved from a portion of the spurs, so
that they may ripen up fruit buds for
next year. As in the case with peaches,
the fruit should be left about six to
eight inches apart. This thinning is
usually done just after what is known
as ‘the June drops.”

Expectation of life, at birth, in a sta-
tionary population—that is, one in
which the births and deaths were equal
and were the same from year to year,
and in which there was no immigra-
tion or emigration—would be the same
as average at death, which is calculated
by totalizing the ages of all deceased
persons and dividing the result by the
number of deceased persons.

Women Llve Longer Than Men,

According to these tables, the aver-
age expectation of life, at birth, for
males is 49.9 years; for females, 53.2
yvears; for white males, 50.2 years; for

white females, 53.6 years; for native
white males, 50.6 yearsg; for native
white females, 54.2 years; for Negro

males, 34.1 years; and for Negro fe-
males, 37.7 years. Females are thus
longer lived than males to the extent
of more than 3 years, and in the case of
the native white and Negroes, more
than 3% years.

The expectation of life at the age of
1 is considerably greater than at birth,
being 56.8 for native white males and
59.5 for mative white females, and
reaches its maximum at the age of 2,
when it ie 57.5 for the former class and
60.1 for the latter.

The
median age at death for all white
males in the assumed stationary popu-
lation would be 60; that is to say, of a
given number of such males boin alive,
half would die before reaching 60 and
the other half ot 60 and beyond. A na-
tive white male child at birth, then,
has one chance in two of reaching this'
age. At the end of his first year, how-
ever, he has a trifle better than an
even chance of reaching 64; and at 42
he has one chance in two of attaining
three score and ten. Similarly, a na-
tive white female child at birth has an
even chince of living a few months
past the age of 64; at the age of 1 she
has one chance in two of living until
she is nearly 68 years old; and at 22
her chance of reaching 70 is an even
one. Thus a native white man at 42
and a native white woman at 22 have
about the same chance of celebrating
their seventieth birthdays.

The relative healthfulnese of city and
country is strikingly shown by the ta-
bles, accordiug to which the death rate
among white males under 1 year of
age In citles having 8,000 inhabitants
and over in 1909, and in cities of 10,000
and over In 1910 and 1911, is 13,380 per
100,900 born alive, whereas in smaller
places the corresponding rate is only
10,226 per 100,000, or 23 per cent less
than the rate for cities, A similar dif-
ference prevails with respect to white
females under 1 year of age, for whom
the death rate in cities is 11,123 per
100,000 born alive, while in rural lo-
calities it is only 8,497 per 100,000, or
24 per cent less than the urban rate.
For white males the expectation of
life, at birth, in rural localities is 7.7
years greater than in cities; at the age
of 10, 6.4 years greater; and until the
age of 39 is reached there is a margin
of more than five years in favor of the
country. Thereafter the difference be-
comes gradually less, but is always
in favor of the country until the age of
88 is reached, at and after which the
cities show a slightly greater longevity
than the rural localities.
