When the first Thanksgiving Day was set apart, by the Plymouth 

colonists, it marked the end of the first harvest, in 1621. Thereafter 
the custom was frequently observed, though not always yearly.

About 1680 the day was established as a yearly custom by the 
Massachusetts Bay Colony. IIow it came to be a national even and 
how it happened that it is always the last Thurwlay in November ia 
told in the Encyclopedia Britannica.

“ During the W'ar of Independenee,’’ says the Britannica, “ the 
Continental Congress appointed one or more thanksgiving days eaeh 
year, except in 1777, each time rticommending to the executives of 
the various States the observance of these days.”

Washington appointed Thursday, November 26, 1789, but it was 
Iiincoln who established the precedent which is now followed. 
Lincoln appointed the last Thursday of November, 1864, and since 
that time each President has annually followed his example.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 21—President Wilson formally, by 
proclamation, has designated Thursday, November 30, as Thanks­
giving Day.

The President’s proclamation follows:
“ It has long been the custom of our people to turn in the fruitful 

autumn of the year in praise and thanksgiving to Almighty God for 
His many blessings and mercies to us and to the Nation.

“ The year that has elapsed since we last observed our day of 
thanksgiving has been rich in blessings to \u as a people, but the whole 
face of the earth has been darkened by war. In the midst of our peace 
and happiness our thoughts dwell with painful disquiet upon the 
struggles and sufferings of the nations at war and of tlie people upon 
whom war has brought disaster without choice or possibility of escape 
on their part. We can not think of our own happiness without 
thinking of their pitiful distress.

“ Now, therefore, I, Woodrow Wilson. President of the United 
States of America, do appoint Thursday, the thirtieth of November, 
as a day of national thanksgiving and prayer, and urge and advise the 
people to resort to their several placca of worship on that day, to 
render thanks to Almighty God for the blessings of peace and 
unbroken prosperity which He has bestowed upon our beloved country 
in such unstinted measure.

“ And I also urge and suggest our duty, in this our day of peace 
and abundance, to think in deep sym pathy of the stricken peoples of 
the world upon whom the curse and te rro r of w ar has so pitilessly 
fallen and to contribute out of our abundant means to the relief 
of their Bufferings.

“ Our people could in no better way show their real attitade 
towards the present straggle of the nations than by contributing out 
of their abundance to the relief of the suffering which war has brought 
in its train. ;

“ In Witness .Whereof, 1 havo hcrodWt^ set my hand ana'caused 
the seal of the United States to be affixed,

“ Done'at the Oity of Washington, this 17th day of November, 
in the year of our r.»<)rd. 1916. and of the independence of the United 
States the 141st. WOODROW WILSON.

The slxe and xeal of the representa­
tives of the Southwest in Amarillo 
Tuesday attending the hearing of the 
Farm-Loan Board was a surprise to 
members of the board, and they ex­
pressed unusual Interest In the spirit 
of the people of this section, aocording 
to clUtens from Plainview who at­
tended. The board baa not met with 
such a reception at any other city.

The workings of the act were ex­
plained by the commission In minute 
detail, so far as the act has been inter- 
prsted. Witnesses were then ques­
tioned as to the character of the land, 
its productivity, vslue, possible demand 
for money In this territory and the 
feasibility of Amarillo as a location 
tor one of the nsw |750,000 banks. 
They inquired closely into the present 
status of farm-loan conditions, as to 
the amount of loans, time of loans, 
rates of interest, agent’s commission, 
and also as to forsclosurs. R. A. Un­
derwood, cashier of the Citliens Na­
tional Bank of Plainview, was ques­
tioned in this regard, and stated that 
during the seven years be bad been 
making loans In the 8outh Plains terri­
tory he bad not found It necessary to 
foreclo^a on a single borrower.

H. M. Bslner, of the Santa Fe, testi­
fied as to the farming conditions and 
volume of produce shipped out of the 
couutry, as well as the number of fam­
ilies who have moved on farms, esti­
mating that 8,000 families have come 
Into the Southwest territory over ths 
Santa Fe within pM pest eight months.

It Fas madft otoac 6». these-»eseeit 
that Intent t^lShs set is te aid man 
who are actusIlT farmers. It Is not 
required that the person who recslves 
a loan from the bank must actually 
live on the farm, but he must be a 
farmer, depending on ths income from 
hiu farm tor a livelihood. He can 
live In the towns and cities tor educa­
tional advantages, etc., but must not 
engage In other business and make 
farming merely a side line. The com­
mission was non-committal on the 
Texas homestead law. but left the Im­
pression that changes ware needed— 
either the abolition or modification of 
the present law. As to whether loans 
could be secured for range stockmen 
Is not clear In the minds of members 
of the commission, but this point will 
soon be settled

The location of the various banks 
will be announced shortly after the 
return of the commission to Wsshing- 
ton.

