A schedule of low rates on insuring 
kaffir and muixe heads has been filed 
with the 'fexas Insurance Commission, 
accor'*ing to Clarendon Ions, of Ama­
rillo, special agent (or the A ustin, 
Commouwesith and In ternational fire 
insurance companies of Texas.

H eretofore the same ra te  has been 
applied to rice in stacks on p lantations 
wcd kaffir corn. T iiere was no special 
schedule for maixe and kaffir heads, 
liie insurance couiuiissioner merely 
appLvlng the rice schedule as being the 
moat applicable This ra te  has been 
practically  prohibitive and has handi­
capped buyers of grain who desired to  
borrow money on grain  or with which 
to purchase same The ra te  has been 
equivalent to 5 per cent, applying, of 
course, only on nn th reshea heads 
stored in the  open, <• no« of tha
most feasible hethods of s to ring  grain.

To feed, even the milk cow, with 
profit a t  the present hL,h prices of 
feeding stuffs, tbe most economical r a ­
tion th a t will give the desired rc la tio s 
of protein  to fata and carboliyd—*te8 
(energy values) o u st be carefully 
conaidered. This can be done only by 
a  study of the composition of each 
feed and a  selection of those tb a t will 
properly balance a ration. Accordinx 
to  the  best authorities, the ratio  of 
these n u trien ts  should be in about the 
proportion of 1 to D or 6. Both succu­
lence and im latabillty for tbe indi­
vidual m ust be cousiderud, however, 
os well as feeding value.

In the accompanying table the co m -^
position of some common feeds for 
this section is reported.

The first two, 'N u trllln e ' and Mo-
m ylk," are  mixed feeds sold on the
local m arket. The first is a  m ixture
of a lfalfa, rice bran, molaasM«, cottton- *
seed m eal, corn chop* and sa lt. Tbe 
second is the sam e m ixture w ithout 
corn chops.

Mixed feeds are  likely to contain 
dam aged feeds or some of poor qual­
ity. I t  is cheaper and better for the 
dairym an to mix his own feeds for evi­
dent reasons.

Cotton-seed meal a t $4$ per ton Is 
the cheapest source of protein th a t we 
have. Its  energy values are equal to 
those of alfalfa, and it has three times 
the protein content. This m eans th s tl l^ A lS  PLAINS IS  PRETTIEST

we have no data on the cost of this 
feed, but quotations have been asked 
for, and will be reported la ter.

K afir-corn fodder is an excellent 
ruuglmge, and when It contains much 
of the m atu re  grain, as is the case this 
ysoi', it vOiitaiuo luvre nutrir-nts than 
a re  reported  for kafir stover in the ta ­
ble.

An experienced feeder is giving the 
(ullowlng daily ration to  his 750- 
pou id  cow th a t gives 26 pounds of 
milk i>er day:

shows these feeds

equally digestible, this cow gets a 
nu tritive  ratio of 1 to 3.7. This means 
th a t an excess of protein (ine most ex- 
l>enslve n u trien t) is being fed. Cot­
ton-seed meal and a lfa lfr  furnish  the 
principal source of protein, and In 
th is ration  ttie o ther feeds can be in ­
creased and thecte decreased with 
economy, if the cow requlros 33 
ponnds of dry m atte r per day.

With a nu tritive ratio  as narrow  as 
th is one, the expensive protein is 
utilized by the cow fo; producing ener­
gy values. Bnsilage, an excellent suc­
cu len t feed, and one th a t m aintains the 
iniik flow, would prove a  goud and 
sconom ical substitu te  for a  p a rt of th«̂  
cotioa-seed m eal and alfahV

The cheapest pork 1» alw ays that 
largely produced on pasture. While 
gaana are  made on pauture alone, it 
baa been found tha t such galna are 
to alow, that pigs munt hove a grain 
aupplem ent even on the best of i)as- 
tu re  for rapid gains necessary for 
cheap pork. It has often been shown 
that hogs on pasture with grain sup­
plem ent can be brought to m arket­
able couditloQ within six or eight 

■ m onths, when they will weigh from 
175 to 250 pounds on pasture with 
grain. This is cheaper than iettiiig 
the pigs have the run of pasture 
w ithout grain fur six or eight months, 
then finishing them on grain for about 
three months.

At the Utah station pigs on pasture, 
with full grain  ration, made 32 per 
cent better gains than pigs with the 
sam e ration w ithout pasture. The av­
erage daily gains wore 29 per cent 
g rea te r with pasture than without, am f 

¿ th e  saving In feed was 10 per cent on 
every 100 pounds of pork produced in 
th is  way.

Another ezperloisnt made by the 
C entral Experim ent ‘-'arm, in Canada, 
showed th a t pigs on pasture made 10 
per cen t la rger gains and 11 per cent 
cheaper gains than when fed in pens 
w ithout pasture. ,

All experim ent made by the A rkan­
sas station  several years a£c< is of 
m uch importance. Five pigs fai rowed 
in Msfch were fed 10 months bn a 
succession of green crops harvested 
by themselves. The land was capable 
of producing about 25 bushels of com  
per acre. The green crops piistured 
were red clover, sorghum  and Spanish 
peanuts.

The pigs up till they were six 
m ouths old were given 21 pounds of 
bs'sn and five bushels of shelled corn, 
and bad made an average daily gain 
of 1.3 pounds per head. They were 
taken off pasture and fed 19 bushels 
of corn, to harden them. They were 
then slaugh ttred , the average weight 
being 250 pounvds. The total cost of 
producing a  pound of pora under the 
above m anagem ent was IV4 cenU. 
Each pig in the expcHnaent, in addl- 
tin  to  the pasture, consumed but 6.« 
b'ashels of corn.

l^ n d s , labor and feeds are now 
more exiienslve than when this ex-

perim ent was ' made, but the fact 're ­
mains tha t cheap pork may be pro­
duced in the same way.

At such 
prices as prevail now in the m arkets 
fru its will not be bought very exten 
slvely, so as to  be used dally on the 
farm er’s table.

More attention  often has been given 
to growing fru its for m arket than for 
the liome supply. This means, if there  
is over-production or under-consum p­
tion, which m eans the same thing in 
m arketing, there is waste, for fru its 
are quite perishable. And many have 
no way cf holding even for a  few dai'S.

With such fru its os peaches, should 
there be a delay in getting rerfiger- 
ator cars even for a few hours, the 
aam%ri i* likely to  be great

This illustra tes the im portance of 
canning, preserving, drying, relTlgem- 
tlon. etc. Yet there a re  many small 
home owners and tenan ts with very 
little  fruit or no fru it at all. Such 
people may not know it, but likely 
there is difficulty to m aintain health 
and efficiency for lack of fru its in the 
daily foods.

One of the plans for next year 
should iH? to ’, plant orchards or take 
better care of the trees, vines and boi 
ry plants already out. with a  view of 
more fruits for home use. Such prep­
arations as a re  necessary should be 
made so th a t fru its  will be available 
as long as |M>8slbIe. Many who are  
deprlvfMl of apples and other fru its 
most ijf the w inter may enjoy them 
during the bolidays when pricer are  
not too high Yet It is possible for 
many io grow apples and keep them 
In cellars or In cold storage plants 
a t the towns and cities a t a sm all ex- 

I pease The satisfaction of having 
fru its and the increase in efficlen' y 
bem use of tliem make It worth while.
