There are thirty-four wooden build-
ings, erected with a view to perma-
nency. The Government has found
this type of barracks for camp cheap-
er and more satisfactory than tents,
and is using it in all camps which will
be used at his time and for later
camps.

Each company at lLeon Springs, of
which there are seventeen, has two
barracks buildings, with two mess
halls and a kitehen for each. There is
a shower bath and two latrines for
each company, and a camp hospital,
post office, and store. There are in
process of erection a Y. M. C. A.
Building and a moving-picture thea-
tre. Each company barracks and
mess hall is equipped with an individ-
ual Delco electric lighting system.

Clothes, cots, guns and other equip-
ment have been issued. All menare
on an equal footing, except a few ex-
perienced men who are being used as
corporals and sergeants, assisting in
the drilling.

The day's program is one full of
work, since it g expected that nine
months’ of usual army training will
be crowded into three. The first call
in the morning comes at 5:40. Taps
are sounded at 9:45 at night. Every
hour is occupied with the serious busi-
ness of training except one hour for
rest, at noon. Drill hours are from
£:10 in the morning until noon and
from 1:40 in the afternoon until 5:00,
At night there is a school for the
teaching of military tactics between
the Lours of 7:30 and 9:30.

MEN TO BE CALLED SEPT. 1

Selections Will Be Made at Washing.

The selective-draft bill, known as
the army bill, will in all probability
become a law before tomorrow night.
The Senate, by a vote of 65 to 8,
adopted the oconference committee’s
report yesterday, after the House had
accepted it by a large vote.

Vice President Marshall and Champ
Clark,( Speaker of the House, will sign
the bill today, and it is expected thas
the President will affix his signature
tonight or tomorrow. :

As finally approved, the bill pro-
vides for raising by selective conscrip-
tion a war army in increments of 500,~
000 men from 21 to-31 years of up d
It also authorizes, without directing,
the President to raise volunteer forces
which Colonel Roosevelt desires to
take to France, and greatly increases
the pay of all enlisted men.

Machinery to register and draft the
first 500,000 men already has been set
up by the War Department. Immedi-
ately after the President signs the bil}
he will by proclamation designate the
day for registration of the 10,000,000 oy
more wen of the prescribed age. - Reg-
istration books will be in the hands of
State and local authorities who are to

co-operate in the work, and Brigadier-

after registering begins.

RAISE MORE HOGN.

Meant by the Hog Route,

The meat supply of the epun-
try can be increased more quick-
ly by the “hog route” than by
: any other. The country's need
: to augment its supply is great,
: but prevailing high prices alone
: should be sufficient inducement
: to farmess tc raise more hogs.

The prospect of success never
: was brighter. The high prices
: ruling in all markets show that
: the demand for pork is in excess
: of the supply.—U. 8. Depart-
: ment of Agriculture.

No branch of live-stock farming is
more productive of satisfactory results
than the raising of well bred swine, if
conducted with a reasonable care, ac-
ccrding to the specialists of the Bureau
of Animal Industry, U. S, Department
of Agriculture. Hogs fit into the mod-
ern scheme of farming on nearly every
farm, and are one of the most impor-
tant animals to raise both for meat and
for money. They require less labor,
less equipment, and less capital, make
greater gains per hundred pounds of
concentrates fed, reproduce themselves
faster and in greater numbers, and
give a quicker “turn-over” of money
than any other animal except poultry.
Farmers of the South and West par-
ticularly have awakened to the merits
of the hog, and are rapldly increasing
their output of pork and their bank
accounts.

The hog has no rival as a consumer
of by-products and numerous unmar-
ketlbh. materials which but for him
might be wasted. Ilitchen refuse, not
only from farms, but also from howels
and restaurants, when cooked before
being used makes an excelient feed.

The value of skim milk as a hog feed
is known on every farm, though not al-
ways fully appreciated. In the neigh-
borhood of many large dairies pork
production is a very prominent and lu-
crative supplement to the dairy in-
dustry.

To prevent tuberculosis, all milk ana
milk produ('h should be cooked before
being fed to hogs. To control hog
cholera, use sanitary precautions and
anti-hog-cholera serum treatment.

Give your hog every chance to be-
come meat.

The hog is also a large factor in
cheapening the production of beef.
Hogs are placed in the cattle feed lots
to utilize the corn and other feeds the
cattle have failed to digest and which
otherwise would be wasted. Hogs fol-
lowing steers in many cases have in-
creased the profit per steer from $6 to
$9. Hogs should not be allowed to
follow dairy cattle unless the cattle are
tuberculin tested.

Demand Is Keen,

Disease, such as cholera, has
been taking a smaller toll the
past season than in recent
yvears; more pure-bred and high-
grade hogs are available than
ever before; prices of hogs are
now past the 16-cent level, de-
mand for pork for home con-
sumption and for export is keen.
All of which means that the
farmer who does not raise hogs
