^  delegate and former ambassador at 
Washington, who was dasignted by 
the council o f the great powers to 
preside over the meeting o f the small 
powers, held this afternoon. This 
meeting convened at the foreign office 
at 3 o’clock, at the same time the 
council o f the great powers met, the 
two separate gatherings proceeding 
simultaneously, one in the office o f 
M. Pichen, the foreign minister and 
the other in the Salle de la Paix.

For a time there was some appre­

Austin, Jan. 22.— Appropriatinons 
amounting to 3.3,500,000 out o f the 
general revenues and funds o f tlie 
state for the purpose o f affording 
money to raise teachers’ .salaries and 
to improve conditions in rural schools 
are recommended by Governor Hobby 
in a special mes.sage submitted to 
the legislature today.

Governor Hobby, in this special 
me.ssage, also recommends the sub- 
misrion o f a constitutional amend­
ment deAning the statag and making 
provision in the organic law for the 
University o f Texas, the A. A M. Col­
lege, the Collego o f Industrial Arts 
and the State Normal Schools. He 
would embrace in this amendment 
authority to issue bonds not to ex­
ceed $10,000,000 to put these schools 
on a Arm fouAdation.

In the message. Governor Hobby 
says:

“ While it is not neces.sary to urge 
going beyond the bounds o f what the 
wealth and resources o f Texas are 
abundantly able to provide, yet in 
that event I would say if Texas should 
have to go broke, let it be for the 
sake o f education.”
