NEW PROJECTILE HAS
RANGE OF 200 MILES

Worchester, Mass.,.—Dr. W. H.
Goddard,professor of physics at Clark

college, has invented a new rocket
that is reported to be a terrible en-
gine of war with an altitude range of
seventy miles straight up into the air
and a distance of at least 200 miles.

The rocket, in the opinion of the
scientists who have investigated its
workings, is the most efficient ever
developed. It is claimed the best
known rocket in use today has an effi-
ciency of less than 3 per cent while
the Goddard rocket has an eﬂlciency
of 63 per cent.

The rocket has been developed in a
bpccml laboratory at Worcester Tech.
| The signing of the armistice preven-
| ted its being put to actual use in war-
lf'.xre against the Germans,

The Goddard rocket, weighing thir-
|ty pounds, is propelled by a perfect
| gas engine installed in the lower part
|of the shell, the explosions that gen-
|erate the power coming from car-
|tridges that are fed into the chamber
'by a cocklike time device. The range
of the rocket is limited only by the

amount of propelling 'cartridges it
could be fitted to carry.

The rocket does not require a can-
|non to start it on its flight, the journey
|beginning from any point where a man
can get. The weapon feature of the
device is in the head where a chamber
is fitted to contain either high exple-
sive or gas,
| Men who have followed the develop-
ment of Dr. Goddard‘s rocket claim
it can be made as efficient in naval
warfare as in land battles.

White Arsenic, 1 pound.

Caustic Soda, 1-2 pound.

Dissolve in one gallon of water, add
arsenic and boil until clear. Dilute
to 20 gallons and use as a spray.—

Pershing Issues Order Designating
Y. M. C. A. to Supervise

Athletics,
Poris.~General Pershing’ss position
recarding the Y. M. C. A’s manage-

ment of athletie activities in the
American expeditionary forces is set
forth in the following army order:
“The Y. M. C. A, with the approval
of the commander in chief, has organ-
ized a department of athleties and is
prepared to give every assistance in
the development of general athletics
and the arrangement and management
of competitions between military units,
“It has a large number of specially
trained physieal directors in mass
play and other athletic activities now
in its ranks in France. One of these
will be attached to the staff of each
division and separate unit, and will
be designated in orders as the divi-
glonal (or unit) athletic director, and

athletie
unit.”

In another section of the order, pro-
vision is made for mass athletics and
competitions for every possible man,
an all-point company atHletic cham-
plonship and official A. E. F. cham-
pionships in a wide variety of sports,

“Keep Fit for ITome” is now the glo-
gan. If the period of demobilization
Is not to be, as Doctor Mett has put
it, “a period of demoralization” for
many men, attractive, constructive
physieal activities must immediately
be substituted. To a certain degree a
continuation of military drill will meet
the situation, but the games and play,
informal and competitive, will be
found the best agency to meet the call
for physical well-heing.

* SERVICE OVERSEAS

Sacrifice Proportionately One-Quarter
as Great as That of Army—
Sixty.-Three Decorated.

The Y. M. C. A. carried the Red Tri- |
angle into the camps and trenches
abroad at a cost of fifty-three lives, a
sacrifice proportionately one-quarter
ag great as that of the American
garmy, according to a statement issued
today by the National War Work i
Council of the Y. M. C, A. Of these
fatalities thirty-five were due to dis-

ease, nnd the remalnder to shell-fire,
bombs, gas-fever, drowning and |
wounds, Ten of these were women,

one of whom was killed by shell fire
and the other In g German alr rald,
There were also fifty-five non-fatal
casualties,. These were due princi-
pally to machine gun fire, gas, shell |
fire, and motor transport accidents,
Numerous eanses of slight wounds and
gassings which were attended at dress-
Ing stations, but were not reported to
headquarters, are not Included.
These casualties occurred in a force
which at no time exceeded 9,000 work-
ers, of whom It Is reckoned that more
than one-half were never sent to the
front, belng employed In the hundreds
of huts maintalned throughout the
training areas and the “leave areas.” |
Sixty-three “Y" workers were deco
ratesy while In all more than 152 re-
celved official recognition or distin-
guished service. Thirteen of these
were decorated with the Crolx de
Guerre, while forty-eight recelved
other decorations, Of these three re-
Celved the Distinguished Service Cross,
three the Orler of St, Stanislaus; five
the Itallan Cavallere del Corona;
thirty-elght the Itallan War Cross, and
one the French decorntion of the
Corps I'Armee. Seven were cited for
the Crolx de Guerre, and seven for
other decorntions, six commended for
meritorious conduct, and twenty-nine
recelved honorable mentlon la dis
patches,  Severul units were cited In
thelr entirety, serving with the
Third division belng cited twice, More
