An entire family in Dallas wa.s 
sentenced in federal court last week 
following conviction of conspiracy 
to become illicit retail liquor delars.

OF LEAGUE OF NATIONS

Text o f Revised Cssvenant, Made PuB- 
Uc, Reveals the Amendments to 

Original

THE ITAU AN  CASE

Italy in her selfish demand for 
Fiume is but running true to form. 
She went into the war just as did Bul­
garia, Turkey, Rumania and maybe 
other o f the late bclligeracnta— sim­
ply for what she could get out of it. 
Italy was bought by the allies just as 
Bulgaria was bought by the central 
powers.

Prior to the great war there were 
two great alliances in Europe, for 
defensive and offensive purposes, 
each tied together under a pact that 
in war the three nations on that aide 
would stick together, and fight for 
each other.

•Mr. Wilson laid down fourteen 
lioints upon which the nations in the 
war agreed, and upon which the war 
came to an end. Une of these is that 
in the future there shall lie no ,-ecret 
treaties. All the other nations in 
the peace conference, except Italy, 
have laid aside their selfish umlntions, 
and are not insisting on them. To 
allow Italy to have her demands would 
wreck the whole peace structure, and 
bring reproach upon the other na­
tions at the peace table.

tain referendum laws in some states, 
and the courts have yet to pass on 
the matter. While it is a 100 to 1 
shot that the law will lie upheld, yet 
it is pus.iible that it might not b<>.

Hence, now that Texas has gotten 
rid of John Barleycorn and Fritzy 
Beer, through statuatory laws, it is 
well to cinch the matter for all time 
by adopting the proposed con.stitu- 
tional amendment. By this means 
the liquor interests will be forever 
crushed in Texas, and will never 
again try to “ come back.”

It is the duty o f all prohibitionists 
to go to the polls on May 24th and 
vote for th«* amemlment.

And while voting, also vote for the 
woman’s suffrage amendment, too, 

for there is nothing the liquor inter­
ests fight harder than equal suffrage, 
for they know that the women of the 
land can lie depended upon to vote 
against everything that is demoral­
izing to society.

Washington.—The revised text o f 
the covenant o f the Legue o f  Nations 
was made public by the state depart­
ment Sunday. It reveals the many 
changes that have been made since 
opposition o f the original draft, as 
pre.sented to the Peace Conference, 
developed in the United States. While 
moat o f  the changes are minor, yet 
there are some vital alterations such 
as the inclusion o f recognition of the | 
Monroe Doctrine, demanded above all 
by critics o f the first draft in this 
country.

The revi.sed text also reveals the 
fact that forty-five nations, including 
the colonies o f Great Britain, are to 
be charter members of the league. 
Thirty-two o f these nations declared 
war against or broke relations with 
Germany, The other thirteen are 
neutrals who will be invited to join.

Germany and her late allies are, of 
course, excluded for the present. So 
are Mexico and Co.sta Rica.

Pre.sident Wilson is to call the first 
meeting o f the league and o f  the ex­
ecutive council. It is taken for grant­
ed that he will name himself the Am­
erican member of the council and it u  
expected that he will be elected chair 
man of that body aa which official he 
will I>e the first President o f the world 
state. The countries not mentioned 
but which are placed upon probation 
subject to admission to the league by 
a two-thirds vote of its members are: 
Austria, Bulgaria. CosU Rica, Ger- 

I many, Hungary, Mexico, Russia. San- 
Ao Domingo.

Italy, Japan, Liberia, 
New South Wales, Nicaragua, Fana- 
ma, Peru, Poland, Portugal, Rumania, 
Servia, Siam, South Africa. United 
States, Uruguay.

The following thirteen neutral 
states will be invited to become ori-

ginal members of the league:
Argentina, Chile, Colombia, Den­

mark, Netherlands, Norway, Para­
guay, Persia, Salvador, Spain, Swe­
den, Switzerland, Venezuela.

