running very high. A greater part
of the activity is confined to the sec- |
tino morth of the city, where oil,
showing has been found in at least
three wells. ‘

There is not a well in the county
producing oil—that is there is not a
well under the pump. However, two
wells, it is claimed, would make sev-
eral barrels of oil a day. On account
of the formations the drillers will go
on down, hoping to find oil in largerI
quantities.
