MILITARY TAKES CHARGE

OF AFFAIRS

Austin, July 15.—Charging that
they have “failed’ refused and neg-
|lected to maintain order and pre-
serve the peace,” the entire city com-
mission, city attorney and police de-
partment of the city of Galveston
were suspended during the period of
martial law in that city, in a procla-
mation issued by the Governor W.
P. Holby and filed late today in the
state department. This action on
the part of the governor was based
on un elaborate opinon by Attorney
General C, M. Cureton to Brigadier
General Wolters, commander of the
state troops at Galveston, in which
the attorney general held that such
| authority was granted the governor
| under the Texas constitution,

The governor also asserted that
the eity officials at Galveston “neg-
lected to protect the citizens of this
state in their constitutional right to
engage in lawful occupation, that is,
the loading and unloading of vessels
