-When said sys­
tem shall have been designated and 
taken over for the state as provided 
in Section A hereof, the legislature is 
authorised to make provisions for the 
aquitabb compensation to such ooun- 
tiM for the vahm of sudi improve- 
manta aa have keen theretofore con* 
tracted for by the counties in the 
state.

AT SEMINOLE—TWO RANCH­

MEN BEING HELD

Tom Ross, 40 years of age, and Mill 
Good, both stockmen, are in custody 
at Seminole, Gaines county, following 
the shooting to death la.̂ t night of 
H. L. Roberson and W. D. Allison, ir- 
sectors o f the Texas and Southwest­
ern Cattle Raisers’ Association.

The double killing took place in the 
lobby of a hotel at Seminole last 
night, according to word received here

The two inspectors were in Semi­
nole preparatory to going before the 
grand jury today in cattle theft cases. 
Ross and Good surrendered after the 
killing.

Attorneys and officials o f the cattle 
raisers association will leave Ft Worth 
day for Seminole to make an investi­
gation.

Murder charges were filed against 
both o f the ranchmen.

The two inspectors were seated la 
the hotel and when the stockmen en­
tered the shooting following immed­
iately. Bad feeling is said to have 
existed for some time between the 
four men. In fact, the entire range 
district had become excited over tbs 
cattle theft investigation, conducted 
by the two inspectors and over Ih) 
charges that had been filed. Charges 
of cattle theft had been filed against 
both o f the men now accused of mur­
der, and the trouble is believed to 
have risen from this. Allison, former 
sheriff o f Midland county for many 
years was a veteran West Texas offi­
cer and was a member of the posse 
which overtook and killed the Mexi­
can insurgent Orosco near Sierra 
Blanca a few years ago.

It is supposed that Allison and 
Robinson were in Seminole to appear 
before the grand jury in connection 
with cattle theft cases.

cally criminal.

“ The church, giving he Apostolic 
succession and very little else to its 
unfortunate curates (not to mention 
many of ite bona fide clergym erl, 
nnfurnlly proclaims them blessed.

“ The aphorism that G(k1 made both 
rii’h srd noor is a lie. Yaked ~*e
into the world and naked we go out 

''i t . If we choose to rob one anoth­
er in the interval, that is not God’s 
fault.
