There will be an ample row crop, 
for the present moisture will give the 
crops a fine start, and the summer 
rains ran be depended upon to finish 

''h im  in good shape*.
I Then, the poultry crop- -chicken.s.
I turkeys, eggs, etc.— promises to Is.'
I the largest ever on the ITains, and 
will bring many tens of thousands of 
luUars into the hands of the growct'S. 
Poultry is the coming sure enough 
hig crops o f this county.

The csttle, hogs snd other cropj 
s ill sUn bring in much money, aa t >c 
tendency o f pi ices for all farm, ranch 
and dairy products is upward, and as 
this section depends uopn the farmers 
and ranchmen fur its prosperity, if 
the farmer and ranchmen prospers 
everybody else docs.

New farm houses and barns, tos n 
esidences, busiiness houses, will I*"' 

precti*d; people will buy more cloth­
ing, groceries, automobiles, haniwaic, 
and other things, and the Plains 
should get such a momentum that If 
the people husband their resources '«s 
they should there would be no more 
hard times in this section, at least for 
years.

“ This picture in no way attempts 
tc show the seamy side of the war, 
nor the rosy side, being simply a se­
quence of pictures showing American 
troops from the Wme they leave Ho­
boken until they arris’e home and me 
discharged.

“ These pictures are so hoiTibly a f­
fecting in parts that certain elimina­
tions of battle scenes have been dei-m 
ed necessary to avoid shocking unduly 
the sensibilities of the onlooker, but 
the real conditions of war are expos­
ed in a graphic and faithful manner. 
“ Flashes of Action”  is an actual vis­
ualization of the war and in every 
branch of the service on the part of 
the Americans is included in the 
scenes portrayed. The result o f th» 
work of the United States Signal 
Corps was designed to be a perma­
nent pictorial record of the war ar 
well as to serve in the immediate pur 
pose o f gaining information concern­
ing the progress and plan of th'’ 
American Expeditionary Forces in 
France.— Amarillo News.
