Cyclone Strikes Near Mclain

Mclean, Texas, May 21.—A mass
meeting of the citizens of Meclean
was held tonight in the Chamber of

Commerce hall for the purpose of
securing funds and labor assistance
for the twenty families, whose
homes were today either partially or
wholly destroyed by the cyclone
which struck here this afternoon at
1:30 o'clock.

The damage proves to be much
greater than at first thought., Twelve
homes were completely destroyed,
where no funiture, out house, barns,
orchards or wind mills were left. En-
tire crops were swept away. Hun-
dreds of hogs, cattle, horses, mules,
and chickens were killed or mained.
Damage is estimated at between
$50,000 and $100,000. Assistance has
