Bicknell, Ind., June 5.—Joe Ber­
nard, Frank Maberto and James Bcr- 
tillo, the three miners entombed by 
the cave-in of a coal mine shaft near 
here Saturlay, were rescued at 10:30 
o’clock tonight after having been im­
prisoned for more than 79 hours.

The men beyond showing marki 
o f the terrific strain were little thi 
worse physically for their experience. 
Fresh air had been forced into the 
shaft and food lowered to them, 
through a two-inch casing, which had 
been bored to the bottom of the pit, 
shortly after the cave-in.

the rural teachers o f the United 
States have never finished s four- 
yhar high school ourse. Ten per 
cent have never studie*! beyond tho 
grade they teech. Only two out of 
one hundred graduated from e nor­
mal echool or college. In only twelve 
states is provision made for a pro­
fessionally prepared supervision for 
rural schoola. In more than one-naif 
the states the county superintendent 
of education—-those In charge c f rur­
al schools— are chosen on the basis 
o f their political affiliations.

In order to improve on these con- 
diMons, the standard of the rural 
schools must be brought aa high as 
that of the city. Teachers must be 
cerefuHy chosen. They must be men- 
‘ .•>1 sculptors. “ We are all sculptors, 
w»'rking at various forms, mouldmg 
snd ch'sellng thought.”

The commercial history o f this na­

tion is full of such failures; the num­
ber of 8ucces.-«(‘s are few. Many men 
are competent workmen, anij so long 
as they work for wages or salary 
they do well, bt they are not ami 
never can becomes successful mariu 
gers or execuLives.

In a certain ci*y a man built up a . 
successful manufacturing business 
and made hundreds o f thou.sands of 
dollars. He was far-sighted, worki'd 
hard and w a ' economical. Several 
years ago he had a controver.sy witii 
his employtps, and in their conten­
tion for higher wages they cited the 
fact that he had made considerable 
money. He n.^knl if they would lite 
to lease the business from him and 
pay a rental equal to six per cent in­
terest on a fair valuation. The..- 
jumped at the chance, having visiot ; 
o f gn a t profits such as the owner ha«' 
made. The first year they ^bou* 
broke even, the next they lost som-‘ 
money and had to go into their p<H’k- 
ets to pay a part i*f the rental; the 
third year they lost more and the 
fourth year they had such a large de­
ficit that they were unable to i»a/ 
and had the owner to release th^m 
from the contract, take over ths 
I»lant and give tl m their old jo'..-. 
They also fu.ssed among themselves 
ami disrupted their union. One cf 
them afterwards speaking o f t l "  
transaction said, “ I am sure glad to 
get bm-k to the old way. Now I have 
good pay, get it regularly, work shoit 
hours, and after my day's work is 
over I leave the plant, go home wi •• 
my family and where I please 
night, without a thought of the f.a - 
tory until the whistle blows the 
next morning. I am letting “ the o. i 
man” do all the worrying and bui 
ing of midnight oil laying plans and 
putting them over to make enougli 
money to pay me and the other work­
men and keep things moving. I knos  ̂
when I hfve enough.”

The fact is, these days the person 
who works for a salary or wages, il 
he is competent and faithful, has a 
very easy time— short hours, good 
pay, little or no responsibility, fro '- 
dom from quitting time to beginning 
work the next morning— and usually 
gets more pay for his actual time 
and outlay than does the owner and 
operator o f the plant, so statistics 
show.

These days the average wage earn­
er can live w“ ll and save enough, (il 
he has the saving spirit) i f  put in 
a savings hrnk at low interest, to 
become well-to-do before the time 
his productive years are past. Of 
course, he can't live like an oil king 
or the big hanker, but neither can 
the average merchant, factory owner 
publisher, professional or other hird- 
ness man— an<I he is foolish an. 
headed for povert.v m o'd age i f  he 
tries to do so.

CASTE PREJUDICE IN INDIA
Not a Bar to Any Occupation, Though 

the Obaervance Is Moot Rigidly
Enforced. I

There are tour main caste* in India  ̂
— the Rrahmana, Kshatrlyan, Valayaa 
and Budraa, earrespoiulltig traditional­
ly to the ooi-upatlons of priest, warrior, 
trader and artisan. But. though thia 
would suggest that <*aste waa at one 
time a class distinction, yet at the 
present day a caste may Include all 
classes save that of priest, which Is 
reserveil to tha Krahrosns. Caate la 
no bar to any occu|>atlon. A rajah 
ma.v he a Sudm. Ills co*»k may be a 
Briibman. The rajah is of a higher 
class thnn hls cisik, though of a very 
much lower caste. And th*uigh the 
Bruhaian will «s>k the rajah’s dinner, 
he will not eat it with him, or permit 
hls daughter to marry the rajah.

Though It is not looked upon with 
approval, marriage 1s p,iss|hle hetwe«'n 
castes which are not widely se|>arnt«‘»1. 
In parfleular, a legal marriage can fake 
phn*e between two contiguous castes. 
Hut In all such mixisl marriages the 
children belong entirely to the lower 
caste.

Fin­
ally he roile right up alongside of 
him and began shooting him in the 
side.
