Gov, Neff Criticises the Poor Work
Done— Says He Has No
Further Hope
Mo - —

Austin, June 14.—The third called
session of the Texas legislature ad
ojurned sine die tonight, the senate
at 11:50 and the house at 11:56, uf-
ter a message was read in both
houses from the governor declaring
the session failed either to provide
adequate revenues or to bring made
approprialions within available rev-
enues. No session will be called now
the governor said, declaring he did
not “feel that we should at this time
spend more of the people’s money
marching up the legislative hill and
down the legislative hill in a futile

e

effort to do the thing that ought o

be done but which it seems impossi-
ble for you to do.”

“So often have I submitted the
proposition” of making revenue and
appropriations meet, the governor
declared, “that 1 have no hope that
you would make tongue and buckle
meet,” should 1 again reconvene you
for this purpose in another special
session.”

MANY PIONEERS AND THOUS-

ANDS OF VISITORS CELE-
PRATING OLD FIGHT

At one of Texas’ landmarks, wher2
49 years ago, 28 white men and a
lone woman fought nearly one thous-
and Indian warriors massed under
the leadership of Quanah and other
tribal chiefs, several hundred Pan-
handle citizens gathered for a two
days’ picnic and barbecue to com-
memorate the vietory won by the
fronteirsmen and to lay plans to pre-
serve for history a record of their
brave deeds, through the erection of
a monument on the battle ground.

Forty-nine years ago on June 27 a
battle as important in Texas history
as that of the Alamo, was fought on
the banks of the Canadian river in
the southeastern corner of what is
now Hutchinson county. Today thaz
battle ground is marked by the ruins
of a half dozen sod buildinge which
constituted the trading post of Adobe
Walls and a row of rough stones, Jos-
ignating in a crude manner, the bur-

‘al place of those men who gave their
lives in maintaining civilization in a |
country which at that date was out-!
side the established bounds. |

The battle lasted three days and
the settlers were victorious. The at-
tackehs lost heavily, the number of
killed and wounded being coservative
ly placed at 150,

Today's celebration is but a fore-
runner of an extensive program in
1924, planred 2s a fitting commeme-
ration of the battle.

Plainview Man at Adobe Walls

According to Levi Shick of this
place, who formerly resided at Dodge
City and in the early days had a
contract to furnish meat to the troops
at Fort Dodge, the ruins at Adobe
Walls were in the seventies believed
‘o have been the remnants of what
had once been an old postal station
along the routes over which mail
was carried in the fifties,

The battle of that name was not
fought in the immediate vicinity of
the ruined building, but some dis-
tance therefrom, where some stores
«nd a stockade had been erected to
form a trading post. |
