Proposed Change In 
' Public School Laws

I am in reciept of a recent 
letter from State Superintendent 
L. A. Woods suggesting that I call 
a meeting of superintendents and 
trustees of the various school dis 
tricts o f the county fo r the pur- 
pose o f calling their attention to 
some proposed legislation that was 
recently recommended by the Gov 
Educational Committee^ and which 
will probably be introduced as a 
bill in the present session of the 
legislature.

As thia legislation, if passed, is 
of vital interest to all citizeens of 
the county, I feel that it should 
be given as much publicity as pos. 
sible in order that you may make 
your wishes known to your rep­
resentatives in the legislature.

This bill, if enacted into law 
will do the following things:

A ll school districts in the 
county with fewer thah 600 schol. 
astie population will be abolished 
and merged into one school dis- 
triet.The office o f all local trustees 
enbraced in thid territory will be 
abolished and the control of the 
schools will be placed in charge of 
a county school board, all members 
of which are to he elected from the 
county at large.

In a great number o f counties, 
this will result in all members of 
the county school hoard being elec 
ed from the county seat town. At 
present one county trustee is 
electtnl from each commissioners 
precinct and one from the county 
at large.

The county board, electrti at 
large, would appoint the county 
superintendent. The county boanl, 
upon the recommendation of the 
county superintemlent would hire 
all teachers, janitors, bus drivers 
and other school employ«*es and 
fix their salaries. ,

Under this law, there would be 
only two school districts in Call­
ahan county, the Baird district 
comprising one and Cross Plains 
Clyde Putnam and the common 
school districts of the county 
comprising the other, with their 
management taken from the local 
truste«*8 and vested in the county 
school b<iard, all members of which 
could and probably would be 
electe<l from the section of the 
district having the greatest num' 
ber o f votes.

Soon after reaching 
home hia condition grew worse 
and physician was called in, but 
he did not respond to the medician 
and died suddenly about 3;30 o’­
clock, death coming as a great 
shock to hix family and friends

latter c(»mpany being at Midland. 
The remainder of his lilV was 
.-p*>nt with the T. P. Ry first as 
op«Tatf»r. later as agent at Midland 
and Lorraine then Baird, where 
he has been the past tw- lve y»-ars

Mr. Florence was a man of a 
quite assuring personality, a 
capable business man, lo.val to his 
emplo’jer, kind and courteous in 
his business dealing, wa.« high­
ly respected by all who knew him. 
He was devoted to his family and 
friends and his untimely death is 
regretted by large circle of friends 
among railroad men and others.

Mr. Florence was married twice 
his first marriage being to Miss. 
Sallie Perry of Midland, who died 
here in April 1935. He was mar­
ried a second time in November 
22, 1937, to Mrs. Mae Ivey White 
of Baird, who with her little 
daughter, Virginia W’hite, survive 
him. Other torvivors are two sis 
ters, Mrs. M. I* Kenney of Paoli 
Oklahoma and Mrs. Fletcher Hold­
ing of Comanche, Okla and a num­
ber o f nieces and nephews, al] of 
Oklahoma.

Pointing with pride to nn 
"Honor Roll” of 82 Representat- 
ivees and 16 Senators who have 
pUnlged Texas home-makers their 
support for a natural resuorcea 
tax, Mrs. Jud C-ollier, ehairman 
of the Woman’s Committee on 
Economic Policy for Texas, to­
day n'leased the outlines o f what 
the embatUed housewives are ask­
ing o f the present Legislature in 
regard to a National Resource 
Tax, Aa was forecast, the women 
demand substantial increases in 
taxes on oil, gas and sulphur.

“ Texas housewives will listen 
to no more nonsense alumt taxing 
the homes of Texas," Mrs. Collier 
herself an energetic rural house­
wife, declared. "W e know that 
business prospering in Texas are 
able to pay those nettled taxes, 
from profits on Texas riches 
which they get under the protect 
inn of Texas laws.

