City officials have been accused of 

selling the public “ a bill of goods" in 
regard to improvements to the local 
sewage treatment plant, said City 
Manage Don Davis.

Davis first became aware of the 
accusations during a meeting, Thurs­
day morning, with Councilman Larry 
Miller. MiUer informed Davis that 
petitions were being circulated calling 
for a referendum on the issue of 
whether to go ahead with the city’s 
plans to finance improvements at the 
plant.

“ That was the first time I had heard 
anything about a petition,”  said 
Davis. “ From what I can gather, the 
problem is two-fold.”

The city manager said that the 
initial objection being made is that the 
plans for plant improvement are 
"over-designed” ; the specifications 
exceed what the state requires to 
meet its standards.

“ The other issue is that the public 
and the city council have been sold a 
bill of goo^i that they were led to 
believe that the specs were designed 
only to meet state requirements.

Some people believe this is sub­
terfuge,”  said Davis.

The bid made by Belco Corporation 
of Dallas incluiM a list irf items 
called deductible alternatives which 
the city has an option to drop from the 
final plans. If these alternative im­
provements were dropped, cost of the 
total project would also drop by ap­
proximately $366,000.

Davis admitted today that the bid 
tabulation and formulation were 
never formally presented to the 
council, and that council members 
may not have been properly appised 
of their options in the matter.

“ I now maintain that this should 
have been done, and I take full 
responsibility for it. I should have 
gone to the council, and said, ‘Here is 
the bid,' "said Davis.

Davis further explained, however, 
that formal council approval is 
required before the final bid can be 
awarded. Regulations set down by the 
Economic Development Ad­
ministration forbid the awarding of a 
bid of this nature before local funds 
are available to pay for it.

“ The bid would have required

approval by the council at one time or 
another anyway,”  said Davis. *T also 
want to s o w  that our option to drop 
the deductible alternatives is stiU 
open,”  he added.

Is the plan “ over-designed' ’ ?
“ I really don’t think so,”  said Davis. 

“ The state is non-specific about holv 
we meet the standards, and most, if 
not all, of these improvements will be 
necessary to meet those im­
provements.”

The state requires that the water 
leaving the sewer plant have no more 
than 20 parts-per-million suspended 
solids or 20 parts-per-milliom 
biochemical oxygen d en u ^ . The city 
has a great deal of leeway in the 
method it chooses to achieve this, said 
Davis.

The plan currently being considered 
has been approved by state officials, 
including the option to drop the 
deductible alternatives.

Could the city make further cuts in 
the plan and still meet state 
requirements?

“ I don’t know. That would probably 
require the opinion of an engineer,”

which she does not take at the present 
time and was given the contraceptives 
m an interim method.

‘If the patient is there for medical 

or birth control then she is 
givte foam and condoms together for 
effectiveness," the official said.

During her examination she was 
Mked what method of contraception 
she wanted. The girl said she told 
them she did not want any type and 
was handed the foam and condoms to 
use “ until she was ready to come back 
for one.”  She said she did not know 
what the foam was and had not been 
counaded on its use. The girl had been 
given a birth control method • 
previously.

According to Mrs. Reagan, she did 
not know the girl had been a previous 
patient nor that she received a partial 
examination last week “ What t told 
the members of Eagle Forum, I 
honestly thought was true,”  she said.

Mrs. Reagan said she would like to 
see United Way withdraw their fun­
ding of Planned Parenthood

“ We are concerned that some 
people in the community are not 
happy,”  says Johnnie Lou .\very, 
publicity director for the United Way. 
“ It causes the board members to be 
concerned The campaign is not 
having problems The arguments 
haven’t been detrimental to have 
affected the campaign. But it has 
made the board members stop and 
look at the process of selecting 
agencies and meeting the needs of the 
community.”

The speaker at last week’s Easle 
Forum meeting, Clydene Thomas, 
vice president of the Lubbock Elagle 
Forum, showed a film called “ About 
Sex.”  Mrs Thomas said the film was 
.imQvqsLfcgmJJAk iUm.libciiiv jif.the. 
'D ilias'Pummd Parenthood this year 
because of much opposition.

According to an area supervisor of 
the Life Planning Health Services, in 
Dallas the film was pulled from the 
lilwary in late 1977 when Right to Life 
persons were objecting to the film.

“ We decided to with^aw it from the 
film library,”  says Sara Hays. It is not 
used in the clinics or for educational 
purposes”

The Dallas Planned Parenthood is 
now called Life Planning Heglth 
Services. According to Ms. Hays, the 
name was changed at the beginning of 
this year for funding purposes.

Life Planning Health tervices la not 
funded by the United Way. When the 
Planned Parenthood was first formed 
as an agency in 1966, they took the 
option of being funded by United Way 
for a 10 year period. In 1976, when the 
option came up for renewal. Planned 
Parenthood chose not to continue 
being funded by the United Way.

“ The decision to remove the film 
from our library had nothillg to do 
with funding by United Way because 
we weren’t being funded by them,”  
says Ms. Hays.

Clydene Thomas says that 
“ Plamted Parenthood sounds like a 
place a couple would go for family 
planning. But it’snot tlud way. Don’t 
get me wrong. That does h a p ^ .  But 
they do so many other things that are 
objKtionable. >

“ With what they’re doing. I ’d like to 
get rid of them,”  she continued. “ But 
it’s hard because it’s government 
funded.”

Her objections to Planned Paren­
thood include their stand on abortion 
and some of the material they 
distribute

One type of literature that both Mrs. 
Thomas and Mrs. Reagsn object to 
are comic books, explaining different 
aspects of sex education.

The books are published by Dr. Sol 
Gordon of Syracuse University, 
Syracuse, N.Y. Dr. Gordon teaches 
Human sisxuaHty at the sch(x>l and is 
a noted sex educator. The comic books 
are not available In Big Spring.
 ̂ ‘‘H makn an  Itn  Ute I  M * . ’’

says Mrs. Reagan. ‘ ‘What is 
educational about them?”

