Carter can't miss
winning nomination

By the Asseciated Press

President Carter is one week — and
eight elections — from the
delegate majority that will deliver
him the Democratic nomination and
set up a three-way autumn campaign
for the presidency

The pruident needs but 86 more
votes, or about 12 percent of the 696
Democratic delegates to be awarded
next Tuesday in the final installment
of the long-running primary election
serial.

Carter can't miss winning enough
delegates to put him in line for the
competition with Republican Ronald
Reagan and independent John B.
fAt;ldermn for the White House in the
all.

Carter defeated Sen.
Kennedy Tuesday

in three more

primaries, gained 66 delegates, and
The Associated Press count of
delegate commitments now shows
him with 1,580 of the 1,666 votes that
will mean renomination. Kennedy has
849. The Carter victories were in
Kentucky, Arkansas and Nevada. He
also won a preferential vote in Idaho,
but that was for show, not delegates.

White House Press Secretary Jody
Powell said the Carter campaign
figures the president is only “a
handful of delegates, four or five”
from nominating strength

Once Carter gets his majority, only
an unlikely upheaval in which
Democratic rules are revised to
release delegates from their com-
mitments will stand between him and
a second run for the White House.

Iran’'s new Parliament convened
today with calls from Ayatollah
Ruhollah Khomeini to guard against
plotters, from President Abolhassan
Bani-Sadr to pump life into a nearly
bankrupt economy, and from the
militants holding the U.S. hostages to

The militants also said the con-
ditions they outlined for the hostages'
release represented the ‘‘nation’s
demand,’’ and that if the Parliament
took any other position it would have
to be justified and accepted by the
Iranian people.

The newspaper said the 53 American
hostages, in their 207th day in cap-
tivity today, should be held until the
shah and his riches are returned to
Iran and America pays damages.

The school board met with in-
terested employees Tuesday to
discuss the results of the Social
Security referendum held May 21.

The mljcri& of the employees
voted to withdraw from Social
Security, but trustees learned that
some employees wanted further
dialogue with the trustees.

The referendum serves only to give
trustees an idea of employee attitudes
and is not in itself the final word, said
School Board Trustees Al Valdes,

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Message of poll crystal clear

Whack government spending

(Special to The Heraid)
WASHINGTON, DC. —
Results of the second
District-wide poll conducted
by Congressman Charles W
Stenholm have been com-
pleted and the overall
message is a clear one — cut
government spending.
‘““The thread that ran
throughout the responses
was a fiscally-conservative
viewpoint that I honestly feel
my service in Congress has
reflected,”” Stenholm said in
reviewing the results.
Respondents strongly fa-
vored tighter restrictions for
individual eligibility of Food
Stamps (61.8 percent),
compared to only 2.4 percent
favoring a general increase
of benefits. A total of 51.1
percent favored the
elimination of benefits for
individuals on strike; 38.2
percent for an increase in
benefits for the elderly and
disabled; 22 percent for a
general reduction in the
availability in benefits and
16.2 percent for the
elimination of the Food
Stamp Program alto ther.
“1 was especially pleased
to hear the overwhelming
support for some of these
views which I, personally,
have about the Food Stamp
Program,’’ Stenholm said
Some 61.6 percent of those
answering the questionnaire
felt that a balanced budget
and limited government
spending would be most
beneficial to the private
business sector, as opposed
to the choices of a limit on
Small Business Adminis-
tration loans (11.3 percent
favoring) accelerated
depreciation for business
capital investments (152

more Con-
gressional oversight of
regulatory agencies (18.3
percent) ; and the revision of
estate tax laws to ease tax
burdens on family-owned
businesses (35.2 percent).

When given choices rang-
ing from increasing foreign
aid assistance (only 2 per-
cent favored) to no foreign
aid at all (8.3 percent
favored), the majority
favored reducing foreign aid
and all other programs to
help balance the budget (39.2
percent).

