WASHINGTON (A P ) -  The House, 
soiding contradictory signals on 
higher m ilitary spending, has 
rejected a 1813.3 bUlion, defense- 
oriented 1981 budget while endoning a 
reewd peacetime increase for the 
Pentagon.

The House action Thursday night 
instructs Home Senate nagottatora to 
prepare a second budget compromise, 
but tells them to keep' the con­
troversial defense figure that 
President Carter and House Speaker 
Ihomas P. O’NoiU Jr. opposed.

‘T v e  got two mandates and one 
headache,”  complained Rep. Robert 
N. Giaimo, D-Conn., House Budget 
Committee chairman, as he prepared 
to take the proposed balanced budget 
back to conference with the Senate 
next week.

Earlier Thursday, Carter and 
O’Neill appeared to have prevailed in 
their opposition to the budget’s $183.7 
billion defense figure as the com­
promise spending plan was voted 
down, 342-141.

But as the night wore on and many 
Democrats headed for home. 
Republicans succeeded In forcing 
approval of instructions to the 
negotiators to stick by the $133.7 
billion defense amount for fiscal 1981, 
which starts Oct. 1.

The non-binding instructions were 
approved on voice vote after the 
Democratic leadership failed, 185-123, 
to table — or kill — the GOP motion 
and then lost, 145-141, on an effort to 
ad io tn  the House before a final vote.

The Republican Instructions denied 
Carter and O'Neill a clear-cut victory

in the defeat of the budget package 
they opposed because of its proposed 
cuts in domestic spending to pay for 
la g to  defense.

I l ie  instructions, proposed by Rep. 
Delbert Latta, R-(%io, also should 
strengthen the hand of Senate 
negotiators who have vowed to fight to 
keep the $153.7 billion defense figure, 
which is $3.2 billion more than Carter 
requested.

Giaimo said rejection of the budget 
raised doubt about the future of the 8- 
year-old congressional budget process 
and its attempt to bring federal 
spending under control.

“ If the liberals are upset with the 
budget for one reason and the con­
servatives for another, then God help 
the American people,”  he declared.

After rejection of the budget. Sen. 
Elrnest F. Hollings, D-S.C., Senate 
Budget CoRunittee chairman, blamed 
Carter for its defeat and said a revised 
compromise could “ short-change our 
critical defense needs.”

The House vote on the budget 
sharply divided the Democratic 
leadership, with O’Neill and Carter at 
odds with nearly every other top 
House Democrat, including Majority 
Leader Jim Wright, D-Texas, and 
Giaimo.

A total of 146 Democrats and 96 
Republicans joined with O'Neill and 
Carter in opposing the budget, while 
97 Democrats and 44 Republicans 
favored it.

The issue of higher defense spen­
ding also sparked a rare public 
disagreement between Carter and the 
Joint Chiefs of Staff, who told

Congress they needed more defense 
money, not less, than was included in 
the compromise.

The Democratic split left the fate of 
the first proposed balanced budget in 
12 years largely in the han^ of 
Republicans. But GOP members 
remained deeply divided over 
whether to support the spending plan.

House Minority Leader John J. 
Rhodes, R-Ariz., said he was voting 
for the budget “ reiuctantly”  because 
a new House-Senate conference would 
likelv end uo cutting defense.

However, Rep. Jack Kemp, R-N Y., 
opposed the budget, saying it was 
“ going back to Herbert Hoover”  by 
trying to balance the federal budget 
by relying on increased tax revenue in 
the face of an economic downturn. 
Kemp said tax cuts were needed.

“ We harw been conducting ex­
periments with two raws of cotton and 
two rowis btaak,”  Bilbro said. In some 
of empty rows somathing else is 
plantoo, aa pearl millnt. arheat or 
Erain sorghum. .If tbaae altomate 
crops are planted at a oortaln time, 
the farmer does not lose his yield of 
cotton.

'Theae c n »  have not stopped wind 
erosion,”  BUiwo said, “ for they are 
not there the year around.”

Bottoa buns have also bean trtod 
to combat araaiaa, BUbro told the 
■padaBoto. The amploymoBt of birrs 
caBs for toe toying of l l  metric tons 
par hactara. Using burrs has proved

to be effective.

