The disagreement about Camp
David is so deep that State Depart-
ment officials told reporters before
Hussein's arrival that they were
under no illusions that the king would
change his position after meeting with

lmtead they said, the president
simply hoped to reopen the dialog with
Hussein that has been disrupted by
the trauma of Camp David.

Both leaders chose to emphasize the
mun in their public remarks at a

te House arrival ceremony.

‘“This friendship (between the
United States and Jordan) has been
tested in crisis and it has withstood all
tests without damage,’’ Carter said.

He praised Hussein for his
“enlightened rule” and for his
“‘commitment to progress’’ while
working at the same time for the
“preservation of the traditional
valugs of his people.”

Hussein, in his response, said the
people of Jordan and the United States
‘share a common vision ... Regar-
dless of the differences in terms of
outlook ng the route that we
take to achieve that objective, we do
believe very much in the firm com-
mitment of both our governments to
the same goals,’’ he said.

BigSpring resident
wounded in gunfight

A Big ng man was wounded in a
gunfight at the Northcrest Apart-
ments, 1002 N. Main, 12:40 a.m. today

Eugene White, a resident of the
Northcrest complex, is in stable
condition at Malone-Hogan Hospital
after being shot once with what police
believe was a .38 caliber pistol.
Investigators stated that the bullet
that struck White hit the right side of
his chest, ricocheted off of his rib
cage, and lodged in his left arm,
breaking the arm.

Detective J.D. Carter was to have
questioned witnesses today to try to
piece together exactly what took place
during the melee. Willie Ray Myles,
19, also a resident of Northcrest, was
picked up by Officer Pat Dunham for
investigation.

He is suspected of firing the shot
that hit White.

Police were first alerted of trouble

at Northcrest at approximately 11:30
E.m Monday. White reported that he

d spotted a prowler lurking near the
apartment of a friend, and had fired
shots into the air to ward off the in-
truder.

Patrolmen treated the incident
routinely, and told White to call them
if the prowler returned

Approximately an hour later, offi-
cers were again summoned to the
Northcrest Apartments. When they
arrived, they found White bleeding
profusely on a sidewalk near the
complex, and found Myles in a
parking lot on the opposite side of the
complex

Witnesses stated that shortly before
the shooting, Myles and White had
become involved in a shouting match.
When the argument had heated to the
boiling point, said Detective Carter,
the shooting started

““Some witnesses told us that White

fired a .22 (caliber) pistol at Myles six
times, and missed him every time,”
said Carter this morning. “‘We won’t
really know what we have on this
thing until we talk to some more
people.’’ he added

To add to the confusion, police found
a pair of “‘numchucks’’ lying in a pool
of White's blood near his apartment
“Numchucks’’ is the name given to a
homemade weapon consisting of two
heavy pieces of wood attached with a
length of chain

Myles may already be in trouble
even before the investigation
progresses farther. He is currently
serving a five-year probated sentence
for felony possession of marijuana in
Nolan County

According to Nolan County authori-
ties, proceedings to revoke Myles’
probation had already begun in
connection with another offense

Revolutionary
I guard chief quits

Commander Abu Sharif of Iran’s

Ayatollnh Ruhollah Khomeini. Sharif
was appointed recently by President
Abolhassan Bani-Sadr, and the

resignation was seen as another
setback for the president, who has
been struggling to assert his authority
ever since his election less than five
months ago.

The resignation letter, quoted by
Iran’s official Pars news agency said
Sharif wanted the revolutionary
guards corps.‘‘to be an arm to the
deprived of the world in furthering the
Islamic revolution of Iran. Unfor-
tunately monopolism of power and
secterianism and existing tendencies
prevented us from this goal. Any
possibility of continuing the work was
curtailed. I had no choice but to
resign.”’

The resignation came the day after
Khomeini told 3,000 revolutionary
guards who marched on the U.S.
Embassy in Tehran — where some of
the 53 American hostages have been
held for the past 227 days — that there
might be traitors among the guards

corps.

Khomeini said he would appoint a
representative to inform him of
developments within the guard’s
ranks. The guards have been
critjcized for not cooperating with the
armed forces and not obeying the
orders of the revolutionary courts.

