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Crimes with handguns cited

Congressmen criticized for stance

WASHINGTON — Pointing to an
increasing number of crimes com-
mitted with handguns, a Washington-
based organization has criticized 113
congressmen and 45 senators for
sponsoring legislation to dismantle
existing federal gun controls.

Handgun Control, Inc., of
Washington, D.C., said nine of 10
Texas congressmen who have
sponsored an anti-gun control bill in
the House received campaign con-
tributions from at least one of three
anti-gun control political action
committees

The group also cited U.S. Sen. John
Tower, who the group said received
$1,300 in campaign contributions from
the anti-gun control groups since Jan.
1,1978

As part of a stepped-up campaign in
favor of gun control, the group
Wednesday sponsored what
spokesman called ‘““handgun control
events' inthe nation's capital

The events included a press con-
ference at which victims of handgun
mishaps recounted their stories and a
walk to the White House to picket to
protest of President Carter’s failure to
submit a handgun control bill to
Congress

Pete Shields, chairman of the
organization, said he was protesting a
“war that took the life of our 23-year-
old son, Nick."

That war, he said, ‘‘allowed a

Saturday Night Special to flow
without restraints from hand-to-
hand

Shields said his organization is
fighting the so-called federal
Firearms Law Reform Bill, which is
now pending in Congress

If passed, he said, it would allow
persons convicted of a ‘“‘broad range
of crimes’’ to own firearms. He said it
would ‘‘effectively dismantle existing
control laws."’

Proponents of the bill say current
restraints are not working and tie up
the enforcement agencies with
needless red tape

Besides Tower, Texas congressmen
who support the bill include: Reps
Charles Wilson, D-Lufkin; Marvin
Leath, D-Marlin; Joe Wyatt, Jr., D-
Bloomington; Kika de la Garza, D-
Mission; Richard White, D-El Paso;
Charles Stenholm, D-Stamford; Kent
Hance, D-Lubbock; Tom Loeffler, R-
Hunt and Ron Paul, R-Lake Jackson.

Each received a contribution from
political action committees of either
the National Rifle Association, the
Committee for the Right to Keep and

BOISE, Idaho (AP) — Heavily
armed police regained control of the
smoldering Idaho State Penitentiary
this morning after a tactical team
rescued the last remaining hostage
being held by rioting prisoners

No deaths were reported but several
inmates were injured

““We have a lot of inmates who are
angry and upset out there,'’ said state
Corrections Director C. W. “Bill”
Crowl, “‘but our top priority is getting
this prison back in operation again."”

Crow] said the most pressing need
was to find a place to hold about 50
maximum-security prisoners

“I suspect the maximum-security
wing is completely inoperable”
because of fires and destruction
during the night, he said

Crowl said inmates apparently took
a car from the prison repair shop and
plowed it through the middle of the
maximum-security wing

After the hostage was freed and the
prison yard swept by law officers, all
of the approximately 500 inmates
were herded out to the prison athletic
field and were served breakfast
surrounded by about 100 armed of-
ficers. After two hours the prison was
declared under control

Firemen were busy putting out the
last of the fires. Nearly all the prison
was burned during the night by the
rampaging inmates

A special prison tactical team using
tear gas freed the guard, Lynart Orr
who had been held hostage for nearly
18 hours and been protected by five
inmates from other rioting prisoners

At sunrise about 200 law en
forcement officers who had ringed the
facility closed in. Prison guards. state
and local police and sheriff's deputies
stormed into the prison

Inmates began trickling out of the
cell houses, hands over their heads

& .. Nostage released

moving toward the football field At
least one canister of tear gas was fired
toward one of the buildings by police

Ladders were used to put rifle
toting law officers on top of buildings
in the compound

The decision to send in the tactical
team came after inmates had burned
nearly everything in the prison
compound and fears for the hostage's
life grew, Crowl said. Only the kitchen
was spared the flames

Crowl said the inmates were
brewing a big batch of homemade
whiskey and he feared that when it
was ready. the inmates would go on

a wild drunk .

The only other hostage taken in the

riot, guard Calvin May, was released
unharmed just before nightfall

Water pumping again

Officials find no evidence of toxic chemicals in supply

DALLAS (AP) Dallas and
Longview officials will start pumping
water from Lake Tawakoni, and say
they feel the water is “safe’’ after lab
reports indicated no detectable levels
of toxic chemicals in drinking water
samples

““The water is safe, and there is no
question about it's purity,” said Tom
Taylor, directar of water services for
the city of Dallas. Pumps were
réactivated late Wednesday night, he
said

Taylor said Dallas authorities were
“‘satisfied”’ with test results from the
Texas Department of Water
Resources in Austin, where samples
of Lake Tawakoni water were tested
for traces of arsenic and two her
bicides that may have leaked from
chemical cannisters buried near the
lake

“We will restore water service from

L.ake Tawakoni sometime bhefore the
weekend," Taylor said

The lake supplies 10 million gallons
a day to Longview, and 20 percent of
the water for Dallas and its suburbs

Longview city manager Ray
Jackson said his city will begin
pumping water from the lake again
since state authorities had deter
mined the water was safe

Drinking water samples were taken
from Wills Point, Lakeview, South
Tawakoni, MacBee Water Supply
Corp.. Greenville, Commerce, and the
Dallas East Side Plant, said Charles
Foster, director of the state health
department's Water Hygiene
Division

