The process of securing right-of-
way has been underway for quite
some time. Randall Dillard,
TDHPT spokesman, said that the
department has made some
purchases of needed right of way
in Castro County, and is now in
the process of making pre-
appraisal contacts in Parmer
County.

In the last few months, the right
of way and survey work has
proceeded from the Castro-Parmer
County line near Summerfield up
to and including the city of Friona.

““There are 34 parcels of land we
are dealing with in Parmer
County, from the Castro County
line to the city limits of Friona,’’

60 from the Castro-Deaf Smith
County line to Farwell in
southwestern Parmer County, at a
cost estimate of $24.9 million.

‘““We feel real comfortable that
the widening of Highway 60
should be able to proceed as
planned,’’ Dillard said. In regard
to the right of way work, he stated,
‘““We wish that the work could be
done faster, but in order to be fair
to everyone involved, the process
has to be a very slow one.”’

On Dry Note

The month of July is ending, with very little rainfall
recorded in the local area.

The milo is
needing another drink, and if it doesn’t rain soon, it will
have to be irrigated. We’re fortunate that we haven’t had a
bunch of 100-degree temperatures. That would have been
worse,’”’ Brown said.

The bank spokesman said that the crops were having to
call on the good sub-moisture which the area received back
in May and June.

Floyd Reeve, who farms southeast of Friona, was
hoping for an end to the hot, dry trend. ‘“We usually get a
little rain in July, but we sure didn’t this year,’’ Reeve
said.

On the positive side, the hot, dry weather has boosted
cotton prospects, and that crop is doing better than it has
in a number of years.

One thing’s for sure--we are another day closer to a
good rain.

‘“Each year over two million
cattle are moved into the 120 mile
radius surrounding Guymon, and
within a 40 mile radius, there are
10 cow-calf operators each
handling over 500 mother cows,”’
said Dr. Jerry Swanson of Hitch
Feeders in Hooker, coordinator of
the Festival. ‘“This makes Guymon
an ideal location to draw large
feedlot operators and other large
stocker operators.”’

The Festival will begin with
registration at 9 a.m. and
workshops and live demonstrations
at 10 a.m. Representatives of
agriculture-related companies will
set up booths and be on hand to
visit with those in attendance.

An average of 500 people have
attended each of the previous three
Fall Cattle Festivals.

CRP Program Is
Lauded By USDA

The U.S. Department of Agri-
culture’s Conservation Reserve
Program may be farmers’ best bet
to make a profit on highly erodible
cropland and defray some of the
cost of conservation.

‘““According to USDA rules,
compliance with the conservation
provisions of the 1985 Food
Security Act requires farmers who
plan to cultivate highly erodible
cropland after January 1, 1990, to
develop a conservation plan by
1990,”” William Donham, district
conservationist for the USDA Soil
Conservation Service at Friona
reported. ‘“They must also protect
their land against soil erosion with
applied conservation practices by
1995 if they want to participate in
USDA programs. These practices
may include conservation tillage
systems, terraces, grassed
waterways, stripcropping, or other
practices.”’

CRP offers farmers cost sharing
and annual rental payments to
convert this highly erodible
cropland to permanent vegetation,
and a chance to bypass expensive
conservation treatment, retain
eligibility for USDA programs,
and ensure a return on this land.

‘“Most land fitting the highly
erodible criteria is not only
difficult to protect against erosion,
but often produces poor crop
yields and has a low profit
potential,”’ Donham said. ‘‘Most
times, payments provided under

POWER

the Conservation Reserve Program
offer farmers greater rates of
return to this land.”’

Under the CRP, farmers receive
cost sharing to establish grass or
wildlife plantings on highly
erodible cropland. Cost sharing is
provided for 50 per cent of eligible
costs of establishment. Annual
rental payments are bid by the
farmer and extend for ten years,
the length of the CRP contract.
The permanent vegetation must be
maintained during this time, and
harvesting will not be permitted.

The Conservation Reserve is
authorized by Congress to
continue until 1990, a total of five
years, as long as funds are
appropriated. Currently, funds
have been appropriated through
September of this year.

In the last four signups, farmers
submitted bids on a total of 2.3
million acres in Texas.

A fifth CRP signup period has
been announced by the Secretary
to begin July 20 and end July 31,
1987. Signup will be at the
Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service office
located at Farwell.

Donham said that all programs
and services of the U.S.
Department of Agriculture are
provided without regard to race,
color, national origin, sex, age,
handicap, religion, or marital
status.

Comptroller Gives
Sales Tax Report

State Comptroller Bob Bullock
Thursday sent checks totaling
$52.6 million in local sales tax to
1,039 cities that levy the one per
cent city tax. Bullock said 1987
payments were down six per cent
as compared to payments to date
made in June last year.

Houston’s check was the largest-
-$8.2  million--bringing  total
payments in 1987 to $66.6 million,
down nine per cent over 1986.
Dallas received $6.3 million for a
total of $50.1 million in total
payments for this year, a decrease
of five per cent.

San Antonio’s payment of $3.3
million increased that city’s 1987
payment to a total of $26.6
million, down six per cent over last
year. Austin’s check for $2.4
million pushed payments to $19.4
million in 1987--down eight per
cent.

Fort Worth received $1.9 million
for a 1987 total of $16 million,
down nine per cent. El Paso’s
payment of $1.3 million brought
its 1987 total to $11.1 million.

Bullock also sent checks totaling
$24.3 million to the state’s six
Metropolitan Transit Authorities.

Keep Farm, Family
Finances Separate
In these difficult economic
times, keeping family finances
separate from those of the farming
or ranching operation can help

with money and stress
management.

Household expenses may seem
small compared to business
expenses. However, relatively
small amounts, when added

together, can become a drain on
family resources.

Good records are a special help
in the effort to control living
expenses. Many families simply
don’t know where their money
goes each month. But if they wrote
down each expenditure--in a
notebook, a checkbook register, or
even on a piece of paper taped to
the refrigerator door--the family
spending patterns would become
clear.

At the end of the month, the
expenses can be divided into
budget categories. That can help
family members see where
expenses might be trimmed. It also
forms the basis for planning the
next month’s spending so you can
live within your income.

It’s not advisable to mix family
and business accounts. A better
strategy 1s to have a separate
account for family living expenses
and to transfer a regular allocation
from the business account into it.

That will make it easier for
family members to work at
keeping living expenses within the
regularly alloted amount.

American lifestyles are killing
us. According to the U.S. Surgeon
General, lifestyle choices (such as
smoking, poor nutrition, alcohol
and substance abuse, and lack of
exercise) have made the greatest
impact on health-status deteriora-
tion in the last twenty years.

According
to the American Heart
Association, one in four people
will have high blood pressure, and
only one in every three who have
high blood pressure will be aware
of it.