SPEEDWAY RACES.

Practically all American apeedwaya 
were repreaented at a Joint meeting of 
the contest board of the American 
Automobile Aaaociation held in New 
York recently, when changée in the 
racing rules for 1917 were discussed 
and other necessary changes for 1917 
racing recommended.

All speedways were agreed that the 
contest board should not sanction Sun­
day racing on speedways. Indianapo­
lis, represented by J. N. Allison, was 
particularly strong on this ruling, due 
to the postponed race on the Chicago 
spedeway being held on a Sunday, 
which caused the withdrawal of the In­
dianapolis team. David B. Reid, repre­
senting the Chicago speedway, voted 
tor the new rule.

It wae decided that eight 1917 cham­
pionship events be held, one on each 
•peedway. These championships are 
to be at a minimum of 100 milé», but 
may be at 250, 300, 360 or 500, accord­
ing to the desires of the different 
•peedways. It was voted to have a 
minimum cash prise at the rate of $100 
per mile of race. This would make 
Rm prise for a 100-mile race $10,000; 
for a 3S0-miIe race. $25,000, and for a 
«it H e raw, fM.Me.

May 30, Indianapolis.

GEAR BOXES.

Speaking of gear-box lubrication, 
the Auto says:

"The majority of modern cars have 
their gear box designed to retain oil as 
a lubricant, which foi' this purpose is 
preferable to grease. In regard to

quantity, some experiments conducted 
at the National Physical laboratory 
showed that this had a considerable 
effect on the efficiency. Running on 
top gear, a certain car gave the follow­
ing results: With the gear box full of 
oil 74 per cent of the power delivered 
to the gear box was transmitted to the 
propeller shaft; 90 per cent when 
three-quarters full; 94 per cent when 
one-half full, and 97.6 per cent when 
one-quarter full.”

Of course, if the supply of lubric^t 
is kept as low as indicated here it 
would be necessary to make renewals 
frequently and cystematically.

WORD 18 HAOXNEYED, THE SPIRIT POWERFUL.
' Hackneyed by much naage, the term “ co-operation” is almost 

•Mningleas in any definite senae to most of us. We hear on all aides 
Mm statement, “ We muat co-operate.” By reaaon of certain associated 
^Utical plans, the term is contemptible to many persons. But the 
IMDsral usage of the term presupposes virtue in the plan.

At the risk of uttering a meaningless, general phrase, we state that 
Mm citizens of Plainvlew need more than anything else a spirit of 
giMiperstion. And we’ll clear the statement of any insignificant 
■Mftning by specific instance.

We conjure up an open secret—-open in the tk'use that anyone who 
lus been in Plainview three months knows it and secret in the sense 
that there baa not yet appeared in Plainview anyone who publicly has 
«ailed attention to the known existing conditions. With no intention 
of arousing feeling or sentiment that might antagonize any interest in 
Plainview, we venture to assert that there is a strained relation 
batwéen the banka of Plainview, between some of the large mercantile 
Anns and between individuals of means, which operates to their 
■ratnal disadvantage.

Demonstrating, we will assume that with the growth of Plainview 
arary property owner, every clerk, every business man, every Ikborer 
if benefited «*ither directly or indirectiy. The same ia true of the 
fRlTOunding country. We submit that if this were not so Lamb 
Coonty, Gaines County, or some unorganized county in the remote 
vaatem part of the State, with nothing but large ranches, would be 
aa good a place from a business or residential viewpoint as is Hale 
County or the South Plains district. Plainview, Hale C’ounty and this 
4 iatnct caun«>t develop as it should without the interested pjrmins and 
aarporations eo-operating for the common good. We knew men in leas 
groaperous sections of Texas who would not last long in business 
fMpIoying the principles some business men in Plainview use. The 
Month Plains district may develop to a remarkable extent despite the 
atneoneem and lack of co-operation of many of its firms; but it cannot 
roach the commercial and agricultural zenith it may reach by united 
offert.

To b- i-xplicit, we submit that there are propositions now up 
bofore the people of Plainview and tributary territory which demand 
MMir earnest eonsideration.