In this aggregation of charter mem 
bers o f the league, Great Britain wil 
have six votes, comprising the Ihft- 
ish Empire and the five dominiups, W 
Canada, Australia, Now South Wales,
India and South Africa. The inclusion 
o f  New South Wales and omission of 
New Zealand as a member of  the 
league proves puzzling, inasmuch as 
New South Wales is a conscituent 
state of Australia. This would give 
Australia two votes, compared with 
the one vote of the United States.
It was surmised that a mistake had 
been made in transmission and that 
New Zealand, which is a self govern­
ing dominion, was intended instead 
o f New South Wales. The state de­
partment, however, said that New 
South Wales is clearly named in th > 
cabled context.

The objection that the limitation 
by the league council o f the size of 
the army and navy of the United 
States would involve a surrender of 
American sovereignty has been in 
to some extent but not entirely. Ar­
ticle 8 o f  the revised draft provides 
that the council shall recommend to 
each government a reduction o f  arm­
ament The United States then could 
accept or reject the recommendation.

If the United States, however, 
should accept the limitation of arm­
ament laid down, it would not be per­
missible to increase the army or navy • ^  
without the approval o f the league 
council.

Article 10, providing for thi pre­
servation of territorial integrit-. from 
external aggression, remains intact.
Irish sympathisers have obje< ted to 
this article because it would |.tevent 
any nation from aiding Irelsm! to ob­
tain independence.

The provision for the prr ention 
o f war essentially are unchange i. The 
members of the league agree t ) sub­
mit any dispute either to arb.t ation 
or imiuiry by the council and not to 
resort to war within three months 
after an arbitral award o f rou:-..'il re­
port.

The framers o f the covensr* indf- 
rate the view that disputes o\ r tb< 
exclusion of immigrants and other 
domestic questions arc not ad -ptahle 
and provision is made for exr iipting 
them from council action in t'-.c fo l­
lowing paragraph of .Article I .

It is proposed in th 
treaty that he be tried before a spec 
iai tribunal consisting of five judges, 
one appointed by each o f  the five 
powers; The United States, Gri'at 
Britain, France, Italy and Japan.

The other Germans accused o f vio­
lation of the laws and customs of war  ̂
are to be brought before military tri­
bunals and, if found guilty, “ senten­
ced to the punishments laid doism by 
military law.”

Holmes and Miller are- charged 
with having stolen the machine gun, 
rifles and ammunition from the 
United States ^rmy ^lorder patrol 
post guarding the smelter ford north 
of El Paso. Two soldiers and Dick 
Harrell, son of a well known south­
western cattle man, were indicted 
with Holmes and Miller but pleaded 
guilty.

The machine gun, rifles, cartridges, 
two detonators for exploding dyna­
mite and other war elements were 
exhibited in court this afternoon.

Those who would have their 
fortune told, or would in any way 
stop and talk with them, would find 
after a close invoice of their purses, 
shorta(^ o f money, some as much a ' 
two dollars, some 10 or 11 dollars. 
Chickens also were attracted in some 
way, probably known better to the 
gypsy than others, to them. These 
tricks were not played many times 
until the officers were notified o f their 
different maneuvers, by psirties who 
had felt their influence o f being in 
the city, and two of the women were 
caught. It Is thought that they were 
the only two o f the bunch that were 
doing the work. All the money that 
they had taken was returned to their 
victims, and the gypsies were given 
a few minutes to leave our town.— 
Avalanche.

Postma.ster General Burleson, as di-1 
reeling head of the extensive w ire ' 
communication service taken over 
as a war measure, announced today 
he had sent to Presient Wilson a 
recommendation that the cables be 
turned back forthwith, probably not 
later than May 10. An hour later 
the Postma.ster General gave out a 
stament saying he recommends that 
the telegraph and telephone contin­
gent be returned to private owners, 
contingent, however, upon financial 
protection to be obtained from Con­
gress.

It was explained by Mr. Burleson 
that no legislation was necessary in 
case o f the cable company propertie.s. 
I.«s8ening o f the traffic home by the 
cable and other circumstances arising 
from transition to a peace basis, Mr. 
Burleson said, had resulted in his 
recommendation to the President that 
the lines be no longer operated by the 
Government.

In the matter of land service, how­
ever, the solution o f the problem will 
be put squarely up to Congress. Com­
ing so soon after the recommendation 
in his annual report that the tele­
phone and telegraph lines become 
Government-owned at the conclusion 
of peace the Postmaster General’s 
statement created unusual intere.st in 
some quarters.