"This tax on oil production is 
a bargain-counter price for the 
protection of proration,’’ she stat­
ed. "The difference between ten 
cents and a dollar and for a 
barrel of crude oil is the pro­
tection given by our Texas pro­
ration law. A  decent sense of 
gratitude demands that the bene­
ficiaries of that protection extra 
dollar a barrel for crude return 
the favor by protecting Texas 
homes from a tax on the hetrth 
sale.

“ It may be that some out-of-

“ I f  a sick millionaire from 
New York came to our door in 
distress and we took him in and 
nursed him back to health and we 
fed him back to strength on 
flap-jacks and fried chicken from 
our kitchen stove, it would be 
only natural for him to be great 
ful. It would take a mighty mean 
man to accept such hospitality 
and then turn around and walk 
o ff  with a fu ll pocketbook while 
the tax collector put our home 
under the hammer act at a sheriff 
salee.

“ And it’s just the same way 
with the oil industry. In ‘32 and 
‘33 it w$i8 mighty sick. Texas 
people nursed it back to health 
and fed it back to strength on our 
proration law.

“ Honor Roll”  of S2 Reprenentat- 
ivees and 16 Senators who have 
pleilged Texaa home-makers their 
support for a natural reauorces 
tax, Mrs. Jud C-ollier, chairman 
of the Woman’s Committee on 
Economic Policy for Texaa, to­
day released the outlines o f what 
the embattled housewives are ask. 
ing o f the present Legislature in 
regard to a National Resource 
Tax. As was forecast, the women 
demand substantial increases in 
taxes on oil, gas and sulphur.

“ Texas housewives will listen 
to no more nonsense almut taxing 
the homes of Texas,”  Mrs. Collier 
herself an energetic rural house, 
wife, declared. “ We know that 
business prospering in Texas are 
able to pay those needed taxes, 
from profits on Texas riches 
which they get under the protect 
Ion of Texas laws.

“This tax on oil production is 
a bargain-counter price for the 
protection of proration,”  she stat­
ed. “The difference between ten 
cents and a dollar and for a 
barrel of crude oil is the pro­
tection given by our Texas pro­
ration law. A decent sense of 
gratitude demands that the bene­
ficiaries of that protection extra 
dollar a barrel for crude return 
the favor by protecting Texas 
homes from a tax on the hetrth 
sale.

“ It may be that some out-of. 
state millionaires may be mean 
enough to fight this tax to pro­
tect the home of Texas from sales 
taxes, “ Mrs Collier states,” but 
I don’t see how they can hold 
their heads up in public if they 
do

“ I f  a sick millionaire from 
New York came to our door in 
distress and we took him in and 
nursed him back to health and we 
fe<l him back to strength on 
flap-jacks and fried chicken from 
our kitchen stove, it would be 
only natural for him to be great 
ful. It would take a mighty mean 
man to accept such hospitality 
and then turn around and walk 
o f f  with a fu ll pocketbook while 
the tax collector put our home 
under the hammer act at a sheriff 
salee.

“ And it’s just the same way 
with the oil industry. In *32 and 
‘33 it wfis mighty sick. Texas 
people nursed it back to health 
and fed it back to strength on our 
proration law. Now when Texas 
homes are theatened, Texas house 
wives expect the oil industry to 
protect our homes from being 
turned over to the tax collector.

In one or
another form, it take part in 
the prmluction of explosivi for 
shells, steel for armor plate and 
tanks, rubber tires for mechaniz­
ed war machines, fertilizers to 
help grow food for civilians and 
soldiers, and countless other 
things.

Freeport Sulphur’s price action 
taken in a letter from Lang- 
bourne M. Williams, Jr. Com­
pany President, to Edward R. 
Stettinius, Jr, in charge of raw 
materials, and Leon Henredson, 
in charge of commodity prices, 
of the Defense Commission, reciev 
ed assurances of Commission mem 
bers that it w’ould be valuable in 
their effort to stabilize commod 
ity prices.