'*The comic pooks arc printed Ivr 
teenagers and pre-teenagers who 
don’t read or never open a book, but 
will read comic books,”  Dr. Gordon 
said in a telephone interview.

“ They are not designed for in­
tellectual or literate kids. Those are 
the teenagers who are candidates for 
exploitation and unwanted 
pregnancy.

“ In my judgment the comic books 
are highly moral,”  he continued. 
“ They not only give information, but 
they encourage a responsible attitude 
toward sexuality. The technique of 
using comic bo^s may not please 
people but young people do read them 

“ The main purpose is to discourage 
sexual exploitation.”

Asked why Planned Parenthood is 
so highly recommended in his 
literature, he said, “ Where else would 
young people go for information? 
They can’t go to the family doctor 
because their parents will know and 
-it's tee e iye iisive .- Even- though 
Planned Parenthood charges a  fee, 
they will never turn anyone sway 
because they are poor or don’t have 
money.”

Mrs. Reagan and Mrs. Thomas also 
object to a publication called “ Our 
Bodies, Ourselves,”  a 374 page book 
designed for women explaining 
human sexuality. The book is written 
by Boston Women’s Health Book

Collective.
11m  book, according to Mrs. Reagan 

is m o n ^  degrading. “ One chapter 
was writtM tty lesbians which goes 
against the teachings of the Bible. I

also don't like their stand on the 
abortion lasue.”

The book is used by Planned 
Parenthood The sections on abortion 
complications, women’s diseases.

said Davis.
This question is at least part of the. 

motivatian for the petition drive.
If fiv e  percent of the c ity ’ s 

registered voters sign the petition, a 
referemkun may be called to vote for 
or against the proposed improvement 
plan. Davis is worried about the 
ramifications of such an election.

“ I am very concerned that people 
be fully aware of what they are doing 
if they sign such a petition," he said.

If such an election were called, said 
Davis, the city would lose the price

extension granted by Belco. The* 
company has agreed to maintain its 
current bid until Dec. 16 to give the 
city a chance to come up with funds 
for the project.

" I f  an election is called, we will lose 
that extension, and have to rebld the 
project. I have been told by tome 
people in the construction business 
that costs are rising by about 1.5 
percent a month,”  said Davis.

He estimated that rebidding the 
project would take approximately five 
months, with a potential added cost to 
the city of $225,000.

“ If the board buys the bonds, the 
city will pay about S.S percent in­
terest. If we go to the open market we 
will be paying 7, 7.5 or maybe even 8 
percent interest,”  said Davis. “ This 
would mean an added cost of between 
$350,000 and $700,000.”

The dty manager scheduled an 
afternoon meeting with Big Springers 
who have expressed concern over the 
issue. ‘

“ I hope to find out who is circulating 
the petiUon, and find out what I can do 
to correct this thing,”  concluded 
Davis. ---------------- ------------------

The book is also available at the 
Howard County Library.

Another objection Mrs. Thomas has 
is the type of sex education taught in 
the schools. “ I don’t understand why 
I2years of touching and feeling has to 
be taught,”  she said at the Eagles 
Forum meeting. “ What ever hap­
pened to a basic course in plumbing?” 

“ We define sex education as under­
standing of love and caring of another 
person,”  says Dr. Gordon. “ It ’s

responsible decision making and 
equality in sexuality. The main 
function is the elevation of self 
esteem.

“ It has nothi^ to do with touching 
and feeling which the opposition has 
made up. Facts about reproduction is 
only one small aspect of sex 
education.”

Dr. Gordon says he opposes 
teenagers having sexual intercourse. 
‘ ‘They are too young and not ready for 
sexual involvement. It should be

limited to adults who can handle sex.
“ But no teenager has ever asked my 

consent. If they’re not going to pay 
attention to me, then I encourage 
them to use birth control to avoid a 
pregnancy.”

Lynn His^, superintendent of the 
Big Spring Independent School 
District says there is no curriculum on 
sex education in the Big Spring 
schools.

“ It’s part of health classes and 
home economics and some in life 
science and biology classes,”  he said.

Carbon plant closure will S t a f f  em ergency room
to 'hurt' Seagraves

SEAGRAVES -  The eco­
nomy of Seagraves is bound 
to sidfer from the closure of 
the Columbian Chemicals 
Co., carbon black plant here, 
but the president of the 
Chamber of Commerce 
hesitates to what the extent 
of theeffad will bq.  ̂ ’

“ It’s certainly not going to 
help,”  said Wayne Cornett. 
“ But we’ve weathered things 
like this before, and well 
continue to try to bring new 
industry to the city.

“ Although' nothing has 
been confirmed, there is a 
good possibility of an in­
dustria l-type business 
coming in, but we just have 
to wait and see."

The plant, a subsidiary of 
Cities Service Co. in Tulsa, 
was closed Oct 19.

Columbian officials said 
the decision to close the'plant 
respited from a combination 
of adverse economic factors.

Officials also said that the 
capital investment required 
to modernize the plant, 
which was built in the early 
1940s, could not be ju^ fied

under today’s market 
conditions for carbon black.

In addition, officials said 
the plant’ s geographic 
location made'it unable to 
effectively compete with 
newer plants that are closer 
to both sources of raw 
material Mldct eittfomer: 
plants.

'The plant employed about 
50 persons, and officials have 
met with them to discuss the 
individual effects of the 
closing.

The plant had an annual 
capacity of about 80 million 
pounds of carcass-type 
carbon black. The substance 
is used in making automobile 
tires.

Effective this weekend, a 
team of emergency medical 
physicians will take over the 
emergency room at Malone-

NEW YORK (A P )  -  
Brother Joseph Charles Fox 
often spoke of Karen Anne 
Quinlan, his religious 
superior recalls, always Arm 
in his belief that the 
comatose wqnian's parents 
had the right to let her die.