What might be considered
a surprising range of at-
titudes was evidenced in
replies to a question regard-
ing registration for a draft,
as more respondents favored
the drafting of men and
women (40.8 percent) than
those favoring drafting men
only (36 percent). Only 8.6
percent registration
and drafting of men or
women and 3.7 percent
favored for drafting of
women for front line duty,
compared to 37.4 percent in
favor of women for non-
combat roles only

Respondents opposed the
imposition of wage-and-price
controls, favored the
restoration of voluntary
prayer in public schools and
opposed a National Health
Care Program.

“1 was extremely pleased
with the over 14,000 answers
we received and the prompt-
ness of the replies,”' Sten-
holm said. ““The use of a poll
such as this is an excellent
way that I can obtain a wide
range of views district-wide
and 1 have found this in-
formation very useful to me

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Inn keepers keep eye on energy problems

One of the industries which closely
monitors the problems of the
country is the Texas lodging trade,
and with good reason. A handy little
beoklet red by a Houston cer-
tified accounting firm, Laven-
thol and Horwath, reveals that state-
wide occupany of motels and hotels
neared the 70 percent level in 1978.
Only partial records for 1979 were
available at the time the report was
prepared.

In all respects, it was a banner year
for the innkeepers. A severe gasoline
shortage and-or escalating prices for
fuel could quickly put a dent in that.

THE YEAR 1979 started well for the
industry but the reduced supplies of
gasoline caused an overall decline
statewide in occupany, with some
areas impacted more severely than
others. Those cities or properties
relying the heaviest on tourist trade or
inter-state travelers were the hardest
hit last year. Properties oriented

toward the commercial traveler were
not as seriously hurt. The Mexican oil
spill, felt keenly on South Padre
Island, compounded an unfavorable
situation in all the Texas Gulf Coast
cities.

The lodging activity, especially in
the major cities, continued to prosper
with the result that the big inns are
gearing their operation more and
more for that type of operation and
not worrying about the individual
reservation.

There was no reason for anyone in
the lodging business to sing the blues
in 1978 or 1979, if their property was
located in Dallas, Houston or San
Antonio.

Last year, more than 1,300 new
hotel-motel rooms were opened in
Houston. Specifically, city-wide oc-
cupancy increased two points to 76
percent in Houston in 1978 and
remained at 74 percent through
October of last year. Those occupan-
cies are regarded as the hi t

achievable market levels because
three-fourths of Houston’'s lodging
visitors are businessmen. In Texas’
biggest city, the average room rate
increased from $26 at the end of 1977 to
$36 by October 1979, More boosts are
right around the corner. For instance,
a new Guests Quarters Hotel opened
on the West there and is getting
rates in excess of $70 nightly.

THE DALLAS HOTELS-motels had
a lodging rate of 70 percent and was
up two percent the following year.
Average room rates jumped 20 per-
cent. Business travelers generate
most of the lodging demand for rooms
in Dallas. With the furious industrial
development going on there, the
demand for more inn space can only
continue to grow.

San Antonio is identified throughout
the world as a tourist haven and its
demand for lodging space reflects it.
City-wide occupancy there neared the
80 percent mark in 1978, when the

average city-wide room rate was in
the mid-$20 range.

Group convention demand is
strongest in downtown San Antonio
(near the river) and nearly half the
demand for lodging accommodations
can be traced to this source.

Texas had a total of 25,8 million out-
of-state visitors in 1978, 11 ruum
than the preceding year's total. These
visitors spent an estimated $4.3 billion
in the state, with 25 percent of that
directly related to lodging and an
equal amount spent on food and
beverage.

Over 55 million people visited
Houston in 1978. Dallas hosted nearly
4.5 million. San Antonio led all the rest
with over 5.7 million.

Some big bucks are being invested
for hotels and motels all over the
state, on the theory that the inn-
keeping business will remain
vigorous.

A gasoline crisis would be
devastating to the trade apd no one
knows it better than the innkeepers.