Increase yields have resulted from 
using burrs, Bilbro said. In a study, a 
50 percent increase resulted after 
third year, a 109 percent increase 
after the fcxrth year and a 141 percent 
increase after the fifth year

“ The yield increase comes probably 
from moisture conservation,”  Dr. 
Bilbro said, adding that the cotton 

burrs also add nutrients.

Another project. Dr Bilbro spoke of 
was the planting of a grass with 
shallow root system. The grass, 
oanicum lexanum. resembles wheat 
and providea the land with a cover 
year around.

Fryraar and Bilbro also gave the 
Chinese agricuitural specialisu a tour 
of farm Imptomanti that are singular 
to this part of the country.

Tha Chinssa saw a badder, which to 
used after harvesting. The bedder 
throws up rtdfes and furrows The 
furrows are dasigned to prevent 
erosion and to bold water.

The deiegation also viewed a rotary 
hoe. which to uaed for breaking the 
soil crust, and a knifing rig.

The Big Spring stop for the Chinese 
specia lly  was part of a tour of the 
American Southwest The delegation 
visited fanning areas in California, 
Nevada, Arizona, New Mexico and 
Texas.

Eli Rogers, a writer with National

Geographic, said the delegation 
visited the Hopi and Navajo Indians to 
learn of arid land farming.

“ They even took part in the planting 
of Indian com,”  Rogers said 

Yang said the purpose of the tour 
was to study American methods of 
farming in arid lands China. Yang 
said, has huM tracts of desert land — 
the Gobi anoTakla Maklan Deserts 

"W e are learning about the desert,” 
he said. “ Productivity on our farms 
( in CMnese arid lands) is not quite as 
high.”

Yang also said the tour was helpful 
in learning about farm ing im ­
plements Oiinese farming is very 
labor intensive, he added

States Rights Party who has run for several offices 
in Georgia and had said he would enter the Aug 5 
primary as a Democrat

Plague fatality reported
ALBUQUERQUE, N M (A P ) — The first bubonic 

plague fatality of the year in the United States has 
been reported in New Mexico, where nnore than half 
of the plague cases recorded in the nation in the past 
10 years have occurred.

Authorities said the victim was a 51-year-old 
Laguna Pueblo man who died Tuesday of the 
pneumonic form of plague, which is communicable

In the last decade. 58 cases of plague have been 
reported in New Mexico.

Prim e Minister P ierre  Eliot 
Trudeau holds the key to a vast 
storehouse of energy resources 
critical to this co»aitry But in order to 
beat back the Quebw separatists in 
the referendum last Tuesday he was 
obliged to promise a new Charter 
completely revising reiations between 
the federal government of Cana<k and 
its 10 provinces.

American foreign policy. In keeping 
with nudges from Washington, he has 
increased Japanese defense spending, 
asserted a stronger political role in 
Asia, and moved away from Russia 
and toward China. To acidify that line 
hack home, he paid an almost rap­
turous state visit to President Carter 
at the White House on May 1

But on May 16, he lost a vote of 
confidence in the Diet thanks to Rta jar 
abstentions by his own Liberal 
Democratic Party There now ensues 
an election apt to push the Liberal 
Democrats further down the road to 
coalition with a party to their left No 
break in foreign policy impenck. But 
henceforth Japan will not be moving 
smartly in response to American 
pressure Tokyo will be acting at its 
own measured pace in response to the 
push and pull of Japanese domestic 
politics.

A.NHAK SADAT IS probably the 
foreign lesKier who has staked moat on 
the American connection He visited 
Jimmy Carter on April 7, and the two 
concerted strategy for dealing with 
Israel against the target date — May

Helmut Schmidt is perhaps the moat 
pro American lead^ in German 
history On March 4 he came to 
Washington to confer with Carter on 
joint strategy for dealing with the 
Soviet invasion of Afghanistan Carter 
asked Schmidt to join in a boycott of 
the Moscow Olympics Schmid, who 
had expected far more serious 
demands, assented with alacrity For 
he faces a general election in Sep­
tember against a Oiristian Demo­
cratic oppewition likely to tax his 
Soaal Democratic Party with being 
soft on the Russians and hostile to the 
I ' S

Back home, Schmidt found himself 
under pressure from his own party to 
solidify ties with Russia and ^ s t  
Germany He elicited an invitation to 
vist leonid Brezhnev in Moscow But 
he decided to go in July — after 
Secretary of State Edmund Muakie 
met with Andrei Gromyko in Veinna 
on May 9. By using Muskie as advance 
man. Schmidt could seem to be going 
with the bleasin^ of the U S , and thus 
mollify both his own party and the 
opposibon.