In a message read at the rally by his
son Ahmad, Khomeini said: “Is it
possible that there are some traitors
who made their way amongst you?
They are instigating disorder and
arrest the people illegally. You should
identify those causing chaos. You
should hand them over to the

ohn Dunagan said Western Con-
uiner has signed an initial lease for
three sites for five years, with ad-
ditional options that could add up to a
total of 99 years.
Western Container manufactures
two-liter plastic bottles that hold soft
drinks. The company was organized

by 20 Coca-Cola bottlers in the south-
west

Dunagan said about expanding
here, “We are delighted to be in Big
Spring.”

The primary reason for the ex-
pansion here was the availability of
the big hangar, which contains 5.5
acres of space.

“We also have to extend the
railroad spur 200 to 300 yards up to the
hangar,” said Winston Wrinkle, head
of the Industrial Foundation.

The Corporation will be financed by
a 4.5 million reyenue bond sale. The
bonds were issued by the Howard
County Industrial Development
Corporation and was purchased by the
First City National Bank of Houston.

beginning manufacturing of the

bottles in October, Dunagan said.

“With our initial equipment we will
be making 80,000-100,000 bottles a
day,” Jackson said. He added that
Western Container will be making in
the neighborhood of 30 million bottles
a year.

A total of 45 persons will be em-
ployed initially, Dunagan said. He
added that the number working for
Western Container could increase to

100 persons.

“I waouldn't be surprised in two
years if we didn’t have 200 people out
there,”” Dunagan said.

Western Container will be hiring
those with electrical and mechanical
skills. Jackson said the wages of
Western Container will be competitive
with those in the area.

The plant will operate seven days a
week, 24 hours a day, Jackson said.
The working arrangement will be
rotating. Jacksmn gave the example
that a worker will be on four days and
have three days off.

automatic weapons, killing five and
injuring about 300, the Irenian media

rioting underlined the rift
between Khomeini's Moslem
militants and the leftist factions that
united with him to topple Shah
Mohammad Reza Pahlavi’s gover-
nment 16 months ago.

In New York, former U.S. Attorney
General Ramsey Clark told a news
conference he will call for
congressional inquiries into American
involvement in Iran. He said if
Congress refused to open the inquiry
he will initiate one of his own. He said
he would urge the Congress to hold
hearings ‘‘to find out what our country
— what the CIA — has done in Iran."

Clark returned Sunday from a trip
to Iran that defied a presidential
travel ban. He and nine other
Americans took part in a 54-nation
conference in Tehran on U.S.
“‘crimes’’ in Iran.

In Washington, White House
spokesman Jody Powell said
President Carter is still inclined to
prosecute Clark. Powell said that as
far as he knew, Carter had not for-

Texas wheat

crop estimates

stay at 125 million bushels

AUSTIN — This year's
Texas wheat crop estimates
remained at 125 million
bushels in the June report
issued today by the Texas
Crop and Livestock
Reporting Service.

Estimates for the total
U.S. wheat crop point to a
record-breaking 1.76 billion
bushels, based on June 1
conditions. Texas, however,
is expected to have a harvest
that falls 13 million bushels
short of the 1979 crop,
Agriculture Commissioner
Reagan V. Brown reported.
This is a 9 percent drop in
production.

‘“Despite the fact that
Texas farmers will harvest
400,000 more acres this year,
the yield is estimated to be

Peugh among

around 25 bushels per acre, 5
bushels less than in 1979,”
Brown said.

He attributed the drop in
yield mainly to the drought
that extended over South
Texas oand parts of North
Texas and the Panhandle.

Rains in the latter part of
May helped to keep the yield
from falling lower. Slightly
over 13 percent of the 5
million-acre crop has been
harvested.

“Combines are just now
moving into the Low Plains,
and our yields could be
better there,”’ Brown said.

The overall U.S. total was
increased by 3 percent over
May estimates with 49.6
million acres to be harvested
for grain this season.

The next president must reverse this hesays.

This is Reagan’s world view, and in his campaign, every
foreign policy and defense issue is subordinate to it.

Guns vs. butter is one of the raging debates in
Washington this l;n'tl|1i Reagan’s view is tal clear;
his money is on guns. If the United States will be able to
repel a Soviet attack, it must spend more, now, on
defense, he says.

Reagan is running for fz:lident as a Republican and his
campaign is likely to reflect the GOP’s traditionally hard
line on issues concerning national security and Soviet
relations.