The analyses showed no detectable
levels of arsenic, 2-4-D and 24-5-TP
and therefore meets EPA regulations
as well as state health department
regulations, Foster said

Prime minister apparently chosen

More executionsin Iran today

Twenty more officers and men of
the Iranian army and air force were
executed in Tehran at dawn today for
taking part in the military plot to
bomb Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini's
home and overthrow his revolutionary
regime, Tehran Radio reported

Another man was put to death for
killing four persons because they
“were not prepared to renounce their

Islamic beliefs and embrace
Marxism,”’ the Iranian government
radio said

The executions brought the total in

Iran this week to 51. including 25
convicted of involvement in the
conspiracy. At least 500 persons were
reported arrested for being part of the
plot, and death sentences are ex
pected for most of them

Tehran Radio said the plotters
executed today included four captains
and a first lieutenant, all of them air
force pilots; an air force technician
and army noncommissioned officers

An Islamic revolutionary court
found them guilty of plotting a coup
against the Islamic republic. planning
to bomb Khomeini's home in northern

Wednesday Efforts to free Orr
through negotiations failed when
inmates refused to talk further after
dark

Wink sink not beginning of apocalypse, pros agree

AUSTIN — The Wink Sink
is not the beginning of the
apocalypse. but rather an
example of a natural
phenomenon that has been
going on for thousands. if not
millions of vears, a research
geologist said Monday

“There have been all kinds
of bizarre statements about
the sink, everything from
correlating it with the Mt. St
Helen's eruption to the
configuration of the stars,”
Dr Art Goldstein, a
geologist with the University
of Texas Bureau of
Economic Geology. said

Goldstein and Robert
Brumgardner. another
research geologist at the
bureau, have been watching
the sinkhole and have run
special tests to determine its
origin

The hole was first ob-
served in early June and has
developed into an oblong
depression, up to 400 feet
across and 110 feet deep.  The
sink is filled with water to
within 35 feet of the rim

Both scientists agree the
most likely explanation for
the hole is gradual erosion of
a salt bed lying 1.100 feet
beneath the surface

The water table in the
West Texas area near Wink
and Kermit 1s about 35 feet
beneath the surface But
evervthing beneath the table
1s saturated with water that
1s continuously flowing
Goldstein said

Over time. the water dis
solved the salt laver and
eventuallv the roof of the salt
laver cavedin

It 1s a very slow process

but a point is reached where
the salt roof is eroded away
to the point that it can no
longer hold up the layers of
earth above,'' Baumgardner
said. When this point is
reached. the roofs on dif-
ferent layers of sediment
above the salt layer cave in
and the hole rises like a
bubble to the surface, he
said

““We don't expect the hole
to get any deeper, but the
sides will continue caving in
because they are quite
steep,’’ Goldstein said

The sink naturally will
continue caving in on itself
until it becomes shallower
and within perhaps 100 vears
it will fill in completely,
Goldstein predicted

The scientists have run
highly precise gravitational
studies on the area to
determine the nature of the
salt cavity and how fast it is
sinking

To support their theory
that the sink is a natural
occurence caused by erosion
of the salt bed, Goldstein
points to several similar
depressions in the West
Texas area

He said other lesser sinks

ones that have eroded and
filled up with time — can be
detected with air photo
graphs

Both scientists admitted
they are not sure what
caused the sink. nor would
they predict whether arother
could appear in the near
future

Concrete markers. how
ever. have been stationed in
the area around the sink to
detect any shifts in the earth
Goldstein said

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Goldstein believes the
Wink Sink can be explained
neatly as a part of the earth's
history in the area, dating
back 250 million years.

The sink has opened in an
area that once was covered
by a shallow salt sea known
as the Delaware Basin.

“It is very controversial
as to how the salt deposits
came to exist,” Goldstein
said. But the current theory

is that the salts deposited
along the marshes
surrounding the sea, he said.

Over the last 250 million
years, the prehistoric sea
dried up and layers of
sediment covered the area,
leaving behind only the layer
of salt that runs beneath the
surface throughout West and
North Texas.

Figures prepared by the govern
ment show that, with one important
exception, crimes peak in the summer
and ebb in the winter  The exception is
personal larceny of less than $50,
which tends to reach a high point in
October and plummets in the sum-
mer, apparently because schools are
closed and thefts in such institutions
decrease significantly

THOSE CRIMES which have the
strongest tendency to rise and fall
with a change in the seasons include
household larceny, thefts of less than
$50, forcible-entry burglary, assault
and motor-vehicle theft

It is incumbent on every columnist
to see “Last Tango in Pans’' and
comment on it. Some critics have
called 1t the greatest movie of our
time. Others have written that it is one
of the great ripoffs of the film in-
dustry

But having seen the movie, | would
like to advance the opinion that most
critics have missed the point of the
picture

L.ast Tango in Paris™ is not. as it
has been described. the story of an
aging American (Marlon Brando) and
a voung girl (Maria Schneider) in a
desperate sexual battle for survival

it 1s really a simpile heartwarming
film about two people trying to rent
the same apartment in Paris

ONLY THOSE WHO have ever
searched for an apartment in Paris
can appreciate what Brando and Miss
Schneider go through far this lovely
flat near the Seine

In the film. Brando plays a washed
out Amenican, whose wife has just
committed suicide. He wants the
apartment in the worst way. So does
the young ¥Prench girl

They meet by accident in the empty
flat and you see Brando's mind
working He figures if he rapes the
girl. she’ll go away and he’ll get the
apartment