WASHINGTON, D. C.. Nov. 19.—Thi 
grmp« iMf-folder, a small “worm"' whlcl 
tolda portions of Biapevines over It. 
faading within this ahelter, can bs con­
trolled aatlsfactorllr, aay entomologists 
of the U. B. Department of Agiicultnre. 
The pest la the larva of a brown mutU. 
Spraying regularly with arsenical solu- 

|v. tions, crushing the larvae by band in 
the folded leaves during the growing 
aeaaon, and burning all dead leaves and 
traah under the vines in the fall, are 
the control measures recommended in 
a recent publication, Department Bul­
letin No. 419, by J. P. Strauss.

A satisfactory nrsenical for use in 
combating the leaf-folder is arsenate of 
lead. This may well be applied in a 
fungicide such as Bordeaux mixture, a 
single application then serving as a 
treatment for disease and other insect 
pests. The first application should 
be made shortly after the blossoms fall 
In the spring. This should dispose of 
the first brood of grape leaf-folders 
effectually, but, if the pest appears 
later, the application should be re­
peated. It Is advisable to bum the dead 
leaves !c autumn, because the insect 
winters over In its pupal stage In the 
ground litter. Several parasitic ene­
mies of the insect have been discov­
ered. They are particularly valuable 
In destroying the pupae.

The grape leaf-folder Is distributed 
throughout the United States, but is 
most troublesome in the Central and 

' Middle AtlanUe States. It atUcks 
both wild and cultivated grapes and a 
few other plants, including the Vir­
ginia creeper. It is Injurious to the 
fruit of the grapevines attacked, since 
It destroys the foliage at a time when 
this la most needed to ripen the fruit 
properly.. Often as much as four- 
fifths of the foliage is destroyed.

The moth, of which the grape leaf- 
folder Is tbs larva, has dark brown, 
opalescent wings, bordered with white. 
The body is black, crossed by two 
white bands In the female and one In 
the male. The egg is very minute. 
The fully grown larvae Is about an 
tncb long, yellow-green on the sides 
and somewhat darker above, with 
scattered, fine, yellow hairs on each 
segment

The larva begins folding the leaf 
when about two weeks old. This is 
dene by spinning fine silken threads 
across a portion of the leaf near the 
edge, each strand being shorter than 
that preceding. This procedure grad­
ually draws the leaf over. The folded 
portion of the leaf is then made fast 
to the leaf proper by shorter strands 
of silk. Within this shelter the larva 
feeds, skeletonising the portions of the 
leaf within reach.

A SÜIT OF CLOTHES.

lli^ R IM T S  BUSY WITH
THE PRICE OF FLIVVERS.

That irresistible humorist who seems 
to be devoting his life's work to orig­
inating and circulating grotesque 
stories as to the promiscuous sales of 
Ford cars, is very evidently starting in 
light heartedly on bis winter crop. 
This is very strikingly demonstrated 
by the truck loads of mall received 
these early-autumn days by the Ford 
Motor Company. Letters by the hun­
dreds and thousands are coming from 
all parts of the world, asking for con­
firmation of these ridiculous stories.

Some of the preposterous rumors 
circulated are these: That Mr. Ford
is to sell Ford cars for |100 each on 
bis birthday; that Mr. Ford is to sell 
Ford cars for $100 each on his son’s 
wedding day; that Mr. Ford is to sell 
Ford cars for $101 at a certain hour all 
over the country; that Mr. Ford la to 
sell Ford cars for $100 each provided 
1,000,000 individuals send in their 
names with $1 endloeed; that Mr. Ford 
is giving away a Ford car to anybody 
who sends in four dimes, the mint let­
ters of which spell F-O-R-D; that Mr. 
Ford Is to sell Ford cars for $100 each 
on the day that ‘‘Virginia goes dry.” 

Needless to say, there is no founda­
tion In fact to such stories or any other 
reports of reductions in the Ford 
prices announced by the Ford Motor 
Company on August 1, 1916. At that 
time the company published the state­
ment that no reduction would be made 
in the new prices before August 1, 
1917, although no assunmee could be 
given against an advance at any time.

While amusing on their face, these 
stories are by no means humorous to 
the army of clerks and stenographers 
whose dally grind it is to deny that 
Ford oars will be sold anytime at less 
than advertised list prices. And even 
assurances from the factory that cars 
can be purchased from Ford agents in 
the inquirer's community Just aa 
cheaply as at the factory or anywhere 
else do not fully oonvinoe oorrespond- 
ents that they have not found a way to 
possess a new Ford car by some lucky 
chance or at some wonderful reduction 
from regular prices.