Postolfice Department officials who 
have aided in control o f the telegraph 
and telephone companies expressed 
the belief that few o f the companies 
could weather the financial storm if 
the properties were tu m ^  back with­
out remedial legislation. Some offi­
cials said that while the properties 
must be returned in the same physi­
cal condition in which they were tak­
en over, to do this now, without add­
ed revenue to meet wage demands 
and increased cost of operation,would 
wreck the entire industry.

Officials responsible for the actual 
management of the properties under

ts It Worth the .\dded Tax?
I.«t us consider the advantages of 

road improvement in conneetion with 
the cost and see if the “ game is worth 
the candle.”

This is what is gained through road 
improvement: (1) A decrease in the 
cost o f hauling produce to town and 
o f hauling provi.sions and supplies 
from town to the farm, amounting to 
about one-half; (2) Use o f the road 
every day in the year, in good weath­
er or bad; (3) An increase in the 
value o f farm lands, ranging from 
.50 to 500 per cent, the increase being 
relatively gnater for the land lying 
farther back from the read than for 
the land adjoining the road; (4) Op­
portunity to grow garden vegetables 
or engage in truck or dairy farming, 
in which the profits are usually larger, 
where formerly thi' farmer could only 
grow garden crops and non-peri.shable 
and non-bulk>' produce; (5) More 
money for schols through the increase 
o f farm values enabling the communi­
ty to have I etter .school-housc.s and 
teachers and better attendance of the 
pupils; I)i)Rural mail delivery which 
puts the farmer in toueh with the 
world every day in the year, bringing 
the news to his door; (7( An opjior- 
tunity to liecome better acquainted 
with one’s neighbors and have some 
sort of social life in the farming com­
munity through the ability to visit 
from farm to farm; thus shutting 
out the lone.'omeness and drudgery 
incident to farm life in ram-shackie 
neighborhoods.

Now- as to what is paid;
In the eight counties in which agents 

of the United States Department of 
Agriculture made u survey o f high­
way improvement, the annual taxa­
tion to pay the road bonds range from 
thirty to .seventy cents per $100 valua­
tion. Suppose the average to be fifty 
cent.s per $100 valuation; if a farm 
is worth $<),f)00 which is an average 
for the farms of one of the richer 
black land counties in Texas, the tax 
amounts to $33 per year or $2.75 per 
month.

Each tax payer will settle the ques­
tion for himself as to whether the ad­
vantages are worth what he would 
ordinarily spend for cigar money.

Heavy Penalties on Stills 
■ Wsuihington.— Persons planning to 
make liquor in their homes after July 
1 are to be warned by revenue auth­
orities as to the penalties.

The schedule o f penalties for var­
ious violations is as follows;

For failure to register still, $500 
penalty, fine o f between $100 and $1,- 

•OOC and imprisonment of between on 
month and two years; for making li­
quor in a community where it is pro­
hibited by local or state laws, tax o ' 
$1,000; for violation war time prohi­
bition, $1,000 fine or one year im­
prisonment or both; for making a 
whisky mash or a beer, fine of be­
tween $600 and $5,000 and imprison­
ment o f between six months and three

Beer making comes within the 
same prohibition.

Officers Find Many Stills
San Antonio, April 28.— A mush­

room crop of w hiskey stills which have 
sprung up in Texas as a result of the 
hardships encountered in smuggling 
liquor into the state and the prevailin^ 
shortage o f the bonded goods has been 
de.stroyed this month by internal reve­
nue agents workiug under the direc­
tion o f the San Antonio office.

According to Deputy Revenue Col­
ie- *or Edward C. Styskel, who also is 
se retary to Revenue Agent T. J. Tay­
lor, in charge of the Texas district, 
fiftc.n raids against stills have been 
conducted by the department since 
April 1. In each instance the still 
has been destroyed and the liquor con­
fiscated as evidence.

'The reports on the last two raids 
have just been received. At Cason 
a si*ty-gallon copper still was raided 
by the revenue men. Thirty-five gal­
lons o f whiskey were found and 120 
gallons o f com  mash.

A fifty gallon copper still was raid­
ed at Omaha. Fifteen gallos of 
whiskey were seized and three fifty- 
gallon barrels of beer.

Arrests were made in all cases.