Now the 83-year-old Fox is 
himself lying in a coma, and 
his sup^or and longtime 
friend, the Rev. Ph ilip  
Eichner, is asking a court to 
allow Mm to exercise that 
same right.

But the action steps 
beyond the Quinlan case, 
says the priest. The belief of 
Brother Fox is the teaching 
of the Roman Catholic 
church. Eichner views the 
request for permission to 
Unplug Fok’s respirator as 
an opportunity for a 
"c larifica tion  o f church 
teaching."

Eichmr is head of the*40- 
member Marianist com­
munity that runs Chaminade 
High School in Mineola on 
Lopg .Island. Marianists, 
members of the Society b f 
Mary, are a Catholic 
teaching order numbering 
2,200 world-wide.

Illuminating the moral and 
ethical principals of the 
church is a natural 
outgrowth of the order’s role 
as ^ucators, said Eichner.

“ This is a very real 
question and it touches 
almost every family in the 
United States," he said of 
Fox’s situation.

Families daily are facing 
life and death issues and the 
church’s position — that 
persons are not held to ex­
traordinary, heroic means to 
prolong life — applies to 
countless medical situations 
including treatment for 
diseases such as cancer, he 
said.

*”rhis is called the positive 
aspect of the Fifth ■Com­
mandment ’Thou Shalt Not 
Kill, involving the 
reasonable care of your 
life,”  said Eichner. A person 
is not obligated to take 
measures to prolong life that 
would present a grave 
burden on himself or others, 
he explained.

For example, he said, a 
patient needn't undergo a 
prohibitively expensive 
cancer operation that would 
briefly extend his or her life.

"Th is  is not mercy 
killing," Eichner stressed.
. He said the distinction is that 
. mercy killing is a direitt act 
to end a life; the othe$ is an 
indirect act or decisiqp,not to 
prolong life.

But the priest said making 
such decisions often is 
complicated in a society that 
attaches more importance to 
life on earth than an afterlife 
and surrounds death with a 
sense of guilt.

As a religious comounity.
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the Marianists decided to 
confront the issue when Fox 
slipped into a coma on Oct. 2 
at Nassau Hospital. Fox 
suffered cardiac arrest while 
undergoing a hernia 
operatok

"H e was a nuurvelous 
image for the communitv of 
how to grow old gracefully,”  
said Eichner of his fliend.

The two men had met 
decades before when 
Eichner was just entering 
the order and Fox was his 
prefect. When Fox retired to 
(Hiaminade in 1970 after 
teaching at Marianist 
schools around the world, the 
roles were reversed — 
Eichner was the superior at 
Chaminade.
- Fox became the -com­
munity’ s patriarch and, 
despite an eye aiiment that

left him nearly blind, he 
cooked the brothers’ meals 
and raised flowers in a roof 
garden.

When doctors told Eichner 
the comatose Fox was in a 
"permanent vegetative 
s ta te ," Eichner asked 
hospital authorities to 
remove the respirator. They 
refused to do so without a 
court order.

The Rev. Richard 
McCormick contends such 
cases should never have to 
go to court. McCormick 
directs the Kennedy Center 
of Ethics at Georgetown 
University in Washington, 
D.C|, and advised the 
(Quinlans’ lawyers.

In the 1976 landmark 
Quinlan decision, the New 
Jersey Supreme Court ruled 
that life- support systems

could be removed from 
comatose patients who had 
no reasonable chance of 
recovering to a cognitive or 
sapient state.

McCormick maintains that 
hundreds of life-support 
systems are removed daily 
across the country without 
publicity or court action.

Eichner attributed the 
hospital’s decision to New 
York state’ s lack of a 
itefinition of death and a fear 
of legal repercussions

Such fear stems from an

inability to adapt moral 
standards to advances in 
medical technology, ac­
cording to Alice Mehling, 
director of the Society For 
the Right to Die. The 
national organization has 
become increasingly in­
volved in legislation ad­
dressing some o f the 
dilemmas raised by life 
support systems.

Ten states have enacted 
“ right-todie”  laws since 
1978, enabling p e^ le  to s iu  
documents d^lining lif^  
prolonging measures.

Hauling up drawbridge on press doesn’ t help
f It's all the fault of those nosy 
( reporters and the abrasive questions 
t the\ ask.
■ Sooner or later, all presidents get 

testy about holding press conferences.
■ Jimmy Carter is no exception. Early 

on, Carter was quite candid with the 
press.

He made liberal use of the press 
conference — an institution which had 
fallen into disrepair under a chary 
Kichard Nixon and wau> used with 
some restraint by Gerald Ford.

Time was when Mr. Carter would 
subject himself to confrontations with 
the White House press corps as often 
as twice a month.

In that phase of his pre.sidency, he 
had lots of opportunity to Uilk about 
his glorious promises and hadn't been

in office long enough to have executed 
any of th«n.

Now it turns out that the president is 
only human. As his political fortunes 
have taken a downward trend, so have 
the frequency ot his press con­
ferences. Over the last couple of 
months, he has staged no fewer than 
four ‘town meetings’ — in which he 
fields questions from slightly awed 
citizens who are not likely to feed him 
any real zingers. During that time, 
however, he has seen fit to hold only 
one press conference.

It is, of course, entirely under- 
standaUe that Mr. Carter, in his 
present time of trouble, would be a 
little reluctant to present himself 
before the seasoned barracudas of 
Washington's press. His No. One aide.

Hamilton Jordan, has been accused of 
some rather inexcusable in­
discretions, His brother Billy has been 
firming up friendships with the 
Libyan crowd and invariably emerges 
from such contacts with egg on his 
face.

.Back in 1976, however, when Mr. 
Carter was making all those promises 
about being open, candid and ap­
proachable, he gave no hint that such 
a policy would change in the event of 
hard times.