WASHINGTON — Efforts by the
formidable anti-Brzezinski cabal to
cut down President Carter's national
security adviser in the wake of Cyrus
Vance's resignation are falling short
of the mark, partly because of

misrepresentation, partly because
Carter won't play
The misrepresentation took a

particularly malignant form when
State Department officials hostile to
Brzezinski persuaded the New York
Times' respected columnist, Anthony
Lewis, that blame for two grievious
errors by the Carter administration
belonged to Brzezinski

One of these was the boomerang
following Carter's March 1977
decision to pressure Moscow for
radical reduction of nuclear arms: the
other was the administration's inept
handling of the Soviet combat brigade
in Cuba last fall

IN MORE NORMAL times, this
kind of bureaucratic warfare,
although indecently close to the Oval
Office, would be tolerable. But ioday,
with the Western alliance fractured
and the Soviet Union on the move
worldwide, it damages both the
president and the nation It derives
from dubious concern, widely shared
by bright lights in the media, that
Brzezinski is the anti-Soviet war-
monger that Moscow claims him to
be

In his May 15 column datelined
Boston, Lewis fixed blame on
Brzezinski for persuading Carter to
bypass Gerald Ford's Vladivostok
agreement on a new Strategic Arms
Limitation Treaty (SALT II). Vance,
Lewis wrote, ‘‘had wanted to follow
the lines of the draft nearly agreed to

by President Ford and Leonid
Brezhnev "
Anti-Brzezinski activists in the

arms control lobby misled Lewis On
March 18, 1977, just before the ill-fated
Vance mission to Moscow in company
with Paul Warnke, then chief SAFT
negotiator, Vance and Warnke signed
a confidential memorandum for
Carter, described by one State
Department source as ‘‘very
private. '’ The memorandum proposed
that the U.S. reopen the negotiations
and press for what the Vance-Warnke
memorandum called ‘‘a more com-
prehensive agreement .’

That is what Carter did, calling for
“‘significant reductions’’ in long-range
missile launchers among other
changes. Carter's choice was un
surprising. He had personally always
favored this approach

The anti-Brzezinski cabal concealed
this telltate memorandum and Lewis
wrote that Carter took ‘‘Brzezinski's
advice (and) dispatched Mr. Vance
with a new comprehensive plan for
massive reductions in weapons.'' The
new plan infuriated Moscow and set
back SALT Il many months, but
Brzezinski was not to blame

As for the Soviet combat brigade in
Cuba, the disinformation cadre
seeking to undermine Brzezinski told
Lewis it was ‘‘Mr. Brzezinski's
urging”’ that persuaded Carter to
label the brigade ‘‘unacceptable.”

IN FACT, IT WAS Vance himself, in
a Sept. 5 conference, who first
declared that ‘‘the maintenance of the
status quo’’ was unacceptable,
presumably meaning that the brigade
would have to go. Vance's edict
followed alarms from other unlikely
hawks, including Sen. Frank Church

St Vitus’ Dance (or Syndenham's
chorea) is one of the effects of
rheumatic fever Rheumatic fever, in
turn, is a consequence of a strep germ
infection. Doctors treat strep throat
not only for the throat symptoms, but
to prevent rheumatic fever which
sometimes develops later and in
which the heart can be affected The
jerky motion of the muscles and the
facial grimacing are part of Syn-
denham's chorea. Generally. it is not
a permanent condition, nor should it
show up in later life as memory im-
pairment

Many older people write about
memory problems, so perhaps an
additional note might be helpful here

There are two kinds of memory, one
is called retrograde. That is the
ability to recall distant past ex
periences. The other kind is an
terograde, which is the ability to store
new information each kind results
from different brain processes

As we age we lose some ability to
process new information, while the
ability to recall things from our
memory bank is not so much affected
We may not be able to retain new
infformation quite so well, but we
make up for that with the wisdom. I'll
bet you can still tell some fascinating
war stories, which always seem to get
better with age

Of course, radiation therapy is not
used in such areas except in
emergency situations

Dear Dr Donohue: What are the
odds of a child of allergic parents also
having allergy? — N.N