I felt a Uttle Hke Derotiqr In the 
“ Wizard Of Os" while searching for 
the world's finest French fries.

I have tried French fries at eveiy 
opportunity ta every exotic port of call 
to which Uw four wimk transported 
me. And vdien you get right down to it. 
there's no place like home.

The fries we can buy right around 
the comer rival even French French 
fries.

I'LL  ADMIT, though, that fries 
eaten in the country of their origin, 
where they are called simply “ frites,’ ’ 
are a thing of delight.

In America you might be able to buy 
French fries at a stand that is also 
cluttered with hot dogs, 
cheeseburgers, moon pies and other 
such unnecessaries. In Paris, every 
other comer features a stand devoted 
to nothing but the noble French fry.

Parisian French fries are served 
with mayonnaise, which is by no 
means ketchup, but will do In a pinch.

In London you can get an order of 
“ chips,'' usually as an ac­
companiment to “ ftoh and...,’ ’ on 
about every third comer. The Britiah 
are even weirder than the French with 
their mayonnaise. Limeys sprinkle 
their fries with vinegar, and serve 
them wrapped in newspaper

In Canada, this aberration is mass 
marketed in the form of vinegar- 
flavored potato chips.

Spanish French fries, at least the 
ones I ate. were cooked to a soggy 
mess in olive oil For my taste, olive 
oil belongs on a salad or leR in the 
olive, but nowhere near a Nue- 
bl<K>ded Idaho crinkle cut

Unlike a number of other delicacicB. 
French fries can taste fa ir ly  
(xwditable when made at home. 
Unfortunately, the path to the perfect 
home-made French fry features a 
number of detours to lead you astray.

Cutting up potatoes into perfect 
little elongated rectangles is probably 
one of the most thanUena Jobe in the 
world. TMs, of course, maikee frozen 
friee almost impossible to ignore.

Read the la M . however, and you 
will find that frozen fries are already 
soaked with hyckogenated vegetable 
and cocoanut oil. That means that 
they come in third In a race with fresh 
and restaurant tries. But let’s be 
realistic, any fries are better than no 
fries at all

Where are the best restaurant fries 
to be found in Big Spring?

SOME SWEAR that the best can 
always be located under a pair of 
golden arches. I ’ll admit that there is 
something to be said for consistency, 
but the fries at the aforementioned 
location are just not meaty erraugh. / 
and fall short of the pinnacle in 
French-frydom

For my money, the best French 
fries in this city can be found at 
idrumroll and fanfare please) Gill’s 
Gold-N-Crisp Fried Chicken 
Restaurant at 1101 Gregg

But wait, there's a catch. In order to 
gel the best French fries in the city, 
you have to order a family-sized box 
and ask that they be cooked "well- 
done”

I'll repeat that for those who missed 
it the first time: ask that they be 
cooked “well-done ’ ’ O K., now you're 
on your own

There are two herpes simplex 
viruses They are “ cousina. ' but have 
sigficiefS (ifferences to allow them to 
be distinguished One causes the 
familiar cold sore It is transmitted 
via oral secretions The other is 
genital herpes, wMch is usually trans­
mitted geiStally

After the initial infection, the herpes 
virus sort of becomes a part of us It 
stays hidden most of the time, but it 
can rectr to produce Its symptoms 
Thoae symptoms are usually less 
severe with recurrence Sometimes, 
people who have no symptoms may 
pass the virus on to another I have a 
hunch the herpes virus has broken up 
tiMTO marriages than we realize

You couid have been infected from 
your first marriage and still be 
harboring it So it does not have to 
mean promiscuity on your pari On 
the other hand if your relationship 
with yo ir fiance has been sexual then 
he may have gotten it from you, or you 
from Mm.