President Carter negotiated SALT II; Reagan is against
it.

Carter is increasing defense spending; Reagan says the
U.S. already is ‘‘second to one, namely the Soviet Union,”’
in military might and that Carter’s defense increases
leave the U.S. ‘‘totally unable to match the Soviet
buildup.”

There is no indication how Reagan would fund a big
increase in military spending.

Carter severed the U.S. alliance with Taiwan when he

mid-air crash in Texas

UNIVERSAL CITY, Texas (AP) — Federal Aviation
Administration investigators today sifted through the
wreckage of two small planes that collided over Randolph
Air Force Base, killing three people and injuring another.

A 1930s vintage Stearman biplane and a single-engine
Cessna apparently collided in mid-air Monday night, then
crashed on a runway at the military base, 25 miles nor-
theast of San Antonio

The dead ,were identified as Perry Shankle Jr., a
prominent San Antonio businessman and noted wildlife
photographer; Tom Van KEtten, 50, an insurance
executive; and William M. Greig, 37

Injured in the crash was Shankle's daughter, Michelle,
age unknown, authorities said. She was transferred to
Brooke Army Medical Center, then flown to Southwest
Texas Methodist Hospital in San Antonio for treatment of
undetermined injuries.

All were from San Antonio.

Authorities said Shankle was riding in the Cessna,
apparently taking photographs of the Stearman — a
training plane used fifty years ago, said Randolph
spokesman Sgt. Art Cheatham.

The planes had been cleared to fly over the southwest
corner of the Air Force flight training base when they
collided about 7:45 p.m. while making a turn, he said.

“It’s a little unusual, but they had called and requested
the clearance and there wnsbsrnce in the pattern, so it was
granted,” said Capt. Claude Morse.

One eyewitness told a San Antonio station KSAT-TV the
two planes were flying beside each other, about 1,000 feet
above the ground, when it appeared one plane ripped the
wing off the other.

planes then crashed on the airport runway about 150
from each other, the eyewitness said. He told the
television station he could see a camera lens protruding
from the Cessna just before the crash.

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Agency can’t do jobs without funds

Sixty-six times a day, on the
average, someone holds out his or her
hand to the Salvation Army and, in
effect, says ‘““Help me. | know no-
where else to turn.”

Despite the fact that it operates ona
limited budget, the local Salvation
Army post does a remarkable job
answering those needs. The Salvation
Army becomes visible around
Christmas time, when its appeal to
funds that will help salvage Christmas
for countless people is kept in front of
the public by the news media

THE SALVATION ARMY, how-
ever, operates 365 days a year, ex-
tending help and hope to a segment of

the population which must have help
and hope tosurvive.

Times were when money provided
by the United Way just about met the
annual budget of the Salvation Army
here. That has not been the case for a
number of years, however. The
United Way has had problems reach-
ing its annual quota and has not in-
creased the share sent to the Salvation
Army for quite a few years.

WASHINGTON — The power of the
liberal network of congressional and
bureaucratic staff aides has been
demonstrated again in their ap-
parently successful campaign to bar
Leo Cherne, an internationally
beloved figure working with refugees,
from the Board for International
Broadcasting (BIB), which governs
vital broadcasts to communist
Eastern Europe

Cherne is inclined to reject appoint-
ment to the board despite urgings
from the White House. This confirms
the staff network’'s hidden power to
override top-level government of-
ficials behind their backs It also
reflects the policy split over whether
detente still ought to be enshrined
Cherne is among those who believe
that era has passed, and that US
broadcasts must toughen up

The campaign against Cherne, at 67
a world leader in international rescue
and refugee work, was plotted by the
BIB's chief of staff. Walter Roberts,
working covertly with staff aides of
several liberal senators

RADIO FREE EUROPE and Radio
Liberty, controlled by the BIB, broad-
cast to Eastern Europe and the Soviet
Union Both had heavy CIA financing
until 1973. The campaign put on by
Roberts and the Senate staffers im
pled, falsely. that if appointed
chairman of the five-member board,
Cherne would fall under CIA in
fluence

retired foreign service officer. would
stay in power How he and anonymous
Senate aides were able to override
President Carter's national security