But Miss Schneider. a child of the
French Bourgeoisie, 1s made of
sterner stuff and she puts up little
resistance to Brando's assault As a
matter of fact. while she's being
bounced around by Marlon, she is
really measuring the floor to see how
much carpeting it will take

The next day they are back at the
apartment again Brando has brought
a table chairs and a bed to assert his
claim to it But Miss Schneider is not
impressed and walks about the place
as if 1t were hers

This infuriates Brando and he
throws her down on the bed and keeps
muttering. “‘It's mine. it's mine "’
Miss Schneider just laughs at him

All the time they are making love
she 1s looking at the window , trying to
figure what size curtains she’ll need
for the room

BRANDO, EXHAUSTED and
fearful that he’'ll lose the flat_ visits his
mother-indaw and dead wife We see
the tiny hotel he lives in and realize
why Brando is so intent on getting the
apartment. Miss Schneider goes off
with her fiance and we discern why
she wants a new place to live

Back to the apartment Rather than
being frightened by Brando's
brutality, Miss Schneider becomes
more determined than ever to wrest
the key away from him

The next time they meet. she's in
her wedding dress and Brando is so
mad he throws her in the tub Miracle
of miracles. the plumbing works, and
Brando gives Miss Schneider a bath
while she figures out what color
scheme would go best with the white
medicine cabinet

By this time, Brando is worn out and
figures the apartment isn't really
worth it. He leaves without telling
Miss Schneider his name

A little battered from the sexual
encounters, Miss Schneider returns
triumphantly with her fiance to show
him the flat

quantities of the vitamin A in water
soluable form? — J R W

Yes. they would ‘“‘Fat soluable’
refers to the action of the vitamin in
the body It means that any excess is
attracted to and stored in fatty
deposits (in the hver chiefly for
vitamin A) There is almost always
enough of this vitamin stored in the
liver at any given time to take care of
needs for up to two years

An excess dose of vitamin A in
whatever oral form will increase the
body stores of that wvitamin The
reason water preparations are used is
to increase absorption by the body for
people who may require this The
storage still occurs ultimately in the
fat tissue

Too much vitamin A on a prolonged
basis can cause fatigue bone pain
headache and drv scaly skin You
don’t interpret the term ‘‘period of
time."" Your 50.000 units a day should
not hurt But if you continue that for
more than a month or so, you might
develop vitamin poisoning

The water soluble vitamins 'like B
are that way naturally They just are
not attracted to fatty deposits hence
are not stored Therefore the excess
is excreted harmlessly

If you have learned you have a
vitamin A deficiency ‘which s rare
you probably have deficiencies of
other vitamins as well In any event, |
urge caution in dosing vourself with
any fat soluble vitamins

This 1s a blood problem

We sometimes think of blood as a
liquid 1in which there are only red cells
to carry oxvgen white ones to fight
infections and something we vaguely
refer to as plasma Blood i1s more than
that It carmes many other sub
stances. including important proteins,
like albumin and globulin, which
brings us around to vour mother's
problem — macroglobulinemia

In this there is an excess production
of a certain kind of globulin
“macro’’ (for large) This has the
effect of slowing down blood flow,
causing tiredness and confusion
Enlarged lymph nodes and anemia
are part of the picture

Often drugs must be used in the
treatment (the chemotherapy vyou
mention) In some cases. radiation of
the enlarged Ilymph nodes is
necessary Your mother should begin
to feel better when her therapy has
had time to work

Sometimes, if the blood is slowed
down too much the large proteins can
be removed by a remarkable process
called “plasmapheresis ' The blood is
removed. the unwanted proteins
extracted from the plasma and the
rest of the blood returned to the
patient

We don’'t know why Waldenstrom's
macroglobulinemia occurs Most
patients show improvement with the
chemotherapy

Wrong Moles and warts are not the
same, even though one may be
mistaken for the other Moles are
“nevi,’”" that is, collections of cells in
the skin that have been there since
very early in development They may
make themselves visible later on
They are commonly brown. and can
be .as small as a pinhead or several
inches across They may be flat
slightly raised. hairless. hairy.
smooth or rough If a mole enlarges
darkens, crusts. bleeds or becomes
inflamed. one should see a doctor

Warts are caused by viruses Again,
they vary in shape They usually
remain the same size after they have
matured, and often disappear a year
or two after their appearance Han
dling frogs causes neither warts nor
moles, and I wish you could see the
collection of down-home cures | have
for warts

Predictable end

Fact is stranger than fiction. It has
been to my dismay, however, that
fiction can not in the least mirror the
irrationality we are constantly beset
with.