WASHINGTON. D. C., No t . 23.—Kn- 
tomologlBU of the U. B. Department of 
Agriculture have demonstrated that 
all species of lice which infebt poul­
try may be quickly destroyed by the 
application of a very small qtiantity of 
sodium fluorld, according to the an­
nual report of the Chief of the Bureau 
of Entomology Just Issued. Kntlre 
flocks of poultry were cleared of the 
parasites in this way, and were found 
to remain free when ordinary precau­
tions were taken against reinfestation 
by contact with infested fowls.

In connection with this work the 
entomologists of the Department made 
the first complete studies of the 
chicken mite, and determined that it 
depends exclusively upon the fowl tor 
its food and will not develop In any 
stage upon filth or other substances.

Many of theta farm­
e n  will never grow thit crop, for the 
r̂ LSDn that exiating conditions render 
in  growth lmpoaa<ble, or, at least, un­
profitable Urantlng thit, there are 
Still thoutanda of farmt In the State 
that need only the introduction and 
proper care of alfalfa to Insure a lOV 
per cent Increaae In their net retuma.

There are certain arega of variable 
stae In Texas recognised ae alfalfa- 
growing regions. The most Important 
of these are Northwestern Texas (utu- 
ally without Irrigation); the Irrigated 
portion of Western and 8outhwettem 
Texaa; the river valleys and tome of 
the uplands in North and Central 
Taxas; and the river valleys In Kast 
Tfxaa. In addition, many localities 
^MMs of these areas will grow al­
falfa successfully. In West and North­
west Texas, the most Important fac­
tor limiting the production In roolt-( 

In Central Texas and North 
xaa. moisture and root-rot are the 

chief limiting factors, while in the 
valleys of BUst Texas drainage It the 
mast prevalent hindranes. Practical­
ly all of theae tolls contain sufficient 
lime and fertility to grow alfalfa tuc- 
rwssfully

MoMtiire hsL uaduubtediv had more 
■nniienes on alfalfa production In 
Texas than any other one factor. 
Where Irrigation Is not poselble, til« 
Lage ni.thods must be relied on almost 
wholly tu insure an adequate supply 
of water. This Is especially true of 
Northwest Texas, and applies with 
T^re or leaa force to all the alfalfa­
growing regions of the State.

Gb ’Iv plowing le unquestionably tha 
moat Important factor In the prepara­
tion of a ' îiltublr seed bed for alfalfa. 
This la true for two reaeoiia: FIrat.
It enublea the soil to store up the 
rainfall, second. It gives aufficlent 
time for the seed bed to become more 
or leas firm before the teed la planted 
—a condition neceaeary for success 
with almost any crop. Elarly plowing 
itenilfl be deep, and should be fol­
lowed by the harrow to even the soil, 
produce a mulch and prg^ent the 
plowed portion of the soil f 4 l l  losing 
all of Its moleture.

Alfalfa may be seeded In either fall 
or spring, but when eufftclent moisture 
out be obtained, fall seeding la prefer­
able.

Is necessary. The seed la drilled with 
an ordinary grain drill adjusted for 
alfalfa need, wheras In broadcasting 
seed the wheelbarrow seeder le usual­
ly perferrsd When the former meth­
od Is used, from 12 to 15 pounds of 
seed per acre are required, and hot 
lees than 15 pounds of seed per acre 
when the latter method le uaed.

There la no absolute remedy for 
root-rot. Preventative practices should 
be employed. The most important 
practice In controlling this disease Is 
that of crop rotation, by which eus- 
ceptlble plants eurh as cotton, cow- 
peas and alfalfa are kept off the soil 
for three or four years, until the germ 
has become more or less starved. This 
does not Insure frcedonvfrom the dis- 
esae, but has been found to be very 
helpful. 7>eep fall plowing and the 
incorporation of organic matter to bet­
ter aerate the soil have also been 
found beneficial.

Soli on which alfalfa, bur clover or 
sweet dover have never grown will. In 
most cases, have to be Icaculated be 
fore alfalfa will grow successfully, 
under such condltlona, farmers abould 
not court failure by attempting to 
grow alfalfa without Inoculation.