Most Americans are inclined to 
sympathize with the president. Many 
of his woes are not of his own making. 
Still more stem from his penchant for 
taking on too much, for attempting to 
mount grandiose schemes without 
doing the necessary groundwork. It is

universally agreed that he is a decent.
well-intended man trying his best to 

St Job in Iperform the toufdMat Job in the wwld.
Hauling up the drawbridge on the 

press corps, however, is not a sound 
response to his present dilemma. 
Rather, he should Udte on the press — 
indeed, challenge the press. Any 
football coach will tell you a good 
offense is the best defense.

If aneporter asks him a loaded, 
malicious question, he should not 
hesitate to fling that question right 
back in the face of his petitioner.

We can’t say for sure but we are 
inclined to believe that many 
Americans would rather see Jimmy 
Carter mix it up with his detractors 
than see him retreat behind a human 
wall of aides and advisors.

Dear Dr. Donohue: Our four-year- 
old daughter was born with coarc­
tation of the aorta. She gets annual 
checkups now. Our concern is all the 
X-raying being done and which will be 
needed for the next six years. Could 
we cut down or stop all these checkups 
until it’s time for surgery? Is surgery 
the only way? — Mrs L.F.

The aorta is the large artery 
through which blood is pumped from 
the heart to the rest of the body. 
Coarctation is a narrowing of this 
vessel a short distance from where it 

. leaves the hurt. It is usually a birth 
defect ( one trat occurred during fetal 
development).

The answer is surgical removal of 
the narrowed portion, and this is best 
done before the second decade of life.

DF;a R S.J : There may be several 
reasons why this is happening to you. 
At least some of̂  them may be very 

"practical. However, before I discuss 
those, I think it is important for you to 
be clear about one thing; the Bible is 
God’s Word and therefore should get 
our best attention. It alone can give us 
God’s truth for our Uvea, and it alone 
has the power to change us as the Holy 
Spirit applies its truth to our minds 
and hearts. We should have the same 
determination as the Psalmist: “ I will 
meditate in thy precepts, and have 
respect unto thy ways. I will delight
myself in thy statutes; I will notforget
thy word" (Psalms 119-15-16).

There are several practical 
suggestions you might find helpful. 
For example, when do you try to read 
the Bible? If you leave it until you are 
sleepy and ready to go to bed, you will 
probably have difficulty getting 
everything out of it you should. Also, I 
suggest you get one of the fine modem

translations, especially if you are not 
familiar with the older English of the 
King James version. (Your pastor 
may have some recommendations).

Get one with print you can read. 
Then decide in advance on a plan for 
reading. For example, I often suggest 
to people who are unfamiliar with the 
Bible that they take the Gospel of John 
and read a portion of it each day, until 
they are through the book. It may only 
be a few paragraphs, but it will help 
you see the full story the Gospel is 
telling. Don’t Just skip around from 
place to place.

'Then fsk yourself questions as you 
read. For example, ask yourself 
"What is the main idea of tids 
passage? What is actually happening 
here, or being taught?”  It might be 
helpful to write it down — it will keep 
you from being vague in your an­
swers. Also, always ask yourself 
"What does thisVassage mean tome? 
Is there something new I need to 
know, or something I ought to do?

As you open God’s Word, always 
pray that God would teach you. God 
wants to teach you, and His spirit will 
teach you if you are open.

Masquerade uncovered

WASHINGTON — The outrageous 
profits posted by the big oil companies 
last week — ranging up to an almost 
unbelievable 191 percent increase 
over last year — have dramatically 
stripped the mask of sweet 
reasonableness from Big Oil.

The consumer is paying $1 and more 
for a gallon of gas and is already 
goggling at heating bills twice as high 
as last w lnt^ ’s. He is in no mood to 
swallow the oil companies’ smooth 
assurances that they’re really not 
ripping us off.

THUS WILL obviously make it a lot 
harder for the oil lobbyists to whittle 
away at the windfall profits tax 
President Carter is trying to get 
through Congress — though Big Oil, 
with the nerve of a burglar, will just 
as obviously keep trying.

All but eclipsed by the “ main' 
event”  is the oil moguls’ quiet but 
intense lobbying to hang onto an even 
bigger windfall, the so-called Foreign 
Oil Tax Credit. The billions the oil 
companies have made from thik scam 
since it was made available in the 
1950s have come right out of the 
American taxpayers’ pockets.

It’s basically a simple operation: 
F'or every dollar of taxes the oil 
companies pay to a foreign govern­
ment, they are excused from a dollar 

vUf income iax,«iiwecL to. Jhe JLLB..'. 
Treasury.

In an effort to plug this gaping 
loophole in the Tax laws, the Treasury. 
is in the process of tightening its 
regulations by redefining what are 
"ta xes ”  and what are merely 
“ royalties.”  The distinction is im­
portant to the oil companies, because 
by law, "royalties”  are classed as 
business expenses to be deducted 
from gross income, and are thus 
worth only about half as much as a tax 
credit, which is taken directly off the 
income tax owed to Uncle Sam.

SO INDUSTRY LOBBYISTS are 
trying to have any payment they 
make to ’a foreign government 
declared a "tax”  — as long as the 
foreign government agrees to call it 
that. In other words, they want to 
leave the definition up to Big Oil’s 
buddies abroad. I)

This isn’t peanuts we’re talking 
about. In 1976, the latest year we were 
able to get igures for, oil and gas firms 
had a $22 billion income tax liability. 
But they wrote off $17 billion of that in 
foreign tax credits.

With the stakes so high, it is in­
teresting that the General Accounting 
Office, assigned to make a study of the 
foreign tax credit, turned for guidance 
to — believe it or not — tin oil pom: 
pany. A GAO officia l, Douglas 
McCullough, had a “ working paper” 
of the agency’s report to Congress 
leaked to an official at Tenneco 
named William Johnson for review.