A recent study of parents and
children indicates that, on average
the child whose parents both had
allergy problems has about a 47
percent chance of having them . If only
one parent has allergies the odds of
the child having them fall to 29 per
cent. The conditions screened for in
the study were allergic rhinitis, atopic
asthma, atopic dermatitis (eczema)
urticaria (hives) and allergic shock
If neither parent has an allergy, then
the likelihood of a child developing
one is only 13 percent, much lower
than when there is an allergy history
in the family

Dear Dr. Donohue: I'd like to find

out about the yawning | have during
the day. | am a poor sleeper, but |
never have a headache. I am 87 1
drink a little beer or a little red wine
before going to bed, but I seem to
wake up later during the night. My
blood pressure is fine. Can you help
me sleep better” — M S

It is just possible that your ‘‘cure"
for your sleeplessness may be its
cause. There are indications from
some studies that the sedative effect
of a moderate dose of alcohol may be
short-lived and may be followed by a
wakefulness rebound later in the
night. At your age, too, the liquid itself
might be causing arousal because of
the need to urinate Barbiturates
taken before retiring can have the
same effect as the alcohol, in
cidentally. If it is possible, a hot cup of
Ovaltine-type drink and a bit of fresh
air prior to retiring might be all the
sedative you need. The yawning is, of
course, related to your lack of deep
sleep stages, which are being in-
terrupted during the night

Dear Dr. Donohue: I've heard that
compulsive ice eating can cause
anemia. True? — N.N

Any compulsive craving of unusual
foods, such as ice, clay or starch may
indicate anemia. Ice eating is called
pagophagia. The general condition is
called ‘“‘pica.” Why the craving
develops is not known, but it disap-
pears when the anemia is corrected

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Dreaded nightmare
perks up

WASHINGTON — While the
possibility of a nuclear holocaust is of
paramount concern to world leaders,
a more likely threat is worrying in-
telligence analysts: The increasing
danger that some irresponsible
terrorist group will acquire a nuclear
bomb or the material with which to
make one

This is no wild-eyed fantasy
dreamed up by scriptwriters for a
Hollywood disaster epic. It's a dead-
serious appraisal by the cold-eyed
men of the Central Intelligence
Agency, who have been keeping track
of terrorist groups for years

IN FACT, INTELLIGENCE experts
told ‘mly associate-. Nan Atta,
there is no question in their minds that
sooner or later terrorists will achieve
nuclear ‘‘capability’’ — and their
guess is that this nightmare will
become a reality before the end of this
decade

The CIA recently reported that
while the number of international
terrorist incidents had decreased
somewhat in 1979, the actual
destructive violence of their
operations had increased

What the public report left out,
however, were the ominous con-
clusions of a secret CIA document: “If
the current trend of increasing
terrorist violence continues, we would
expect a corresponding erosion of the
constraints against terrorist use of
nuclear explosives."

What has them so far?
“Terrorists are and will continue to be
greatly sensitive to the quantity and
quality of security systems protecting
nuclear weapons and the materials
from which nuclear explosives might
be made,’’ the report states.

Because weapons are guarded more
closely than nuclear ingredients, the

t concludes, a terrorist group
will most likely try to steal the
material and make its own bomb
‘‘None of the individual steps involved
would be beyond the capabilities of a
sophisticated, well-funded group,’’ the
CIA warns

The CIA analysts figure that of
known terrorist groups, ‘‘the most
competent” for a nuclear attempt
would be ‘“‘one of the Palestinian
groups,”’ possibly in collaboration
with Western European terrorists and
— or the ““Japanese Red Army."

FOR WHAT cold comfort it
provides, the CIA analysis predicts
that nuclear-armed terrorists would
be most likely to use their bomb as “‘a
credible threat for blackmail and — or
publicity,” rather than for a direct
attack. “In an extreme situation,
however, some might attempt a
detonation,” the report warns.

But Clements criticized
those oil and gas companies
using new profits to buy into
unrelated business interests,
thus giving a public relations
“black eye that rubs off on
Texas.”