With thia understanding, the best 
thing you can do is to take each other’s 
word and go on down the aisle in 
confidence of each other's faith­
fulness

The virus nuiy occur, and, un- 
fortanateiy, there is no universally 
effective treatment. There’s another 
herpes virus, herpes zoster That 
cauMa shfaigiei — a different story

Boils are little nodules caused by 
staph infirted hair follicles Yes. a 
person can develop a boil from very 
close contact iskin to skin) with the 
boil of another person One Florida 
physician a while hack reported a 
'mini-epidemic" of boils among 

teenagers in his area Treatment is by 
lancing and promoting healing with 
antibiotics

Dear Dr Donohue 1 read a 
reference to the kegel exercise, which 
18 supposed to help women who are 
having problems with urine stress 
incontinence (leaking) Can vou 
explain them briefly and how often 
th^ should he done"’ — Mrs R U

Yes. these exercises are helpful 
and especially so for women who may 
develop the problem after childbirth 
The woman stands. conscKxisly 
squeezing her pelvis downward to 
constricl the vaginal opening This 
has the effect of increasing the tone of 
pelvic muscles and at the same time 
of raising the urethra and the neck of 
the bladder to which the urethra is 
attached One authority suggests this 
be done 10 to IS limes morning and 
evening at first, then working up to as 
many as .SO to even 100 a day over a 
two-week period Another effective 
maneuver is to consciously slop and 
start urine St ream while the blaclder is 
being emptied

You might expect some improve­
ment in a matter of weeks, although in 
some it might not be noted for two or 
three months If these maneuvers

don't work it usiually means the 
muscles are just to lax tobe improved 
this way

Dear Dr Donohue There was some 
mono at our school recently I won­
dered. since I know you get it from 
saliva of the infected person, whether 
the water fountains the kids use might 
be at the bottom of it Could one pick 
up the germ there’  — Mrs P  R

The cause of mono, the Epstein- 
Rarr virus, is transmitted via saliva 
In a line of several youngsters, each 
getting their mouth onto the water 
dispenser seconds after thoae ahead in 
line, there migM be transmission

corrupbon within the Drug Enforce­
ment Administratian

One section of the report, however, 
details an incident involving a major 
drug trafficker-turned-stoolpigeon. 
Houaep C Caramian. “ In December. 
1974," the secret report states. “ DEA 
agents received information that 
Caramian was in possession of 
government documents, and there 
was some concern that Caramian 
may have been leaking information.”

’n>e drug dealer was In fe^ ra l 
custody at that time, and a DEA 
search of Ms quarters at Fort 
HolaMrd, Md., turoed up two foot- 
kxkers full of varioiB documents — 
including some grand jury trans­
cripts

Puccio was the proaecutor in charge 
of the Caramian case, and the Justice 
Department report states: "On 
February 19, 1975, Caramian was 
interviewed by DEA inspectors and 
stated that Asat U.S. Attorney 
Thomas Puccio... furnished him with 
various docivnents imduding grand 
jury tranacipts so that he would be 
more effective in Identifying narcotics 
traffickers and their methods of 
operation ''

It is a violation of federal law for a 
prosecutor to give out grand jury 
tranacripto ezeapt in special, claarty 
defined circumstancea. Puccio denied 
any wrongdoing. He told my aaaociate 
Gary Com that he gave Caramian 
only hla own teatlmony — permlaaible 
In certain condibona — and did that to 
aid in a major narcotics investigation 
In which the drug dealer was 
cooperating

But the secret report states that 
other grand jury teatlmony was also

found in Caramian's footlockers — 
and notes that Caramian told the DEA 
that Puccio was the Boiare

CARAMIAN WAS released from 
federal prison last year and is no 
longer to the country Puccio is 
convinced that Caramian never c(xn- 
promiaed any investigaUon My own 
imaatiQtirin shows that ha waa in-  ̂
daad a shhiable faformant Mto helped” 
convict nuijor heroin dealers

It's possible that Puccio was sand­
bagged to a bureaucratic power 
struggle over the Caramian case In 
any event, the mystery of the f(x>t- 
kKkcr documents was never resolved

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Search crews to be stopped soon
VAN C O U VER . Wash. 