Word leaded that national security
adviser 7Zbigniew Brzezinski had
asked Cherne to consider appointment
as BIB chairman when the term of
former Ambassador John Gronouski
expired in April. Roberts then

Whether or not Roberts ever read
Cherne's memo, he and the rest of the
BIB staff surely knew their life-and
death powers over the radios would
end under Chairman Cherne

Roberts was present at a meeting
with staff aides of Sen. Claiborne Pell,
chairman of the foreign relations sub-
committee overseeing the radios, at a
long. unannounced meeting in Pell's
office the last week of April. That
week Gronouski's three-year term
came to an end (though he continues
as chairman in the absence of a
replacement)

Dear Dr Donohue: When my baby
had a bad case of diarrhea, the doctor
told me to put him on clear fluids |
didn’t really know what he meant by
that, and I didn't ask him 1 just
guessed, and must have guessed
right Just what does a doctor mean
when he says “‘clear fluids’"?

There is nothing wrong with want
ing to know what ‘‘clear fluids'' you
give diluted fluids — the sugar water,
liquid gelatins or natural fruit juices
that have been diluted to half strength
with water A weak tea is OK, too
Things to avoid are items like highly
salted soups The goal is to keep the
child well-hydrated while he is losing
excess fluid from the watery stools

If your version of clear fluids
matches my definition, you are to be
congratulated for guessing right
+ Dear Dr Donohue: 1 am deathly
afraid of being poisoned when [ do not
have a daily movement [ give myself
an enema when [ do not have one Is
this harmful? — Mrs. G.J

If your letter did not bear a
California address I'd have guessed it
was written by Mrs Donohue. a great
believer in the daily call of nature A
daily bowel movement is not
necessary, my mother's beliefs
notwithstanding Too frequent use of
enema may lead to irritation of the
rectum [t can also produce an enema
dependence. in which the normal
emptying pattern of the colon (large
bowel) is lost

The indications for an enema are
few rarely for constipation IF
THERE IS NO STOMACH PAIN, in
preparation for an X-ray examination
of the colon or when medicine has to
be introduced rectally, as in
ulcerative colitis

The doctor should be notified if you
have severe or chronic constipation
To avoid constipation, a high-fiber,
high-bulk diet (bran cereals, raw
vegetables and fruits) should be tried

You should discontinue this practice
of frequent enemas. There's a fuller
discussion of this subject in the
booklet, ‘“The Way to Stop Con-
stipaion.”’

Squalid affair

“ivilian control over the military is
an axiom of American democracy so
fundamental that it would surely
withstand the challenge of a Man on
Horseback. But a squalid little affair
last week showed that a more serious
threat to the principle comes from a
mix of bureaucracy-as-usual and a
faint touch of right-wing politics

The squalid little affair centers
around Gen. David Jones, the
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff.
Gen. Jones is the very model of the
modern military man. He packs nd
pistols, but is highly skilled in the
managing of big budgets and large
staffs. He played a central role in
nudging this country towards a
renewed emphasis on defense. Thanks
largely to his efforts, the new funds
are going for immediate readiness,
not the glamorous weapons systems

that can only pay off in the distant
future

Those qualities have earned Gen

Secretary Brown's behest, President
Carter named Jones, an Air Force
general, to be chairman of the chiefs
back in 1978 when the usual rotation
favored an admiral Two weeks ago
the president nominated Jones for a
second two-year term as chairman

GUNG-HO MILITARY men in the
Pentagon, and their more assertive
allies on the Senate Armed Services
Committee, disparaged Jones as a
“military bureaucrat.’’ They claim he
has been a ‘“patsy’ for the Carter
administration in lining up the chiefs
behind the president on such matters
as the Panama Canal treaty, the arms
control treaty with Russia and the
termination of the B-1 bomber
program They blame his caution for
the failure of the Iranian rescue
mission

When the reappointment was an
nounced, a group of the discontented
from both political parties talked
quietly of using the confirmation
hearings as an occasion for a massive
assault on a whole range of ad
ministration actions in the field of
national security Jesse Helms, the
conservative Republican from North
Carolina, went into vocal opposition
He spoke of a filibuster that would
delay the appointment so that if
Ronald Reagan were elected, the new
president would have a chance to
name his own man as head of the
chiefs

At that juncture two other Re-
publican committee members entered
the picture. On June 2, John Tower of
Texas spoke with Jones about the

confirmation hearings. The two men
found accord in a provision of the law
which asserts that the chairman, like
all general officers, serves at the
“pleasure of the president.”” That
implied to Sen. Tower that if Reagan
were elected, Jones would step down
as a good soldier.