There is an exception, though. The
movie, “Brubaker,’” shown here
recently at two theaters, gives a
picture of the forces of good fighting
with one hand behind their back the
forces of evil. Evil wins, of course, but
not after a gallant struggle by good to
right the wrongs

EXTRAORDINARILY, this movie
showing Robert Redford portraying
Henry Brubaker as the warden of
Wakefield Prison documents so well
the occurrences in the late 1960’s at an
Arkansas Prison Farm

In 1966, Winthrop Rockefeller. a
Republican, was running for governor
of Arkansas. Rockefeller ran strong
on eliminating corruption in the state
government and cleaning up the
state’s prison system

When he came into office in 1967 as
the first GOP chief executive in the
Land of Opportunity since Recon-
struction, Rockefeller came in contact
with a 67-page report on the Arkansas
Prison System. The report. which was
prepared in August. 1966, was so hard
hitting that the previous governor,
Orval Faubus, suppressed it

From what he learned, Rockefeller
was indignant and told the press he
would hire a reform-minded man for
the prison system

Searching far and wide, Rockefeller
came up with one Thomas Murton, 39,
an assistant professor of criminology
at Southern Illinois University
Murton had served in Alaska as a
superintendent of a US Army
stockade When Alaska became a
state, he served as the acting chief of
corrections there

Upon arriving at Cummins Farm
Murton found the prison to be an
anachronism to modern criminal
justice

The prison was ruled by a few
powerful trustees. as only six hired-
staff were on the prison’s premises
These trustees made out work assign

ments, menus, bedding details and
controlled other aspects of prison life.

THERE WERE NO guards, as
shotgun-toting trustees watched over
the prison. Trustees lived a life dif-
ferent from the rankman. Each lived
in a refrigerator-and-TV-furnished
shack

The prison was ruled by fear. Two
devices were used to punish the
prisoner. One was a five-inch wide,
five-foot long strap called the ‘‘hide.”

The second device was the ‘“Tucker
Telephone.” This apparatus was an
old-fashioned cnnEp‘telephone. A
prisoner getting a ‘‘phone call” was
strapped to a table, and wires leading
from the telephone were attached to
his big toes and genitals. The crank
was spun and the victim was jolted by
several electric shocks.

By 1968, Murton was able to turn
Cummins Farm around, but in
January of that year a 59-year-old
prisoner sentenced to the farm for
killing his brother gave the reform
warden a shocking revelation.

Reuben Johnson led Murton to a
field and said that three bodies were
buried in three adjacent sites he
pointed to. Johnson furthered in-
formed Murton that over 200 men
were buried in the area

Murton ordered a convict crew to
start digging. As Johnson had said,
three bodies were unearthed from the
three sites. One body was headless;
another had its skull crushed ; and the
third had its arm broken behind it

Murton charged the men had been
illegally executed

The revelation sent state officials
reeling. Rockefeller himself refused
for several weeks to comment. One
state representative claimed the
bodies were uncovered from a
paupers graveyard, but a state
newspaper made the observation that
the nearest potter's field was several
miles away

Needless to say, Murton was fired
The only reason, Rockefeller gave,
incredibly, was that Murton was a
poor administrator

Indeed. US intelligence experts
glumly predict that some West
Europeans. or even Americans, with
access to sensitive intelligence in-
formation. have already been caught
up in the lush toils of comely KGB
agents they have met in the festive
Olympic atmosphere. The danger
comes when the unwary victim
blackmailed by the threat of em
barrassing publicity or a one-way
ticket to the Gulag Archipelago,
agrees to spy for the Kremlin when he
returns home

ALTHOUC ( THE HUGE influx of
foreigners into Moscow during the
Olympics may make it more difficult
for the KGB to maintain its normal
surveillance, the chances of a genuine
pickup are slim indeed. Intelligence
sources told my associate Dale Van
Atta it's safe assumption that any
Russian woman who makes sexual
overtures to a foreigner — or who
responds to such overtures is
working for the secret police

The reason is as obvious as the
Soviets' perennial housing shortage
As one source explained: ‘‘The girl
can't take the John back to her
apartment because of the relatives
living with her. And the hotels are
constantly watched. So any girl who
does this successfully must have the
protection of the police — or the
KGB." If she has her own apartment
— a rarity in Russia — she is certainly
working for the KGB, he said

A typical example of the Soviet
badger game was the case of a
vacationing American engineer who
did topsecret research for an Air
Force contractor. The compliant
chippy startled him by screaming
rape, and the cops came bursting in.
The engineer spilled everything in the
six-day interrogation that followed

Another case involved the adminis-
trative aide of a U.S. senator. A
toothsome young lady named Natasha
was seated ‘‘by chance” at his table in
a Moscow hotel, and a pickup
followed. Natasha dragged him from
store to store to buy presents for her,
and casually got him to sell her
dollars for rubles at the black market
rate.

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Comedian Sellers loses battle

LONDON (AP) — Comedian Peter Sellers, British
star of more than 40 hit movies that in 20 years made
countless millions roar with laughter, died early today
without regaining consciousness after a heart attack
He was 54.

Sellers died at 12:28 a.m. in the intensive care unit of
London’s Middlesex Hospital, 34 hours after suffering
his third major heart attack in 16 years.

At his bedside were his fourth wife, actress Lynne
Frederick, and two of his three children by previous
marriages, Victoria, 15, and Michael, 26

. "Every effort was made to keep his heart going but it
just did not respond,” a spokesman told reporters
“There was a very rapid deterioration. He had really
had all the drugs and all the machines it is possible to
have. His death was entirely due to natural causes. His
heart just faded away.”

The hospital, not far from a movie theater showing
the star’s latest hit ‘‘Being There,’’ had been inundated
with telephone calls, telegrams, flowers and cards
from well-wishers and fans

Sellers had been scheduled to fly to Los Angeles
today to join his wife for a vacation and her 26th bir
thday Friday. But he collapsed in his hotel suite
Tuesday afternoon, and she flew to London Wed-
nesday. She said they had talked on the telephone
Monday night and he was ‘‘absolutely fine, really
bubbling."’