The most common method of Inocu- 
luting soil for alafifa la by raeana of 
tranaferring soli from a field that la 
growing alfalfa successfully to the 
field that la to he planted In alfalfa. 
Thin toil should be broadcasted uni­
formly over the field at the rate of 
25ft pounds per .xcra, and Immediately 
harrowed Into the soil, at drying has 
a tendency to kill the germs. Precau­
tion should he taken to prevent the 
Boil from drying out before It Is ap­
plied.

Any soil, to produce alfalfa auccess- 
fully, roust contain an abundai\ce of 
lime, as the germs that grow on thg 
roots of alfalfa and thus enables the

moisture and at t^e same time kill out 
injurious weeds and grasses.

5. Barnyard manure Is very benefi­
cial and often essential.

7. Only viable seed must be sown.
The value of alfalfa to an individual 

farmer will depend, to a considerable 
extent, on the manner in which be 
utilixes the crop. In the drier sec­
tions of Northwest Texas, especially 
throughout the high plan region, al- 
fr Ifa is most profitably used aa^a pas­
ture crop. In the Staked Plains re-

gion, it can be used for either seed or 
pasture, while in the “red beds” it 
may be profitably used for pasture, 
seed or bay.

The following may be considered as 
average yields of a few crops In com- 
ivarison with alfalfa:

Alfalfa hay, 6,(MK) pounds; cow pea 
hay, 3,000 pounds; prairie hay, 3,000 
pounds.

Oats, entire crop, 3,000 i>ounds; corn, 
entire crop, 2,600 pounds.

It Is very difficult to arrive at a

correct average yield for alfalfa and 
cowpeas in Texas, especially in recent 
years. However. It is believed that 
three tons of aluflfa hay per acre is, 
if anything, below the average for the 
State, although the yields In the dry, 
unirrigated sections will average less 
than three tens. One and a half tons 
of cowpea hay per acre Is, K anything, 
a little high for the State, although 
easily produced. The average yields 
of prairie bay, oats and corn are based 
on the 10-year average for the State.

But It must be borne In mind that 
the average acre of alfalfa produces 
more than twice as much digestible 
protein, more carbohydrates and near­
ly a third more fat than cowpeas. 
Seven times as much digestible protela 
is produced on an acre of alfalfa as an 
acre of prairie hay, oats or coin.

Ultimatum sent to King Peter, of 
Serbia, July 28. 1914, demanding the

THK MYSTEKIEH OF DEW.

The "gentle dew” has often pro­
vided a ready subject for the poet's 
pen, and It is almost invariably spoken 
of as something that is soft and light 
and elusive. * • • But though on
a single biad of grass the dew may ap­
pear almost fairy-iike and infinitesi­
mal. .vet the amount of moisture 
which is deposited in this way all over 
the United Kingdom in the course of a 
year is amazing.

It is a curious fact, says a writer 
in My .Magazine, I>ondon, that while 
the formation of dew is one of the 
most familiar of natural phenomena, 
K was not until about a hundred years 
ago that men began to study It sys­
tematically. The atmosphere always 
bold a certain amount of moisture, 
and the quantity depends upon the 
temperature of the air. The cooler it 
is, the less moisture it will retain. 
The result is that when, after sunset, 
the grass and other objects on the 
surface of the earth have given off the 
heat absorbed from the sun during the 
day, the temperature of the air is 
lowered, and the moisture it cannot 
now hold is deposited as dew on the 
blades of grass. As some objects give 
off their heat much more readily than 
others, they receive the dew more co­
piously, and that is why we often find 
a great deal of dew on the grass of 
the lawn, while the gravel path close 
by is comparatively dry.

It has been discovered In recent 
years, however, that all the dew found 
on the grass and other plants is not 
moisture precipitated from the atmos­
phere; some of It is exuded by the 
plants themselves, and a certain 
amount of moisture Is also given off 
by the ground.

The quantity of moisture deposited 
as dew is truly astounding. Dr. W. C.

THE PLAINVIEW EVENINO HERATiD

Wells, who first gave the true ex 
planation of its formation, states that 
the total deposit of dew In the United 
Kingdom in a year is equal to five 
Inches of water over the whole couu- 
try, or about a seventh of the total 
amount of moisture received from the 
atmosphere. In other words, the whole 
of the rainfall of the United King­
dom produces only six times the quan­
tity of water that we receive as dew.

This may not sound very striking, 
but put in another way by Dr. Wells, 
It cannot fall to strike the imagina­
tion powerfully. A year’s dew in the 
ITnited Kingdom amounts to 6,600,000,- 
000,000 gallons, and the weight Is

talnly never worth the price of the 
Adamson Law.