McCullough, who used to work for 
Johnson at the Treasury in 1973-74, 
told our associate Tony Capaccio that 
he sent the material to Johnson 
because “ he’s a damn good 
economist.”  But Johnson told us he 
didn’t know anything about the tax 
credit. So he turned the GAO working 
paper over to Teraieco’s tax division 
to look at.

VESCO PROBE: Three weeks ago. 
Democratic National Chairman Jiihn 
White was grilled for two-and-a-half 
hours by a federal grand Jury in New 

. York that is looking into the murky 
connection between fugitive financier 
Robert Vesco and the Libyan govern­

ment’s efforts to get delivery on 
American-made transport planes 
embargoed by the State Department.

White was drawn into the probe 
after the FBI secretly photographed 
him with Libya’s am b a^d or to the 
United Nations, Mansur Kikhia, in the 
rooftop bar of a Washington hotd.

The Justice Etepartment is trying to 
find out if,the Ubyans'tried — through 

'Vesco — to offer bribes to White and 
Carter adminiatpation officials in 
hopes of freeing the planes.

In his secret testimony. White 
denied that any bribes had been of­
fered, or that he knew Vesco, sources 
told our associate Jack Mitchell. As 
for Billy Carter, whose name has also 
surfaced in the grand jury in­
vestigation , White testified that he 
had met the president’s buhiptious 
brother only once, years ago, and 
hadn’t talked to him since.

Explaining the circumstances of his 
rooftop ren^zvous with the Libyan 
diplomat. White testified that the 
meeting had been arranged by James 
Day, a fdlow Texan and long-time 
political acquaintance.

Day contacted him last spring. 
White testified, and they met in 
White’s ashington office. The two 
Texas Democrats discussed the poor 
relations between the United States 
and Libya, but White said he coukto’t 
racall—any—menttoR a f the- con­
troversial plane deal. He did not, 
however, deny that Day might have 
brought the subject up.------ -------------

A few months later. White testified. 
Day phoned again and inMsted that he 
meet Kikhia for a brief drink. What 
White didn’t realize, of 'course, was 
that the FBI had been tailing Kikhia 
with a camera. So while the chairman 
and the ambassador sipped their 
drinks on the rooftop terrace of the 
Washington Hotel — overlooking the 
White House grounds — FBI agents 
were taking it all in.

White told the grand jury that day 
pressed him to set up a meeting be­
tween President Carter and the 
Libyan ambassador. But he swore 
that he refused Day’s importunings.

The Democratic party chief told us 
that he isn’t the taiget of any further 
investigation.

FO RT WORTH, Texas 
(A P ) — Lawyers say jury 
deliberations in the mara­
thon murder solicitation trial 
of millionaire Cullen Davis 
could begin as early as 
Monday.

Lead defense attorney 
R ichard  "R a c e h o rs e ”  
Haynes spent more than 
three hours Thursday trying 
to discredit testimony given 
by the prosecution’s re^tUU 
witness. Gale Helms, 52.

Prosecutors hailed Helms’ 
testim ony W ednesday, 
saying it destroyed defense 
attorneys’ theory that Davis 
was framed.

State attorneys repeatedly 
objected • to Haynes’ 
questioning, calling it 
repetitious and irrelevant. 
At one point, Haynes asked 
the same question three 
times, with different word­
ing, and was chided by 
State District Judge Gordon 
Gray.

‘T v e  been down that road 
before and I don’t intend to 
go down it again,”  Gray 
said. “ I ’ve heard all this 
before”

“ You haven’t heard this,”  
Hay nes argued.

“ And I ’m not going to hear 
it, either,”  Gray countered. 
“ I ’m going to sustain the 
objection.”

Woman gets 
75 years for 
beating-death

JEFFERSON, Texas (A P ) 
— An East Texas jury 
assessed a Mount Pleasant 
woman 75 years in prison for 
the beating death last April 
of her 6-year-old stepson.

Diane Upton, 26, beat Zane 
Upton with a belt, threw the 
child against a bedpost and 
kicked him in the stomach so 
hard it ruptured his pan­
creas, according to 
testimony in the trial.

An autopsy revealed the 
boy drowned in his own body 
fluids after suffering serious 
internal injuries.

The jury deliberated three 
hours before finding the 
woman guilty, and spent the

The key state Witness was 

9-year-old Dana Upton, the 
dead child's brother He told 
the court he heard his 
stepmotherlbeating Zane in 
another room with a belt. He

He said he could hear his 
brother making funny noises 
during the night and knew 
something was wrong. The 
boy died the next day and 
officials placed Dana Upton 
in a foster home after 
charges were filed.

A minister testified he 
received a telephone call 
from Mrs. Upton wbo said, 
“ 1 hit him, and he’s dead.”

The defense tried un­
successfully to -block the 
m in is te r ’ s test|[mony^ 

~ar^u%  cbh^i^Obhs wilh a 
minister are privileged.

The dg[en6c callecL no 
witnesses during the trial, 
and called only Mrs. Upton 
and her husband during the 
punishment phase.

The husband broke down 
and cried on the stand, 
saying he was convinced his 
wife had not killed his son.

Mrs. Upton testified she 
remembered whipping the 
child, but said the whipping 
was not severe enou^ to 
have killed the boy. She said 
she could not recall how he 
might have suffered the 
injuries.

"Accidents do happen 
around the house,”  she said.
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Haynes finished his cross- 
examination by midafter­
noon and a short time 
later prosecutor Jack 
Strickland got to his feet and 
said;

“ Your honor, if it pleases 
the court, the state at this 
time rests its case.”