He said the industry must
force itself to plow back all
but a reasonable profit into
finding more energy sour-
ces.

“Otherwise, it should be
taxed 100 percent. That's
tough. Plow back is
distasteful,”” Clements said,
adding that it would solve the
energy problems and correct
the bag image.

Clements, who had
numerous old friends in the
crowd, was interrupted
numerous times by ap-
plause.

At one point, a questioner
declared: ‘I feel we ought to
secede from the United
States, and you be the
president of Texas. Then we
could join OPEC."

“I've heard that
suggestion before,”
responded Clements.

Earlier Tuesday, TIPRO
members heard from Hazel

Rollins, the administrator of
the federal agency that
enforces most of the
Department of Energy’s
regulations.

Ms. Rollins flatly said that
there's too much regulation
of the oil and gas industry,
and said she supports a
gradual move toward
decontrol. She criticized
Congress for imposing the
excessive regulations.

“If we work together, we
can get out of this,"’ she said.

She praised Carter for
‘“trying to move closer to
decontrol.”

‘‘He has done it slowly, and
he has taken hell for it in the
consuming states,’’ she
added.

Ms. Rollins also criticized
federal laws that prohibit
employees of a certain in-
dustry from taking federal
jobs that involve regulation
of that industry.

“What regulatory agen-
cies require is more people
from the industry they
purport to regulate. It only
makes us brighter,’’ she
said.

Ms. Rollins added that top
federal administrators only
stay in office about 18
months — much of which
must be spent learning about
the industry itself.

The phone at6am. I
answered {t..ngwonderlnl
which patient was calling.
The voice was barely
audible: “‘Greg, it’s Mom,
how are you?”

“Fine,”” I replied as my
thoughts quickly came into
focus, MJ rents had left
for Tahi tg:a days before
for their dream vacation. My
father had served in the
South Pacific during World
War II and had always
wanted to return and share
the beauty of the islands with
his lifelong sweetheart. I
wondered why she was
calling, and then, before the
words were uttered, I knew
something was seriously
wrong.

‘“Your father had a
massive heart attack a few
hours ago and was flown
from a small island to Tahiti.
He is in a French hospital
and only two people speak
English, one nurse and a
hostess. I would like you to
call the French doctor and
speak to him. Your dad is in
a lot of pain, and they are
giving him much medi-
cation.”

Because | had lived in
France 13 years ago working
for the Mormon Church, 1
speak French. “Mom, I will
catch the next flight to Tahiti
and be there as soon as
possible,”” I replied. I hung
up, called my two brothers in
California, where my
parents live, and made
reservations for a flight from
New York to Los Angeles
and then to Tahiti. My wife
packed my two suitcases.

I went to the hospital and
made arrangements for my
patients to be seen by
another physician, had the
secretary cancel my surgery
for the next month, and on
the way to JFK International
Airport  obtained my
passport from the State
Department in Stamford,
Conn. This was the beginning
of the most unforgettable,
sobering and exasperating
experience of my life.

The plane landed at 2:30
a.m. in Papeete, Tahiti. |
met my mother, who looked
ashen, for she had net slept
in‘two days. 1 was whisked
through customs in less than
five minutes and then driven
to the hospital.

As | entered my father's
room, it reminded me of
many pictures | had seen of
hospitals at the turn of the
century in the United States.
It was dark gray. The urinal,
smelling of old urine, was
lying open on the tray next to
a glass of water. The bed was
ancient, by pieces
of plyw in case cardiac
resuscitation were needed.
The room had an odor of
musty alcohol. There was an
antiquated cardiac monitor
with no alarm if the heart
slowed or increased to
dangerous limits. A portable
cardiac defibrillator was in
the corner of the room, a gift
from the family of a former
Fuengc on a Pan Am

ight.

I beheld a once-healthy,
strong 55-year-old man lying
in bed with sunken eyes and
an aura of impending death
on his face, agonizing in
pain, geading for me to do
something. It was a pitiful
sight. | was his son, and yet |
was a physician and could
not let my emotions inter-
fere.