(A P ) — As the search at 
Mount St. Helens nears an 
end, the Cowlitz County 
coroner will begin issuing 
’ ’presumptive’ ' death cer­
tificates for the 55 persons 
still missing after the mid- 
May eruption.

Coroner D.F. Winebreimer 
said Thursday the death 
certiricates will be for those 
persons proved to be near 
the volcano when it exploded 
May 18. Under state law, a 
coroner can issue a cer­
tificate if a body is not 
recovered and if the official 
is convinced the missing 
person has died.

Emergency officials called 
off the ^ r  search Thursday 
and said an air-supported 
ground search would con­
tinue only for a few days.

Chances of finding any of 
the missing persons alive 
were ‘ ‘nil,’’ officials said.

“ They (helicopters) hove 
recrossed, regridded and 
reflown for litera lly 
thousands and thousands of 
miles," said Lewis County 
Sheriff William Wiester.

“ We’re not writing off any 
of the 60-odd people that are 
still missing," said Wiester.

H ie dMth toll roae to 22 
after a Mount Angel, Ore., 
man died in a Portland 
hospital from burns he 
suffered in the mountain’s 
eruption. He was identified 
as Leonty Skorohodoff, a 
RuMian immigrant who was 
part of a tree-thinning crew 
working near the mountain.

The mountain itself has 
been outwardly calm since 
an ash eruption Sunday. But 
inaide the mile-deep crater, 
the volcano may have 
started pushing up a "dome”

that could rebuild the 
summit, scientists said.

The appearance of the 
dome coidd signal a “ new 
phase”  in the volcano’s 
eruption and an end to the 
heavy ash falls that have 
affected parts of eastern 
Washington, northern Idaho 
and western Montana.

A radar picture of the 
crater made by the Oregon 
National Guard “ suggests 
that a small e<fifice is being 
built on the crater floor.”  
said Don Finley. a 
spokesman for the IJ.S. 
Geological Survey.

“ The radar can’t tell what 
it is — but it ’s very 
suggestive that it might be a 
lava dome," said USGS 
scientist Tim Halt.

A vcdcanic dome is a thick 
plug of magma pushed up 
from below. Mount St 
Helens was dotted with 
domes from earlier erup­
tions before its eruption May 
18.

Scientists wearing in­
frared goggles and flying in 
a U.S. Forest Service plane 
over the volcano early 
Thursday saw two “ bright 
spots" in the crater.

“ Rabies diagnosis and control cost 
the state at least $528,000 in 1979." 
Greenbe^ said. “ Had all of the biting 
(domestic) animals been vaccinated 
against rabies, that is the amount of 
money which would have been saved 
The better our rabies control program

at the community level, the more 
money will be saved and the fewer 
children and adults who will need 
painful rabies in jeclinns “

"Until local governments decide they 
want animal control, we're not going to 
have much rabies control." said 
McCasland

After glancing at county-by-county 
statistics. Uribe said. " I  always 
thought rabies was a border problem 
It’s mind-boggling In see it is a 
statewide problem "

DEAR ABBY: A  greet big thank-you from all the soldiers, 
sailors, airmen and Marines in the U.8. Forces in Korea!

You have helped to relieve the lonelineee of over 20,000 
military personnel stationed in Korea by providing them 
with a glimpae of home through a stranger’s eyes.

It all began whan a soldier named Allen wrote to you 
about the depression many GIs feel as they walk away from 
mail call empty-handed.

You ran hia letter asking your readers to write to those 
forgotten kids half a world away, and you gave the address: 
Commanding General; Eighth Army; Semi. Korea; APO, 
San Franciaco, Calif. 96301.

Letters came in by the thousands, cutting a broad swath 
through America’s heartland. Envelopes bearing postmarks 
from Canada, Puerto Rico and each of the SO states came in 
by the bundles!

There were letters from children. One boy sent hie week’s 
allowance ($1) so that a serviceman would be able to buy 
stamps.