On June 3, John Warner of Virginia,
after discussion of the confirmation
with Sen. Helms, telephoned Jones.
He made reference to the earlier talks
between Tower and Jones. He and
Jones also agreed that the law
provided the chairman served “at the
pleasure of the president.’” Warner
drew from their talks the conclusion,
that if he proved unsatisfactory to
Reagan, Jones would ‘‘step aside "’

Helms was informed of Warner's
discussion, and immediately moved to
claim his scalp. He announced ‘' Jones
has agreed to tender his resignation in
January if Gov. Reagan is elected.”
The senator said that in those circum-
stances, he would not make a

. JONES THEN CAME roaring back
He issued a written statement denying
that he had offered to resign. He said:
“The integrity of the Chairman’s
office is an overriding consideration,
and | consider it totally inappropriate
for senior military officers to adapt
the tradition of political appointees of
offering resignation whenever an
administration changes.'’

Secretary Brown has backed up the
chairman, and a couple of senators
have also spoken up for Jones. He
probably will be confirmed swiftly

But that is not the point. The point is
that the chiefs are professional
military officers. They have an
obligation to obey the president as
commander in chief, and also to offer,
when it is sought, their best advice for
the Congress.

Balancing those sets of loyalties is
not always easy or automatic. [t
depends on qualities of sensitivity and
restraint. Judged by those standards,
noboby in this affair comes off very
well

Helms and other senators who lack
the courage to come forward were
actually trying to punish Jones for not
defying the president. Tower and
Warner, perhaps innocently, lent
themselves to a politicization of
Jones' office. Jones protested — but
only late in the game. His colleagues
among the other chiefs, though
clearly involved, have not said a word
publicly

In other words, a great principle
came close to being breached without
anybody much noticing.

CPR had been administered
several minutes by the lifeguards
before Mrs. Ford offer her
assistance.

The intent of this letter is not to
discredit Joy Ford, Cecil Willey, or
any others who helped us on May 26th,
but to clear the air rumors going
around town that the city pool is un-
safe and that the lifeguards are in-
competent. The lifeguards at the city
pool saved Randy Herrera's life. We
were assisted by Joy Ford with CPR
and it was greatly appreciated. John

Webb's statement that a team effort
was involved in restoring life to
Herrera's body was true. Only those
present at the pool on Memorial Day
can appreciate the performance of the
lifeguards. Within seconds after
Herrera's body had been pulled from
the pool, lifeguards had instituted
CPR, established crowd control,
began clearing the pool, and con-
tacted the authorities. The procedures
we were trained to orm were
followed verbatim as stated in our
training manual. -

Mother allowed
to keep infant

LOWELL, Fla. (AP) — Three-week-old Marc Stephen
Miller, bundled in a bright yellow blanket, has moved into
the state prison here after a circuit court ruling that a
baby's place is with his mother — even if she's behind
bars

Prison officials say more babies may be on the way

Marc was reunited Monday with a beaming Elizabeth
Miller in the lobby of the Florida Correctional Institution
for Women

It feels wonderful,”’ Miss Miller said as she cuddled the
baby

A prison guard immediately escorted mother and son to
a makeshift nursery and cell at the prison hospital

Prison Superintendent Bill Booth said five other
pregnant women are serving time at the facility

“I think we can handle one mother and one baby at a
time,”’ he said. ‘‘But if we have more than that we are
going to have to make other arrangements.’’

Miss Miller, 31, who has refused to identify the child’s
father, was pregnant when she was sentenced in
December to five iean in prison for grand larceny.

She will be eligible for parole in January 1982. Marc was
placed in temporary foster care after he was born May 22
at a hospital in the neighboring central Florida town of
Ocala

The reunion was made possible June 6 when Marion
County Circuit Judge Wallace S is granted Miss
Miller’s petition to keep the child. Welfare officials had
argued a prison was a poor environment for a baby and

posed placing him in a foster home until her parole.