Sellers suffered his first heart attack in 1964, seven
weeks after marrying his second wife, Swedish actress
Britt Ekland. He had another major attack in 1977 and
was fitted with a pacemaker. Last May he was ad-
mitted to a hospital in Dublin after a mild attack

Miss Ekland brought their daughter, Victoria, to
London from Stockholm Tuesday but did not herself
visit the hospital, saying Miss Frederick and not she
should be with him

Sellers made 54 movies over a period of 29 years and
a fortune said in press reports to total nearly $12
million. His first big international hit was ‘‘The Mouse
that Roared,” in 1959, his greatest success was as the
bumbling Inspector Clouseau in the “‘Pink Panther’
series

Despite his fame, wealth, homes on two continents,
private jet, yacht, expensive cars and love life with
beautiful women, he remained riddled by doubts

“I have no personality of my own whatsoever. No
personality to offer to the public. I can’t do anything
within myself. I have=nothing to project. I've got so
many inhibitions that I sometimes wonder whether I
exist at all,"" he confessed.

The stormy passage of his four marriages and other
love affairs made constant headlines. He married
Australian actress Anne Howe in 1951. They divorced
11 years later after having two children, Michael and
Sarah Jane. He married Miss Ekland in 1964 and they
divorced in 1969. In 1970 he married socialite Miranda
Quarry and they divorced in 1974. He married Lynn
Frederick, with whom he had only just been united this
year after a split.

Even if the hot. dry
weather hangs on the rest of
the summer. it probably
would not have much effect
on food prices this year or in
the first half of 1981, Hjort
told a news conference
Wednesday

Despite recent price in
creases for some items
Hjort said, "By and large
farm prices for foods are still
below where they were a
vear ago."’

Corn prices are now up 3
percent from a vear ago
hogs up 10 percent after
being severely depressed
last spring slaughter
steers up 6 percent. eggs up
20 percent and broilers up 50
percent, he said

But farm prices of wheat
are down 3 percent from a
year ago, soybeans 4 per
cent, slaughter cows 3
percent and feeder cattle 16
percent

Since last fall, the USDA
has been predicting retail
food prices in 1980 would go
up an average of 7 to 11
percent from 1979 levels,
depending on the weather,
crop vields and the general
economy

“Our current estimate 1s
within that range,” Hjort
said

not confined to ocean

The terrors of the deep are
not confined to murky ocean
mysteries “‘The deep'' can
be a few feet of water in the
neighborhood swimming
pool or area stock tank

The hazards of these calm
waters are revealed by
Texas Department of Health
statistics that show swim
ming pools and tanks
claimed about 45 percent of
the 585 people accidentally
drowned in Texas last year

Major dangers of these
seemingly safe waters are
swimmers' carelessness and
overconfidence, the Texas
Medical Association (TMA)
says. If they do not take
simple precautions such as
checking the depth before
diving and watching where
they are swimming. even
experienced swimmers can
hit their heads on pool sides
or bottom Submerged trees
and rocks add to dangers in
tanks

Diving boards are another
springboard to danger
through carelessness or
overconfidence But even the
best swimmers can be in
jured If a diving board s
shick or in bad repair

Overconfidence n
estimating swimming ability

often plays a role in drown
ing because of exhaustion
which is another big cause of
swimming pool drownings
Stepping or falling into deep
water. cramps and losing a
flotation device such as a
raft or inner tube also are
major causes of pool drown

ings, according to a federal
survey
Knowing how to swim

could save many people in
such situations but eften
drowning victims, especially
young children. do not know

how to swim even well
enough to get to the nearby
shore. Alcohol adds to

problems. can confuse even
a good swimmer and con-
tributes to some pool drown
ings, TMA says

TMA recommends
everyone learn to swim at
least well enough to survive
falling in water and that
adults keep a close watch on
young children in the vicinity
of a body of water Teaching
youngsters about wise water
behavior is another im
portant task for adults
because it can help prevent
the perils of overconfidence
and carelessness when the
child is older

When they emerged, they
reported few surprises and
little evidence of damage

“The outstanding visual
evidence of the intervening
months since the accident
was the condition of the

floor There was rust and
discoloration,’ Behrle said
However, the exploration

was limited because. from
their vantage point. the two
men could not see the
damaged reactor, steam
generators, pressurizer or
reactor cooling pumps And
their high-intensity lamp
failed after 10 minutes
forcing them to use smaller
lamps

The men, who volunteered
for the mission. said the only
surprise they found was a
dented stairwell door, which
senior plant official Robert
Arnold said probably had
swung open and hit a pipe
from the force of a hydrogen

explosion during the ac
cident
The concrete floor was

httered with several pieces
of amber colored glass that

mayv have come from a
broken hght bulb. Arnold
said

‘‘We were very happy with
the experience and with
what we saw. Conditions do
not appear to be any worse

than we expected — perhaps
a little better.”" he said. ‘‘The
next step is another entry a
month from now, probably
into areas that were not
covered today "’

Benson, 27, a nuclear
engineer, and Behrle, 36, a
TMI senior engineer, went
through months of training
before stepping into the 203-
foot-high building at 10:06
am

“1 felt kind of relaxed.”