'The defense called three 
of its own rebuttal witnesses 
then, and got court per; 
mission to caU Helms back to 
the stand for one more 
question concerning a minor 
portion of his testimony. 
Despite that, attorneys in the 
case said the jury could 
begin deliberations as early 
as Monday • -

Helms contradicted Davis’ 
testimony that he and key 
state witness and FBI in­
formant David McCrory had 
a 6 p.m. meeting on Aug. 11, 
during which they agreed to 
stage some conversations 
and record them, in an effort 
to head off a purported plot 
against Davis’ life.

Davis testified three 
subsequent meetings with 
McCrory, at which the two 
discussed mass murder, 
were based in part on the 
Aug. 11 session.

It was after one of the 
subsequent meetings on Aug. 
20 — recorded on video and 
audio tape by FBI agents — 
that Davis was arrested and 
charged with plotting to hire 
a killer.

Helms, though, testified he 
was with McCrory from

about>({:30 p.m. anUl dark on 
Aug. 11, testing model air­
plane engines south of Fort 
Worth.

Defense lawyers played 
down the impact of Helms’ 
testimony.

"W e were surprised that 
there was not more to the 
stale rebuttal Uistimony,”  
said lawyer Steve Sumper.

But prosecutors claimed 
Helms’ testimony destroys 
the foundation of the defense

case, and could send Davis to 
prison.

“ If the Aug. 11 meeting 
didn’t occur in the flrst 
place, it raises serious 
questions about his(Davis’ ) 
motives on Aug. 18, 19 and 
20,”  said Strickland, saying 
Davis’ explanation of the 
later meetings makes no 
sense without the Aug. 11 
discussion to support it.

“ Aug. 11 is a very, very 
important date,”  he said.

LA PAZ, Bolivia (A P ) — 
Bolivia 's new m ilitary 
strongman, Col. Alberto 
Natusch, declared a state of 
siege, dissolved congress 
and had himself named 
president only hours after 
leading a bloody coup and 
assuring his countrymen 
political freedom.

The state of siege, which 
suspends all constitutional 
guarantees, was announced 
late Thursday and came 
amid rumors that a counter­
coup would be attempted. 
Students, unions and major 
political parties oppose 
Natusch, deiiouncing him as

' iSx-students and
workers were killed in 
clashes . with soldiers 
throughout the country 
Thursday after Natusch 
seized power from President 
Walter Guevara's 11-week- 
old civilian government — 
Bolivia's first demo­
cratically elected one 
in a decade. Natusch 
declared himself president 
and named a Cabinet.

But the Bolivian congress 
im m ediate ly  re jec ted  
Natusch as president and 
declared support for 
Guevara, who from a hiding

place sanehwere in La Paz, 
asked his countrymen to 
resist the Natusch rebels and 
reverse the coup, one of 
more than 200 In Brazil's 1S4- 
year history as a republic.

The country’s top labor 
leaders called for a 48’hour 
general strike of businesses 
and workers and declared 
opposition to Natusch, even 
though the 47-year-old 
colonel and former com­
mandant of the military 
college got declarations of 
support from major 
garrisons throughout the 
country.

But Gen. David Padilla,. 
Guevara's amy t^ief, u rg ^  
the commanders to remain 
loyal to Guevara and then 
apparently went into hiding. 
A high-ranking army officer 
who still backs Guevara said 
many other officers also 
support the ousted civilian 
president.

Bolivia' has a $3 billion 
foreign debt, a 25 percent 
rate of inflation, an over­
valued peso and a foreign 
trade deficit of $350 million a 
year. Unless the problems 
are solved, life for O liv ia ’s 5 
million people with a per 
capita income of $380 a year 
is certain to get more

difficult

Guevara was negotiating 
with the International 
Monetary Fund, and the 
United States had opened the 
door to additional 
assistance, according to 
diplomatic sources who 
asked to remain anonymous. 
Those possibilities un­
doubtedly were wiped out 
with the coup.

Vance, who was in Bolivia 
last week for a meeting of 
the Organization of 
American Statres, conveyed 
the message during a lun­
cheon for the country’s top 
leaders. Informed sources 
said Natusch was invited, 
but declined to attend.

Te xa s gasohol 
plant abandoned

AUSTIN, Texas (AH ) — The president of a Kansas firm 
that wanted to build a |2S million gasohd plant in Texas 
sayf the company will look elsewhere while a Senate 
committee tries to figure out how to revive the abandoned 
project.

“ We have been besieged by offers from Just about every 
state in. the union,”  s^d Cloud Cray, Midwest Solvents 
president. “ Texas just didn’t want us.”

Cray conunenM at a Senate Special Committee on 
Gasohol hearing. The committee wants to know why the 
proposed Rio Grande Valley project died after apparently 
winning legislative and Alc<^olic Beverage Commission 
approval.

At the heart of the issue is whether 190-proof alcohol is 
fit for human consumption. A top ABC official originally 
told Midwest the potent alcohol It planned to produce was 
not drinkable, but he said he was “ overru l^ ”  by other 
staff members. The project died.

Joe Damall, assistant ABC administrator, said he 
initially deddeid, “ I could live with an interpretation that 
190-200i)roef alcohol — raw and straight from the still — is 
unfit for human c t e t e d i n ^ o n . . ~

But the ABC senior staff r e j ^ t ^  that ruling. Alan 
Johnson, director of hearings, testified he found a 1933 
federal court dedaion saying such alcohol was drinkable. 
Midwest was notified of the change and the project was 
abandoned.

Committee Chairman Raul Longoria, D-Edinburg, said 
Attorney General Mark White will be asked to in t^ r e t  
the 1979 bill that the dimpany thought cleared the way for' 
the plant.

Cray said the project has been opposed by the Texas 
liquor lobby. He said the industry has an “ overpowering 
worry”  that such a fac ili^  would mean “ someone outside 
would come in and open the door to a strong national 
concern controlling wholesale and retail sales in the 

, state.”
Committee members said they wanted to know if the 

liquor lobby got to the ABC staff before it changed the 
ruling. Longoria sent outan urgent call for W.S. McBeath, 
ABC administrator. McBeath boarded a plane in Houston 
but did not arrive in time to testify.