I quickly turned to the
nurse, asked her in French
what he was receiving for
pain and when was the
medication last given? She
explained that he was given
a mixture of different drugs,
one being a narcotic that in
reality was no stronger than
codeine, which one takes for
headache. The last dose had
been five hours before. With
anger seething from within, [
calmly asked whether, even

my father did not

speak French and she did not

speak English, she couldn’t

tell that he was in agony. She

her shoulders and

said, “I don’t know what to
do.”

I asked her to givg him a
narcotic, stronger than what
he was receiving. She did
and in a short while he began
to relax and then sleep. I
then went to the hotel,
showered and returned for a
7:30 am. ntment with
his doctor. We met in the
doctor’s office, and he ex-

doctor examined my father.
He then left. I began to’
i g b e

was ve
with a blood pressure of 200-
130, and had evidence of an
inferior wall myocardial
infarction on the electro-
cardiogram. On examination
of his heart and I s
found that he was in florid
congestive heart failure
(water filling the lungs
because the heart could not
rump the blood from the
ungs efficiently).

This explained why my
father felt short of breath. 1
asked for the doctor, but he
was not available. I asked to
see the chest x-ray taken on
admission, and found out one
had never been made. I
requested that the nurse
contact the doctor and tell
him of my findings so that
adequate medical treatment
could begin. A few hours
passed. While I was out of
the room the doctor returned
with an interpreter and told
my mother, ‘“Tell you son
that this is my hospital, my
patient, and he will not tell

me what todo.” My mother’s
reply was, ‘“Tell him
yourself."

I was angered because this

had taken place in front of
my father. I found the doctor
in the hallway of the hosptial
and had a ‘‘long talk’’ with
him about appropriate
conversation in front of a
sick patient as well as the
appropriate management of

myocardial infarction and
congestive heart (failure.
After we resolved our

“cultural and professional
differences,” we returned to
my father’s room, where Dr.
Auger, the French physi-
cian, examined my father
and concurred with the
diagnosis of congestive heart
failure. He then ordered the
appropriate medication, and
changed the pain medication
order to morphine

Dr. Auger later became a
dear friend and was ex-
tremely helpful in the weeks
that followed. My father’'s
condition improved slowly
He remained for 12 days in
the “intensive care room,"
where the toilet consisted of
a small, rusted bucket. My
mother tidied up the room,
bought some toilet paper,
paper towels and soap,
washed his eating utensils,
since they were not always
cleaned, and covered the
open urinal with plastic so
the smell would not be so
unbearable.

On September 15, my
mother returned home on
her scheduled Pan Am flight,
which originally was to
conclude her ‘‘dream’’
vacation in French Poly-
nesia. She went to take
care of the financial
arrangements for my
father's transportation
home. Before she left, we
had spoken with the three
airlines providing service to
Tahiti from the United
States, which informed us
that we would not be able to
transport my father until six
weeks had passed and that
he would be accompanied by
an airline physician on a
stretcher without monitoring
equipment. When my mother
returned to the San Fran
cisco Bay area, that in
formation was confirmed
with the offices in San
Franciso. The airlines ex-
plained that there were no
exceptions to the rules.

Three Vietnam veterans
who had been working on
remodeling the family home
told my mother that military
evacuation of civilian per-
sonnel by military med-evac
airplanes was another
alternative. This triggered a
costly, unfortunate and
distasteful sequence of
events that left me won-
dering how the government
really functions.

A family friend, a pro-
fessor of political science at
Morehouse College in
Atlanta, recently had told
my mother whom to contact
in Washington, D.C., if she
ever needed assistance with
the military (since she had
been instrumental in
changing Army enlistment

licies as a result of a

wsuit she initiated during
the late 1960s). After she
made a few initial phone
calls to ional of-
fices, the White House and
finally the Defense Depart-
ment, she was told that a
med-evac plane could
evacuate my father with no
difficulty and that the price
would approximately
$2,000. The next day she was
told that it would cost $8,000,

and the following day

$10,400.