Another youngster sent a letter and enclosed five rare and 
valuable 3-cent stamps. Obviously someone in hie house­
hold was a stamp collector. (We returned the stamps.)

There were letters from mothers and grandmothers, 
opening with “ Hello, Son’ ’! They told of their experiences in 
wars o f a different era; some told of their relief when their 
eons came back from Vietnam — or of their emptiness when 
no one returned to them.

Many letters carried news from home. They wanted to 
make sure we knew that the U.S. hockey team had beaten 
the Russians. They were proud of their country, and pr^ud 
o f us for serving in the military.

School children wrote to express their feelings of loneli­
ness, fear, doubt and hurt — feelings they couldn’t share 
arith their parents or friends. But somehow they felt a 
servicmnan would understand.

What a morale-booster those letters wCre! What happy 
exdtement you created here.

More than 190 members of 
the Corpus Christi Tax­
payers Amociation voted 
overwhelmingly Thursday 
night to seek tte removal of 
Mayor Luther Jones and the 
six other onmdl members.

“We want to throw the 
bums out. That, in a nut 
shell, covers the situation,”  
said Joe O’ Brien, co- 
chairman of the petition 
drive.

T h e  400-m em ber
association needs about 9,400 
signatures to force the recall 
election. According to the 
city secretary ’s in­
terpretation of the city 
charter, the taxpayers must 
do it ty  June 12.

“ It is going to be almost an 
impossible task,”  O’Brien 
told the group.

L a te r ,  a s s o c ia t io n
president Lewis Lovelace 
said, “ From the enthusiasm 
of the crowd tonight I think 
we can get more than 10,000 
signatures.”

“ If they keep up with the 
demagoguery, th ^  can be 
successful,”  said Coun­
cilman David Diaz,, who 
attended the heated meeting 
but did not get the chance to 
speak.

At the heart of the bitter 
battle in this scenic coastal 
city of 240,000 is Proposition 
14. a city tax relief amen­
dment approved April 5 by a 
vote ofIO.049 to 7.0405.

HOUSTON -  Record 

attendance, record prices 
and the announcement that 
the Show's scholarship 
program had passed the 92 
million mark highlighted the 
1980 annual meeting of the 
Houston Livestock Show and 
Rodeo held Tuesday in the 
Astro Village Hotel

Show Praident Allen H 
Carruth cited the 
phenomenal succass of this 
year’s Show, noting that “ it 
exceeded all expectations”  
Calling the success "the 
cornerstone for all our 
p ro g ra m s  b e n e f i t in g  
education and the young 
people of Texas,”  he said 
"the Houston Livestock 
Show and Rodeo continues to 
be the largest donor of 
agricultural scholarships in 
the United States.

"W ith  the four-year 
awards we will make in the 
next few weeks, our total 
commitment to the
scholarship program will 
exceed 92.1 milUon.”  This 
fall, the Show will have 386 
students on scholarship at 
Texas colleges and
universities. Of these 386 
students, 330 srill be 
recipients of four-year,
98.000 awards. Each year the 
Show awards 100 of these 
four-year scholarships, with 
90 going to FFA  members 
and 90 to 4-H members.

Additionally, the Show has 
established scholarship 
endowments, now totalling 
M .l millioa. “ Last fall, 12 
Texas colleges and 
universities shared in
9900.000 in funds to be used to 
p ro v id e  a g r ic u ltu r a l  
acholarshipe for students not 
benefiting from the Show’s 
ren ow n  s c h o la rs h ip  
program,”  Camith pointed 
out. “This year, 82 students

That measure trimmed the

Things heated up quickly 
last week when the city filed 
a class action suit and 
named its own residents as 
defendants. It was filed 
against all taxpayers, 
residents, property owners 
and persons claiming a 
financial interest in Corpus 
Christi.

At the same time, tax­
payers were receiving their 
1960 tax bills, some reflec­
ting 60 percent increases in 
valuation.

City officials contend the 6 
percent limit wouldn’t take 
effect until next January, 
even if the court challenge 
fails.