The ruling was the first under a 1979 state law that
allows judges to determine custody in such cases based on
the best interests of the child.

Heroin use
among troops
is declining?

BONN, West Germany
(AP) Despite recent
arrests, Army officials claim
heroin use among the 200,000
American troops in West
Germany is declining and
only 2 percent of them
qualify as frequent hard
drug users

Investigators also believe
the percentage of GIs using
“'soft’”” drugs such as
marijuana and hashish is
much higher and more
difficult to detect. The im-
pact on combat readiness
remains unclear

Rex Gribble, a spokesman
for US Army, Europe
headquarters in Heidelberg,
said a study conducted in
January, February and
March found heroin abuse
had decreased by 50 percent
from the previous six-month
period

Gribble also said urine
tests conducted without
warning in 600 company-
sized units this year found 2.5
percent of the troops abusing
hard drugs. By comparison,
the newspaper Stars and
Stripes reported urine tests
conducted on 3,200 troops in
the summer of 1978 showed
42 percent used heroin or
similar drugs

Urine tests are ineffective
in detecting soft drug users
or those who may try heroin
or cocaine occasionally
Military officials concede
the humber of soft drug or
‘recreational’’ users is
probablv higher The Army
defines a ‘frequent user'' as

one who takes drugs at least
five times a week
I'he scope of the problem
was revealedbya U S Army
Europe Public Opinion
Survey made last July
Soldiers selected at random
were asked to fill out a
questionnaire anonymously

Eight percent admitted
using hard drugs at least
once and 20 percent said they
smoked hashish or
marnuana at least once a
month
'wo vears ago a
congressional task force
which toured units in West
Germany estimated that 80
to 90 percent in some units
used hashish frequently

The ssue of drug use
within America's largest
overseas military command
surfaced again this month
with the arrest of almost 150
soldiers after undercover
investigations in Hanau and
Nuremberg

At least 50 of those
arrested face court martial
for serious drug offenses,
such as use of hard drugs or
selling drugs Most of the
others were found with small
amounts of hashish and
marijuana and probably will
receive fines or other non-

judicial punishment, of
ficials said

The arrests were part of a
campaign begun in

November 1978 to curb
mounting drug abuse. which
had been increasing
following a two-vear decline

will decide if they can stay in
the United States, INS of
ficials said Monday

Lally said prisoners were
searched following the
lunchtime incident and he
was told no weapons were
found But a source at the
detention camp said several
homemade weapons were
uncovered at the center
Sunday and Monday

The 60 Cuban men were
moved to El Paso from Fort
Chaffee, Ark., following the
June 1 riot when about 60
persons were injured at the
Arkansas camp

Government officials said
the refugees transferred
here were agitators in the
Arkansas disturbance.

Lopes now has 1,047,577
votes, the first player in the
All Star election to go over
the 1 million mark this
season. He is a runaway
choice at his position,
leading runnerup Dave Cash
of San Diego by a mere
800,000 or so computer card
votes.

Lopes is a logical choice
and a good one. The
hometown Dodger fans will
love the idea of _having him
there in the starting lineup
But there is an interesting
wrinkle attached to his
lopsided election.

Because of the absence of
high caliber competition at
second base in the National
League, there is no race in
the balloting at that position
Lopes is getting most of the
votes and is becoming a
distinct threat to win the

trophy given to the leading
vote-getter in the fan
balloting. The award is
sponsored by Gillette

It has been claimed in each
of the last three seasons by
Rod Carew of the California
Angels, who has been the
people’s choice ever since
Commissioner Bowie Kuhn
returned the vote to the fans
in 1970

In 10 years of fan voting,
not counting this season,
Carew received 22 853,453
total votes, more than any
player in either league For
consistency, however, not
even Carew could top Cin
cinnati catcher Johnny
Bench, the only player with
more than 1 million votes in
every yedr that the fans have
voted

Carew has been a starter
every year for the AL, at
second base from 1970-75 and
at first base since 1976. He is
a remarkable player and is
entirely likely to start at first
base for the AL stars again
this year

But Carew has more
competition at first base in
the AL than Lopes does at

second in the NL. Do you
vote for Carew or Tony
Perez of Boston, who went
into Monday night’s action
tied for the AL runs batted in
lead”? Do you vote for Carew
or Milwaukee's Cecil
Cooper, batting 332 and also
among the Al. RBI leaders
Do you vote for Carew or
John Mayberry of Toronto
with his dozen home runs