Behrle said. ‘'l was not
apprehensive '

During their 20-minute
stay limited by the air
supplies they carried the
two took radiation
measurements, samples and
photographs that will be

used to plan future steps of
the multimillion-dollar
reactor cleanup

The pair measured
radiation levels in the 400- to
700-millirem range — ‘‘about
where we hoped they would
be and somewhat lower than
we had calculated,”’ Arnold
said

Preliminary tests indicate
the men were exposed to
about 200 millirems. The
federal limit for nuclear
workers is 3.000 millirems
every three months

The US Nuclear
Regulatory Commission
monitored the entry from a
command center at the

Demo president, GOP veep?

WASHINGTON, D.C. — It
is difficult to conceive of a
situation when the U.S. could

be served by a Democratic .

President and a Republican
Vice President, but just such
a possibility — albeit a slim
one — exists during this
election year.

Such a stunning scenario
centers around the can-
didacy of independent
presidential candidate John
Anderson and whether or not
he might be able to carry
enough states to prevent a
majority of electoral votes
from going to either the
Democratic or Republican
candidate.

Should no one person win a
majority of the electoral
votes, the House of Repre-
sentatives would be called
upon by the Consitution to
elect’ the president among
the three highest electoral
vote recipients in the general
election. On the other side of
the Hill, the Senate would
then select the .Vice
President. Therefore, if one
political party controlled the
House and another party the
Senate, we could wind up
with a President and Vice
President of different par-
ties. Highly unlikely, but
possible

The constitution is rather
hazy and does not spell out
all of the actual procedures
involved, but each state’s
delegation in the House is
given one vote in such an
election. No mention is made
of what happens if a state's
House delegation divides
evenly. While unlikely in
Texas' delegation, with 20
Democrats and four
Republicans, there are eight

states having An equal
number of congressmen
from each party.

In the case of tie votes
within a state’'s House
delegation, no one would
receive that state’s one vote
until the tie was broken. This
could prevent any candidate
from receiving the ncessary
%6 votes for a majority in the
House

A number of unresolved
matters would have to be
decided by the House Rules
Committee before the House
would ever vote, including
whether the election would
be open to the press and the
public or be conducted
behind closed doors. The 1825
rules, the last time such a
situation occurred, provided
that the election was con-
ducted in a closed session of
Congress

Decisions would also have
to be made on: Whether
Members would vote by
secret ballot or have their
votes made public; whether
the vote of each state would
be by secret ballot or be
made public; an whether a
plurality or a majority is
required within a state
caucus to determine that

state's one vote. A majority .

is more than half, whereas a
plurality simply means the
vote would be determined by
whoever receives the most
votes, even if be received
less than a majority.

In all likelihood, these
speculations will remain just
that —  Bpeculations,
although interesting ones.
Any such situation would
rely on the success of an
independent candidate and
independents have rarely
done well in our history

The complicated electoral
system has been questioned
in the past, as many feel that
the presidency should be by
majority vote, period. If the
presidential election should
be left to the House this year,

‘we would almost surely be

forced to face this issue
seuarely, to prevent the
possibility of a President of
the United States being
elected who was not the
choice of the majority of the
voters in this country

Soviets

today

The Moscow Olympics
today will also begin to see if
the second lesson is true
when Sebastian Coe and
Steve Ovett, two running
Britons engaged in a running
feud, embark on their
collision course

Among the events in
today's opening Olympic
track and field session are
finals in the womenls shot
put, the men’'s 20°kilometer
walk and the women's
pentathlon, plus the first
heats for the men's 800-
meter race. Coe is the world
record holder in this event
(1:42.4), with Ovett right on
his heels.

Soviet diver Aleksander
Portnov won the springboard
event, but he won't receive
his gold medal until Friday
because of a protest that was
turned down by the Inter

Bum wants Brazile

HOUSTON (AP) Houston Oiler Coach Bum
Phillips says he can’t imagine fielding a football team
without linebacker Robert Brazile and Jerry Argovitz,
Brazile's agent, hopes Phillips’ worst dreams don’t
come true.

Phillips got the impression from a recent session
with Argovitz that Brazile will not report to training
camp with other Oiler veterans Friday if the Oilers
refuse to renegotiate Brazile's contract

““We're not trying to hold a gun to anybody's head,"”’
Argovitz said Wednesday. *‘I personally feel this thing
is going to be worked out with no pressure exerted on
anybody

“They (Oilers) have no obligation to renegotiate
Robert’s contract. We all know that. We're trying to
get them to do what is fair for Brazile. He is being
punished for being a poor businessman and one of the
best linebackers in the National Football League.’’

Asked if Brazile had told Phillips he would be a ne
show, Phillips said “‘No, but I think that’s the gist of the
thing. "

Brazile, the Oilers’ first round draft choice in 1975,
renegotiated his contract in 1977 and is believed to be
earning near $100,000 annually

Argovitz, however, who negotiated Billy Sims’ multi-
million dollar deal with the Detroit Lions, says Brazile
is the most underpaid linebacker in the National
Football League.

"1 understand management’s (Oilers) problem,”
Argovitz said. ‘‘They say if they renegotiate, they'll
have 44 other players wanting to do the same thing. But
they don’t have 44 more Robert Braziles

“We're only appealing to them to do the right thing.
If the NFL were a free enterprise system, Robert could
walk into any other team and there's no telling what he
could command. "’

being kept up

According to Dr Howard
Marshall. a New York
periodontist who specializes
in the prevention and
treatment of gum diseases
many people don’'t know that
thev have gum disease until
it's too late To help the
public.