However, several staff members said they had not been 
contacted by lobbyists. “ I am absolutely convinced there 
was no coHusion and no pressure from the liquor industry 
on the administrator or Um  staff.”  Damall said.

Longoria said McBeath would be interviewed at the 
next heariM.

Cray said the firm would like to resurrect the proposed 
Santa Rosa project, which would result in 481 new jobs for 
the impoverishied town. The Rio Grande Valley Sugar 
Growers Asssociation was to work with the firm to 
produce gasohol — a mixture of nine parts unleaded 
gasdine and one part alcohol.

Cray said gasohol would be a “ valuable extoider”  for 
gasoline through 1990, but he admitted the company would 
eventually use the alcohol for other projects.

Longoria said the committee might ask Gov. Bill 
Clements to allow Legislators to consider the gasohol 
matter at a special session.

fiscal year that began Oct. 1, 
one the sources aeid 
“ around 938 billion”  seems 
to be likely, indicating a 
further growth in export 
value of more than 18 per­
cent.

For some time, the 
department has been 
projecting 1979-80 exports 
“ within a range”  of 935 
billion to $40 billion, and 
some experts have said 
privately the total could 
exceed the upper figure if the 
Soviet Union and other big 
customers opt for even 
larger orders. ^

The department is ex­
pected to issue a new export 
trade analysis, including 
projections for the current 
year, at its annual outlook 
conference here next week.

Chrysler loan plan 
may get swift action

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  The Carter administration’s 
pUn for 91.5 billion in loan guarantees to help Chrysler 
Corp. appears to be headed for swift action by a House 
panri, but faces doubts and delay s in the Senate.

A spokesman for the House Banking Committee said its 
subcommittee on economic stabilization hopes to question 
Treasury Secretary G. William Miller within a few days 
and act on the proposal next week.

Approval by the full banking committee ip i«c ^ t9 H o  
follow quickly, sending the measure to the floor, where 
both supporters and opponents have predicted it will pass.

In the Senate, however. Sen. William G. Proxmire, D- 
Wis., banking committee chairman, said he would begin 
hearings Nov. 19 and continue them “ until the many 
issues involved...have been thoroughly explored and 
discussed.”

Proxmire is an outspoken opponent of government aid 
to the nation’s No. 3 automaker, which has said it expects 
to lose more than 91 billion this year.

Sen. Jake Garn of Utah, ranking Republican on the 
banking committee, said, “ A lot of questions must be 
answered before I would even consider committing public 
funds for loan guarantees.”

Garn said the plan is based on assumptions by Chrysler 
which may not be realized, including ample fud supplies, 
inflation of around 8 percent and a 20 percent increase to 
the company’s share of the U.S. auto market.

“ H one of the assumptions does not materialize — if the 
economy turns out to be worse than expected — then 
Chrysler financing needs Tway be even greater than 
projected, and its hopes for recovery diminished,”  Garn 
said.

A supporter of loan guarantees Sen. Carl Levin, D- 
Mich., also questioned portions of the administratipn 
proposal.

1m  plan outlined Thursday by Miller is conditioned on 
Chrysler obtaining an additional 9LS billion, without loan 
guarantees, from hanks, state and local governments, its 
workers, dealers and sigipiiers and the sale of its oam

“Thte* raises several questions,”  said Levin, “ b  it a 
practical, achievable requirement? Does Chrysler have to 
have all these commitments to hand before it can draw on 
the federal loan guarantees? What constitutes a com­
mitment? Who will make that determination?

Clarence Grubeugh, 30, 
manager of the Dallas 
Winchell's Donut House, 
turned toward the cash 
register to change a one 
dollar bill for a male 
customer when he was shot 
in the left side of the head. 
The bullet lodged in the back 
of his nose

As he was knocked to the 
ground by the force of the 
first shot, Grubaugh was 
struck again, the second 
time in his side. The bullet 
exited through his stomach, 
hitting no vital organs.

According to Mr. and Mrs. 
Ernest Grubaugh, B ig 
.Spring, parents of the vic­
tim, their son remained 
conscious and called the 
police himself 

At 3:30 a m., Grubaugh's 
wife, Edith, also a former 
Big Sp rii« resident, was

alerted by police. Grubaugh 
was admitted to Parkland 
Hospital, Dallas.

Police were given a 
description of the assailant 
by Grubaugh, but as of yet, 
there are no suspects. 
Although robbery has not 
been completely ruled out as 
a motive, there was no 
money missing from the 
place of business.

was hard to keep track of 
them all.

Just about every 
Democrat who was anybody 
endorsed Sen. Edmund S. 
Muskie. His campaign 
collapsed before the last 
frost of 1972

That is worth noting as 
Sen Edward M. Kennedy 
and President Carter wage 
their struggle for en­
dorsements in the campaign 
for the 19B0 Democratic 
presidential nomination.

The support of Democratic 
officeholders and party 
leaders is an asset to any 
candidate. But the only 
endorsements that count are 
the ones that spell votes in 
the competition for 
nominatingdelegates. ~

Every candidate tries to 
create a bandwagon 
psychology, and a succession 
of campaign endorsements 
can serve that goal. There is 
concern in the Carter White 
House that defections to 
Kennedy are going to give 
the impression of a stam­
pede from the president to 
his challenger

Carter's people say they 
have plenty of en­
dorsements. top. and expect 
more They count 20 
governors on the president's 
side, and mayors of such 
major cities as New York, 
Los Angeles and Detroit.

They are braced against 
dhe prospect that some 
■ people wh6 now work for the 
admlnistra'lfon will walIPbdt 
and join the Kennedy 
-campaign, but it still smarts 
--frckr^inlyTM ift-the^se' 
of former, (owa Sen. .Dick 
Clark. The Carter people 
thought they had effectively 
neutralized him. since he 
was on the administration 
payroll at $57,500 a year as 
refugee coordinator.