. While ts were

being made in the United

States, the Consulate in

Suva, Fiji, called me in

Tahiti to confirm my father’s

iliness since there was no

consulate in French

Polynesia. Ambassador

John Condon asked, among
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other questions, ‘“What does
your father do?” The next
morning the Consulate
called again but was unable
to speak with me and there-
fore spoke with my father
and told him, ‘“‘Before you
can be taken home it will
cost $10,400, which has to be
paid in full.” What an appro-
priate remark to make to a

. man recovering from the

acute phase of a heart at-
tack!

On Sept. 21, my family in
the United States informed
me by phone that final
arrangements for a medical
evacuation had been made,
with the understanding that
we would have to pay $10,400
prior to departure of the
military med-evac airplane
from Australia and that a
letter must first be obtained
from the attending physician
stating the evacuation was
necessary and indicating
that a commercial airliner
could not provide a similar
service. Another require-
ment was that the airlift had
to be in the ‘‘national in-
terest’’! My father’'s com-
pany, Wyle Distributing,
offered to pay the $10,400,
since it was not covered by
insurance, and Dr. Auger
transcribed the letter stating
that transport by airplane
with oxygen, cardiac
monitoring equipment, a
stretcher and a physician
were mandatory for his safe
return home.

As 1 was about to send the-

letter to the Consulate in
Suva, Fifi, in the late after-
noon of the 21st, a second
phone call from my mother
in the United States in-
formed us that, according to
the Department of Defense,
the evacuation had been
indefinitely postponed
because of a two-to-three-
week delay due to the need to
arrange diplomatic
clearance with the French
government in order for a
military plane to land in
Tahiti. Therefore, I did not
send the letter to the Con-
sulate in Fiji. That evening
the Consulate called to in-
form me of the requirements
for medi-evac transport,
which had been scheduled
for Sept. 25. I informed them
that they were six hours
behind in their communi-
cation and that the trip had
been postponed because of a
diplomatic clearance
problem. Mrs. Stillman of
the Consulate’s office did not
believe me and called the
State  Department in
Washington, which con-
firmed the latest action of
the Department of Defense
We were now back to
square one. | did nothing
over the weekend. | could tell
that the many phone calls
from the United States, the
Consulate in Fiji, and the
changes in evacuation plans
were beginning to wear on
my father. He was not
sleeping at night and was
becoming quite depressed
over the difficulty with what
appeared to be a simple
matter
On Saturday, Sept. 22, my
mother was given the home
phone of the lieutenant
colonel who had blocked the
evacuation because of
diplomatic clearance
ems. She informed him
that she had spoken with the
French Embassy which told
her that it would require only
two-three days for
clearance. When confronted
with this the colonel said,
“Well, 1 guess it could be
done if we really needed to."”
On Monday, Sept. 24, the

. Defense Department and the

phone calls from Bill Simp-
son of the White House,
wanting to know why the
evacuation plans were not
completed.

President Carter, during his
inspection of the Mount St
Helens volcano damage last
week, discovered anew how
presidents can use disasters
to enhance their own image

The volcano visit was a no-
lose situation, unlike his trip
Monday to the aircraft
carrier Nimitz. While that
journey was a fitting way to
spend Memorial Day, it also
recalled his failure to win
release of American
hostages in Iran. The ill-
fated rescue helicopters
were launched from the
Nimitz during its Persian
Gulf assignment

Since Carter had no hand
in causing the devastating
volcanic eruption — a fact he
actually pointed out to
reporters — his hastily
scheduled trip west gave him
a noncontroversial way to
act “‘presidential.”’ It also
got him some network and
local newscast time in
California.

California holds an im-
portant primary election
June 3. it was against this
political backdrop that
reporters from two
California newspapers and
several broadcast outlets
were invited to tour the
volcano area with the
president. While in the West,
the president, un-
characteristically, took
advantage of almost every
possible occasion to stop and
chat with local reporters.