To further stir things up. 
the suit was filed 240 miles 
away in Austin, and Diaz 
acknowleges that it is being 
done at city expense

Diaz said the suit was filed 
in Austin to avoid involving 
local judges in the volatile

issue. O’Brien called it 
“ sneaky.”

The crowd displayed its 
anger Thursday night, 
shouting down the only 
association member who 
counseled restraint.

“ We feel it is unethical, 
morally wrong and a misuse 
of public funds to be suing 
every citizen in this city with 
our own tax dollars,”  said 
Tom Hunt, the other petition 
drive co-chairman.

Lovelace said the 
association would challenge 
the suit if it could raise the 
money.

Diaz said the working of 
state law forced the city to 
file the suit against literally 
everybody in town. “ We had 
no recourse but to phrase it 
that way.”  he said

” We had to go to the state 
court for a declaratory 
judgment. There is a conflict 
between state law and city 
law,” he added

But the taxpayers per- 
cei ved the city council suit as 
a challenge to their con­

stitutional right to vote.

“ 'The ballot box now is 
really a bigger issue than 
Propostion 14,”  said Hunt.

"The issue now is whether 
or not our vote last april is 
any good,” saodO’Brien.

DUBLIN, Ireland (AP) — H ie  “ Olymidc Soiklarity 
Fund”  may be made available to National Otymplc 
Committeea that loee government financing becauee of 
dedsians to compete in the Summer Games at 
Moacow.

Lord Killanin, president oi the Intematiooal Olympic 
Committee, said Thursday the possible use of money 
from that fund would be disciased at the nest IOC 
meeting in June.

During a news conference, the Olympic official 
restated bis regret that the United States-ied boycott of 
this year’s Moscow Games was preventing athletes 
from competing.

“ Governments should Tight their battles in some 
other arena,’* said Killanin, referring to the U,S. 
sponsorship of the boycott movement in protest of the 
Soviet’s military intervention in Afghanistan.

“ I wish to reiterate a protest on behalf of the athletes 
that they should be made to make sacrifices,’ ' be said.

Killanin added it was beyond his scope to conunent 
on political matters, but said Moscow was awarded the 
Summer Games because of its apparent readiness to 
organize them. The IOC president said he would not be 
a party to any breach of the six-year-old contract with 
the Soviet National Olympic Committee.

Just as binding, he continued, was the agreement to 
stage the 1964 Summer Games in Los Angeles.

Killanin also confirmed there has been consideration 
given to staging future Summer Games on an agreed, 
permanent, politically neutral site.

Laker tenter gains record sixth M VP

Jabbar, Celtics earn top honors
L06 ANGELES (AP) — 

Kareem AbduMabbar feels 
that at the age 3$, he’s not 
getting older, he’s getting

‘T think I’ve changed as a 
person and as a player the 
last couple of years, and I’m 
proud of the change,”  said 
Abdul-Jabbar, who was 
named the National 
Basketball Association’s 
Moot Valuable Player for a 
record sixth time in his 
brilliant ll-year career.

’ T ’ve  matured as an 
adult," he said. “ My roots 
may be in the 1950b, but this 
is 1950 and I hope Fve 
matured since then.

“ I know I’ve improved as a 
basketball player. I’m more 
aware of all facets of the 
game now tten I ever was 
And as long as I can main­
tain the standards I ’ve set 
for myself, stay in shape and 
stay healthy. I’m going to 
k m  on playing.”

That’s good news for the 
Los Angeles Lakers, who 
rode the 7-foot-2 Abdul- 
Jabbar’s brilliant pivot play 
to the championship.

"K a r e e m  m eans 
everything to us,”  said 
Lakers Coach Paul 
Westhead. “ He is the Man on 
this team.”

But Abdul-Jabbar says the 
team is more important than 
the man.

“ Aa an individual award, 
it’s wonderful to feel that 
your contributions were 
more important than those of

any other player,”  said 
Abdid-Jahbar, “ But this is a 
team game, and what the 
Lakers accomplished as a 
unit overshadows this. We 
proved we were the best. We 
got to hang the banner in the 
Forum that says, ‘World 
Champs,’ and that’s the big 
thing.