The choice is certainly
more difficult there than it is
at second base in the NI,
where lopes is an easy
selection And because
there’s more competition

facing Carew, Lopes could
carry off the high-vote

trophy

Playing in a huge
visibility, huge population
center like Los Angeles

certainly doesn’t hurt Lopes’
vote appeal. But Carew has
proven that a player can
work in a smaller city and
still attract broad-based fan

support. Until last season,
Carew played in Minnesota

““They did nothing wrong. The Alamo is a decrepit, old
structure that stands for the oppression of the Chicano v
people, and it is an obscenity,” Ms. Reynolds said Mon-

day

WYLIE, Texas (AP) A mysterious
stranger was being sought today after he
was sighted near the church where services
were held for the victim of an ax murder

Justice of the Peace John ‘‘Buddy”
Newton said he saw the stranger on the
grounds of Lucas United Methodist Church
Monday soon after services were completed
for Mrs Betty Gore, 30

Mrs Gore's body was found in a utility
room of her $70.000 home in this small town
located about 25 miles northeast of Dallas
late Friday She had been hacked with an ax
found at the home

Newton said he followed and
photographed the mysterious stranger who

later drove past Newton's office in down-
town Wylie several times following the
funeral. He said the stranger was driving a
pickup truck and drove past Newton's office
several times while Newton was talking to
some television newsmen

The justice of the peace said he did not
know if there was any possible connection
between the slaying and the man in the
pickup truck, but said he asked police to find
the truck and check out the driver

Officers admitted late Monday that the
pickup truck driver may be their only lead
inthe case, if it is a lead

““We don’'t have anything, really, and we

don’'t know anything. Not a thing,' said
Wylie patrolman J. H. Grindele.

Earlier, Dallas police said they released a
man after being unable to link him to the
slaying.

Genetic engineering given
boost by high court ruling

WASHINGTON (AP) The Supreme
Court ruling that forms of life created in a
laboratory may be patented just like any
other product has removed a major barrier
to widespread industrial use of genetic
engineering

Monday's 54 decision, written by Chief
Justice Warren E Burger. said a living
organism is covered by the federal patent
law's definition of ‘‘manufacture’ of in-
ventions or discoveries

Industry and university researchers
predicted the ruling will spur an upsurge in
genetic engineering work

Those wishing to exploit the techniques
have complained that the inability to protect
biological products and organisms
discouraged research because profits could
not be assured to cover costs

Without patent protection, industry must
try to keep the organisms as trade secrets
This keeps others from seeing the work and
perhaps building upon it and prevents a
company from licensing a product for others
to produce

Thomas Kiley, a vice president of the San
Francisco-based genetic research firm
Genentech Inc., said the ruling is par-
ticularly important to smaller companies
“who can be protected by patents so that
they can enter fields such as phar-
maceuticals which have been dominated by
large firms."

Irving Johnson, vice president for
research at Eli Lilly & Co., the nation’s
largest pharmaceutical manufacturer, said
industry prefers to patent products instead

of keeping them as trade secrets
But he said the full impact of the ruling

will depend upon further interpretations by
the patent office and the courts

““For instance, will a patent apply to only
one species of organism at a time or will it
include other organisms developed from
that parent organism?’’ he said.

Most of the research in question involves
recombinant DNA technology . This involves
taking the basic material of heredity —
deoxyribonucleic acid or DNA — and
transferring it from one species of organism
to another, usually bacteria, to create
organisms not found in nature

So far, this ‘‘gene splitting”’ has yielded
bacteria that make medically useful but
hard-to-find human products such as in-
sulin, growth hormone, anti-viral interferon
and others.

Scientists also are trying to create
organisms for other areas such as
agriculture and pollution control, including
food plants that take nutrients from the air
and do not require fertilizer.

The People’s Business Commission, a
Washington-based, non-profit public in-
terest group that filed a brief in the case,
denounced the ruling as a dark “turning
point in human history.”’ It said the decison
lays the groundwork for corporations to own
the process of life.

Burger's opinion acknowledged the
potential adverse applications of genetic
engineering, but he said granting or denying
patents is unlikely to end either the research
or the risks.