4) Are your gums receding
with noticeable spaces be
tween the teeth”

If vou suspect. after
examining vour gums. that
you have a problem. Dr
Marshall suggests a daily
flossing program in conjunc
tion with regular brushing A
total program should also
include use of a fluoride
toothpaste. use of disclosing
tablets to check for plaque.
cutting down on sweets and
regular professional
checkups. Let vour dentist
be the final judge of the
condition of vour teeth and
gums

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Overyears, it's waters have claimed ten lives

Is Moss Lake too dangero

By STEVE HERShBERGER

In its 40-year history, the waters of
Moss Creek Lake have claimed 10
lives, reliable sources say.

According to lake rangers and old-
time residents, a total of eight persons
had drowned prior to this year.

So far, in 1980, two men have
drowned at the lake, which is about
six miles east of Big Spring. Both of
the mishaps have occurred in July,
taking place within a 10-day time
span

There are no records documenting
deaths at Moss Creek Lake due to
drowning. Neither the city nor county
have kept such records. The Texas
Department of Parks and Wildlife
began in 1975 keeping records where
the waters of Moss Creek have
claimed a life

The lake was created in 1939 as part
of a public works project directed by
the Roosevelt Administration. A dam
and concessions stand, which are still
there, were constructed that year

It was, however, several years after
the dam was constructed that water
filled up the area to form a lake, said a
relative of Frank Covert, long-time
Moss Creek Lake Ranger, who is now
deceased

‘“The first couple of years it was too
dry for any of that (drownings) to

happen,' the relative said.

The first drowning to take place at
the lake occurred in March 1947. It
would be some 13 years before
another reported mishap at the lake
occurred.

In the 1960’s, a total of five drown-
ings occurred at the lake. Sm:zgely.
two of these mishaps occur on
holidays: Easter Sunday, 1965, when
two young children stepped off a ledge
and drowned; and Memorial Day,
1969, when an 18-year-old star athlete
from Stanton died — tragically just
one week after graduating from high
school

In July 1970, the lake was closed to
swimming and wading after a nine-
year-old Sand Springs lad drowned
while on an outing with seven friends
Public Works Director Nolen Chafin
ordered the closing, saying the lake
was too dangerous because the lake
had receded from dry weather Chafin
said the new shore line created from
the evaporation created unfamiliar
characteristics for wadders, making
it possible for a person tostep over his
depth

The ban on swimming continued
until 1976

Former Lake Ranger Ron Robey,
who served from 1971-76, said the lake
is too dangerous for swimming and

wading

“The lake is totally unsafe for
swimming,” Robey sai(f., “There is no
adequate swimming area there.”

Robey commented that the city
created a suitable swimming area in
1961, but has failed to maintain the
area since.

Ike Rupard, who served as a lake
ranger for several years, recalled
where the waters of Moss Creek took
six lives. He said most drownings
occurred where the body was not in
water higher than seven feet

He added that some cases of drown-
ing were from lack of caution

“Two cases | know,"’ Rupard, ‘‘the
persons couldn’t swim.”’

Here is an unofficial list of reported
drownings at Moss Creek Lake

March 27, 1947: Arvel Moore, 39, of
the Midway Community fell over-
board after he stood up in his fishing
vessel. Instead of hanging onto the
capsized boat, Moore decided to swim
to the dam and came up 100 feet short

June 5, 1960: Andrew Wilson, 49, of
Midland drowned suddenly when he
stepped off a ledge. On a Sunday,
Wilson and his wife arrived at the lake
for a day of fishing. Around8a.m , the
minnow bucket the couple was using
to hold their bait drifted from the bank
they were fishing from at the lake
Wilson waded after the bucket in his

Northside projects OKed

Northside residents will soon have a
new basketball court and a completed
day care center in the neighborhood

The Big Spring City Council decided
during Tuesday night's meeting that
both projects would become a reality.
The day care center had been un-
dergoing renovation for several
months, when the company doing the
work suddenly defaulted on the
contract in June.

Subsequently, the city has lodged a
lawsuit against Association D Con-
tratistas, a Pecos firm, for the nearly
$6,000 worth of work remaining.
Tuesday night, the council voted to
accept a bid by Harry Money
Enterprises of Big Spring to complete
the renovation.

Although the bid, $11,125, was the
only one received, it was within the
city’s guidelines, and was acceptable
to council members.

A hard-surface basketball court will
be built at the Northside Park at a cost
of $6,804. The council accepted a bid
from Herrera Masonry Contractors,
209 N.E. 6th, to complete the project.

“This court will be built as a result
of public hearings on the north side
last year. This is just one of several
improvements we have made at the
Northside Park, which was listed as
one of the big priorities at the publie
meetings,” said Bill Hall, director of
community development. His office
will provide funds: for theormjocu
through Community Development
Block Grants,

Tuesday. Members allowed each
service to raise its rates

In amending the contract with the
Shaffer Ambulance Service, the city
added a new twist that may prove
financially beneficial in the future
The city raised its monthly subsidy to
the service from $2,000 to $3,000, but
also dealt itself a portion of the com-
pany’s accounts receivable in the

process. .

Shaffer has been having trouble
collecting its bills, and estimated that
it would be successful in gathering
only about 20 percent of its delinquent
debts. The city volunteers to use its
own persormel to collect bills over 60
days old for city coffers.

Of the amount collected by the city,
20 percent will be turned over to
Howard County, which recently
agreed to raise its subsidy to Shaffer
from $1,000 to $1,500 a month.