But Clark said he never 
promised to remain neutral 
forever, only for as long as 
he held the State Depart­
ment job He cleaned out his 
desk and joined the 
challenger Thui^ay

Clark could be particularly 
valuable to Kennedy, since 
the leadoff contest of 1980 
will be the Iowa precinct 
caucuses Jan. 21. He will 
presumably try to use 
w hatever organ ization  
remains from his un­
successful bid for Senate re- 
eidbtion in 1978 to boost the 
Kennedy cause in that 
presidential contest.

Endorsements and allies 
are no substitute for political 
organitation. particularly in 
competition as specialized as 
the Iowa caucuses. The key 
task in any campaign is to 
identify and get out the 
candidate's vote. That goes 
double in the kind of neigh­
borhood politics that begins 
the selection of delegates in 
Iowa.

HOUSTON (A P ) — The chairman of the 

Texas Air Board says he will ask the board 
to withdraw the Texas clean air plan sub­
mitted last April to the Environmental 
Protection Agency.

John L. Blair blames a deadlock with the 
EPA on whether Houston transportation 
control measures should be in the pun.

Blair said the EPA wants the board to 
pressure Houston to agree to add tran­
sportation controls to the plan. He said the 
board would do so if local elected officials 
request such action.

“ If a man gets a ticket in Houston for 
driving downtown without five people in his 
car, I want that step taken by somebody 
people can vote on,”  he said. “ And they 
can’t vote on me or on Mrs. Harrison

. (Adelene Harrison, regional EPA  ad- 
ministratar).’ ’ ^

Mrs. Harrison was not available but a 
spokesman said withdrawal of the plan 
would subject Texas to a loss of millions in 
federal highway, sewage plant and other 
grants and a freeze on new major industrial 
construction in the Houston area.

“ If the plan isn’t approved, the sanctions 
are automatic,’ ’ said Eddie Lee, a 
spokesman at regional EPA headejuarters in 
Dallas.

The EPA, however, released a statement 
saying it believes the dispute is close to a 
solution. ,

“ We have resolved all the issues except 
for the presently implemented and plann^ 
transportation controls,”  the EPA  said.

Miss Susie Lynch became head coach for the 

Steerettes in 1968 with winning season records for '68,

Champion, the team provided many exciting and 
memorable moments for the fans. Rose Magers was 
named to the All-State Volleyball team.

Miss Carole Bartasek moved up from assistant 
varsity coach to head volleyball coach after Miss 
Deason left Big Spring in 1978. The team lost the 
district to San Angelo in the final game of the season in 
Big Spring.

This year's team has come out second in the first half 
of district play and is continuing the fight for the 
disthct title against San Angelo. As of Wednesday, the 
BSHS voileyball team is undefeated this season in 
district. Coach Bartasek has continued the winning 
ways of Big Spring Volleyball teams of the past.

From mid-November to 
early January, thousands of 
Texas farmers and ranchers 
w ill receive a crop or 
livestock questionnaire 
trom the Texas Crop and 
Livestock Reporting Service 
or will be personally in­
terviewed by the service’s 
field staff.

The information gathered 
through the questionnaire 
and interviews provides the 
basis for determining the 
final acreage, yield and 
production of crops and end- 
of-the-year livestock and 
poultry numbers for the 
state of Texas and for each 
county.

A ll of the estimates 
published by the Texas Crop 
and Livestock Reporting 
Service are based on the 
data provided by Texas 
farmers and ranchers.

China prices 
rise sharply

TOKYO (A P ) — China has 
announced price hikes of 
about 33 percent for meat, 
fish, eggs and other staples 
and is lifting fixed prices on 
10,000 other items, the of­
ficial Xinhua news agency 
reported.

Urban residents and in­

Order accused of squandering millions

Pope dismisses 'monkey business
WASHINGTON (AP ) -  

High officials of the Roman 
Catholic Church, including 
Pope John Paul II, have been 
struggling for more than five 
years to settle a major 
religious “ scandal”  in­
volving a small order of 
monks based in Pennsyl­
vania, tbe Gannett News 
Service reports 

“ Vatican documents show 
that, in less than a decade, 
the order squandered a 
substantial portion of $20 
million in charitable 
donations, loans. in­
vestments and bond

p ro ceed s  th rough  
mismanagement, dubious 
business practices, and what 
Vatican in vestiga tors  
described as 'chaotic' and 
‘ immoral’ Lifestyles,”  the 
news service says in the first 
of a series of articles on the 
Pauline F'athers 

The news service 
described a series of events 
leading to what it called a 
“ crisis for the Vatican that 
ripped apart”  the 600-year-  ̂

Fathers —  and “ pushed"

and criminal prosecution of 
those involv^ and con­
sequent public scandal.”

The report says papal 
investigators concluded that 
Ixjsiness deals and tax- 
a v o id a n c e  schem es 
engineered by the leader of 
the Paulines in five states — 
F'lorida, California, Penn­
sylvania, Delaware and New 
York — were of questionable 
legality and violated church 
canons.

The Vatican investigators 
— with Cardinal John Krol, 
Archbishop of Philadelphia, 
and members of the church 
hierarchy — directed that 
the offending priests should

be severely disciplined, 
according to the news report. 
Gannett said Krol deic ing to 
comment on the report.

But, the news service said. 
Pope John Paul II reversed 
that decision and closed the 
inquii^ into the order and its 
exploits with a papal decree 
issued May 21.

The Gannett report lists 
“ principal elements" in the 
investi^tion, including an 
intense power struggle 
within the church over who 
should control the Paulines, 
a struggle so bitter that 
Vatican “ d e te c t iv e s ”  
reported the bugging pf 
telephones in Rome and 
Poland.