“ We were like the Three 
Musketeers — one for all and 
all for one. I woulibi’t be here 
without the hdp I got from 
my teammates.”

The NBA presented three 
other awards Thursday at a 
special luncheon during the 
annual summer meetings of 
coaches and general 
managers, and all three 
went to members of the 
Boston Celtics.

Forward Larry Bird was 
named Rookie of the Year, 
Bill Fitch was named Coach 
of the Year and Red Auer­
bach was named Executive 
of the Year following the 
Celtics’ turnaround from a 
29-53 record in 1979 to a 61-21 
mark last season.

The 7-foot-2 Abdul-Jabbar 
received 147 votes from the 
221 cast in the balloting of 
NBA players, easily out­
distancing forward Julius 
Erving of the Philadelphia 
76ers, who was second with 
31'^ George Gervin of San 
Antonio was third with 19 
and Bird was fourth with 15.

In winning the Maurice 
Podoloff trophy, Abdul- 
Jabbar surpassed the five 
MVP aw ar^ won by Bill

RuneUef the Boston Celtics.
“ That’s nice, that’s 

beautiful, but that’s really 
hard to appreciate right 
now,”  said Abdul-Jabbar. 
“That’s something I will 
really appreciate when I 
retire from the game and. 
look back on my career.”

Ab^^afabar is the the 
16th consecutive center to 
win the MVP award. TTw last 
noncenter to win was guard 
Oscar Robertson of Cin­
cinnati in 1964. Moses 
Malone of Houston won the 
award last season.

“ Few people have the 
ability to dominate a game, 
offensively and defensively, 
as Kareem Abdul-Jabbar 
has throughout his career,”  
said NBA Commissianer 
Larry O’Brien in presenting 
the award. “ And this year he 
demonstrated the leadership 
qualities that the Lakers 
needed to win the cham­
pionship”

Bird was a lopsided winner 
of the rookie trophy, wMch 
was named this year after 
Eddie Gottlieb, the league 
pioneer who died In 
December at the age of 51. 
Bird received 63 votes from 
the panel of three writers 
from each league city to Just 
three for Earvin “ Magic”  
Johnson of the Los Angeles 
Lakers.

The voting for Rookie of 
the Year, as for the other 
awards, was conducted at 
the end of the regular 
season. Thus the brilliant

playoff poTormance of the 
Lakers in general, and 
Johnson in Mudicular, did 
not weigh in tlw balloting.

Fitch, who spent nine 
seasons in Cleveland before 
coming to Boston last 
summer, is the first man to 
win Coach of the Year twice, 
having also taken it in 1976. 
He received 37 votes to 16 for 
runnerup Paul Westhead of 
Los Angisles from a panel of 
writers.

“ My winning tMs award 
shows that the media has a 
conscience,”  said Fitch. “ If I 
ever deserved the award, it 
was for the year we were 15- 
67 that first year in 
Cleveland. That might have 
been the best Job I ’ve ever 
done, although the record 
doesn't show it. But I ’m 
happy to get the award 10 
years later.”

Auerbach, architect of the 
Celtics’ renaissance, got 10 
votes for Executive of the 
Year to five for General 
Manager Jerry Cktiangelo of 
Phoenix. The voting was 
done by the league’s general 
managers, who were polled 
by the Sporting News

“ I guess it all boils down to 
the bottom line — how many 
games you win,”  he said

Tornadic 
winds hit 
Oklahoma

Residents left reeling after 
tornadic winds blasted Altus 
and floods forced evacuation 
of some Oklahoma City area 
homes Thursday will be 
taking their first long, hard 
look at the damage today.

Winds from the Thursday 
night storm cells also 
overturned a mobile home 
and damaged barns and 
outbuildings near Wyn- 
newexxi.

Altus police said one injury 
was reported when hail 
shattered a m otorist’s 
windshield, cutting the 
driver with flying glass.

The storm blew into Altus 
about 8:30 p.m., shattering 
windows in one-third of the 
city’s business district and 
taking the roofs off an 
several homes. The winds 
overturned an undetermined 
number of mobile homes, 
police said.

Thcxisands were without 
electrical power Thursday 
night in Altus. Mangum.