Council members compared Big
Spring’s taxi cab rates to those of
other area cities before granting an
increase. After reviewing the books of
Bill Lee, owner of the local service,
Tom Ferguson, city finance director,
declared that local rates were well
below those of Odessa, Midland and

Abilene.

Although the cost of the first one-
fifth of a mile in a local cab will
from $1.15 to $1, each additional fift!
will rise from 10 cents to 20 cents. The
cost of the firt mile will rise from
$1.55 to $1.80.

“The way 1 igure it, that's within
about a dime, ither more or less, of
the rates in t' se other cities,” said

Both motions to raise rates passed
unanimously.

What may have been the hottest
issue of the evening was quashed by
the council. Consideration of a second
and final reading of an ordinance
amending the franchise with Big
Spring Cable T.V ., Inc. was tabled.

‘“The city manager (Don Davis) is
not here, and due to the nature of this
issue I think we should wait on it,"”’
said Councilmen Jack Y. Smith, with
the other members agreeing.

Council members also discussed the
recent rash of water leaks in the city.
They were told by Assistant City
Manager Bill Brown that reports of
water problems had slowed to 69
during the last five days; a lot, but
considerably fewer than in June and
the earlier part of July.

Brown has vssigned one city crew to
work eight hours, five nights a week,
while four crews operate during the
day. Crews also rotate weekend work
so that leaks are being plugged seven
days a week, he said.

A total of 1,470 feet of small-inch
pipe has been replaced with new pipe,
said Brown, and more replacements
are scheduled in the near future,

Ferguson told the council that he
and the city manager have met with
financial advisers to discuss bond
Pymmt schedules for funds needed

‘or water system repairs. Those
schedules will be revised and
ted to the appointed city
nancial committee, which will help
shape the proposal for a bpnd election
in the fall, Ferguson added.

April 19, 1965: An Easter outing
turned into a grim tragedy for a young
couple as two of their children stepped
off a ledge into deep water and
drowned. The victims were Eraul
Padilla, 10, and his sister, Susanna
Padilla, 8. Their parents were Mr. and
Mrs. Eraul Padilla, residing at 1005
Northwest First.

The two children were wading with
a third youngster in a thronged
swimming area. The third child lost
sight of the other two about 4:30 p.m
that day. He went to tell people on the
shore that Eraul was missing

Valuable time was lost as the child
told several persons on the shore, but
as Eraul Sr. reported, ‘‘They did not
listen.”’

Initially it was thought that only
Eraul had drowned, as airmen from
Wehb AFB began diving for the body
Airman 3C George Willey found the
body of a child and began mouth-to-
mouth resuscitation. The crowd ex-
claimed, “That’s a little girl, not the
boy."

Divers found the body of Eraul
about one hour later

Sept. 10, 1967: Alfred Uribe, 22,
residing at 105 Northwest Eighth took
his wife on an outing at Moss Creek
Lake for the afternoon. While playing
in the water, he stepped into a 13-foot
hole and drowned. The drowning was
blamed on the fact that Uribe could
not swim

May 30,
Avery, 18,

1969: Benjamin Taylor
a recent graduate of
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Stanton High School, was on a
Memorial Day outing with his family
at the lake. Around 1:15 a.m., he
swam after a beach ball that had
floated up from the swimming area
He called for help and then went
under. He was found in water eight
feet deep, 30 feet from the swimming
area

July 28, 1970: Perry Raymond
McKnight, 9, of Sand Springs was
swimming with seven friends at the
lake Around 3 p.m., a mother at-
tending the outing called for the boys
to come out of the water. Perry did not
show. The mother was unsure if he
was still in the water or wandered off
A search was made of the shore and
crews began dragging the lake. Crews
found the body in six feet of water, 25
feet from the shore

July 11, 1972: Frank McCleskey, 55,
was found about 12:15 p.m. in 10 feet
of water about 30 feet from the east
shore. He was found after a fishermen
discovered a life jacket floating in the
lake. Officials said he apparently
slipped from his fishing raft

July 4, 1980: What appeared to be a
jesting matter turned into tragedy for
a Midland party on Independence
Day

Tnomas Pina, 22, of Midland was
spending the day at Moss Creek with
his family "and several friends
Around 5 p.m. he plunged into the
water to swim toward a stalled boat
abeut 60 yards from a boat dock on the
south shore

He went under once 30 feet from
shore and came back up yelling for
help. One witness says, ‘‘He started
swimming and we thought he was just
fooling around when he yelled for
help.”” The body of a supposedly good

July 13, 1980: Waters of Moss Creek
claimed a second life within a 10-day
time span as the body of Daniel
Ortega Diaz, 25, of 503 S. Bell here was
found July 15 floating about 100 yards
from the dam. Diaz had been listed as
missing since the previous Sunday,
when a companion had last seen him
swimming about 100 yards north of
the designated swimming area

Those born in 1960
began registering Monday and will
continue through Friday.

Beginning next week, those born in
1961 will register.

Next January, those born in 1962
will be required to sign up. After that,
all young men must register upon
reaching their 18th birthday.

For the registration, men are
required to fill out a card giving their
name, sex, date of birth, current
address, permanent address and
social security number. There is also
a box a man may check if he wants to
be contacted by a military recruiter.

No draft cards are involved. About
90 days after the registrant fills out
the Selective Service form, he will
receive a letter confirming he has
signed up and making it official.

Failure to register could mean a
fine of up to $10,000 or five years in
prison
